Mr. President, 

Mr. Secretary-General, 

Your Excellencies Heads of State and Government, 

Distinguished Ministers,  

Ladies and gentlemen. 

 

On behalf of the Government of the Republic of 

Angola, allow me to congratulate you, Mr. Sam 

Kutesa, on your election as President of this session 

of the General Assembly of the United Nations and 

to assure you of my country's support in fulfilling your mission. 

 

I would also like to congratulate His Excellency Ambassador John William Ashe for the 

competent manner in which he led the work ofthe previous session. 

 

We also extend our greetings to His Excellency Ban Ki-Moon, Secretary-General of the 

United Nations, for his commitment to finding solutions to the issues facing the 

international community. 

 

Mr. President, 

The present session of the General Assembly is taking place in an environment that breeds 

concern due to the aggravation of international tensions, the intensification of conflicts 

and the deepening of global crises that require effective and sustainable solutions. It is a 

matter of consensus that the solutions to common challenges are to be found in 

multilateral negotiations, and take into account the specificities of each country and each 

people. 

 

The UN has always been and will continue to be the mainstay of Member States' 

participation in the making of decisions on issues of concern to the international 

community by restoring the global values of tolerance and peaceful and harmonious 
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coexistence of countries and peoples, based on the principles of the United Nations Charter 

and International law. 

 

Mr. President, 

Angola would like to once again reiterate the importance that all Member States join 

efforts to make the UN a strong and effective organization, and one that serves as the basis 

for a more balanced, fair and inclusive international legal order and global security system, 

while promoting confidence among States and strengthening the relations of friendship 

and international cooperation. 

 

Our Organization should pay special attention to the resurgence of armed conflicts and 

their negative effects on populations, as well as to disarmament, the combat of trafficking 

in drugs and human beings, transnational organized crime. International terronsm and 

piracy due to the direct impact these phenomena have on economic development and 

consequently on improving the living conditions of populations. 

 

Religious fundamentalism in some African countries is taking violent proportions such that 

it poses a threat to regional security, with serious consequences for peace, stability and 

development. 

 

Angola strongly condemns the acts committed by terrorist groups and expresses its support 

for efforts to ensure their full neutralization. 

 

Angola supports efforts to strengthen the UN's crisis management capacity and considers 

dialogue and negotiation as the best means of resolving conflicts. 

 

We will continue to meet our international obligations, with special emphasis on the 

African continent and the regional groupings in which we operate, including the SADC, 

ECCAS, PALOPs, the Gulf of Guinea and the Great Lakes with a view to defining 

mechanisms and forms of cooperation with the United Nations, the African Union, the 

CPLP and other international partners. 

 

Angola took over the rotating presidency of the International Conference on the Great 

Lakes Region in January 2014, and in that forum, it continues to promote the resolution of 

conflicts on the African continent with a view to attaining stability, political and 
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institutional development, internal and border security, as well as good governance and 

human rights. 

 

It is in this context that Angola is engaged in the peace processes in the Democratic 

Republic of Congo, the Central African Republic and the Great Lakes region. 

 

The Ebola epidemic is an issue of great concern. The position of the Security Council, 

which was to declare the epidemic as a threat to international peace and security, fully 

reflects the seriousness of the situation, which requires a decisive commitment from the 

international community to be combated and eradicated. 

 

Mr. President, 

We reiterate the need to reform and revitalize the United Nations system, in particular the 

reform of the Security Council, which should be more in line with the current international 

context and reflect an equitable geographical representation by increasing its number of 

permanent members. Angola reiterates the right of the African continent to sit among the 

permanent members of the Council. 

 

The Israeli/Palestinian conflict and the lack of progress in finding alasting solution for it 

are a major cause of widespread instability in the Middle East, and also the root cause of 

the resurgence of terrorism in the region. 

 

This situation worries the Government of Angola and we call for political will and 

flexibility from both parties, and encourage the Secretary-General of the UN and the 

American Secretary of State to continue their mediation efforts to establish a sovereign and 

independent Palestinian state, as well as a 'modus vivendis' to ensure that the two states 

coexist in peace and security within internationally recognized borders. 

 

The impasse in resolving the question of Western Sahara continues to delay the exercise of 

the right to self-determination of the people of the territory. Angola calls on the parties to 

continue negotiations under the auspices of the United Nations and the African Union to 

find asolution in accordance with the principles of the UN Charter and Resolution 1514 

(XV) of December 1960. 
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With regard to the situation in the Ukraine, Angola deplores the loss of human lives caused 

by instability in the region and calls for dialogue between the parties involved to find a 

political solution of the conflict. 

 

The situation in Somalia and South Sudan remains a reason for concern. 

However, there has been some encouraging progress, reason why we urge the authorities in 

these countries and the international community to continue their efforts towards 

stabilization. 

 

Angola welcomes the constitutional normalization in some African countries. 

We welcome the holding of democratic elections in Guinea-Bissau, Madagascar and Egypt 

and we express our solidarity with the national reconciliation and reconstruction processes, 

and economic and social development in these countries. 

 

Mr. President, 

The Government of Angola expresses its appreciation for the choice of the central theme of 

this session – “Realizing and implementing a transformative post-2015 agenda". This theme 

is of great relevance, especially for the Least Developed Countries. 

 

The progress made in some of these countries is far behind the targets of the Millennium 

Development Goals due to structural issues, and proves to be insufficient to ameliorate the 

effects ofthe economic problems that still persist. 

 

With one year until the final assessment of the achievement of the Millennium 

Development Goals, our economies continue to suffer the effects of the international 

economic and financial crisis, which create barriers to economic growth and hinder the 

implementation of programs to combat poverty and improve the lives of our peoples. 

 

However, we note with satisfaction that Africa has ceased to represent the image of 

desolation it did at the beginning ofthe millennium, there being a new reality where 

African countries boast an average growth of 5 percent per year and improvements in 

several human development indicators. 
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We believe that the trend of progress will prevail in the near future and we will do 

everything to make it so by investing in future generations based on the objectives of 

NEPAD, the post-2015 Roadmap and the African Agenda for 2063. 

 

Angola is impiementing the National Development Plan for 2013-2017, which aims to 

increase the supply of social services to the population, diveisify the economy and 

consolidate macroeconomic stability, thus laying the foundation for the process of 

graduation to a Middle Income Country. 

 

Mr. President, 

Angola reiterates the need to end the economic and financial embargo imposed on Cuba, 

which limits the right of the Cuban people to development and is a clear violation of the 

principles and rules of international law. 

 

Finally, we appreciate the support that Angola has received from numerous countries for its 

candidature to Non-Permanent Member of the UN Security Council for the 2015-2016 

biennium, with elections taking place during the present session of the General Assembly. 

 

Once elected to this important organ, we will work with partners in the Council to seek 

solutions to the serious problems facing the international community and make a real 

contribution to peace and security in the world.

Monsieur le Président,  

Nous faisons le pari que les nouveaux objectifs de développement durable contribueront à 

la réalisation d'un monde qui rende possible la protection effective des droits, la 

participation inclusive de tous et le partage de la prospérité en particulier avec les régions 

déshéritées où vivent plus de 40% des personnes les plus démunies.

C'est dans ce sens que se sont exprimés les Pays Non Alignés lors de la 17ème Conférence 

ministérielle que l'Algérie a abritée en mai 2014, en réaffirmant la pertinence du droit au 

développement et l'impérieuse nécessité d'éradiquer la pauvreté, identifiée comme un défi 

global et un objectif central de l'Agenda de développement post-2015. L'Algérie poursuivra 

ses efforts en vue d'un accord global et ambitieux sur les objectifs de développement 

durable et le climat y compris la désertification et l'accès aux ressources génétiques. Aussi, 

la concrétisation rapide des engagements doit-elle être au rendez-vous, s'agissant de ceux 

pris au titre de l'Aide Publique au Développement, que du Consensus de Monterrey, de la 

Déclaration de Doha ou de la Conférence Rio+ 20.  

 

Au niveau des Nations Unies, l'Algérie qui coordonne le Groupe de travail des Pays Non 

Alignés sur la revitalisation de l'Assemblée Générale poursuivra ses efforts pour que cet 

organe, le plus représentatif du système international, se réapproprie ses prérogatives. 

Concomitamment, elle continuera d'œuvrer avec ses partenaires du C-10 de l'Union 

Africaine à la réforme du Conseil de Sécurité en vue de mettre fin à l'injustice historique 

faite au Continent africain et qui est au cœur du déficit de représentation et de légitimité 

du Conseil.  

 

Dans ce contexte, le renforcement de la coopération et du partenariat multiformes entre 

l'Union Africaine et l'Organisation des Nations Unies doit être encouragé, en particulier au 

titre du règlement des nombreux conflits et crises qui continuent d'endeuiller l'Afrique et 

de retarder le parachèvement de sa décolonisation.  

 

Dans cette perspective, l'évaluation d'ensemble que M. San Ki-moon est appelé à présenter, 

en avril 2015, sur la question du Sahara Occidental opposant le Royaume du Maroc et le 

Front Polisario, devrait pouvoir honorer la doctrine des Nations Unies en matière de 

décolonisation ainsi que l'effectivité des résolutions du Conseil de Sécurité et de 

l'Assemblée Générale des Nations Unies. L'Algérie, dont l'appui au droit inaliénable du 

peuple du Sahara Occidental à l'autodétermination est bien établi, encourage le Secrétaire 

Général et son Envoyé Personnel, l'Ambassadeur Christopher Ross, à intensifier leurs efforts 

pour assurer le succès de leur œuvre de paix.  

 

L'Algérie est partie prenante au destin commun des peuples maghrébins. Son propre 

développement est conçu et conduit pour favoriser l'intégration du vaste espace 

géopolitique dont elle est la partie centrale.  
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Le programme sur la base duquel le Président Abdelaziz Bouteflika a été réélu et le plan 

d'action quinquennal du Gouvernement s'articulent autour de l'approfondissement de la 

démocratie participative, la modernisation de la justice, l'égalité des chances homme/femme 

et la bonne gouvernance. L'effort économique prévoit des investissements publics 

conséquents pour les secteurs de l'agriculture, de l'industrie et de l'énergie, pour 

l'environnement et pour la diversification et la modernisation de l'appareil productif, 

reposant sur des objectifs de compétitivité et une relance substantielle de la croissance.  

 

Parallèlement, l'Algérie œuvre au développement de partenariats stratégiques mutuellement 

bénéfiques, fondés sur le respect de la souveraineté et l'équilibre des intérêts pour 

développer les opportunités de coopération et les moyens de faire face aux défis et menaces 

de caractère transnational. Cette démarche de coopération exclut les mesures unilatérales 

tel que l'embargo imposé à Cuba.  

 

Monsieur le Président,  

La propagation préoccupante de l'épidémie de la maladie à virus Ebola déclarée par l'OMS 

«urgence sanitaire mondiale », rappelle de façon tragique la précarité structurelle des 

facteurs de la sécurité humaine ainsi que la responsabilité de la Communauté internationale 

dans le traitement des problèmes de santé affectant les pays pauvres, dépourvus de moyens, 

exclus de la prise de décision. L'Algérie joint sa voix à celle du Secrétaire général des 

Nations Unies pour exhorter les agences du système et autres donateurs ainsi que les ONG à 

fournir rapidement l'assistance internationale requise aux pays africains touchés par ce 

fléau.  

 

Cette menace existentielle est venue s'ajouter à toutes celles que l'Afrique doit 

collectivement prendre en charge pour assurer sa Renaissance, y compris les défis en 

matière de paix et de sécurité.  

 

A la demande des parties maliennes, l'Algérie conduit une grande médiation entre le 

Gouvernement malien et les mouvements du Nord, avec une équipe forte et représentative 

de l'Afrique et de la Communauté internationale dans son ensemble. L'adoption d'une « 

Feuille de route pour les négociations dans le cadre du processus d'Alger» et d'une 

«Déclaration de cessation des hostilités » ont balisé le terrain pour le lancement de 
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négociations substantielles, depuis le 1er Septembre, en vue de parvenir à un accord de 

paix globale et définitive.  

 

Le lancement de ces pourparlers a été un motif de satisfaction en ce qu'il a coïncidé avec la 

libération des deux derniers diplomates algériens retenus en otages pendant près de trois 

ans par un groupe terroriste. Je saisis cette occasion pour m'incliner à la mémoire de notre 

Consul à Gao et de son adjoint, qui ont perdu la vie au cours de la captivité.  

 

La situation en Libye n'a pas cessé de se dégrader ces trois dernières années. La double 

initiative algérienne, de mise en place d'un cadre d'action commune de tous les pays 

voisins de la Libye et le lancement d'un dialogue inclusif en vue de la réconciliation 

nationale et du renforcement des institutions de l'Etat, est venue apporter une contribution 

de qualité à un sursaut collectif salutaire du peuple libyen que nous appelons de tous nos 

vœux. 

 

Cette difficile conjoncture régionale requiert une intensification des efforts de lutte contre 

les groupes terroristes qui sévissent au Sahel et les interconnexions qu'ils ont établies avec 

les réseaux du trafic de drogues et du crime organisé. Au sein du Forum Global de lutte 

antiterroriste, l'Algérie poursuivra sa coopération notamment, en tant que co-président du 

Groupe de travail sur le Sahel, sur les questions de la sécurisation des frontières ainsi que la 

prévention des enlèvements contre rançon par des groupes terroristes à la fois au titre des 

recommandations issues de l'Atelier d'Alger tenu en septembre 2013 sur ce sujet et des 

résolutions pertinentes de l'Assemblée Générale et du Conseil de Sécurité des Nations Unies.  

 

Dans ce même esprit, l'Algérie note avec intérêt les résultats de la réunion de Haut niveau 

du Conseil de Sécurité sur le terrorisme et les combattants étrangers, convoqué à l'initiative 

du Président Obama, ainsi que la mobilisation internationale en cours contre le terrorisme 

transfrontalier de grande envergure qui affecte l'Irak et la Syrie. L'assassinat du 

ressortissant français Hervé Gourdel souligne l'exigence du renforcement de la coopération 

antiterroriste dans toutes ses dimensions. 

  

Monsieur le Président,  

Les bouleversements qui affectent la vie des peuples du Moyen-Orient ajoutent de 

nouveaux questionnements à l'interpellation ininterrompue de la Communauté 

internationale par la tragédie infligée au peuple palestinien. L'Histoire de l'humanité 
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enseigne que les confrontations armées sont elles-mêmes porteuses de germes de conflits, et 

que seules les solutions pétries de justice et conformes au droit ont le potentiel de s'inscrire 

dans la durée. La question palestinienne et la crise syrienne doivent être approchées sous 

cet éclairage. Je saisis cette occasion pour rendre hommage aux efforts de mon 

compatriote, Lakhdar Brahimi, et réitérer notre appui à son successeur, Staffan de Mistura.  

 

La 9ème Conférence des Etats parties au Traité sur la Non-Prolifération des armes nucléaires 

doit pouvoir consacrer dans les faits l'étroite complémentarité des objectifs de 

désarmement, de non-prolifération et de promotion des utilisations pacifiques de l'atome. 

Beaucoup reste à faire pour libérer le monde des armes de destruction massive. Le 

renforcement de l'autorité du Traité passe également par l'entrée en vigueur du Traité 

d'interdiction complète des essais nucléaires et l'établissement de Zones exemptes d'armes 

nucléaires, notamment, au Moyen-Orient, comme le prescrit le consensus international sur 

cette problématique, afin d'honorer la sacralité de la vie humaine en toutes circonstances.  

 

L'Algérie, membre du Conseil des Droits de l'Homme, mue par un sens élevé des 

responsabilités, participe activement à la promotion du caractère universel et 

interdépendant des droits de l'Homme.  

 

Sous l'impulsion personnelle du Président de la République, S.E.M. Abdelaziz Bouteflika, les 

autorités algériennes s'emploient à accompagner l'élévation du niveau de vie des citoyens 

par de nouveaux accomplissements. En attestent, entre autres, les récentes lois pénalisant la 

violence faite aux enfants et aux femmes, et la protection renforcée des droits des femmes 

divorcées, ces développements législatifs s'ajoutant aux conquêtes politiques et 

institutionnelles de la femme algérienne en termes de sièges au sein des Assemblées élues 

comme au sein du Gouvernement.  

 

Monsieur le Président,  

La célébration en 2015 du 70ème anniversaire de la création de l'Organisation des Nations 

Unies devrait être l'occasion d'un engagement renouvelé de tous les Etats membres à 

redonner vigueur, efficacité et crédibilité au multilatéralisme. Nous avons la responsabilité 

commune de concrétiser la quête d'un monde plus sûr, plus juste et plus solidaire.  

Ce moment fort de communion de nos peuples dans les valeurs fondatrices devrait 

également confirmer, par des actes, que face aux appréhensions, incertitudes et dans les 
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épreuves de la peur et du besoin qui caractérisent notre époque, l'Organisation des Nations 

Unies gagne bien ses titres de dernier refuge de l'espérance de l'humanité.

Je voudrais lui exprimer mon ferme soutien aux initiatives destinées à I'apaisement des 

tensions et au règlement des situations conflictuelles en vue de paver la voie à la 

construction d'un Monde plus juste, fondé sur 1'égalité, la justice, le respect des droits de 

I'Homme, la solidarité entre les peuples, et pour contenir les changements climatiques. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Le Thème de la présente Session, à savoir: "Réaliser et mettre en œuvre un Programme 

transformateur de développement pour I'Après-2015", a une importance cardinale pour les 

Pays les Moins Avancés dont le Bénin assure la présidence jusqu'en septembre 2015. II 

définit sans ambages le chantier majeur sur lequel nous devrons mobiliser nos énergies au 

cours de cette 69`me Session, afin de forger le consensus autour des actions à engager pour 

concrétiser I'Avenir que nous voulons. 

 

A cet égard, le Programme de développement de I'aprés 2015 devra tenir compte des 

enseignements et des expériences acquises lors des quinze dernières années dans la phase 

de la poursuite des Objectifs du Millénaire pour le Développement (OMD). 

 

Les efforts doivent, par conséquent, se poursuivre pour 1'é1imination de I’extrême 

pauvreté, la promotion d'une croissance économique plus équitable et inclusive, 

1'établissement d'institutions transparentes et responsables, capables d'impulser la 

dynamique du développement durable avec à la clé, la professionnalisation de la jeunesse 

et la création d'emplois décents soutenue par la mise en place d'une protection sociale 

intégrée couvrant toutes les formes de vulnérabilités. 

 

Une fois adoptée, la mise en œuvre du Programme de Développement pour I'après 2015 

devra alors mobiliser toutes les attentions et énergies afin de ne laisser personne en rade, 

comme I'a vivement recommandé, dans ses conclusions, le Groupe de haut niveau composé 

d'éminentes personnalités mis sur pied par le Secrétaire Général pour lui faire des 

recommandations sur ce Programme. La troisieme Conférence sur le financement du 

développement doit être préparée dans un esprit ouvert à l’innovation. 

 

A cet égard, il importe de trouver les stratégies et moyens à mettre en œuvre pour accé1érer 

les transformations structurelles dans ces Pays, pour réduire l’écart qui les sépare des Pays 

Développés, notamment en matière d'accès aux bienfaits de la modernité pour la 
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satisfaction des besoins vitaux, qui doit être désormais perçue comme droit fondamental à 

garantir à tous les humains. 

 

II s'agit de mettre fin, Monsieur le Président, à I'exclusion sous toutes ses formes et à tous 

les niveaux, et d'intégrer à I'essor économique mondial tous les pays affectés par la 

marginalisation, en rétablissant 1'équilibre rompu entre les trois dimensions du 

développement durable que sont l’efficience économique, la stabilité sociale et la 

préservation de I’ environnement. 

 

Je voudrais le rappeler ici, le Programme d'Action d'Istanbul s'est fixé comme objectif 

majeur de réduire de moitié le nombre des PMA à l'horizon 2020 et a placé au premier rang 

de ses priorités pour y parvenir le renforcement de leurs capacités productives. 

 

Dans le souci de mobiliser la Communauté internationale en faveur de la mise en œuvre 

effective de ce programme, le Bénin, en sa qualité de Président du Bureau Mondial du 

Groupe des PMA, a pris l’initiative d'organiser la Conférence Ministérielle sur "Les 

nouveaux partenariats pour le renforcement des capacités productives des Pays les Moins 

Avancés", tenue à Cotonou, du 28 au 31 juillet 2014. 

 

Dans sa Résolution A/RES/68/224 du 20 décembre 2013, I'Assemblée Générale des Nations 

Unies avait exprimé ses attentes par rapport aux résultats de cette Conférence Ministérielle. 

Je puis aujourd'hui faire rapport à cette auguste Assemblée de ses résultats. La Conférence 

Ministérielle a adopté « I'Agenda de Cotonou pour le renforcement des capacités 

productives dans les PMA ».  Elle a préconisé des approches innovantes en la matière, à 

travers des recommandations précises aussi bien à l'endroit des PMA que des Partenaires au 

Développement, et a demandé l'inscription à l'ordre du jour de la 69e Session, de la 

question du renforcement des capacités productives dans les PMA. 

 

Je voudrais, au nom du Gouvernement et du Peuple béninois, remercier les Partenaires en 

particulier la Turquie, l'Allemagne, les Pays-Bas, la Norvège, l'Espagne et l'Italie pour leur 

contribution au succès de cette Conférence qui fera date dans l'histoire des PMA, en ce 

qu'elle touche l’un des aspects cruciaux de leur développement et leur insertion dans 

1'économie mondiale. Je voudrais également remercier la Belgique, co-présidente du 

Groupe des Amis des PMA et l'Union Européenne qui ont accompagné la mise en œuvre de 

l'initiative. Le Bureau du Haut Représentant pour les Pays les Moins Avancés, les Pays en 
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Développement sans Littoral et les Petits Etats Insulaires en Développement, le Bureau de la 

Coopération Sud-Sud, les Agences Spécialisées des Nations Unies, les Fonds et Programmes 

des Nations Unies, la Société Civile et le secteur privé, ont accordé un précieux soutien 

technique pour la préparation intellectuelle de la Conférence Ministérielle. 

 

L'Agenda de Cotonou pour le renforcement des capacités de production des PMA 

constituera, à coup sûr, une feuille de route pour la dynamisation de la mise en œuvre du 

Programme d'Action d'Istanbul. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

En 2015, nous dresserons un bilan sans complaisance des gros efforts déployés et des 

résultats atteints dans tous les domaines ciblés par les Objectifs du Millénaire pour le 

Développement. 

Les dernières évaluations des performances placent le Bénin en tête des vingt premiers pays 

ayant réalisé le plus de progrès en termes absolus au regard de la proportion de leurs 

populations sorties de la pauvreté. Le Bénin, mon Pays, s'est distingué par l'instauration de 

la gratuité de l'enseignement maternel et primaire et l'octroi de facilités aux niveaux de 

l'enseignement secondaire et de l’enseignement supérieur, aux élèves et étudiants démunis, 

permettant ainsi d'augmenter sensiblement le taux de scolarisation, surtout des filles. 

 

Dans le domaine de la santé, les actions de mon Gouvernement ont permis d'améliorer la 

gestion des prestations de services, la prévention de la transmission du VIH de la mère à 

l'enfant, la nutrition, l'adduction d'eau, l'hygiène et l'assainissement. Sur la base du réseau 

d'infrastructures sanitaires mis en place, le Gouvernement a pu lancer un régime 

d'assurance maladie universelle qui offre un plateau de protection sociale aux populations 

à un coût accessible. 

 

La prise en charge par I'Etat de la césarienne ainsi que la gratuité des soins de santé aux 

enfants de moins de cinq (5) ans ont également constitué des mesures salvatrices pour des 

milliers de familles béninoises. De même, des efforts ont été déployés par le Gouvernement 

béninois pour atténuer la pauvreté à travers un appui substantiel aux institutions de 

microcrédits, ce qui a eu un impact considérable sur I'amé1ioration des conditions de vie de 

nombreuses populations rurales. 
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La volonté des Partenaires au Développement d'accompagner le Bénin dans sa vision de 

développement à long terme et de consolider les avancées enregistrées dans les domaines 

de la gouvernance politique et administrative, de la gestion de la justice sociale ainsi que 

de la gouvernance économique, s'est vue renforcée par les résultats fort encourageants de 

la Table Ronde des Partenaires pour le Financement du Développement du Bénin, tenue à 

Paris, du 17 au 19 juin 2014, avec des engagements de financement d'un montant 

d'environ douze (12) milliards de dollars US, sur une période de cinq (5) ans. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Les faits démontrent chaque jour que la paix, la sécurité, la bonne gouvernance à 1'échelle 

nationale et internationale et l'exercice sans faille des fonctions régaliennes par les Etats 

constituent les meilleurs gages de la paix, de la sécurité et de la stabilité internationales. À 

cet égard, il urge de renforcer l'efficacité des Nations Unies dans les efforts déployés pour 

assurer une meilleure prévention des conflits et la lutte contre les injustices et différentes 

formes de criminalités galopantes dans le monde. 

 

De ce point de vue, il est nécessaire, pour ce qui concerne l'Afrique en général et la Région 

du Sahel en particulier, d'amé1iorer le mécanisme d'accompagnement par les Nations 

Unies, afin de prévenir d'autres conflits et de promouvoir la stabilité nécessaire au 

développement des Etats de la région. 

 

II est une nécessité impérieuse de s'attaquer aux causes profondes des conflits qui servent, à 

1'échelle mondiale, de prétextes aux extrémismes et aux organisations terroristes. Je 

voudrais saluer la mobilisation de la Communauté internationale et la fermeté dont fait 

preuve l'Organisation des Nations Unies face aux agissements de ces groupes armés. Grâce 

à l'efficacité des actions engagées, les principaux théâtres de conflits en Afrique sont en 

voie d'apaisement. 

 

Les Etats côtiers africains, notamment ceux du Golfe de Guinée, sont aussi confrontés à la 

piraterie et aux vols à main armée commis en mer ainsi qu'à la criminalité transnationale 

organisée, qui entravent considérablement leur essor économique. 

 

Les mesures engagées pour y faire face produisent, certes, des résultats encourageants; mais 

il y a lieu de les consolider par une veille permanente et un soutien plus marqué de la 

Communauté internationale, en vue d'un déploiement rapide du dispositif mis en place sur 
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la base des décisions issues de la Réunion ministérielle tenue à Cotonou, les 18 et 19 mars 

2013, et du Sommet tenu à Yaoundé, les 24 et 25 juin 2013, en application des Résolutions 

2018 (2011) et 2039 (2012) du Conseil de Sécurité des Nations Unies. 

 

Par ailleurs, la sérénité des Nations de l'Afrique de l'Ouest s'est vue ébranlée, depuis des 

mois, par l'apparition du Virus Ebola dont la rapide propagation a déjà occasionné plus de 

trois mille décès, soit la moitié des personnes infectées. L'ampleur du phénomène nécessite, 

pour son endiguement, le déploiement d'un dispositif sanitaire cohérent dans l’ensemble 

des Pays de la Région. 

 

Du haut de cette tribune, je voudrais saluer les diligences faites par le Secrétaire Général 

des Nations Unies et par I'OMS pour amener la Communauté internationale à prendre la 

juste mesure du défi pour l'humanité et à initier un train de mesures d'urgence pour contrer 

et circonscrire cette menace globale, par-delà les Etats affectés. Cette crise met en évidence 

la nécessité de promouvoir la sécurité humaine et en particulier la sécurité sanitaire pour 

accroître la résilience des populations. 

 

Monsieur le President, 

L'état du monde prend sans aucun doute une tournure fort préoccupante. L'Humanité est à 

la croisée des chemins. II est plus que jamais nécessaire que les Nations Unies affirment 

leur leadership pour inverser les tendances alarmantes. 

 

A cet égard, il urge de trouver une issue négociée à la situation au Proche-Orient qui n'a 

que trop duré. Le maintien du statu quo est injustifiable à tous les égards. L'on ne peut 

ajourner plus Iongtemps, la reconnaissance de la Palestine, comme un Etat souverain, 

membre de plein droit des Nations Unies et vivant en bonne entente avec Israël. Une telle 

reconnaissance permettra certainement de créer la dynamique qui fera baisser les tensions 

au Moyen-Orient et créera les conditions propices au règlement juste et durable des autres 

conflits et des problèmes complexes qui minent cette région. 

 

Le Bénin déplore l’escalade de violence en Ukraine et la radicalisation des parties en conflit 

qui conduisent à une hausse des pertes en vies humaines et des dommages subis par les 

populations civiles affectées. Aussi, voudrais-je exhorter les Nations Unies à œuvrer pour 

un règlement de ce conflit, dans l’intérêt supérieur de la paix et de la sécurité 

internationales. 
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Le Bénin plaide pour un règlement pacifique des différends existant dans le domaine de la 

non-prolifération des armes nucléaires et pour une mobilisation de la communauté 

internationale en faveur de la tenue et de la réussite de la prochaine Conférence d'examen 

du Traité de Non-prolifération dont la présidence revient à l'Afrique. II appelle l'attention 

de notre auguste Assemblée sur le financement des préparatifs de cette Conférence 

d'examen qui ne peut reposer sur les épaules du Pays du Président préssenti, à plus forte 

raison s'il s'agit d'un pays faisant partie de la catégorie des PMA, 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

L'universalité, l’indivisibilité et l'interdépendance de tous les droits de l'Homme constituent 

des valeurs cardinales pour le Bénin, fortement attaché à la dignité humaine et au caractère 

sacré de la vie humaine. Son adhésion, par conviction nationale, à l'instrument 

international relatif à l'abolition de la peine de mort, s'inscrit dans cette logique et nous 

permet de rejoindre les pays à l'avant-garde de la campagne mondiale pour l'abolition de 

cette forme de châtiment, dont nous saluons ici l'engagement. 

 

Cette campagne doit se poursuivre pour faire partager plus largement l'idée selon laquelle 

la peine de mort, loin de servir la justice, marque plutôt un échec de la justice. Le nombre, 

chaque jour plus croissant de pays soutenant le moratoire ou y ayant adhéré, de droit ou de 

fait, fortifie notre espoir d'une abolition universelle de la peine de mort. Le gouvernement 

béninois a organisé en collaboration avec la Commission africaine des droits de l'Homme et 

des peuples une conférence régionale sur l'abolition de la peine de mort en Afrique, à 

Cotonou, du 2 au 4 juillet 2014 qui a appelé les Etats africains à abolir la peine de mort sur 

le continent. 

 

Mon Gouvernement reste attaché au renforcement des principes de démocratie, d'Etat de 

droit ainsi qu'à la mise en œuvre de politiques efficaces de développement. C'est pourquoi 

mon Gouvernement s'évertue chaque jour à trouver les voies et moyens de son 

raffermissement au Bénin qui requiert la création d'emplois et d'opportunités pour tous. Ce 

noble objectif ne peut être atteint sans une lutte efficace contre la corruption. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Les mauvaises passes que traverse le Monde actuellement nécessitent aussi bien au plan 

mondial qu'au niveau national, l'union sacrée autour des valeurs de respect mutuel, de 
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solidarité, de dialogue interreligieux et surtout de dialogue permanent entre des leaders 

islamo-chrétiens en vue de créer un espace commun de convivialité, indispensable à 

1'épanouissement des peuples. 

Prenant en compte l'acuité de cette problématique en Afrique, mon Gouvernement a décidé 

de soutenir une initiative du Centre Panafricain de Prospective Sociale, dont le siège est au 

Bénin, pour la tenue à Cotonou, en mars 2015, d'un symposium sur le dialogue islamo-

chrétien. Ce projet multidimensionnel vise à promouvoir une Education des populations à 

la Paix et au Développement, dans le cadre d'une cohabitation harmonieuse des religions.

C'est à ces conditions que les Etats Membres pourront prendre tous la trajectoire vertueuse 

du développement durable et de la prospérité partagée afin que 1'équité, la paix, la 

fraternité et la solidarité agissante des Nations engendrent ce monde meilleur que nous 

appelons de tous nos vœux.

Allow me, on behalf of His Excellency the 

President of the Republic of Botwsana, Lt. General 

Seretse Khama Ian Khama, to join other delegations 

in extending our warmest congratulations to you 

on your election to the Presidency of this pre-

eminent Assembly. 

 

We are confident that your vast experience and dedicated service to the Government and 

people of Uganda will contribute significantly to the successful conclusion of this Session. 

 

My delegation and I wish you every success as you embark on this new responsibility of 

steering the work of the 69th Session of the United Nations General Assembly, 

 

We also extend fitting tribune to your predecessor, His Excellency Ambassador John Ashe, 

for his sterling leadership of the 68th Session of the General Assembly. We commend him 

for his tireless efforts to overcome many of the challenges confronting the international 

community today. 

 

Mr. President, 

My delegation welcomes the theme that you have chosen for the current General Debate; 

namely, “Delivering on, and implementing a Trasformative Post-201 Development 

Agenda”. 
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We consider it both a pertinent and timely theme, especially as it coincides with ongoing 

efforts by Member States to formulate a new global Developmebt Agenda to succeed the 

Millenium Development Goals (MDGs). 

We shall tirelessy work with you and the international community, as we define the Post 

2015 Development Agenda. 

 

The priorities you have set for this Assembly, that is, issues of Climate Change, Poverty 

Eradication, Empowerment of Women and Gender Equality, Rule of Law and International 

Peace and Security, are amongst those most critical and central to the success and 

sustainability of a global development agenda. 

 

Mr. President, 

As we draw the curtain on the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), it is important that 

we reflect on our successes and failures in their implementation in order to draw vital 

lessons from them. 

 

The global community, most notably in the developing world, has faced significant 

challenges in fully realizing the MDGs. This has resulted in many of our countries failing to 

deliver tangible development to their citizens as cogently set out in the MDGs, despite their 

best efforts and intentions. 

 

We continue to witness intolerable levels of poverty, disease, economic stagnation, 

environmental degradation as well as other drawbacks precipitated in large part, by natural 

disasters and severe resource and capacity constraints. 

 

Whilst Botswana has made impressive gains in the implementation of the MDGs, it was not 

without enormous challenges, chief amongst which were resource and capacity constraints.  

 

The Botswana Government strived to achieve the MDGs and improve the quality of life of 

its citizens by allocating a substantial percentage of the national budget to those sectors 

with significant bearing on the country’s development, including education, health, 

infrastructure, development of human capital, women and youth empowerment. 
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Botswana continues to make every effort in the remaining time before the target 2015 

completion date, to finish the unfinished business from the MGDs, especially MDGs 4 and 5 

relating to infant and maternal mortality. 

 

Mr. President, 

The outbreak of the deadly Ebola evolving into a publich health catastrophe is a serious 

setback to the achievement of MDGs. 

 

We therefore implore this Assembly to call on all partners and organizations of goodwill to 

spare no effort in rescuing the West African region from this scourge. 

 

Mr. President, 

The Rio+20 Conference of 2012 mapped a clear and strategic path for the achievement of 

global sustainable development, calling for an inclusive and transformative agenda which 

integrates the three pillars of sustainable development, that is: economic, social and 

environmental protection. 

 

Botswana has keenly followed the work of the Open Working Group on Sustainable 

Development Goals, which had its primary objective, the formulation of a single, 

transformative and global development agenda, as mantaded by the Rio+20 Outcome 

Document. 

 

We are highly encouraged by the spirit of consultations and the collective will and 

commitment of the international community to craft an ambitious, yet inclusive, 

measurable and sustainable set of goals which should inspire and challenge us all to excel 

in our quest for the attainment of “The Future We Want”. 

 

I commend the Co-Chairs of the Open Working Group on Sustainable Development Goals 

for their exceptional performance in driving the negotiation process to its logical 

conclusion. 

 

We look forward to the inter-governmental negotiations on the broader Post 2015 

Development Goals for their exceptional performance in driving the negotiation cprocess to 

its logical conclusion. 
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We look forward to the inter-governmental negotiations on the broader Post 2015 

Development Framework that will begin during this Session of the General Assembly, and I 

assure you of our fullest cooperation and constructive engagement in these deliberations. 

 

Mr. President, 

My delegation will actively participate in all deliberations on the key development 

priorities outline by the Secretary General, in particular, the elaboration of the Post 2015 

Development Agenda. 

 

However, there are issues of major strategic importance to Botswana. These include Climate 

Change, Landlocked Developing Countries, Middle Income Countries / Countries in Special 

Situations as well as issues of peace and security and the advancement of human rights, 

 

On Climate Change, Botswana knows only too well the devastating effects of this 

phenomenon, which continue to cause extreme temperatures, changes to patterns of 

rainfall, land degradations, desertification and persistent droughts. 

 

In this regard, we believe addressing them should be a primary consideration in the current 

deliberations on the post-2015 sustainable development agenda. 

 

We therefore look forward the 20th Conference of States Parties to the United Nations 

Framework Convention of Climate Change in Peru, Lima this year which should lay the 

foundation for a legally binding agreement, expected to be adopted during COP 21 in Paris. 

We commend the Secretary General for his initiative of convening the just endend Climate 

Change Summit shich successfully injected the much needed political momentum to the 

process, as we move towards 2015. 

 

As a Middle Income, Landlocked Developing Country with peculiar vulnerabilities, we also 

strongly hope for a comprehensive account of these issues in the Post 2015 Development 

Agenda. We welcome the 10Year Review of Almaty Programme of Action to be held in 

November in Vienna, Austria which will broadly consider effective mechanisms for 

addressing the vulnerabilities of Landlocked Developing Countries. 

 

We hope that during this review, special attention will be given to countries with ever 

increasing elephant populations whose numbers do not only pose a serious animal-human 
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conflict but also devastates the very environment the elephants depend on for survival. 

Botswana has the largest elephant population in Africa. 

 

Mr. President, 

On issues of social development, I am delighted to inform that Botswana is making steady 

progress in eradicating abject poverty as a result of the implementation of the nationaly 

poverty strategy which was launched in 2010. Furthermore, we have been able to achieve 

universal primary education, as well as access to HIV/AIDS treatment, care and support 

services. However challenges remain on issues of quality in education and general services. 

 

Mr. President, 

Financial support, technology transfer and capacity building must invariably be factored 

into the Post 2015 Development Agenda discussions, without which, our efforts towards 

poverty eradication and sustainable development will be rendered futile. We keenly await 

the adoption of the new development agenda, which we trust will support our individual 

and collective efforts to deliver our shared aspirations of a safe, secure and prosperous 

world for both present and future generations. 

 

Mr. President, 

Threats to International Peace and Security continue to be amongst the greatest challenges 

to human development. Botswana is gravely concerned about the increasing trend of 

instability, insecurity and violent conflict in various parts of the world. 

 

We are currently witnessing unimaginable levels of human suffering, with thousands of 

innocent lives being lost and the world precipitating towards calamitous levels of 

humanitarian crises. 

 

The Palestine/Israel conflict as well as the protracted brutal war in Syria defy human 

imagination. In Africa, the frequent eruption of violent conflict in certain parts of our 

continent, particularly in South Sudan and the Central African Republic are distressing. 

 

Regrettably, Iraq is also under siege of the Levant (ISIL), and the Al-Nursah Front (ANF), 

terrorist groups wich threaten not only the stability and security of the Middle East, but the 

maintenance of international peace and security at large. 
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Not onlty are we failing, as nation states to exercise our duty and responsibility to protect 

populations from impunity, war crimes and crimes against humanity, we, in effect, 

inadvertently acquiesce in the annihilation of future generations. 

 

In June this year, Botswana, together with the Netherlands, co-hosted the Fourth Meeting 

of the Global Netwotk of R2P Focal Points, in an effort to further consolidate this 

fundamental principle which promotes our individual and colletive sense of responsibility 

towards our citizens.  

 

Whilst such efforts may be effective in the awareness creation space, swift and decisive 

action remains in the domain of the United Nations Securuty Council. 

 

It is therefore incumbent upon Members of the Security Council to demonstrate exemplary 

leadership and a genuine regard for their UN Charter responsibility of maintaining 

international peace and security as mandated by Article 24. 

 

Botswana is deeply disappointed and concerned that some Permanent Members of the 

Security Council consistently thwart efforts by others to find lasting solutions to conflict 

situations. Surely, Mr President, responsible members of the international community 

would not, and should not, abdicate their solemn responsibility, seemingly impelled into a 

state of grim paralysis as ther world burns itself into extinction? 

 

Just this past May, the Council failed to adopt a resolution seeking to refer the situation in 

Syria to the International Criminal Court. Needless to say, this was nothing short of a 

travesty of international criminal justice. 

 

Mr. President, 

Botswana’s commitment to an effective international criminal justice system remains 

steadfast. To this end, we continue to support the independence and credibility of the ICC, 

as the only existing international mechanism available for the investigation and 

prosecution of genocide, war crimes, crimes against humanity and the crime of aggression. 

However, the role of the Security Council in facilitating the work of the ICC cannot be 

over-emphasised. 
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It is our sincere hope that going forward, reason and basic human compassion will prevail 

in Council decisions intended to eliminate threats to international peace and security, as 

well as foster a global culture of judicial accountability, inclusive governance, the rule of 

law and respect for human rights. 

 

In this regard, Botswana welcomes the French initiative regarding voluntary restraint on 

the use of the veto by the Permanent Members of the Security Council in situations of mass 

atrocities. 

 

Botswana also commends those countries, human rights defenders and humanitarian 

organizations who have valiantly contributed to efforts to relieve human suffering whever 

it ouccurred around the world. 

 

We especially applaud the Secretary General of the United Nations, Mr Ban Ki-Moon, for 

his unwavering commitment to the pursuit of international peace and security, including 

addressing the plight of the vulnearable groups in society; including women and children. 

 

Mr. President, 

Let me conclude by reiterating and reaffirming Botswana’s commitment to the principles 

and ideals of the United Nations as enshrined in the Charter. We remain steadfast and 

resolute in our obligation, as a member of international community, to contribute, in our 

own small way, towards the creation of a peaceful, secure and prosperous world for all.

Le Burkina Faso se félicite enfin de l’approbation par notre Assemblée Générale de 

l’initiative sur Ebola du Secrétaire Général et salue la nomination de David Nabarro comme 

son Envoyé Spécial pour la Lutte contre Ebola ainsi que celle de Monsieur Anthony 

Banbury au poste de représentant spécial et Chef de la Mission des Nations Unies pour la 

lutte contre Ebola. Cette initiative permettra certainement à la sous-région ouest africaine 

de renforcer ses systèmes de santé publique afin d’éradiquer l’épidémie, dont la propagation 

pourrait compromettre durablement la cohésion sociale, le développement et l’intégration 

économique. 

  

Le Burkina Faso exprime sa compassion et sa solidarité aux pays affectés et réitère son 

engagement à participer à la recherche d’une solution collective qui garantisse la protection 

effective des populations et des personnels soignants, ainsi que la libre circulation des 

personnes et des biens dans l’espace CEDEAO. 

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs les Chefs de délégations, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Aujourd’hui, nous pouvons nous féliciter des progrès réalisés dans la recherche et le 

maintien de la paix, ainsi que la réalisation des objectifs de développement, même si des 
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efforts restent à accomplir pour accélérer l’amélioration des conditions de vie de nos 

populations. 

  

Au Burkina Faso, malgré les conditions géo-climatiques défavorables et un contexte 

économique international difficile, nous nous sommes engagés avec détermination et 

réalisme, sur les chantiers du développement. 

  

Ainsi, depuis quelques décennies, des plans et programmes stratégiques de développement 

ont été élaborés et exécutés, avec l’ambition d’engager notre pays sur la voie de 

l’émergence. 

  

La réduction du niveau de la pauvreté, l’autonomisation des femmes et le plein emploi pour 

les jeunes en sont quelques-uns des grands objectifs. 

  

Ces efforts ont permis au Burkina Faso d’enregistrer pendant plusieurs années consécutives, 

un taux moyen de croissance annuelle de l’ordre de 5%, et de réaliser des investissements 

conséquents dans de nombreux domaines, notamment, la santé, l’éducation, l’agriculture, 

l’hydraulique, les infrastructures routières et énergétiques. 

  

Il reste entendu que les efforts de développement ne peuvent prospérer que dans un 

contexte de stabilité et de paix. 

  

C’est pourquoi, le Président du Faso, Sem Blaise Compaore, et son Gouvernement 

continuent d’œuvrer à l’enracinement d’une culture de tolérance et de coexistence 

pacifique, en faisant du dialogue et de la concertation les ressorts essentiels de la cohésion 

sociale,  du renforcement de la dynamique démocratique et du respect des libertés 

individuelles et collectives. 

  

En tant que membre du Conseil des Droits de l’Homme des Nations Unies, le Burkina Faso 

continue de donner le bon exemple en faisant de la promotion et de la défense des droits de 

l’homme un axe majeur de sa politique gouvernementale en faveur du mieux-être de sa 

population. 

  

C’est dans cette dynamique que s’inscrivent les actions de Madame Chantal Compaore, 

Ambassadrice de bonne volonté du Comité Inter-Africain de lutte contre les pratiques 
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traditionnelles néfastes sur la santé des femmes et des enfants (CI-AF), dont 

l’engagement  sur la question des mutilations génitales féminines constitue une importante 

contribution aux efforts mondiaux de protection des droits de la Femme et de la jeune fille. 

Le Burkina Faso se félicite de la récente adoption par le Conseil des Droits de l’Homme de 

la résolution intitulée «Intensification des efforts et la mise en commun des bonnes 

pratiques pour lutter efficacement contre les mutilations génitales féminines» ; résolution 

introduite par le groupe africain à l’initiative du Burkina Faso. 

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Nous suivons avec préoccupation les crises et conflits qui, malheureusement, continuent de 

secouer certaines régions du monde, particulièrement le continent africain. 

  

Toutefois, en ce qui concerne l’Afrique de l’ouest, sous l’égide de la CEDEAO, nous nous 

félicitons des avancées significatives enregistrées au cours des derniers mois en matière de 

restauration de la paix et de la démocratie, notamment  en Guinée-Bissau et au Mali. 

  

S’agissant du Mali, la médiation de la CEDEAO aura permis le rétablissement de l’ordre 

constitutionnel et la tenue d’élections libres et démocratiques sur toute l’étendue du 

territoire national. 

  

Pour la poursuite du Processus de Paix au Mali, le Burkina Faso félicite et appuie la 

République Algérienne Démocratique et Populaire pour les efforts qu’elle déploie dans la 

recherche d’une solution durable de paix  conformément aux dispositions de l’Accord 

préliminaire de  Ouagadougou du 18 juin 2013 dont l’objectif ultime est de rétablir la paix, 

l’intégrité territoriale du Mali et de l’espace CEDEAO, ainsi que la cohésion entre toutes les 

communautés maliennes afin d’atteindre les objectifs de développement harmonieux et 

d’intégration sous régionale. 

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Au Mali comme partout ailleurs dans la sous-région du Sahel, les conflits armés se 

complexifient et se radicalisent en raison de l’émergence de l’extrémisme violent et du 

terrorisme étroitement associé à l’économie criminelle caractérisée entre autres par le trafic 

de stupéfiants, d’armes et d’êtres humains. 
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Ces fléaux nous interpellent sur notre responsabilité commune dans la lutte pour leur 

éradication. Il est plus que jamais urgent de  conjuguer nos efforts, en mettant l’accent sur 

les mesures préventives et en nous attaquant à leurs causes profondes, à savoir les facteurs 

favorisants que sont notamment l’extrême pauvreté, le chômage des jeunes, le déni de droit 

et de justice. 

  

De la même manière, il importe de renforcer les capacités de réaction rapide de nos Etats, la 

coopération internationale en matière d’échange d’information  afin de permettre à nos 

forces de défense et de sécurité de lutter efficacement contre les menaces terroristes. À cet 

égard, le Burkina Faso exprime sa profonde reconnaissance à tous les pays partenaires en 

particulier à la France et aux Etats-Unis d'Amérique dont la contribution aux efforts de 

sécurisation du Sahel est inestimable. 

  

C’est le lieu pour nous de renouveler notre solidarité et notre plein soutien au Peuple et au 

Gouvernement de la République Fédérale du Nigéria toujours confrontés à la montée sans 

précédent du terrorisme et de l’intolérance religieuse. 

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

D’autres pays du continent africain connaissent également des situations de crise. Nous 

pensons particulièrement à la Somalie, à la Libye, à la République centrafricaine, à la 

République Démocratique du Congo et au Soudan. 

  

S’agissant de la République Centrafricaine, le Burkina Faso tient à saluer les efforts du 

médiateur international, le Président Sassou Nguesso et se félicite de la tenue du Forum 

de  Brazzaville qui s’est conclu par un Accord de cessation des hostilités. Mon pays soutient 

le Gouvernement de transition,  se félicite de la mise en place effective de la MINUSCA et 

réitère sa disponibilité à contribuer aux efforts de rétablissement et de maintien de la paix 

en Centrafrique. 

  

Face à toutes ces crises, le Burkina Faso voudrait souligner l’impérieuse nécessité de 

restaurer et de maintenir un environnement de paix et de stabilité dans les pays concernés, 

faute de quoi nos efforts de développement et d’intégration resteront vains. 
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Dans ce cadre, aucun effort ne devrait être épargné pour protéger les soldats de la paix qui, 

au péril de leurs vies, œuvrent à apporter sécurité et réconfort aux populations civiles. Je 

voudrais saisir la présente opportunité pour réitérer notre ferme condamnation des attaques 

délibérément perpétrées contre tous les soldats des Nations Unies sur les théâtres de 

maintien de la paix. 

  

Comme il l’a toujours fait, le Burkina Faso continuera de participer à l’action collective de 

maintien de la paix dans les pays éprouvés, notamment au Darfour, au Mali, en Guinée 

Bissau, en RDC, en Haïti, etc. Nous exprimons notre profonde gratitude aux pays 

partenaires pour leurs soutiens multiformes en matière de formation et d’équipement, qui 

permettent aux troupes burkinabè d’accomplir leur mission de manière efficiente partout où 

elles sont engagées. 

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

En matière de résolution des conflits, le Burkina Faso prône le dialogue et la concertation. 

  

C’est dans cette optique que le Burkina Faso agit toujours lorsque le Président du Faso est 

sollicité comme médiateur ou facilitateur. C’est le lieu pour moi de saluer l’adoption, le 31 

juillet 2014 par notre Assemblée générale, de la résolution 68/303 sur le « renforcement du 

rôle de la médiation dans le règlement pacifique des différends et la prévention  des 

conflits ». A cet égard, mon pays, membre du Groupe des Amis de la médiation, encourage 

les actions menées sous le Leadership de la Finlande et de la Turquie. 

  

S’agissant du Sahara Occidental, le Burkina Faso salue l’initiative marocaine pour un statut 

d’autonomie avancée au Sahara occidental, laquelle constitue une alternative crédible et 

réaliste pour une solution définitive et acceptable pour tous. 

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Au Moyen-Orient, nous condamnons la récente escalade de  violence qui a occasionné de 

nombreuses pertes en vies humaines au sein des populations civiles. La priorité doit être 

accordée au dialogue et nous souhaitons que l’Accord de cessez-le-feu illimité qui a été 

signé entre Palestiniens et Israéliens le 26 août 2014, sous les auspices de la République 
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Arabe d’Egypte, conduise à l’instauration d’une paix définitive entre les deux parties au 

conflit. 

  

Dans ce sens, le Burkina Faso salue les efforts de la communauté internationale visant à 

créer un Etat palestinien cohabitant avec Israël, dans la paix, la sécurité et le respect 

mutuel. 

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

L’instauration de la paix et de la sécurité internationales restera un vain mot, tant que la 

question du désarmement ne sera pas résolue. 

  

Aussi, tous les sacrifices doivent être consentis afin qu’ensemble nous puissions parvenir à 

un monde exempt d’arme nucléaire, à la réduction des risques de prolifération des armes 

conventionnelles ainsi qu’à l’entrée en vigueur et à l’universalisation du traité  sur le 

commerce des armes légères. 

  

Pour asseoir durablement la paix, la sécurité et la liberté, il est en outre nécessaire de créer 

les conditions d’un développement équitable et durable pour tous les peuples. 

  

C’est pourquoi, mon pays réitère son profond attachement à la réalisation des Objectifs du 

Millénaire pour le Développement (OMD). 

  

Aussi, portons-nous un grand intérêt au processus d’élaboration en cours des Objectifs du 

développement Durable et de l’Agenda de développement post 2015, et plaidons pour 

qu’une attention particulière soit accordée à des secteurs vitaux, tels que l’agriculture, les 

énergies renouvelables, l’industrialisation et les infrastructures. 

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs les Chefs de Délégations, 

Le Burkina Faso réaffirme son attachement aux idéaux des Nations Unies fondés sur les 

principes de la coexistence pacifique, du dialogue et du règlement pacifique des différends. 
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C’est avec conviction que nous saluons et encourageons vivement le rapprochement de 

vues entre la République Populaire de Chine et la République de Chine (Taïwan), ainsi que 

le dialogue qui fonde une telle démarche. 

  

Tout en militant en faveur d’une participation plus large de la République de Chine 

(Taïwan) aux institutions spécialisées de l’ONU, nous saluons l’esprit de compréhension 

dont fait preuve la Communauté internationale, en admettant la participation de ce pays 

aux Organisations internationales, afin de lui permettre de jouer un rôle plus accru sur la 

scène mondiale par sa contribution à la réalisation des objectifs de développement, 

notamment dans les pays comme le Burkina Faso. 

  

La réadmission de la République de Chine Taïwan au sein de notre Organisation commune 

mérite d’être examinée. Avec ses 23 millions d’habitants et le poids considérable de son 

économie, la Chine Taïwan s’impose aujourd’hui comme un acteur incontournable de la 

scène internationale, en matière de promotion de la paix et de contribution aux efforts de 

développement. 

  

En ce qui concerne l’embargo contre Cuba, le Burkina Faso réitère sa position en faveur  de 

sa levée pour permettre au Peuple cubain de s’insérer harmonieusement dans le concert des 

Nations.  

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Convaincu du rôle irremplaçable des Nations Unies dans la promotion du multilatéralisme, 

mon pays souscrit aux réformes envisagées, notamment celles du Conseil de Sécurité et de 

l’Assemblée Générale. 

  

Compte tenu de la nature de nouveaux facteurs de menace à la paix et la sécurité 

internationales, il est nécessaire et équitable que d’autres continents puissent disposer de 

sièges permanents au sein du Conseil de Sécurité. C’est la raison pour laquelle le Burkina 

Faso souscrit à la position commune africaine en faveur d’un élargissement du nombre des 

membres permanents du Conseil de Sécurité, en vue de prendre en compte les attentes du 

continent africain. 
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Avec le concours de tous et mus par l’esprit de solidarité et de partage, nous pourrons 

renforcer le rôle de l’ONU en tant que véritable instrument de coopération en faveur de la 

paix, de la sécurité, de la justice et du développement.

Prosper Bazombaza, Vicepresidente de la República de Burundi  
 
 

Excellence Monsieur le Président,  
Distingués Délégués, 

 

Je voudrais avant tout exprimer, au nom de Son 

Excellence le Président de la République du Burundi 

et à travers celui du peuple burundais dans son 

ensemble, toutes nos félicitations à Son Excellence 

Monsieur Sam Kahamba Kutesa, fils d’Afrique, pour 

sa brillante élection unanime, le 11 juin 2014, comme 

Président de la présente session. 

 

Je salue également le travail remarquable de Son Excellence John Ashe qui a présidé la 

68ème session et qu’il a clôturée dans cette salle nouvellement rénovée. 

 

Je profite également de cette heureuse opportunité pour réitérer notre confiance à Son 

Excellence Monsieur Ban Ki Moon, Secrétaire Général de notre organisation pour les efforts 

inlassables qu’il déploie sans cesse pour améliorer son fonctionnement et pour les résultats 

atteints dans un contexte socio-économique particulièrement difficile. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

En ce moment important de rencontre des délégations venant de divers horizons, nous 

tenons d’emblée à livrer notre appréciation positive pour le thème choisi pour cette 69ème 

session qui est, je le rappelle et je cite : « Réaliser et Mettre en œuvre un programme 

transformateur de développement pour l’après 2015 » fin de citation. 

 

Il s’agit d’un thème qui vient à point nommé d’autant plus qu’on s’approche lentement 

mais sûrement et inexorablement de l’année butoir fixée pour la réalisation des Objectifs du 

Millénaire pour le Développement (OMD en sigle). 
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En outre, Monsieur le Président, je salue d’ores et déjà, les priorités que vous avez déjà 

tracées et qui sont axées sur l’élimination de la pauvreté et de la faim, la promotion d’une 

croissance économique soutenue et inclusive. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Comme l’indiquent les auteurs du rapport du Groupe de haut niveau mis en place pour 

émettre des recommandations sur le programme de développement pour l’après 2015, le 

thème choisi et les priorités qui sont les vôtres sont à la fois « ambitieuses et 

pragmatiques ». En effet, le rapport fait état de consultations intenses dans toutes les 

régions et dans beaucoup de secteurs surtout auprès des personnes vivant dans la pauvreté. 

Et, cette même équipe nourrit l’espoir que notre génération sera à même de conduire les 

transformations nécessaires pour mettre fin à la pauvreté qui terrasse les populations 

réparties à travers les différentes parties de notre planète. 

 

Il convient donc de souligner que si ambitieuses que puissent être les recommandations 

dudit groupe, il reste qu’elles tiennent compte également des réalités de terrain et que les 

réorientations transformatrices liées aux objectifs et aux cibles indicatives résultant des 

consultations auprès de 5.000 organisations de la société civile de 250 dirigeants de 

grandes entreprises et des communautés scientifiques et universitaires, à côté des 

consultations nationales, régionales et internationales, puissent contribuer à la réduction de 

la faim et la pauvreté dans le monde en générant une croissance économique tangible qui 

serait répartie équitablement pour réaliser le bien-être recherché. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Les objectifs du Millénaire pour le développement (OMD en sigle) ont constitué un pacte de 

solidarité mondial socio-économique de nos pays. Le Burundi, comme d’autres Etats en 

Afrique et ailleurs, a un profond respect à l’égard desdits objectifs. En effet, comme le fait 

remarquer à juste titre le groupe susmentionné, la réduction de la pauvreté la plus rapide 

depuis que le monde existe, a été observée lors des treize années qui ont suivi l’entrée dans 

le nouveau millénaire. 

 

Le même groupe précise que le nombre de personnes vivant avec 1,25 dollar par jour a 

diminué, le taux de la mortalité infantile ayant diminué de 30% depuis la déclaration des 

Objectifs du Millénaire pour le Développement (OMD en sigle) en 2000 et les décès 

imputables au paludisme s’étant réduits d’un quart. Bien qu’il faille faire remarquer que 
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tous les pays ne sont pas logés à la même enseigne pour ce qui concerne ces progrès 

enregistrés, il reste que le Burundi partage l’idée qu’il serait erroné d’abandonner ces OMD 

et de remettre le compteur à zéro. Au contraire, il faudrait poursuivre les réformes qui ont 

généré ces progrès sans précédent qui découlent à –n’en pas douter – de l’amélioration des 

politiques et un engagement à l’échelle mondiale en faveur des objectifs du Millénaire pour 

le développement. Il faut donc absolument les capitaliser pour en tirer davantage de profits. 

 

Nous nous inscrivons donc dans les autres priorités annoncées – à savoir l’adoption de 

l’agenda du développement pour l’après 2015 et le renforcement du mutualisme et les 

réformes de l’ONU ainsi que le renforcement du partenariat entre l’ONU et les différents 

organismes. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Même si aujourd’hui, il paraît évident que le Burundi n’atteindra pas la réalisation optimale 

des objectifs fixés, il importe de souligner qu’il a accompli des progrès indéniables dans les 

domaines de l’Education et de la santé grâce notamment aux mesures de gratuité de la 

scolarité et des soins médicaux pour les enfants de moins de 5 ans et des mères qui 

accouchent. En effet, à côté des 3.000 classes et des nombreux centres de santé construits 

au cours des dernières années, des résultats positifs (dans une moindre mesure) ont 

également été enregistrés dans d’autres secteurs. 

 

En effet, dans le domaine de l’Education, il sied de souligner que de nombreux petits 

burundais et de nombreuses petites burundaises qui hier, n’avaient pas eu accès à l’école, 

s’y rendent aujourd’hui. Pour ce qui concerne la santé, nous avons également réduit la 

mortalité infantile et maternelle, nous travaillons à la stabilisation de la prévalence du VIH-

SIDA et en s’inscrivant la logique des orientations du Fonds Mondial de Lutte contre le 

SIDA, la tuberculose et le paludisme et sa létalité. (Nous en avons donné l’état des lieux 

lors de la 68ème session de cette auguste Assemblée), de même que la réduction des décès 

liés au paludisme. 

 

Sur le plan politique, comme nous l’avons indiqué lors de la tenue de la 68ème session de 

notre organisation, le Burundi continue le processus engagé – voilà déjà des mois, pour la 

tenue des prochaines élections présidentielles et générales prévues à partir du mois de mai 

2015.

À ce propos, il importe de préciser qu’après les élections successives réussies de 2005 et de 

2010, avec l’appui de l’organisation des Nations Unies et des autres partenaires, toute la 

classe politique, à travers les dirigeants des partis politiques agrées, et les autres parties 

prenantes, se sont convenues, au mois de mars 2013, d’une feuille de route qui doit 

conduire justement aux prochaines élections. 

 

À ce propos, il faut ajouter ici que suite à cet instrument extrêmement précieux qui devrait 

aider les partis politiques burundais à la tenue des élections transparentes, libres et 

démocratiques, le code électoral a été adopté, par consensus, par le parlement burundais et 

promulgué ensuite par le Chef de l’Etat conformément au prescrit de notre constitution qui 

est une émanation de l’Accord d’Arusha de 2000 auquel le Burundi attache une très grande 

importance. 

 

Bien plus, le calendrier électoral vient d’être annoncé au cours du mois de juin dernier par 

la Commission Nationale électorale indépendante (CENI), elle-même mise en place après 

consultations et accord des acteurs politiques impliqués en la matière. Nous disons ici donc 

les choses avancent et avancent bien dans mon pays ! 

Je voudrais aussi réaffirmer haut et fort le mot d’ordre du Chef de l’Etat, Son Excellence 

Pierre Nkurunziza lorsqu’il répète à qui veut l’entendre que les élections de 2015 vont se 

dérouler dans de meilleures conditions que les élections précédentes et que la réussite sera 

totale. Fin de citation. 

 

Le peuple burundais a trop souffert des violences qui ont endeuillé de nombreuses familles 

de telle sorte qu’on ne peut permettre de retomber dans les errements du passé. En effet, au 

Burundi, nous avons pris l’engagement ferme d’enterrer définitivement la hache de guerre. 

C’est la raison pour laquelle nous faisons nôtres les propos de l’ancien homme politique 

indien Mahatma Gandhi lorsqu’il disait et je cite « Je m’oppose à la violence parce qu’elle 

semble produire le bien, mais le bien qui en résulte n’est que transitoire tandis que le mal 

produit, lui, est permanent » fin de citation. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Au niveau de la Bonne Gouvernance, ma délégation voudrait revenir sur les institutions 

mises en place au cours de la présente législature en cours. À ce propos, les outils 

d’amélioration de la Bonne gouvernance sont notamment : la Commission Nationale 
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Indépendante des droits de l’Homme et la mise en place de l’Institution de l’Ombudsman 

dont les prestations sont estimées satisfaisantes par beaucoup de nos compatriotes. 

Sous ce même registre, une stratégie nationale de Bonne Gouvernance et de lutte contre la 

corruption pour 2011-2015 a été adoptée et est en train d’être mise en œuvre. Bien 

entendu, on est loin d’atteindre les résultats escomptés. 

 

Mais il s’agit là, au Burundi comme ailleurs, d’une œuvre de longue haleine. Ce qui est 

important c’est qu’il y a la volonté politique pour aller de l’avant et de réussir le pari de la 

tolérance zéro en la matière, à terme. 

 

Aussi, des contrats de performance ont-ils été signés et par les membres du Gouvernement 

et par les Hauts Cadres de l’Etat dans le but d’améliorer le fonctionnement de notre 

administration. 

 

De même, la mise en place de l’Office burundais des recettes (OBR en sigle) a amélioré les 

recettes de l’Etat et réduit la corruption qui était notablement une pratique fréquente jadis, 

dans notre administration fiscale et les milieux d’affaires. Ici, aussi, il faut indiquer que la 

perfection n’est pas encore à notre portée mais, qu’il y a la détermination et la volonté d’en 

découdre définitivement avec le fléau de la corruption. 

 

Quant à la Commission Vérité et Réconciliation (CVR en sigle), prévue par l’Accord 

d’Arusha pour la paix et la réconciliation, du mois d’août 2000, la loi  relative a été déjà 

votée par le parlement. Et, des consultations sont en cours pour l’élection de ses 11 

Commissaires, étant entendu que le dépôt des candidatures a été clôturé au mois de juillet 

2014 et qu’une Commission ad hoc chargée de la sélection des candidats vient d’être mise 

en place par consensus général. 

 

Concernant la participation des femmes à la vie politique, nous avons renforcé le nombre 

de femmes dans les institutions du pays allant même au-delà des dispositions 

constitutionnelles en la matière. Nous avons donné les chiffres relatifs dans l’Allocution de 

la délégation burundaise l’an dernier. 

 

En ce qui a trait au programme de consolidation de la paix au Burundi, les mécanismes de 

coordination, comme le groupe de coordination des partenaires, tiennent leurs réunions à 
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travers de structures appropriées comme les groupes sectoriels, les forums stratégiques et 

les forums politiques. 

Il en est d’ailleurs de même pour la coordination de l’aide pour laquelle le Burundi a adopté 

les mêmes structures. Il est également prévu que le Bureau des Nations Unies au Burundi 

termine son mandat le 31 décembre 2014 conformément à la Résolution 2137 (2014) pour 

transférer ses responsabilités à une Equipe de Pays des Nations Unies au Burundi et sous ce 

rapport, les préparatifs y relatifs bon train. 

 

À ce sujet, un programme conjoint de transition a été présenté à l’organe habileté, le 14 

mai 2014, dans les enceintes du Bureau des Nations Unies au Burundi. Aussi, un Comité de 

pilotage conjoint et une équipe technique de transition ont été mis en place et sont 

aujourd’hui fonctionnels quant au mandat qui leur revient. 

 

Enfin, il est prévu, sous ce même registre de la consolidation de la paix, qu’une 3ème phase 

de ce programme pour la période 2014-2016 entre bientôt dans son opérationnalisation. À 

cet égard, les thèmes retenus au niveau de ce programme ont été déjà adoptés par les 

instances compétentes. 

 

Sur le plan économique, le Burundi a tenu deux conférences sectorielles sur les domaines 

prioritaires, l’une en juillet 2013 et l’autre au mois d’octobre 2013. Le but de ces réunions 

était de voir avec les partenaires bilatéraux les voies et moyens de mettre en œuvre les 

engagements pris par les uns et les autres lors de la Conférence des partenaires tenue à 

Genève, en octobre 2012. Les domaines jugés prioritaires susmentionnés ont été tirés de 

deux instruments stratégiques à savoir : 

 

  La Vision Burundi 2025 et  

  Le Cadre stratégique de croissance et de lutte contre la corruption 2ème génération. 

 

S’agissant du premier instrument, il s’agit d’un instrument de planification du 

développement à long terme qui projette l’image d’ici 2025 et qui doit guider les politiques 

et les stratégies en matière de développement durable dans la perspective de satisfaire les 

besoins des générations actuelles sans entraver ou compromettre les générations futures. 

 

Concernant le 2ème instrument relatif au Cadre Stratégique de croissance et de lutte contre 

la pauvreté, 2ème génération, il prend encrage dans la vision 2025 et représente le cadre 
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fédérateur de toutes les politiques sectorielles et multisectorielles devant décliner en projets 

et programmes les piliers stratégiques de la vision « Burundi 2025 ». Les résultats obtenus 

dans le domaine économique sont plutôt mitigés. C’est la raison pour laquelle le 

Gouvernement voudrait lancer à nouveau du haut de cette tribune, un appel pressant à 

l’endroit des partenaires représentés ici pour qu’ils honorent les engagements pris lors de la 

Conférence de Genève en 2012; 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Concernant le programme de développement du Burundi post 2015, les domaines ci-après 

ont été retenus à savoir: 

 

1° La Gouvernance, les inégalités, les conflits et la fragilité; 

2° La croissance économique et l’emploi; 

3° L’énergie, l’eau et la durabilité de l’environnement 

4° L’accès aux services sociaux de base et 

5° La dynamique de la population et la sécurité alimentaire. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

L’Agenda ci-dessus a été le résultat d’une vaste consultation nationale incluant toutes les 

couches de la population. Et, à sa lecture, il se dégage qu’il s’agit d’un programme qui 

s’inscrit dans la continuité dans le changement avec un ancrage sur le développement 

transformateur de la vie de nos populations, cadrant ainsi au thème retenu pour cette 

session de notre organisation. 

 

Même si le secteur de l’intégration régionale n’apparaît pas « expressis verbis » dans le 

programme, je voudrais informer les délégations présentes ici qu’il s’agit d’un domaine 

auquel le Burundi est sérieusement attaché et le considère comme un secteur fédérateur de 

diverses politiques pouvant apporter les réponses appropriées aux défis auxquels notre pays 

est confronté. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Au niveau international, des conflits continuent de déchirer plusieurs pays et de saper les 

efforts de développement de nombreux pays. Nous devons mobiliser nos énergies et 

travailler en synergie en vue d’y mettre fin et enrayer des menaces telle que le terrorisme, 

la criminalité transfrontalière, le trafic de drogue, la traite des êtres humains et j’en passe. 
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À cet égard, le Burundi s’attèle, autant que faire se peut, à jouer son rôle pour apporter ses 

inputs au maintien de la paix et la sécurité dans le monde. 

 

En effet, il a été l’un des deux pays de l’Afrique et du monde à avoir décidé d’intervenir en 

Somalie à travers la mission de l’Union Africaine depuis 2008 et s’évertue encore et 

toujours à contribuer à la stabilisation de ce pays jusqu’à ce jour. 

 

À ce propos, le Burundi est fier des pas franchis vers la normalisation dans ce pays qui 

augurent d’un avenir meilleur en Somalie. Il reste que les succès remportés ne doivent pas 

cacher les énormes défis auxquels ce pays reste confronté et, le Burundi est engagé à 

travailler avec les autres partenaires pour les relever. 

 

Le Burundi a également participé dans les opérations de maintien de la paix d’autres pays 

la République Centrafricaine, en Côte d’Ivoire, en Haïti, au Soudan et en Syrie et que sais-je 

encore. 

 

S’agissant du Mali, grande est notre satisfaction pour le rétablissement de l’intégrité 

territoriale intervenu dans ce pays et la réussite de l’élection présidentielle qui y a été 

tenue. Cependant, d’énormes défis continuent à secouer la région de l’Afrique de l’Ouest 

notamment le terrorisme dans la région du Sahel où des groupes terroristes armés se 

déplacent d’un espace à l’autre et ils échappent continûment à l’autorité des Etats. Il s’agit 

visiblement d’une menace qui dépasse les frontières des Etats qui en sont victimes et elle 

appelle donc, une réponse internationale concertée et une stratégie élaborée en synergie 

pour plus d’efficacité. 

 

Pour ce qui est du conflit au Moyen-Orient, le Burundi est, comme les autres membres de la 

communauté internationale vivement préoccupé de la dégradation observée au cours des 

dernières semaines de la situation sécuritaire dans cette région. C’est la raison pour laquelle 

il exhorte toutes les parties à arrêter les attaques armées pour sauvegarder les pertes en vies 

humaines et de privilégier la solution négociée à leur différend. 

 

Pour ce qui est de la crise Ebola, tout comme les autres pays africains, nous sommes très 

préoccupés par la propagation rapide du virus Ebola tel que cela a été brillamment décrit 

par plusieurs délégations lors de la réunion du Conseil de Sécurité que nous félicitons pour 
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l’adoption le 18 septembre 2014 de la résolution 2177 sur la crise Ebola sur l’initiative des 

Etats Unis d’Amérique. Ma délégation est fière de l’avoir sponsorisée aux côtés de 134 

autres Etats dans les premières heures de sa conception. 

 

En qui concerne le Soudan du Sud, nous lançons un appel vibrant à toutes les parties 

prenantes au conflit de rompre avec la voie de la violence et de résoudre leur différents par 

la voie du dialogue politique. Parlant justement de ce pays, nous sommes heureux 

d’annoncer que le Burundi a promis un bataillon d’infanterie de 850 hommes pour aider ce 

jeune Etat à restaurer la paix et la sécurité. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Au terme de notre Allocution, vous aurez retenu que le Burundi a fait des progrès en ce qui 

concerne la mise en œuvre des objectifs du Millénaire pour le développement en général et 

dans les secteurs de l’Education et de la santé en particulier. 

 

Cependant, en dépit des efforts déployés par mon pays pour accélérer les actions visant à 

atteindre nos engagements au Sommet du Millénaire en 2000, le contexte économique 

international et celui du Burundi en particulier n’a pas été favorable à atteindre. Le 

Gouvernement du Burundi s’inscrit donc dans cette logique et continuera à travailler au-

delà de 2015, à redoubler d’efforts pour sauvegarder et renforcer les principes et les valeurs 

contenus dans la déclaration du millénaire qui constitue une fondation solide pour l’agenda 

de développement post 2015.

Ao seu antecessor, o Presidente da 68a Sessão da Assembleia Geral, S.E. O Embaixador, 

John Ashe, não podemos deixar de manifestar o nosso reconhecimento e apreço pela forma 

dedicada, dinâmica e competente com que soube conduzir os trabalhos da sessão 

precedente. 

 

Gostaríamos ainda de, em nome do Governo caboverdiano, aproveitar esta oportunidade 

para felicitar e saudar os esforços empreendidos pelo Secretário-geral das Nações Unidas, 

S.E. Ban Ki moon, na busca da paz e de soluções globais para os desafios que, neste 

momento, nos interpelam e exigem a expressão deuma vontade poiitica comum na busca 

de soluções globais. 

 

Senhor Presidente,  
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Enquanto pequeno Estado insular, Cabo Verde está particularmente grato ao Secretário 

Geral da nossa Organização, bem como à Comunidade Internacional, pela realizção e pelos 

sucessos alcançados na III Conferência das Nações Unidas sobre os Pequenos Estados 

Insulares realizada em Samoa. Felicitamos ainda o Secretário Geral Ban Ki moon pela 

iniciativa que teve ao convocar a Cimeira sobre o Clima, porquanto a questão das 

mudanças climáticas, ganha particular relevância para os Estados insulares devido às suas 

vulnerabilidades específicas. Para estes, encontrar soluções aos impactos adversos 

advenientes da mudança do clima, não constitui apenas uma opção, mas sim, uma questão 

de sobrevivência e de integridade territorial, pelo que a mobilização de vontade politica e 

da cooperação internacional, tornam-se, nesta matéria, elementos imprescindiveis. 

 

Os engajamentos recentemente acordados em SAMOA, apontam caminos e modalidades de 

acção, cuja efectiva implementação tornarão estes Estados mais resilientes e melhores 

apetrechados para lidarem com as consequências das mudanças climáticas. 

 

Cabo Verde regozija-se tom a adopção de medidas urgentes para fazer face às mudanças 

climáticas como um dos objectivos para o desenvolvimento sustentável. A realização deste 

objectivo passa pela adopção de estratégias e politicas conducentes à criação de resiliências 

do Planeta Terra, bem como pelo reforço dos meios de implementação. 

 

Dados recentemente divulgados no Quinto Relatório do Painel Intergovernamental sobre as 

Mudanças Climáticas chamam a atenção para cenários alarmantes, tributários do 

persistente aumento do aquecimento global, colocando os paises mais vulneráveis, em 

situações que podem fazer perigar o seu desenvolvimento. De realçar, de entre outras 

consequências, o aumento dos ciclones tropicais, a seca e a desertificação, o aumento do 

nível do mar, a acidificação dos oceanos, a perda da biodiversidade, a fraca 

produção agricola e a insegurança alimentar. 

 

Para o Governo de Cabo Verde importa assegurar que as negociações a serem encetadas em 

Dezembro próximo em Lima, possam traduzir-se num avanço significativo no que tange ao 

conteúdo do novo acordo a ser assinado em Paris, em Dezembro de 2015. 

 

A consciencialização da necessidade da redução dos níveis de aquecimento global e do 

fomento de economias de baixo carbono devem igualmente ser tidas em consideração. 

Defendemos a redução do aquecimento global abaixo de 1.5 graus celsius, o que alem de 
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ser economicamente viável, constitui um requisito básico para o desenvolvimento 

sustentável global. 

 

Queremos ainda acreditar, que a convergência de interesses respeitará o principio básico de 

responsabilidades comuns mas, porém, diferenciadas e considerará um mecanismo de 

compensação para a efectiva e completa implementação do Pacto de Varsóvia sobre Perdas 

e Danos. 

 

Estamos convictos de que, se nada for feito, as consequências ligadas às mudanças 

climáticas afectar-nos-ão a todos e todos pagaremos pela nossa inacçao, qo. Como o 

Secretário Geral das Nações Unidas gosta de referir “estamos todos no mesmo barco". 

 

Senhor Presidente Minhas, 

Senhoras y Meus Senhores, 

A cooperação internacional tanto no dominio das mudanças climáticas, bem como em 

outros domínios, revela-se de capital importância. A sua eficacia requer uma abordagem 

mais coerente e pragmática, quer dos sistemas nacionais quer das estruturas internacionais, 

sendo certo que o financiamento do desenvolvimento dos países, deve estar assente em 

critérios subjacentes às suas reais necessidades e vulnerabilidades. 

 

Esperamos que directivas e compromissos claros, a serem acordados no âmbito da próxima 

Conferência sobre o Financiamento do Desenvolvimento, que se realizará em Adis Abeba, 

em Julho de 2015, possam indicar vias para realizar o inacabado OMD8 e garantir a 

redefinição de critérios para a alocação de recursos financeiros para o desenvolvimento, 

tendo em consideração os principios adoptados em Paris e reafirmados em Busan. 

 

Para Cabo Verde, país recém graduado à categoria de pais de rendimento médio, embora 

baixo, importa desenhar mecanismos inovadores que se traduzam numa maior coerência do 

financiamento do desenvolvimento e possam apoiar a sua sustentabilidade económica. 

 

Senhor Presidente Minhas, 

Senhoras y Meus Senhores, 

A sessão prévia daAssembleia Geral das Nações Unidas, foi convocada sob o lema "preparar 

o cenário para a formatação da Agenda de Desenvolvimento pos-2015", e para a presente 
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sessão, o tema escolhido foi “Alcançar e implementar um Programa Transformador do 

Desenvolvimento pos 2015". 

Somos pois interpelados a dar o passo seguinte, ou seja, a trabalhar na adopção de uma 

agenda centrada nas pessoas e que vise a erradicação da pobreza extrema e a redução das 

desigualdades entre as nações. 

 

Esta interpelações é nos feita num contexto internacional complexo e dificil. 

Segundo o nosso entendimento, ela só será realizável se houver solidariedade e uma 

conjugação de esforços da comunidade internacional na promoção do desenvolvimento 

sustentável. 

 

Os resultados obtidos no quadro do Grupo de Trabalho sobre os Objetivos do 

Desenvolvimento Sustentável, realizados durante a Assembleia Geral precedente, apontam 

possíveis acções e opções para uma agenda Pós-2015, realmente transformadora. 

 

Em relaçãoa Cabo Verde, importará considerar que o País está em vias de poder atingir 

quase todos os Objectivos de Desenvolvimento do Milénio. 

Para nós, a Agenda pós-2015 deverá conter os ensinamentos e avaliações dos OMD e de 

outros objectivos internacionalmente acordados, sendo que as metas para 2030 deverão 

permitir o acelerar do processo de desenvolvimento. 

 

Senhor Presidente, 

Ilustres Delegados, 

Gostaríamos ainda de fazer uma breve referência à realização no pasado dia 22 de 

Setembro, da 29ª sessão especial da Assembleia Geral para o seguimento do Programa de 

Acção da Conferência Internacionai sobre a População e Desenvolvimento. 

 

O ensinamento que podemos reter desse importante evento é que a Agenda pós-2015 deve 

colocar as pessoas no centro dos objectivos e metas a serem acordadas, o que significa 

igualmente o respeito escrupuloso pelos Direitos Humanos. Por outro lado, o bem comum, o 

progresso e o bem-estar de todos os cidadãos, devem ser metas a serem prosseguidas por 

todos os governos na formulação e aplicação de seus programas e políticas de 

desenvolvimento. 
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Garantir a igualdade e a equidade do género além de constituir uma questão de justiça 

social, revela também ser uma escolha inteligente, pois nenhum país pode pretender 

desenvolver-se e atingir a paz e coesão social, deixando de fora uma parcela significativa 

da sua população que é a sua população feminina. 

 

A violência baseada no género, constitui um fenómeno inaceitável nas sociedades. O 

Governo de Cabo Verde está empenhado em alterar significativa e positivamente a 

realidade existente no nosso país, embora esteja consciente de que ainda há muito a fazer 

nesta materia. 

 

Senhor Presidente, 

Minas Senhoras e Meus Senhores, 

As questões ligadas à segurança internacional e as ameaças à paz que estas representam, 

constituem motivo de particular preocupação. O recenté despontar de novas acções 

terroristas constituem uma efectiva e perigosa ameaça à integridade territorial dos Estados 

e à estabilidade de regiões inteiras. A violação sistemática e em massa dos direitos 

humanos e a barbarie que as têm acompanhado, são de todo inaceitáveis: A Comunidade 

Internacional não pode aceitar que sejam colocados em causa os seus valores humanistas e 

civilizacionais, que são igualmente defendidos e promovidos pela Organização das Nações 

Unidas. 

 

Nessa base, o Governo de Cabo Verde condena firmemente o terrorismo sob todas as suas 

formas e julga ser urgente e inadiável que a Comunidade Internacional tome medidas 

adequadas para suster a tentativa de criação do caos, assim como do sofrimento imposto às 

populações inocentes. Preocupam-nos particularmente os recentes desenvolvimentos 

ocorridos no Médio Oriente e em Africa. 

 

Acreditamos que os Estados têm o dever moral e a obrigação colectiva de lutar contra a 

subversão dos princípios universais da paz, da tolerância e do respeito pela diferença e 

acreditamos que as Nações Unidas têm um papel relevante a desempenhar no que se refere 

ao respeito dos principios contidos na sua Carta constitutiva, bem como na declaração 

universal dos direitos do homem. 

 

Sr. Presidente, 
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Cabo Verde é um pais amante da paz que privilegia o diálogo e a via pacífica para a 

resolução de conflitos, acreditamos e defendemos os principios contidos na Carta das 

Nações Unidas, hem como, o respeito pelas normas do direito internacional, o respeito dos 

direitos humanos e a promoção da dignidade humana. 

 

Consequentemente, entendemos que nenhum Estado ou Organização poderá substituir a 

Organização das Nações Unidas no seu papel fundamental de manter a paz e a segurança 

global, pelo que qualquer uso da força só pode ser tolerado quando exercido no quadro dos 

principios estatuídos na Carta das Nações Unidas. 

 

Sr. Presidente 

Cabo Verde, entende que urge encontrar uma solução, para o conflito israelo-palestiniano e 

considera não haver justificação para a morte de milhares de inocentes, para o sofrimento 

injustificado de uma população, para a desolação e para a destrução de infra-estruturas na 

faixa de Gaza. 

Pugnamos pois, pelo infcio de negociações entre as Partes que possam conduzir a uma paz 

duradoura e que permitam que ambos os Estados, Israel e Palestina, possam viver lado a 

lado em segurança. 

 

Do mesmo modo, julgamos importante encontrar uma via negociada que ponha termo ao 

conflito na Siria e permita a abertura de corredores humanitários. 

 

Preocupam-nos os conflitos que subsistem no nosso continente, tais como a situação na 

Líbia, na República Centro Africana, na região dos Grandes Lagos ou ainda as acções de 

grupos terroristas, nomeadamente, na Somália, no Mali e na Nigéria. Apoiamos e 

colocamo-nos ao lado da União Africana na busca de soluções para estes problemas que 

afectam a paz e a segurança destes países irmãos e do continente em geral. 

 

No contexto africano, queríamos ainda saudar os progressos alcançados pela República da 

Guiné Bissau, no regresso à via constitucional e no restabelecimento da democracia. 

Desejamos os maiores sucessos a este país irmão no caminho da paz e do desenvolvimento. 

 

Senhor Presidente, 

Minhas Senhoras e Meus Senhores 
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Na sub-região oeste africana a questão da segurança em geral e da segurança marítima em 

particular, preocupa as autoridades cabo-verdianas. 

A Iocalização do país na confluência das rotas entre os Continentes Africano, Europeu e 

Americano colocam o país numa situão de vulnerabilidade em virtude dessas mesmas rotas 

serem utilizadas pelo crime transnacional organizado, da qual resulta uma ameaça directa à 

estabilidade dos Estados e das suas democracias. 

 

Cabo Verde tem procurado, em associação com outros Estados e organizações do sistema 

das Nações Unidas, combater as actividades ilegais de que esta zona da região Oeste 

africana tem sido vítima, tais como, o tráfico de drogas, de armas e de seres humanos, a 

pirataria marítima, o terrorismo e a pesca ilegal. Tratando-se de fenómenos de carácter 

transnacional, entendemos que nenhum país da sub-região está em condições de os poder 

combater de forma eficaz sem um aumento da cooperação internacional e a congregação 

de esforços, de meios e de estratégias para as quais gostaríamos de poder contar com um 

apoio da Comunidade Internacional mais consistente. 

 

Senhor Presidente, 

Ilustres Delegados, 

A actual epidemia de Ébola que se verifica na Africa Ocidental foi, a justo título, 

considerada uma ameaça à segurança internacional pelo Conselho de Segurança. A 

situação que se vive nos três países mais tocados pela epidemia, interpela-nos a uma acção 

coordenada e concertada de ajuda de toda a Comunidade Internacional, visando uma maior 

eficácia no salvamento de vidas e evitando o alastramento da doença a países vizinhos, ao 

resto de Africa e do Mundo. 

 

O nosso pais, saúda e apoia os esforços de todas as naçõese organizações envolvidas nesta 

luta, tendo apreciado particularmente as iniciativas do Secretário-geral das Nações Unidas 

nesta matéria. O agendamento desta questão no Conselho de Segurança, a aprovão da 

resoluão 2277 por consenso e o debate que se seguiu, constituem a express ão inequivoca 

do entendimento da Comunidade Internacional na prioridade dada à luta para debelar e 

controlar esta epidemia de consequências catastróficas para os países irmãos afectados e em 

especial para as Repúblicas da Guiné, Serra Leoa e Libéria com as quais Cabo Verde se 

identifica e solidariza.

Excellences, Mesdames, Messieurs,  

L'année prochaine, nous devrions adopter le cadre de 
développement post-2015 qui fera suite aux 
Objectifs du Millénaire pour le Développement ou 
OMD.  

 

Tout au long de la 68ème session, nos représentants 
ont activement travaillé à l'élaboration des 
nouveaux objectifs qui devront prendre le relai des 
OMD. Ce travail capital, puisqu'il touche à la raison 
d'être de notre Organisation, n'est pas terminé. II 
vous reviendra, Monsieur le Président, de le mener à bien. Je ne doute pas que vous y 
parviendrez. Soyez assuré pour cela de la coopération pleine et entière de mon pays.  

 

Monsieur le Président,  

Pour l'après 2015, vous souhaitez un programme « transformateur» qui aura comme 
priorités l'élimination de la pauvreté et de la faim, ainsi que la croissance d'une économie 
soutenue et inclusive.  

 

Le Cameroun partage totalement cette vision.  

 

Nous avons mis en œuvre au Cameroun, à partir de 2010, une stratégie pour la croissance 
et l'emploi dont la motivation essentielle est précisément la réduction de la pauvreté. Les 
mesures qui ont été prises à ce titre visent notamment à créer des emplois et à améliorer les 
conditions de vie de la population. Le redressement de notre économie et de nos finances 
publiques qui a favorisé le retour de la croissance, laisse bien augurer des résultats de nos 
efforts.  
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Mais, ces progrès, pour importants et significatifs qu'ils soient, ne nous ont pas encore 
permis d'éradiquer la pauvreté. Dans les domaines de l'éducation, de la santé, de l'accès à 
l'eau et à l'électricité, des routes, etc., il nous reste beaucoup à faire pour satisfaire les 
besoins de nos populations.  

 

Certes, la plupart des pays en développement, cibles des OMD, connaissent des situations 
analogues. C'est pourquoi, Monsieur le Président, nous voulons, comme vous, un 
programme «transformateur» pour l'après 2015.  

 

Sans doute faudra-t-il pour cela modifier quelque peu notre conception du développement. 
Celui-ci ne devra plus être perçu comme un processus exogène, mais comme l'expression 
des souhaits et des besoins des populations cibles. Telle est d'ailleurs la position commune 
des pays africains.  

 

Il conviendra également, après une évaluation des OMD, de mettre en place un mécanisme 
de suivi des objectifs du nouveau système. Enfin, il faudra nécessairement réformer le mode 
de financement de l'aide au développement pour améliorer son efficacité.  

 

Une fois ces conditions réunies, nous devrons être assurés de la plus indispensable de toutes 
: la sécurité. Car est-il besoin de le démontrer, sans sécurité il n'est point de développement 
possible.  

 

Prenons l'exemple de mon pays, fier d'être depuis des décennies un ilot de paix et de 
stabilité.  

 

A l'Est, la République Centrafricaine a vu, depuis mars 2013, sa situation sécuritaire se 
détériorer gravement : massacres, déplacements de populations ont rendu problématique 
tout espoir de développement, sans parler de l'afflux de dizaines de milliers de réfugiés vers 
le Cameroun.  

   

A l'Extrème-Nord, ce sont les attaques de la secte boko haram, plus préoccupée d'imposer 
la chariah que d'améliorer les conditions de vie des populations, qui menacent l'intégrité de 
notre territoire.  
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Là aussi, l'insécurité a pour effet de faire fuir vers mon pays des milliers de déplacés. On 
estime que le Cameroun a accueilli plus de 200.000 réfugiés, toutes origines confondues. II 
va de soi que mon pays continuera d'honorer sa tradition d'hospitalité, mais si cette 
situation devait se prolonger, il n'est pas certain que ses moyens lui permettraient d'y faire 
face.  

 

Monsieur le Président,  

Excellences, Mesdames, Messieurs,  

Le temps qui m'est imparti ne me permet pas d'évoquer les autres zones de tension ou de 
conflit en Afrique, au Moyen-Orient ou en Europe orientale. Les causes et les enjeux sont 
de diverses natures. Je me bornerai donc à appeler les parties concernées à la négociation et 
à la recherche de solutions pacifiques.  

 

C'est la voie que le Nigeria et le Cameroun ont choisie pour régler le différend qui les 
opposait, il y a quelques années, sur la presqu'ile de Bakassi.  

 

Elle a permis de trouver une solution conforme au droit international et surtout de sceller 
entre nos deux pays une amitié qui ne s'est pas démentie. Elle était de plus, je le souligne, 
en harmonie avec les idéaux de la Charte de notre Organisation.

La 69ème Session nous propose un thème qui nous 

invite à approfondir les échanges sur le module de 

développement que nous voulons pour le monde 

après 2015. Le thème « Réaliser et mettre en œuvre 

un programme transformateur de développement pour I'après 2015 » interagit parfaitement 

avec le précèdent sur le « Programme de développement pour I'après 2015: plantons le 

décor ». 

 

Mesdames, Messieurs ; 

Durant les Sessions précédentes, nous avions fait le constat selon lequel le développement, 

à travers l'atteinte des Objectifs du Millénaire, n'a pas produit les résultats escomptés pour 

bon nombre de nos Etats. Parmi les principales causes figurent en bonne place la faiblesse 

de solidarité dans le financement de ces Objectifs, leur inadaptation aux préoccupations et 

réalités de l'Afrique ainsi que l'apparition de multiples crises mondiales tant financière, 

alimentaire, environnementale que sécuritaire. 

 

L'élaboration unanimement salué, d'un Agenda pour l'après 2015, nous a donné l'occasion 

de revisiter en profondeur les OMD, en y apportant des réponses appropriées. L'Afrique, 

pour sa part, a adopté une Position Commune qui requiert I'adhésion de tous les Etats et ses 

partenaires. Cette Position Commune Africaine s'inscrit dans la Vision 206:3 de l'Afrique. 

C'est pourquoi, le Tchad, mon pays y apporte son total soutien et souhaite que cette 

approche puisse figurer en bonne place dans l'Agenda Post 2015. 
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Malheureusement, nous remarquons qu'à la veille de cet important rendez-vous Post 2015, 

les mêmes défis sécuritaires persistent. Les conflits armés et le phénomène du terrorisme 

s'accentuent constituant ainsi des menaces perpétuelles dans plusieurs régions d'Afrique. 

Ceux-ci sont aggravés par le phénomène migratoire qui prive notre Continent l'Afrique de 

ses bras valides. II nous faut donc conjuguer nos efforts pour apporter des réponses 

énergiques et adéquates à ces phénomènes qui compromettent dangereusement l'avenir de 

notre Continent. 

 

Au demeurant, je saisis cette occasion pour louer I'élan de solidarité que nous témoigne la 

Communauté internationale face à la lutte contre le terrorisme et le sous-développement. 

L'Afrique demeure favorable aux différentes Stratégies pour la Sécurité et le 

Développement, initiées par les Nations Unies, l'Union Européenne et bien d'autres 

Organisations en faveur du Sahel. Nous souhaitons que la mise en œuvre de celles-ci, soit 

effective afin de permettre à notre continent de lutter efficacement contre ces phénomènes 

récurrents. 

 

Mais au-delÿ de l'appui international, ces défis sécuritaires exigent que les pays africains 

puissent prendre en main leur propre sécurité par la mise en place des dispositifs qui 

permettent d'assurer la sécurité aux niveaux national, régional et continental. 

 

Les pays du Sahel à savoir le Burkina Faso, le Mali, la Mauritanie, le Niger et le Tchad, se 

sont mobilisés à travers le Groupe G5/Sahel en vue de mutualiser leurs efforts pour bâtir un 

système solide de résilience, de bonne gouvernance, de sécurité et de paix. Car, il est 

fortement établi que la sécurité d'un pays ou d'une région est directement liée à son 

développement, à celui de ses voisins et partant, à celui de tout le Continent. 

 

Le Sommet sur le terrorisme du Conseil de Paix et de Sécurité de l'Union Africaine que 

nous avons présidé le 2 septembre dernier à Nairobi au Kenya, participe de cette 

concertation permanente. Celle-ci vise à examiner de façon approfondie, la menace 

terroriste et de convenir des mesures spécifiques et concrètes pour renforcer l'efficacité des 

actions collectives contre ce fléau. 
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Ce Sommet, nous a également offert l’opportunité de marquer notre solidarité avec le 

Kenya en particulier et, d'une façon plus générale, avec la région de l'Afrique de l'Est 

confrontée à la menace du groupe terroriste AI-Shabaab. 

 

Mesdames, Messieurs, 

La décision de créer des mécanismes tels que la «  Capacité Africaine de Réaction 

Immédiate aux Crises » ou la « Force Régionale Africaine » pour le SaheI-Sahara et 

l’Afrique Centrale, procède de cette volonté régionale et continentale de barrer la route au 

phénomène du terrorisme qui gagne progressivement du terrain en Afrique. 

 

Nous exhortons les pays de la Commission du Bassin du Lac-Tchad de prendre les mesures 

nécessaires pour rendre opérationnelle la Force Multinationale conjointe en vue de lutter 

contre les activités terroristes de Boko Haram. 

 

Mesdames, Messieurs ; 

S'agissant du règlement des conflits, le Tchad continue à contribuer à la paix et à la 

réconciliation en Afrique. Cette bonne volonté, s'est matérialisé par l'organisation sur son 

territoire, à Amdjaress, du Forum de paix et de réconciliation entre les frères ennemis du 

Darfour. Le Tchad se félicite de l'organisation du forum de Brazzaville sur la réconciliation 

et le dialogue inclusif entre les frères centrafricains auquel il a pris une part active dans la 

recherche des solutions aux crises centrafricaines. 

 

Mon pays se réjouit du dialogue inter-malien en vue du retour définitif de la paix et de la 

sécurité dans ce pays. II note avec satisfaction le processus de réconciliation engagé au 

Soudan du Sud pour ramener les sud soudanais à fumer le calumet de la paix. 

 

Nous sommes convaincus que le dialogue sincère et le dépassement de soi sont des vertus 

capables d'aider à la résolution des problèmes. Mon pays continuera à appuyer ce processus 

de dialogue et de réconciliation, 

 

Pour ce qui est de la Libye Nouvelle, ce pays peine à exister comme une entité homogène 

depuis la chute du régime de Khadafi. La violence redouble d'intensité et les populations 

sont dans la peur permanente. Les pays voisins de la Libye, se concertent afin d'aider ce 

pays frère à retrouver sa stabilité. Mais, c'est toute la Communauté internationale qui est 

interpellé par cette situation sécuritaire grave qui prévaut dans ce pays. Les frères libyens 
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des différentes composantes politiques et sociales doivent comprendre que la paix ne peut 

provenir que des libyens eux-mêmes. Par conséquent, ils doivent s'engager résolument 

dans un processus de règlement politique, seule voie appropriée pouvant sauvegarder la 

paix, l'unité et l'intégrité territoriale de la Libye. 

 

Mesdames, Messieurs, 

Le Tchad, pays voisin de la Libye, de la République Centrafricaine, du Soudan et du Nigeria, 

accueille sur son sol des centaines de milliers de réfugiés et de déplacés qui ont fui les 

conflits armés ou les exactions des terroristes. Nous comptons depuis 2003, plus de 500 000 

réfugiés venant de ces pays voisins, plus de 200 000 tchadiens rapatriés de Libye et de la 

RCA pour des raisons de sécurité, y compris les déplacés tchadiens. Un Plan National de 

Réponse Globale, élaboré par le Gouvernement et ses Partenaires Techniques et Financiers, 

a été adopté et, est en cours de mise en œuvre en leur faveur. Mais ce Plan nécessite le 

concours financier et matériel de la Communauté internationale. 

 

A ces différentes situations de conflits s'ajoutent d'autres défis non moins importants 

comme la pauvreté, le sous-développement et les maladies. Je voudrais ici souligner la 

grave crise d'Ebola qui affecte certains pays du continent Africain. Celle-ci ravage les 

populations et met à rude épreuve les économies concernés. La Communauté internationale 

doit agir et vite, dans un cadre coordonné car le virus d'Ebola ne connait pas des frontières. 

Je salue l’élan de solidarité de la Communauté internationale visant à contenir la 

propagation de ce fléau. 

 

Au-delà de l'Afrique, nous appelons à une résolution pacifique des conflits en Ukraine, en 

Syrie, entre Israël et la Palestine. Pour ce qui est de la Palestine précisément, nous pensons 

que l'usage disproportionné de la force et les dégâts humains et matériels occasionnés à 

Gaza sont inacceptables et doivent interpeller la conscience humaine. II est plus qu'urgent 

de trouver une solution à ce conflit qui n'a fait que trop duré. Nous appelons donc toutes 

les parties à la retenue et au dialogue en vue de parvenir à une solution juste, globale et 

durable. 

 

Quant à l'embargo auquel Cuba est soumis depuis quelques années, nous réitérons une fois 

de plus notre appel à sa levée. 

 

Mesdames, Messieurs, 
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La paix, la stabilité et le développement sont intimement liés au respect des règles et 

valeurs universelles partagées dont la justice est le socle. Toutefois nous constatons avec 

regret que ces principes universels ne sont pas souvent respectés surtout par les puissants 

de ce monde. C'est le cas de la Justice Pénale Internationale qui, au lieu d'être neutre, 

impartiale et indépendante semble consacrer plut6t la pratique de deux poids, deux mesures 

en ne poursuivant que les faibles. 

 

Mesdames, Messieurs,  

Le débat sur la réforme du Conseil de sécurité doit être mené à son terme en tenant compte 

des intérêts et préoccupations de tous les Etats du monde afin que celui-ci reflète la 

configuration actuelle du Monde. II est injuste avec un Milliard d'habitants soit le seul 

continent n'ayant pas un représentant permanent dans cet organe. 

 

Mesdames, Messieurs, 

Sur le plan national, le Tchad s'est doté d'un Plan National de Développement 2013-2015 

et d'un Programme National de Sécurité Alimentaire qui visent à rendre opérationnel un 

développement résilient et émergent d'ici 2025, porté par des sources de croissance 

diversifiées et durables, créatrices des valeurs ajoutées et d'emplois. 

 

Ce plan assure à chaque tchadien un accès adéquat aux services sociaux de base, à un 

logement décent et à une offre adéquate de formation. C'est le lieu de remercier une fois de 

plus, tous nos partenaires qui ont annoncé leur participation au financement de ces deux 

Programmes, lors de la Conférence de Paris en juin dernier. 

 

Pour favoriser un climat apaisé de la vie politique nationale, le Tchad a eu recours à des 

mécanismes de gouvernance politique dont le tout dernier est le Cadre National de 

Dialogue Politique crée en avril 2013. Ce mécanisme s'adapte mieux à l’évolution politique 

actuelle, car il associe la Société civile, aux côtés des Partis politiques. Ces mécanismes ont 

eu le mérite de faire régner une stabilité propice au développement économique et social 

d'un pays dont les défis restent considérables. 

 

Pour améliorer la gouvernance, le Tchad a adhéré au Mécanisme d'Evaluation par les Pairs 

de l'Union Africaine et à l’Initiative pour la Transparence dans les Industries Extractives. 

Cette adhésion démontre à suffisance, notre volonté à gérer les ressources nationales dans 

la transparence totale. 
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Le Tchad continuera de s'atteler ÿ la consolidation de l'Etat de droit et de la bonne 

gouvernance par des réformes substantielles de ses Institutions; à la lutte contre le chômage 

par la création d'emplois au profit des jeunes ; à la lutte contre la pauvreté et l'insécurité 

alimentaire.

Ensuite, mes sincères félicitations s'adressent à l'endroit de la présidence, à laquelle je 

formule nos vœux de réussite, pour un excellent déroulement des travaux de la Soixante-

neuvième session ordinaire de notre Assemblée Générale. 

 

Au nom de ma délégation et au mien propre, je renouvelle, enfin, toute ma gratitude à Son 

Excellence Monsieur Ban Ki-Moon, Secrétaire Général de I'ONU, pour son engagement au 

service de notre Organisation. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Notre présente session, la Soixante-neuvième du genre, se tient à un moment crucial de 

l'histoire de notre Organisation, creuset du multilatéralisme et de la diplomatie mondiale 

qui, au fil du temps, s'est imposée, plus que jamais, comme un instrument précieux et 

incontournable, pour la paix et la sécurité dans le monde. 

 

Elle se tient è la veille du soixante-dixième anniversaire de notre Organisation, que nous 

célébrerons dans un an, dans cette belle ville de New York, haut lieu du dialogue et de la 
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concertation permanente, pour des relations internationales plus apaisées, qui placent 

l'Homme et son environnement au centre de ses préoccupations. 

 

Un moment où, la sagesse aidant, à l'aune de son âge avancé, 69 ans déjà, notre 

Organisation doit être revigorée, revitalisée et plus engagée, dans un monde sans cesse 

soumis à des défis et des menaces qui, chaque jour qui passe, prennent de nouvelles formes, 

le plus souvent imprévisibles, les unes que les autres. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

La présente session nous offre également une opportunité majeure, pour une évaluation 

générale des performances de notre organisation et la maitrise du processus qui ferait de 

2015, 1’année de la réforme, à l'occasion de notre soixante-dixième anniversaire. 

 

Naturellement, à travers une telle démarche, il conviendrait de prendre davantage en 

compte, d'une part, les nouvelles problématiques, telles que celles liées à l'extrème fragilité 

des Petits Etats Insulaires en Développement, conformément aux recommandations de la 

récente conférence tenue à Samoa. 

 

D'autre part, il s'agirait de veiller à une meilleure représentation des pays en 

développement, et notamment ceux du continent africain qui, aujourd'hui, renferment à la 

fois, des zones de croissance économique appréciable, mais aussi, de grande pauvreté et de 

conflits parfois sanglants, qui retardent leur développement et le bien-être de leurs peuples. 

 

Parallèlement, la reforme tant souhaitée de notre Organisation ne peut qu'intégrer la 

nécessité pour le Conseil de Sécurité, d'assumer la coordination de la lutte contre le 

terrorisme, nouveau fléau planétaire. 

 

En tout état de cause, en tant que pays engagé et impliqué, dans La Force en Attente de 

l'Afrique de l'Est, l'Union des Comores mesure pleinement les responsabilités du Conseil de 

Sécurité de notre Organisation, pour impulser, orienter et superviser la prévention et le 

règlement des conflits en Centrafrique, au Nigeria, au Mali, comme en Libye, en Syrie, en 

Irak, en Ukraine et dans tous les pays en crise. 

 

Ce sont autant de foyers de tensions qui mettent à mal la paix dans diverses régions du 

monde, devenues des terreaux fertiles, pour l'éclosion du terrorisme international. 
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C'est dans un tel contexte et notamment après les dernières sanglantes attaques armées 

contre le peuple frère palestinien, à Gaza, que je réitère la nécessité impérieuse d'une 

solution équitable et urgente de la question de la Palestine qui a, malheureusement et 

pratiquement, le même âge que notre organisation. 

 

Excellences Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Pour préserver et consolider la paix, dans un monde en pleines mutations, l'accent doit être 

mis sans cesse, sur la prévention des conflits, tout en soutenant inlassablement les efforts 

de résolution des crises qui surgissent. 

 

La Communauté des Nations que nous sommes, a le devoir de s'autosaisir des sujets qui, 

s'ils ne sont pas résolus équitablement, feront perdre à notre Organisation, sa crédibilité. 

 

C'est le cas de mon pays, admis comme membre de I'ONU, en vertu de la résolution 33 85 

du 12 novembre 1975, réaffirmant la nécessité de respecter l'unité et l'intégrité territoriale 

de l’archipel des Comores, composé de quatre iles, mais dont, le processus de 

décolonisation, reste encore à parachever. 

 

À ce sujet, dans notre allocution lors de la soixante-huitième session de notre Assemblée 

Générale, nous vous avons exposé notre nouvelle démarche dans la recherche d'une 

solution juste avec la France, une solution conforme aux principes qui régissent notre 

organisation. 

 

Conformément à mon engagement exprimé du haut de cette tribune, devant vous, auguste 

assemblée, je voudrais porter à votre connaissance que, le Haut Conseil Paritaire prévu dans 

la déclaration de Paris a été institué. Cet organe de suivi a lancé ses premiers travaux en 

novembre 2013 et s'apprête à se réunir à nouveau, à la fin de cette année. 

 

Dans cette deuxième rencontre, le Haut Conseil Paritaire aura à traiter, entre autres 

questions, celle relative à la circulation des personnes entre les quatre iles de l'archipel, en 

vue de mettre un terme aux drames qui endeuillent, quotidiennement, les familles 

comoriennes. 
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Des drames qui, le plus souvent, passent inaperçus auprès de l'opinion publique 

internationale, mais qui heurtent profondément, la conscience collective de mon peuple. 

 

Des drames qui heurtent également ce grand pays qu'est la France, dans ses valeurs 

humanistes que nous avons en partage. 

 

En effet, au-delà du contentieux territorial entre les deux pays, il est d'une extrême 

urgence, de mettre un terme à cette tragédie humaine, dans le cadre de ce dialogue apaisé 

et engagé entre les deux parties et qui doit bénéficier du concours de notre organisation. 

 

C'est pourquoi, sur ce sujet et dans l'esprit de la Déclaration de Paris, ouvrant la voie à la 

construction d'une relation rénovée tournée vers l'avenir, j'ai récemment sollicité l'appui de 

la Commission de l'Océan Indien, lors du Quatrième Sommet des Chefs d'Etat et de 

Gouvernement de cette organisation sous régionale, dont la France et les Comores sont 

membres. 

 

À cette occasion, le gouvernement comorien a privilégié l'esprit de concorde pour préserver 

les liens entre les peuples, tout en réaffirmant la nécessité du respect des principes du droit 

international, dans le règlement de ce contentieux, qui dure depuis une quarantaine 

d'années. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Cette Soixante-neuvième session de notre organisation se propose de définir un programme 

de développement pour l'après-2015 avec pour objectifs principaux, l'élimination de la 

pauvreté et de la faim, ainsi que la promotion d'une croissance économique durable et 

inclusive dans le monde. 

 

Ainsi, les Objectifs du Millénaire pour le Développement ont constitué, de manière 

incontestable, un pacte mondial de solidarité, pour le progrès socio-économique de nos 

pays. 

 

À l'instar de nombreux pays, notamment les Petits Etats Insulaires en Développement, 

l'Union des Comores a franchi un pas important dans la réalisation de ces Objectifs, 

notamment le renforcement de la participation des femmes à la vie politique et économique 
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du pays, la santé maternelle, la réduction du paludisme et de la mortalité infantile, la lutte 

contre le VIH SIDA et1'égalité dans la scolarisation des enfants. 

 

Toutefois, il reste encore beaucoup à faire s'agissant notamment de la sécurité alimentaire, 

de l'accès aux soins pour tous, ou encore de la dégradation de l'environnement. 

 

De même, l'énergie, l'accès à l'eau potable pour une bonne partie de la population et 

1'agriculture durable, restent toujours des sujets de préoccupation. 

 

C'est pourquoi, au moment où mon pays négocie son adhésion à I'OMC, nous ne pouvons 

que préconiser, dès lors, l'intégration des OMD non réalisés dans les nouveaux Objectifs du 

Développement Durable, et appeler, à un renforcement des partenariats stratégiques pour le 

développement, à la mise en place d'un régime commercial international équitable, à la 

promotion d'investissements directs nationaux et étrangers et, enfin, à plus de mobilisation 

et d'engagement, dans la lutte contre les changements climatiques. 

 

Aussi, est-il urgent de mettre en œuvre rapidement les recommandations des différents 

Sommets, organisés sur le climat et notamment la récente Conférence de Samoa et le 

Sommet qui vient de se tenir le 23 septembre courant, ici à New York. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Ces dernières années, de nombreux indices, notamment le taux de croissance économique 

de divers pays du continent, portent à croire qu'il y a lieu d'espérer pour un avenir 

meilleur, pour le développement de l'Afrique. 

 

Toutefois, l'Afrique doit relever les défis liés à la résolution des conflits et aux multiples 

menaces contre la paix et la sécurité. 

 

Autant de défis auxquels, aucun pays au monde ne pourrait faire face, à lui seul, sans la 

coopération et la solidarité internationales. 

 

C'est le cas du virus Ebola qui sévit dans certains pays d'Afrique de l'Ouest mais dont 

l'ampleur et la rapidité de propagation sont alarmantes et constituent une menace 

mondiale. 
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Nous saluons, ainsi, les mesures prises, ces derniers jours, par de nombreux pays, pour aider 

contenir et à éradiquer cette épidémie. 

 

Excellence Monsieur le Président, 

C'est dans cette conviction de l'impérative solidarité internationale, pour répondre aux 

besoins sans cesse grandissants de nos peuples, que je fonde mes espoirs, de voir notre 

organisation réussir, au mieux, sa mutation, après quelques 70 ans d'existence.

Je voudrais tout autant rendre honneur à Monsieur Ban Ki-moon, Secrétaire Général des 

Nations Unies, et lui réitérer l’appui indéfectible du Congo aux efforts qu’il mène avec 

engagement et abnégation à la tête de notre organisation. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Le monde est en ébullition. L’humanité vit dans la hantise des tensions et conflits qui 

prolifèrent un peu partout; du terrorisme qui est devenu l’épouvantail des nations; des 

épidémies anciennes et nouvelles qui accablent les sociétés, singulièrement les plus 

pauvres; des disparités persistantes entre les Etats et à l’intérieur des États; des 

changements climatiques qui menacent notre planète. 
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Voilà autant de défis qui soulèvent partout dans notre univers un sentiment de grande 

appréhension.  

Voilà qui, par ailleurs, fonde notre foi en l’Organisation des Nations Unies, le seul 

instrument dont le monde dispose dans la recherche des solutions à ces nombreux 

problèmes. 

 

Dans cette quête universelle, c’est surtout vers la paix, la sécurité et la préservation de la 

nature que doit se porter l’action prioritaire des Etats. Car le monde a besoin de paix et de 

sécurité partout où se développent d’absurdes conflits comme en Syrie, en Ukraine, en Irak, 

entre les Israéliens et les Palestiniens. 

 

Le monde a besoin de paix et de sécurité en Afrique, singulièrement en Libye et dans toute 

la région sahélosaharienne, au Soudan du Sud, en Afrique Centrale et dans la région des 

Grands Lacs. 

 

L’Afrique a besoin du concours accru de la communauté internationale pour que la Somalie 

sorte définitivement de l’abîme, que le Mali recouvre son intégrité et son unité, que la 

République Démocratique du Congo qui connaît une accalmie certaine ne replonge plus 

dans les violences qui l’ont meurtrie pendant de si longues années. 

 

Enfin, pour qu’en République Centrafricaine, les évolutions encourageantes enregistrées ces 

dernières semaines, avec l’Accord de cessation des hostilités signé à Brazzaville le 23 juillet 

dernier et le transfert d’autorité, le 15 septembre 2014, entre la mission africaine de la 

MISCA et les forces onusiennes de la MINUSCA, soient consolidées pour permettre au 

peuple centrafricain de sortir de cette crise qui n’a que trop duré. 

 

L’Afrique a besoin de l’indéfectible appui de la communauté internationale pour juguler la 

piraterie maritime qui se développe dangereusement dans le Golfe de Guinée, et pour 

réduire le terrorisme qui s’étend du Sahel vers le Sud du Continent et tisse de nombreuses 

ramifications locales. Il en est ainsi de la secte Boko Haram qui sévit au Nigéria et qui tente 

de régionaliser son action en direction du Cameroun et peutêtre bientôt vers d’autres pays, 

si rien n’est fait pour l’en empêcher. 
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Il s’agit aussi du mouvement de rébellion connu sous l’appellation de l’Armée de Résistance 

du Seigneur de Joseph Koni qui opère toujours aux confins de la République Centrafricaine, 

de la République Démocratique du Congo et de l’Ouganda. 

 

En Afrique Centrale, comme ailleurs dans le reste du continent, l’insécurité est souvent la 

conséquence de plusieurs causes. Il n’y a pas que la guerre et les violences armées. Il y a 

aussi la pauvreté et les maladies endémiques comme le paludisme, le VIH-Sida, les maladies 

non transmissibles et la fièvre hémorragique «Ebola». 

 

Nous nous félicitons du grand élan de solidarité manifesté par la communauté 

internationale pour aider les pays africains touchés par l’épidémie «Ebola» à éradiquer ce 

terrible fléau. À cet égard, nous saluons la création par le Secrétaire général de la mission 

des Nations Unies pour la riposte d’urgence à l’épidémie d’Ebola. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Excellences Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Je voudrais, à présent, en quelques mots, aborder la problématique des changements 

climatiques qui, comme chacun le sait, demeure une grande menace pour notre planète. 

 

La République du Congo, qui partage pleinement la position commune africaine, adhère 

aux conclusions du Sommet de l’Elysée des 6 et 7 décembre 2013. Le Sommet sur le climat 

qui s’est tenu ici même, le 23 septembre dernier, a permis d’écouter des annonces 

d’engagements solides en faveur de l’adoption d’un accord contraignant, significatif et 

universel qui devra porter aussi bien sur l’atténuation que sur l’adaptation, lors du Sommet 

de Paris en 2015. 

 

Dans ce sens, je voudrais insister sur l’importance pour mon pays et pour l’Afrique: 

 

- de permettre la mise en place des mécanismes de «transfert de technologies et de 

financements innovants»; 

 

- d’assurer une capitalisation ambitieuse et une mise en oeuvre réelle du «Fonds vert» pour 

le climat;

- de veiller à l’intérêt de la promotion d’un programme positif de lutte contre le 

dérèglement climatique, fondé sur la coopération, afin d’optimiser les opportunités offertes 

par la lutte contre le changement climatique. 

 

L’exploitation illégale et le commerce illicite des produits de la faune et de la flore 

représentent une autre menace; une menace grave pour l’environnement et la biodiversité. 

En réponse à cette criminalité environnementale internationale sur la biodiversité, mon 

pays organisera à Brazzaville, au cours du premier semestre de 2015, sous l’égide de 

l’Union Africaine et en partenariat avec le Programme des Nations Unies pour 

l’Environnement, une Conférence Internationale sur l’exploitation illégale et le commerce 

illicite des produits de la faune et de la flore sauvage d’Afrique. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Excellences Mesdames et Messieurs, 

La 69ème Session de notre organisation se tient à la veille de 2015, année butoir pour 

l’atteinte des Objectifs du Millénaire pour le Développement. 

 

Le diagnostic posé par les parties prenantes, à tous les niveaux, a montré que nous n’avons 

pas atteint ces objectifs, à cause, notamment, des lacunes apparues dans leur préparation 

initiale et dans leur formulation. 

 

L’Afrique est le continent qui comptera le plus grand nombre de pays qui n’auront pas 

atteint certains OMD d’ici l’échéance de 2015. Les dirigeants africains ont adopté une 

position commune pour le programme de développement post-2015 afin de relever ces 

défis. 

 

Nous en appelons à l’engagement solidaire de tous les membres pour que cette position 

commune africaine soit placée au coeur de nos préoccupations dans les négociations qui 

devront aboutir à l’adoption d’un agenda mondial de développement pour l’après 2015. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Excellences Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Avant de terminer, j’aimerais solennellement réaffirmer l’engagement de mon pays en 

faveur de la promotion et de la protection des droits et libertés fondamentaux de l’homme, 
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ainsi que son attachement aux différents mécanismes de protection des droits de l’homme 

et au processus de l’Examen Périodique Universel auquel nous avons activement participé. 

 

C’est dans cet esprit que le Congo s’emploie à enrichir le cadre juridique et institutionnel 

par le renforcement du système national de promotion et de protection des droits de 

l’homme avec la pleine participation de la société civile. 

 

En considération de ce qui précède, la République du Congo a décidé de présenter sa 

candidature pour un second mandat au Conseil des droits de l’homme des Nations Unies 

pour la période 2015-2017, lors des élections qui auront lieu en novembre prochain ici à 

New-York. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Le sport, facteur de paix et de développement unit les peuples. Dans cet esprit, Brazzaville 

accueillera en septembre 2015 les jeux africains, à l’occasion de la célébration du 50ème 

anniversaire de cette fête de la jeunesse africaine. 

 

Enfin, j’aimerais une fois de plus renouveler l’attachement de mon pays aux idéaux de 

notre organisation universelle et réitérer notre engagement à soutenir les efforts de 

l’ensemble de la communauté internationale en faveur de la paix, de la sécurité et du 

développement dont dépend le bien-être de l’humanité et le monde meilleur que nous 

appelons de tous nos voeux.

Mr. President,  

 

At the outset, it gives me pleasure to congratulate 

you, and your friendly country, for assuming the 

Presidency ofthe General Assembly at its 69th 

Session. We are confident that you will lead its 

work wisely, and lend you our support as you 

undertake your duties.  

 

I take this opportunity to express my sincere 

appreciation to your predecessor for his untiring 

efforts as President of the previous session. I also reiterate our support to the Secretary 

General as he strives to realize the purposes of the Charter of the United Nations. 

 

Your Majesties, Your Highnesses, Your Excellencies, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

I stand before you today as one of the sons of Egypt, the cradle of human civilization. 

From this podium, I first salute the great people of Egypt, that made history twice over the 

past few years. First, when they revolted against corruption and despotism, and claimed 

their right to freedom, dignity and social justice. Then when they held on to their identity, 

and enthused by patriotism, they rose up against exclusion, refusing to succumb to the 

tyranny of a faction who, in the name of religion, put its narrow interests before the 

interests of the people. 

 

These were simply snapshots of the defining moments Egypt recently witnessed. They 

constitute only milestones of a longer journey, which Egyptians, fueled by their dreams and 

aspirations, have embarked on, towards a better day and a more prosperous future. 

The world is starting to grasp the reality of what happened in Egypt, and to understand the 

circumstances that drove Egyptians to intuitively take to the streets to rebel against the 
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forces of extremism and darkness, which once in power, undermined the foundations of the 

democratic process and national institutions, and sought to impose a state of polarization 

to break the unity ofthe people. 

 

The upsurge in extremism and violence perpetrated in the name of religion that the region 

is currently witnessing is an evidence of the true objectives of these groups that exploit 

religion. We have warned against them over and over again. They have transformed the 

values of justice, compassion and mercy treasured by Judaism, Christianity and Islam, into 

grim sectarianism and destructive civil and regional wars which continue to claim the lives 

of innocent people of different religions. 

 

Mr. President, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

The Egyptian people realize, and I do too given the responsibilities that I shoulder since my 

election as President, that achieving our goals began by building a civil democratic state, in 

light of the principles we sought, through adhering to the road map for the future agreed 

upon by the Egyptian national powers, which will be completed with the holding of 

parliamentary elections, following the presidential election and the constitutional 

referendum during which Egyptians expressed their free will. 

 

Our aim is to build a "New Egypt"... A state that respects the rights and freedoms, honors 

its duties, and ensures the co-existence of its citizens without exclusion or discrimination. 

A state that respects and enforces the rule of law, guarantees freedom of opinion for all 

and ensures freedom of belief and worship to its people. A state that is determined to 

achieve growth, prosperity, and a promising foture that meets the aspirations of its people. 

 

To attain that, Egypt began implementing an ambitious comprehensive program to spur 

development until 2030, with the aim of laying the foundations of a free market economy 

that is capable of attracting investments in a secure and stable environment. The "New 

Suez Canal Project", the gift of Egyptians to the world, is a proof of the seriousness of our 

intent, and of the resolve of the "New Egypt" to forge a better tomorrow for its children 

and youth. This is why I invite you to participate in the economic conference that will be 

held in Egypt next February, to achieve development and build the future, not only for 

Egypt, but for the whole region. 
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These steps briefly reflect the gist of the social contract embraced by the Egyptians in their 

new Constitution, to build a better today and a brighter tomorrow, and to establish a state 

that is armed with strong institutions and governed by the rule of law. A state that respects 

the judiciary, ensures its independence, and applies the principle of separation of powers. A 

state that is not held back by a terrorism that thinks that it can conquer and repress our 

nation. 

 

Egypt has suffered from the scourge of this terrorism since the nineteen twenties, when it 

concealed its poisonous viewpoints behind religion to reach power and establish the 

Caliphate State, relying on armed violence and terror to achieve its objectives, and 

generating in the process a handful of extremists that commit atrocities in the name of 

religion. Here I stress that we should not allow them to abuse Islam and offend the one and 

a half billion Muslims that cherish its noble values. Religion, by virtue of its holiness and 

sanctity, cannot be put to the test by humans to judge whether it has succeeded or failed. 

 

Terrorism is a plague that does not differentiate in its spread between developing and 

developed societies. Terrorists come from differing societies. They are not bound together 

by any true religious faith. That is why it is imperative that we all intensify our 

cooperation and coordination efforts to end the support provided to these terrorist 

organizations that enables them to continue perpetrating crimes, pursuant to the principles 

ofthe Chatter ofthe United Nations and in fulfilment ofits objectives. 

 

Mr. President, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

The problems that our region faces emanating from the space provided to the local and 

regional forces of extremism, as well as the state of polarization that often turns into 

division and strife, has become a serious danger that threatens the very existence of the 

state and dispels its identity. This has produced a fertile ground for terrorism and its 

organizations to grow and gain influence. 

 

In this sense, the crises facing some countries of the region could be resolved through the 

following two-pronged approach aiming at building the nation-state: 

 

1- The application of the principles of equality of all citizens, and respect for the rule of 

law, based on a social contract and a national consensus, whilst ensuring the enjoyment by

all of all rights, especially the right to development. This will safeguard societies from 

exploitation and prevent them from succumbing to extremism. 

2- A decisive confrontation with the forces of extremism and terrorism, as well as with any 

attempt to impose opinions by intimidation and violence, or to force exclusion through 

rejection in all its forms. 

 

Egypt, in agreement with Libya's neighboring countries, has put forward an initiative that 

sets specific steps and a clear horizon to end the plight of this brotherly country. We can 

build on this initiative to reach a comprehensive political solution that strengthens the 

elected Libyan institutions, and ensures that the bloodshed is put to an end and that the 

territorial integrity of Libya is preserved. To succeed, we must effectively stop the 

smuggling of arms into Libya, and deal relentlessly with the extremist movements that 

resort to weapons and violence, and that does not recognize the democratic process. 

 

Despite the heartrending humanitarian situation in brotherly Syria and the destruction and 

loss of innocent lives resulting from the crisis there, I am confident that it is possible to put 

into place a political framework that ensures that the aspirations of the Syrian people are 

met, without compromising with terrorism and without replicating the circumstances which 

the Syrians initially rebelled against. I emphasize Egypt's support to the aspirations of the 

Syrian people to a safe life that ensures the stability of Syria, preserves its territorial 

integrity, as well as the unity of its people. 

 

The formation of a new government approved by the Parliament in the brotherly country 

of Iraq is a significant development that restores hope in the possibility of an improvement 

in the situation there, and in the success of the internal and external attempts to achieve 

stability, restore the areas that fell under the control ofthe terrorist organization "ISIS", 

maintain the territorial integrity of Iraq, end the bloodshed, and realize the aspirations and 

hopes of the Iraqis, as well as their efforts to bring back security and stability in their 

country. 

 

Despite the multitude of crises threatening our region, some of which I alluded to, the 

Palestinian issue remains a top priority for Egypt. Palestinians still aspire to establish their 

independent state on the occupied territories in 1967, with East Jerusalem as its capital, on 

the basis of the principles upon which the peace process was established since the nineteen 

seventies following an Egyptian initiative. These principles are not up for negotiation, 
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otherwise the basis of a comprehensive peace in the region would erode, and the values of 

justice and humanity would vanish. The continued deprivation of the Palestinian people of 

their rights is undoubtedly exploited by some to inflame other crises, achieve hidden goals, 

fragment Arab unity, and impose control on Palestinians under the guise of realizing their 

aspirations. 

 

Mr. President, 

Ladies and Gentlemen 

All ofthe above puts a special responsibility on Egypt, and on its strong state which 

confronted terrorism and extremism in the nineteen nineties. I am confident that Egypt will 

succeed in uprooting terrorism by virtue of its national identity. Egypt will always be a 

beacon of civilization supporting cohesion of the region, and Egyptians will never hesitate 

in assuming their role to that effect. Egypt considers Arab National Security an integral 

part of its own national security, on the basis of our common heritage and destiny, and our 

longing for the stability of a region crucial to the world. 

 

Egypt's vision of international relations is founded on the respect of the principles of 

international law, treaties and conventions, which are based on mutual respect, as well as 

mutual interests and benefits. As you know, Egypt is a founding member of the United 

Nations, and has ever since strongly contributed to the realization of its goals, especially in 

the areas of peacekeeping, peacebuilding and development. From this standpoint, Egypt's 

aspiration to the non-permanent membership of the Security Council in the years 2016-

2017 stems from its desire to make use of its membership to achieve the purposes of the 

Organization, and protect the interests of developing countries, especially in Africa, as well 

as to accelerate the reform of the United Nations System, as part of a broader vision based 

on the principle of equality of all nations. I therefore invite Member States to support 

Egypt's candidature to the Security Council. 

 

Mr. President, 

Ladies and Gentlemen 

I have conveyed to you in all humility the message of the Egyptian people, their women 

before their men, and their youth before their elderly. This is a message of hope, of will, 

and of determination to work. A message of openness to cooperate with all to overcome all 

obstacles and difficulties. Let me assure you that the Egyptian people after their two 
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revolutions have become the sole source of our internal and external policies in pursuit of 

stability and development. 

 

Egypt today has regained its self-confidence. Egypt is upholding the principles of law and 

freedom. Egypt with its Arab identity and African roots is the cradle of Mediterranean 

civilization, and the beacon of moderate Islam. An Egypt that aspires to resolve regional 

disputes, and uphold the principles of justice and humanity in today's world. I am 

confident that the capacity of Egyptians to give is infinite... We have inherited this gift 

from our ancestors; it shall remain ever generous, God willing.

Long live the principles of humanity andthe values of tolerance and coexistence...

Excellencies and Distinguished Delegates, 

 

From the outset, I wish to extend my warm 

congratulations to you, my brother, for assuming 

the presidency of the 69th Session of the United 

Nations General Assembly, under the theme: “Delivering on and implementing the Post 

2015 Development Agenda", which is timely and most appropriate. 

 

Let me also seize this opportunity to express my deep appreciation to your predecessor, 

Ambassador John Ashe, for a job well done. 

 

Mr. President, 

Next year, 2015, marks the 70th anniversary of the birth of the United Nations. The world 

has changed almost beyond recognition since 1945. Originally founded by so members, 

three times as many nations have joined the UN in the intervening years. The demographic, 

economic, political and cultural realities of its member states bear little resemblance to the 

past. The challenges of the time and the demands of the age are vastly different from those 

of the period following the Second World War, or even of the past few decades. Change, 

rapid transformative change, is the order of the day. 

 

And yet, the United Nations, the organization that ostensibly represents the entire 

community of nations and the peoples of the world, remains stuck in the past. It remains 
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thoroughly dominated by the few and has marginalized the overwhelming majority. Its 

institutions and structures are an anachronism in the modern world. 

 

More crucially, the United Nations has fallen far short of playing the primary role in the 

pursuit of the fundamental objectives for which it was established. Maintaining global 

peace and security was and remains one of its cardinal goals; and yet, conflicts and wars, 

even simultaneous and multiple wars have become a constant feature of our lives. Many of 

these wars are waged in total disregard for the United Nations and without its mandate. In 

Africa, from the East to the West and in the North, in the Middle East and in all continents, 

extremism, terrorism and all forms of bigotry and intolerance are spreading.   

The  record  in  regard  to  other   key  principles  and aspirations  is also 

far  from  satisfactory;  whether  it  is  ending  poverty, ensuring sustainable  development, 

advancing human  rights, avoiding epidemics, respecting sovereignty  and  non-

interference  in  the  affairs  of  others,  ensuring  justice  and equality as well as protecting 

the environment.   Undoubtedly, the world is facing a very grave and 

dangerous situation.  To paraphrase the Secretary General of the United Nations, H.E. Mr. 

Ban Ki-moon, this is a “terrible time for the principles enshrined in the United Nations 

Charter." 

 

Mr. President, 

To restore the relevance and credibility of the United Nations, to turn it into a truly 

representative institution of all nations and peoples, where all nations, no matter how big 

or small, respect its charter and international law, where all nations contribute, each 

according to its capabilities for peace and security as well as the welfare of people and the 

planet, it is imperative that we fundamentally restructure, indeed, democratize and rebuild 

the United Nations. 

 

This crucial and pressing need to restructure the United Nations has been clear for several 

decades now, starting from the heyday of the Cold War and throughout the past 25 years 

during which the world lived through an unsuccessful effort to impose a uni-polar world. 

Consequently, “UN reform" has formally been on the agenda for close to two decades. No 

nation has openly disputed the need to restructure the• UN, many workable proposals have 

been presented and thoroughly discussed and yet, we are no nearer to change because  of 

the  stubborn  and  cynical opposition of the dominant powers. 
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Given the determination of these powers to maintain their control of the UN and its 

unrepresentative and undemocratic character, the chances of genuine change in the coming 

few years are indeed slender. Thus, it is vital that all nations, peoples as well as political 

and social forces that stand for peace, independence, international law, justice, equity and 

sustainable development forge a common front. They must consolidate partnership and 

coordinate their efforts on the basis of a broad common strategy to stem the threats we 

face and build a better and more equitable world, while at the same time continuing 

without any let up the campaigns to restructure the United Nations, eradicate poverty, 

avoid conflicts, address global warming and fight all forms of terrorism and extremism. 

 

Mr. President, 

Eritrea's perspective on the need for an overhaul of the UN system is informed not only by 

the shared experience of the majority of nations, but also by its own history. The 

international system and the dominant powers have dealt the Eritrean people a raw deal. 

First, they were denied the right to decolonization and independence to satisfy what the 

then US Secretary of State, John Foster Dulles, said, “the strategic interests of the US in 

East Africa and the Red Sea region." Then, when the Eritrean people embarked   on   a  30-

year   armed   struggle  for   national liberation and independence, in order to advance 

their geopolitical interest in the Horn of Africa and the Red Sea region, the superpowers 

supplied arms and advisors to their client states to crush their rights to self-determination 

and the UN ignored their plight. And even after achieving independence at a 

tremendous human and material cost and joining the community of nations, the 

Eritrean people are still victimized. The UN, once again, has failed to uphold an 

internationally endorsed, final and binding arbitration of the border decision. In fact to add 

insult to injury, it has imposed unjust sanctions on their country. 

 

This travesty of justice has caused harm not only to Eritrea but to the entire Horn of Africa 

region, which is now mired in endemic conflicts and instability. Once again and from 

this rostrum, Eritrea calls on the United Nations and the UN Security council to redress this 

injustice by taking concrete measures to end the illegal occupation of sovereign Eritrean 

territory. 

 

The unjust and unfair sanctions, for which everyone now agrees that there was no and is 

no justification must also unconditionally and immediately be lifted. Such long overdue 

measures would contribute positively to the tireless efforts of the Eritrean people to build 
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their  nation, maintain  peace, stability and harmony, improve their livelihood, lay the 

foundations of a strong, equitable national economy, create opportunities for  youth 

and  women and advance regional and international engagement and cooperation.

Mr President,  

 

It is indeed a great pleasure seeing you in the Chair 

presiding over the 69th session of the General 

Assembly. I would like to express my warmest 

congratulations to you on your election to this 

high office, I know you are aware, as we are, you 

are assuming this responsibility at one of the most 

critical periods in the history of this organization, 

and that of multilateralism in general. Those of us 

in the Eastern Africa region know you very well as 

a friend and distinguished diplomat. We are confident that you will use your wisdom and 

experience to build consensus on a range of issues on the agenda of this historic session of 

lthe United Nations General Assembly and effectively guide its work. 

 

Let me, therefore, assure you of the full support and cooperation of my delegation in the 

successful discharge of your heavy responsibilities. I also wish to commend your 

predecessor for the excellent contribution he made to ensure the success of the 68th session 

of the General Assembly. Indeed, it was a remarkable session which laid the foundation for 

the major task that lies ahead. 

 

Mr President, 

This session is being held at an historic period when we have embarked upon a major 

undertaking to shape the future we want for the present and future generations. If we did 

what we must, it could be remembered in history as a session that helped us turn the corner 

in ensuring effective custodianship of the environment, economic justice and social 

responsibility. What we agreed more than two years ago in Rio must be what galvanizes 
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our common effort. We said then that “poverty eradication is the greatest global challenge 

facing the world today and an indispensable requirement for sustainable development". 

 

Last month marked the Five Hundred days until the target date of MDGs which we have 

agreed to achieve by the year 2015. In Africa, robust economic growth has been registered 

over the last decade and the stereotypical narrative about the continent •is slowly 

changing. Africa is now the rising continent offering tremendous opportunities for trade 

and investment. Notable progress has also been made towards achieving the MDGs, 

including in my own country Ethiopia, there are nonetheless many remaining challenges 

such as with respect to reducing maternal death. 

 

It is, therefore, necessary as we move forward in the negotiation to formulate the post 2015 

Development Agenda, not to overlook the fact that the MDGs are still unfinished business. 

The Post 2015 Development Agenda would be fulsome when it rests on a satisfactory 

outcome in the implementation of the MDGs. Accordingly, the remaining months should be 

used to accelerate their implementation. Moreover, the Post 2015 Development Agenda 

would need to make provision for concluding those aspects of the MDGs thatmight have to 

be carriedbeyond 2015. 

 

Mr. President, 

What we have done so far in connection with laying the groundwork for the Post-2015 

Development Agenda both at intergovernmental level and that of the Secretariat has been 

encouraging. The Open Working Group on Sustainable Development Goals has successfully 

completed its work and• the two Co-Chairs must be commended for the contribution they 

have made. It would be proper as the 68th session of the General Assembly has decided to 

use the Open Working Group's proposal as a basis for integrating Sustainable Development 

Goals into the Post-2015 Development Agenda. 

 

I should also express appreciation to the Secretary-General for the effort he has made in 

this regard in conformity with the request contained in the outcome document of the 2010 

MDG Summit. The work of the High-Level Panel of Eminent Persons on the Post-2015 

Development Agenda has been significant. We are particularly appreciative of the 

invaluable contribution made by the UN System Task Team on the Post-2015 UN 

Development Agenda. 
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We look forward to the synthesis report by the Secretary-General which we trust would 

help facilitate effective conversation among member States and productive inter-

governmental negotiation with the view to formulating a Post-2015 Development Agenda 

by next year, an agenda which reflects the interests of the present and future generations. 

 

We have no doubt that a Post-2015 Development Agenda that responds to the major 

challenges the world faces has to rest on readiness to foster cooperation based on the 

principle of common but differentiated responsibilities. It is difficult to imagine resolving 

the difficult but indispensable issues surrounding means of implementation absent 

flexibility on the question of CBDR. 

 

One thing is clear in all this. The world has the capacity and the resources to effectively 

respond to the pressing needs we see, to eradicate poverty and ensure sustainable 

development for all. This has been affirmed by the report of the Inter-Governmental 

Committee of Experts on Sustainable Development Financing. The Committee has not 

offered us definitive proposals but rather recommendations designed, as they say, to 

stimulate discussions. 

 

It has nonetheless expressed hope for progress to be made on development financing at the 

Third International Conference on Financing for Development to take place in Addis Ababa 

in July 2015. Let me affirm our commitment to do our best to ensure this historic and 

extremely critical conference succeeds. It appears to us pretty obvious that the 

effectiveness, of the Post-2015 Agenda depends, among other things, on the success of this 

Addis Ababa Conference. At any rate, it is with that conviction that we will be proceeding 

to discharge our responsibility as the host country. 

 

Mr. President, 

This is also the time that we are striving to achieve an ambitious target that we have set for 

ourselves to reach a globally binding climate agreement by 2015 so as to limit the rise of 

global temperature below 2 degree Celsius. Let me once again express my appreciation to 

Secretary-General Ban Ki-moon for convening the Climate Summit two days ago and I 

hope the outcome of the Summit will help us to make progress in achieving this 

fundamental objective by catalyzing action to reduce greenhouse gas emissions and 

strengthening climate resilience. 
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Needless to say that we in Africa are already facing the brunt of climate change and this is 

undermining our efforts to meet our development aspirations, including the Millennium 

Development Goals. For us, mitigation and adaptation remain a priority and we need 

urgent intemational support for our efforts in this regard. 

 

Although we have contributed virtually nothing to global warming, we are indeed playing 

a leading role in terms of mitigation by scaling up our efforts in renewable energy and 

promoting• energy efficiency. It is only fair and proper that this be adequately recognized 

and supported. 

 

The challenge posed by climate change no doubt requires leadership and political 

commitment at all levels. We have no choice but to rise up to this challenge by taking 

concrete actions to contribute to reducing emissions and demonstrating the necessary 

political will to achieve a globally binding climate agreement by 2015. Failure is not an 

option. 

 

Mr. President, 

What we see here at the United Nationsÿ is readiness among the States of our world to 

think big and to focus on what unites us. 

This is what underlines the complex negotiations on the Post-2015 Development Agenda. 

In sharp contrast to this, what we are witnessing today is a general deterioration of the 

global security situation. The world is passing through a turbulent period, and this is not an 

exaggeration. The proliferation and intensity of conflicts has significantly increased. 

 

In our part of the world, progress made over the past decade is being undermined by new 

cycles of violence and conflicts. The crisisin South Sudan is an example. We in the IGAD 

region are doing everything we can to resolve the South Sudanese crisis through peaceful 

means with the support of the United Nations, the African Union and international 

partners. But progress, let alone a breakthrough, has not been easy to come by. This 

situation highlights an often encountered challenge. Progress in peacemaking can hardly be 

contemplated when there is lack of sufficient commitment to a peaceful resolution of a 

crisis by the parties to the conflict. But IGAD is determined to exert every possible effort to 

find a lasting solution to the crisis through an all-inclusive political dialogue. 
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In contrast to the situation in South Sudan and to much of the situations in many parts of 

the world, the situation in Somalia has been improving in the course of the year. Al-

Shabaab may not have been entirely removed as a threat, but it has been greatly degraded. 

The recent set back it suffered is bound to speed up its demise. 

 

The military gains made on the ground could not be sustained, however, without progress 

in the political track through the establishment of local administrations and the 

maintenance of law and order in the newly liberated areas. In this regard, we welcome the 

establishment of interim local administrations in central and south west Somalia in line 

with the provisional federal constitution. We need to continue to support Somalia to 

rebuild itself and make a successful transition by 2016. 

 

Conflict, Mr. President, is not an exclusively African phenomenon. What is becoming 

obvious lately is how much the global security situation is becoming a source of concern. 

Never since the end of the cold war has the global security situation been as fragile as it is 

today. The threat of terrorism has affected ever greater and wider areas of the world. At no 

time over the last many decades has the need for effective cooperation at the international 

and regional levels been as pressing and asurgent as it is today. 

That the issue of "Foreign Fighters" has become a source of major concern to many is very 

obvious. What is required to make progress in addressing the challenge is readiness to 

forge cooperation which brooks no double standards. We need to be resolute in our 

determination to work together. 

 

Mr, President, 

All this means that at no time in recent memory has multilateralism been as immensely 

critical for the future of the world, as it is today. The fact that nations are driven by the 

pursuit of national interest has always been self-evident. But at this juncture in world 

history and in light of the so many common challenges we all face, we have more realistic 

option than commitment to enlightened national interest which can be promoted only 

within the framework of multilateralism. 

 

This in our view should be the sentiment we all share at the beginning of the 69th session of 

the General Assembly. We cannot be oblivious to the nexus between our sustainable 

development agenda and the global situation of peace and security. Delivering on and 
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implementing a transformative post-2015 development agenda which is the theme of this 

session, requires a peaceful and stable global environment. 

 

It is also in this context that the threat of the spread of the Ebola Virus should be viewed. 

This is both a humanitarian and security challenge. Containing the spread of this deadly 

virus should be a matter of utmost priority. 

 

Let me reiterate how it is so criticalÿ that we collectively address the myriad of peace and 

security challenges facing our world in order to facilitate progress in the implementation of 

the Millennium Development Goals in the remaining period and lay a solid foundation for 

the realization of our transformative agenda in the post-2015 era as well as achieve a 

meaningful climate agreement. 

 

Mr, President, 

I wish to conclude by stressing Ethiopia's commitment to multilateralism and to joining 

hands with all like-minded to contribute to regional and international peace and security 

and to the successful realization of the major project we have in connection with the Post-

2015 Agenda. As a founding member of this Organization and as a member of the League 

of Nations by whom it was nonetheless abandoned, Ethiopia attaches the most highest 

priority to cooperation among peoples and countries with a view to addressing common 

challenges. It is our conviction that might does not make right. Thereis no substitute for the 

pursuit of mutual advantages as a signpost for a realistic and just foreign policy. This is our 

guide for all friendships and partnerships we have, and will continue to develop.

Mon pays se réjouit que les priorités africaines, notamment l'éradication de l'extrême 

pauvreté, la promotion d'une agriculture durable, l'industrialisation, la protection de 

l'environnement, figurent en bonne place dans ce rapport. 

 

Je voudrais rappeler que le Gabon est entré dans le processus de l'Agenda de 

Développement post-2015 dans le cadre de la mise en œuvre du Plan Stratégique Gabon 

Emergent (PSGE).

Dans la phase actuelle de la réalisation de ce programme, l'accent est particulièrement mis 

sur les facteurs de compétitivité que sont la formation du capital humain, la construction et 

la mise à niveau des infrastructures de développement, y compris le développement du 

numérique et l'augmentation de la capacité énergétique.

C'est dans cette optique que le Gabon s'est doté d'instruments institutionnels, tels que la 

Commission Nationale de la Lutte contre l'Enrichissement Illicite, dont la mission globale 

est de garantir la transparence et l'obligation de reddition dans la gestion des deniers 

publics. 
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Depuis lors, j'ai fait de la lutte contre la corruption un objectif stratégique prioritaire. En ce 

moment même, des missions de contrôle et d'inspection d'envergure sont menées dans tout 

le pays avec des résultats conséquents. 

 

Je reste profondément convaincu que pour conférer de solides bases à notre agenda post-

2015, il nous faut modeler notre environnement économique de sorte que la transparence 

guide l'attribution des marchés publics et des permis, la rentabilisation des investissements, 

mais aussi le respect des obligations des opérateurs économiques vis-à-vis de l'Etat. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

L'engagement du Gabon en matière de lutte contre le changement climatique reste 

constant, compte tenu de la gravité du phénomène. 

 

En effet, comme cela a déjà été souligné, le dernier rapport du GIEC nous rappelle la dure 

réalité des dégâts causés par les changements climatiques. Nous aurions tort de rester 

insensibles à ce qui se passe sous nos yeux. 

 

C'est pour cela que je me félicite des engagements pris par les Chefs d'Etat et de 

Gouvernement au terme du Sommet sur le climat qui s'est tenu ici même le 23 septembre 

dernier. 

 

Je réitère ici la détermination du Gabon à assumer sa part du devoir. Notre ambition, faut-il 

le rappeler, est de diminuer, d'ici à 2025, plus de la moitié des émissions de gaz à effet de 

serre produit par chaque Gabonais. 

 

Mon pays tient par ailleurs à renforcer sa contribution aux efforts de la communauté 

internationale en vue de l'adoption d'un accord plus contraignant, appelé à succéder au 

Protocole de Kyoto. 

 

C'est tout le sens de la rencontre que nous allons organiser à Libreville, du 18 au 19 mars 

2015, pour une Initiative des pays du Sud en faveur du Climat (South Climate Initiative). 

 

Par cette initiative, qui interviendra après la Conférence de Lima, étape importante, nous 

voulons apporter une contribution structurale des pays du Sud au succès de la Conférence 

de Paris. 
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L'ampleur des dérèglements causés par le réchauffement de la terre atteste que le 

changement climatique est une question existentielle. Face à l'extrême gravité du péril qui 

nous menace, nous devons nous unir. Nous devons travailler main dans la main, avec le 

même objectif : la planète doit être sauvée à Paris en décembre 2015. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Dans un an, notre Organisation célèbrera son 70ème anniversaire. Cette maturité doit lui 

permettre de mieux répondre aux défis multiformes qui se présentent à elle. 

 

La réalisation effective du Programme de transformation post 2015 est également à ce prix. 

 

C'est pourquoi il nous faut poursuivre nos efforts en vue de résoudre les crises et foyers de 

tension ayant cours dans diverses parties du monde. 

 

En ce qui concerne la République Centrafricaine, le Gabon continue de participer 

activement aux efforts de la CEEAC, de !'Union Africaine, de I'ONU et du reste de la 

communauté internationale, visant la stabilisation de la situation politico-sécuritaire, 

économique et humanitaire sur le terrain. 

 

Je tiens, à cet égard, à saluer le Forum de Brazzaville pour la paix en Centrafrique qui s'est 

conclu par la signature d'un accord de cessation des hostilités. 

 

Par ailleurs, le Gabon se félicite de la mise en place effective de la MINUSCA qui a pris le 

relais de la MISCA. 

 

Pour ce qui est du Mali, le Gabon soutient le processus de paix engagé et appuie les efforts 

de médiation déployés par le Burkina Faso, l'Algérie et le Maroc aux fins de parvenir à une 

paix durable. 

 

Au Soudan du Sud, le Gabon soutient les efforts de I'IGAD et l'Union Africaine dans la 

recherche d'une solution politique négociée entre les deux belligérants. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

S'agissant du conflit israélo-palestinien, je salue la signature, sous la médiation de l'Egypte, 

du cessez-le-feu entre Israël et le Hamas. 
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Je forme le vœu que cette trêve dure et favorise la reprise des négociations directes en vue 

de la réalisation de la vision largement partagée de la création d'un Etat palestinien viable, 

existant en bonne intelligence aux côtés d'Israël, dans la paix et la sécurité à l'intérieur de 

frontières sûres et internationalement reconnues. 

 

En ce qui concerne le Sahara occidental, le Gabon se félicite des efforts de dialogue et de 

négociations consenties par notre Organisation. 

 

Mon pays tient à réitérer son soutien à l'initiative marocaine qui nous parait être une 

proposition courageuse et réaliste susceptible d’aboutir à un règlement durable. 

 

Enfin, pour ce qui est de l'embargo contre Cuba, le Gabon réitère sa position en faveur de 

sa levée, en raison de son impact négatif sur le bien-être de la population. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Jamais la menace terroriste n'a été aussi forte que ces derniers temps, hypothéquant la 

survie même des institutions des pays touchés par ce phénomène odieux. 

 

En Afrique, l'activisme de Boko Haram pousse des populations entières à vivre loin de leurs 

foyers d'origine, dans la terreur, la précarité et le désespoir. 

 

Au Moyen-Orient, le prétendu Etat Islamique a fini par étendre son règne funeste à l'est de 

la Syrie et au nord de l'Irak. Son implantation s'est accompagné d'un long cortège de viols, 

d’exécutions sommaires, de décapitations et de punitions de tous ordres perpétués contre 

tous ceux qui, aux yeux des extrémistes, symbolisent le refus de la radicalisation. 

 

Aucune nation n'étant désormais épargné par la folie meurtrière de ces entités négatives, la 

lutte contre le terrorisme se doit donc d'être plus concertée et plus coordonnée. 

 

Mon pays réitère son soutien aux efforts internationaux ainsi menés et réaffirme sa ferme 

condamnation des actes terroristes sous toutes ses formes et manifestations. 

C'est pour faire face au défi sécuritaire que représente le terrorisme, que nous devons 

renforcer les capacités opérationnelles de nos forces de défense et de sécurité, 

conformément à l'esprit de la Stratégie antiterroriste mondiale des Nations Unies. 
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Monsieur le Président, 

À ces préoccupations de paix et de sécurité, s'ajoutent d'autres menaces transversales, 

notamment le braconnage et le commerce illicite des espèces protégées. Ce phénomène 

grandissant, plus particulièrement en Afrique centrale, constitue une menace à trois 

niveaux : écologique, économique et sécuritaire. 

 

C'est en cela que mon pays demeure attaché à l'Initiative de Londres de février 2014. Nous 

réaffirmons notre engagement à lutter contre le braconnage et à appliquer un moratoire sur 

le commerce de l'ivoire. 

 

Dans ce sens le Gabon et l'Allemagne organisent demain 26 septembre 2014, un évènement 

parallèle sur cette question. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Mon pays est plus que jamais déterminé à coopérer davantage, aux côtés des autres Etats, à 

la formulation d'un outil de développement qui tiendra compte des préoccupations globales 

de nos populations. 

 

Cela implique, entre autres, que nous devons opérer des avancées dans la réforme du 

système des Nations Unies. 

 

C'est dans cette perspective que le Gabon, à l'instar d'autres pays membres de 

l'Organisation des Nations Unies (ONU), adhère à l'initiative « Unis dans l’action ». 

Actuellement au cœur de la réforme de I'ONU, cette démarche vise à  améliorer la 

cohérence des activités opérationnelles de développement du Système des Nations Unies. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Le respect de la dignité humaine et des libertés fondamentales demeure au centre des 

préoccupations de mon Gouvernement. 

 

C'est tout le sens que nous donnons à notre présidence du Conseil des droits de l'Homme 

qui intervient dans un contexte international très difficile, marqué par de nombreuses 

violations des droits de l'Homme. 
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En dépit de ces défis, le Conseil a su réagir et apporter des solutions aux situations 

d'urgence engendrés par ces violations. Le leadership du Gabon a permis d'entretenir un 

débat constructif et surtout d'éviter de retomber dans la politisation ou la polarisation des 

discussions. 

 

Je tiens à renouveler ma reconnaissance aux pays qui nous apportent leur soutien pour la 

réussite de notre mandat. 

 

C'est le lieu d'encourager la prise en compte de la dimension droit de l'Homme dans la 

réflexion actuelle sur l'agenda post-2015. Le Gabon y est favorable et propose de mettre un 

accent particulier sur le lien entre droits de l'Homme et développement durable. 

 

Au regard de ce qui précède, le Gabon reste engagé aux côtés des autres Etats à continuer 

d’œuvrer à la recherche des solutions collectives adaptées aux défis actuels en vue d'un 

monde meilleur.

Thanks be to the Almighty Allah for giving me 

another opportunity to address this global body at a time that human civilization is 

teetering on the brink of a major catastrophe. But before going further let me convey our 

warm felicitations to you Mr. President on your election to the Presidency of the 69th 

Session of the United Nations Assembly. While wishing you success, I would like to assure 

you of the support and cooperation of The Gambia during your tenure as President of the 

Assembly. I would also like to commend your predecessor His Excellency Mr. John William 

Ashe for his able stewardship as President of the General Assembly. 

 

Mr. President,  

It is well known fact that injustice, iniquities, exclusion and greed all contribute to the 

creation of international tensions that could lead to catastrophic consequences, conflicts, 

wars, death and destruction. Today we witness lamentable inertia on the part of the United 

Nations as powerful member states take undue advantage over weaker members; as unjust 

economic and financial sanctions are imposed on other member states; others bullied and 

their natural resources looted; or wars waged against others simply in the name of 

democracy and regime change (fake freedoms). This is not the scenario that those noble 

and Distinguished Gentlemen; founders of the United Nations and its charter envisaged. 
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What these great founding fathers of the UN intended over half a century ago was a world 

body committed to promoting the principies and ideals of peace and security; advancing 

the cause of justice and equality, freedom for all and respect for the sovereignty and the 

territorial integrity of states rich or poor, black or white, big or small as well as respect for 

the social, spiritual, religious and cultural values of all peoples. Therefore, to uphold the 

founding principles of the UN Charter, member states must avoid the promotion of all 

forms of aggressions, confrontations and threatening tensions by exercising maximum 

restraint in the pursuit of their individual or collective national interests at the expense of 

others. In fact the pursuit of one's interest at the expense of the legitimate interests and 

security of others is criminal.  

 

Invariably, when major tensions erupt into conflicts or wars, the world economy as a whole 

suffers with major disruptions or reversals in developing countries. This had been evident 

in the wake of past regional or international conflicts when oil prices for example surged 

with the developing countries bearing the brunt of the debilitating consequences. In short, 

the UN must not be seen as a prejudicial but rather an allembracing global body that stands 

for the interests not only of the few and the powerful but for all its member states.  

 

Mr. President,  

The Gambia acknowledges with satisfaction Rio+20 outcome document "The future we 

want' and the resulting establishment of the Open Working Group (OWG) on Sustainable 

Development Goals (SDGs) and associated consultative fora including the Africa Regional 

consultations on the Sustainable Development Goals. While The Gambia appreciates the 

proposals of the Open Working Group on the post 2015 development framework, it is 

hoped, however, that the goals and targets so far outlined will reflect an integrated and 

transformative agenda which should ultimately build upon the gains made from the 

implementation of the MDGs in order to fully address the many difficult challenges we face 

today.  

 

It is in this connection that we welcome the choice of the theme for this session namely, 

"Delivering on and Implementing a Transformative Post·2015 Development Agenda." This 

theme is indeed pertinent and timely as it gives fresh impetus to our ardent desire to 

identify a set of global priorities to steer the international development agenda once the 

MDGs expire at the end of 2015. But in launching this new initiative, for transformative 

change, we must not allow novelty to mask any shortcomings of the MDGs experiment. 
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There is need to take stock of the MDGs achievements and failures and indeed renew 

support to those developing countries, particularly the least developed, landlocked and 

island developing countries that may still have difficulties in meeting their critical MDG 

targets before the end of 2015.  

 

Mr. President,  

At a time when the world is facing multiple and complex challenges, there is need to pay 

attention to the commanding role the UN should be playing in advancing international 

peace and security, justice and the fundamental rights and freedoms of all peoples. The 

attainment of post 2015 sustainable development goals would be elusive unless the United 

Nations begins to execute its core mandate in earnest and exercise its commanding role in 

dealing with a host of local and international crises that are disruptive to development. A 

few current issues stand out, on which the UN is yet to be seen playing a leading role.  

 

First Ebola, a deadly hermorrhagic fever that has claimed more than 2000 lives in West 

Africa, mostly in the severely affected countries of the Republics of Guinea, Sierra Leone 

and Liberia. The World Health Organization has warned that if no major efforts are made in 

the short run, more lives would be lost and the economies of these countries would come 

under serious strain. Already, the World Bank and the IMF have projected that due to 

disruptions in the labour force and productive sectors of the economies of these countries, 

declines in their respective economic growth could range from 1.5-3.5 percentage points if 

current conditions remain unchecked.  

 

For these affected countries all development efforts are now on hold as they grapple with 

this contagious and deadly disease. So far, it is encouraging that the US Government has 

committed, rather belatedly, some amount of funds and military assets to curb the spread 

of this disease. This gesture is more than just humanitarian aid; it is also, as President 

Obama said, in the "national security interest" of the United States. This is true because in a 

globalized, interconnected world, infectious diseases can easily spread to any part of the 

world. It is for this reason that the UN should take the lead to mobilize international 

support to fight Ebola which is an evident danger not only to West Africa but to the world 

at large. On this note we want to thank the Russian Federation for being one of the first 

major powers to respond to this outbreak of deadly Ebola by providing scientific or medical 

teams to some of these countries as soon as the outbreak was announced. 
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Mr. President,  

Second: for some time now the world has been witnessing the bloodiest and most heinous 

form of terrorism unleashed by these satanic and sadistic human vermins disguised as 

Islamic militants ostensibly in the name of Islamic purity, but in reality these sons of 

infamy and their shameless and deceitful claims of devotion to the peaceful and noble 

religion of Islam are in fact an insult to all true Muslims.  

 

Before the emergence of the Mujahideen in Iran and later in Afghanistan in the 1980s, a 

movement subsequently associated to Islamic terrorism by Western mainstream media in 

total disregard for its creation and sponsorship by the western powers to fight proxy wars 

on their behalf, there existed no Islamic terrorism. Islam in its entire history has never been 

associated with violence or terrorism as are Haram for a Muslim. Islam is a religion of 

peace and tolerance and the activities of these anti-Islamic bands of dangerous criminals 

who spread nothing but deep-seated hatred for human life and whose sole intention is to 

desecrate and defame Islam. Consequently, these treacherous elements cannot be associated 

to Islam, as our Islamic religion is pure and unique and cannot therefore be classified into 

any varying degrees like moderate, democratic, extreme or violent etc. Simply put, Islam is 

a pure religion that encourages the best of human behavior and inter-personal relationship 

amongst other virtues, as prescribed by Allah the Almighty Creator. In other words, the 

adherents of these lunatic fringe of bandits and gangsters like Boko Haram, Isis, Al Quaeda 

etc. are dangerous criminals and enemies of human civilization and development; and 

should therefore be wiped out from the face of the earth.  

 

Third, the situation in the Middle East remains highly volatile, and the UN has been 

watching the cycle of violence in the region rather helplessly. In the most recent conflict 

between the Palestinians and Israelis, about more than 2000 people from Gaza, mostly 

women and children died at the hands of Israel and about 70 Israelis all of them soldiers 

except for 3 children lost their lives. Despite repeated calls for restraint by the international 

community, the continuing expansion of Israeli settlements on Palestinian land undermines 

any prospects for a two-state solution. The US government has been playing very strategic 

and useful mediating role in the past, but the UN must take up its commanding role in 

seeking a peaceful settlement that is just and durable and acceptable to the members of the 

United Nations.  
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Fourth, as part of its core mandate in promoting global peace and security and greater 

understanding among peoples of different backgrounds and cultures, the UN must do more 

to advocate a culture of peace, tolerance and understanding not only among the world's 

great religions but also among member states themselves. This is important as we continue 

to witness growing propagation of disinformation and misrepresentation especially by the 

western media about Islam in general and the application of the Sharia Law particularly in 

the Kingdom of Saudi Arabia. Saudi Arabia is the birth place of Islam, and Sharia is the 

legal system in Islam, and it is the only divine Constitution of not only the Kingdom of 

Saudi Arabia but all Islamic States. Therefore the incessant criticisms and 

misrepresentations about the application of Sharia Law in Saudi Arabia or anywhere else is 

disrespectful and therefore abhorrent. It is an insult to all true Muslims to describe Sharia 

Law as Barbaric. As a matter of fact the most Barbaric laws are those that are not based on 

any divine teachings. Sharia is the legal system that the Almighty Allah has prescribed for 

all Muslims. 

 

Mr. President,  

In the same vein, the UN General Assembly should be commended for the passage two 

years ago, of the World Interfaith Harmony Week urging member states to designate the 

first week of February each year as the Interfaith Week when the messages of goodwill and 

tolerance are spread through mosques, churches and other places of worship. While this 

was a good beginning for promoting peace and harmony among religions and peoples of 

different belief systems, the UN must do more to match the continuing attacks on Islam in 

particular by people who do not even believe in the existence of a supreme creator called 

Allah. These infidels have no moral high ground to describe any religion worthy of high 

praise more so one that is as authentic, pure and noble as Islam.  

 

Finally the United Nations must play its central role in addressing the injustices associated 

with the unilateral or bilateral application of economic and financial sanctions by one 

member state against another as a coercive tool of foreign policy, because it contravenes 

the fundamental principies of international law, international humanitarian law and the 

principies and norms governing peaceful coexistence among sovereign states. In this regard 

The Gambia calls on the United States government to unconditionally end the long 

standing US embargo on Cuba that has brought about untold hardship on the Cuban 

people. Is it not ironic that the same power talking today about respecting Ukrainian 

Sovereignty and freedom to choose their own way of life is the same power that has 
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maintained unjustifiable collective punishment (embargo) on the Cuban people for almost 

five decades thereby devastating their economy beca use like the Ukrainians today the 

Cubans decades ago opted for a system of governance of their choice.  

 

Mr. President,  

Climate change and development are inextricably linked. The impact of climate change is 

felt in all countries, particularly developing countries as it undermines their ability to 

achieve sustainable development. While Africa is not responsible for the pollution and the 

factors causing climate change, it stands to suffer the most. With 96% of Africa's 

agriculture being dependent on rainfall and 50% of fisheries related jobs estimated to be 

lost by 2050, climate change poses dire consequences to livelihoods in Africa. The Gambia 

firmly believes that mitigating the adverse effects of climate change, calls for a timely and 

decisive global response. It is a challenge that should unite us not divide us. In this regard 

the Gambia joins other countries affected by climate change and like-minded groups in 

urging developed countries that are parties to the United Nations Framework Conventions 

on Climate Change (UNFCC) to fully implement their commitments under the Kyoto 

Protocol. 

 

Mr. President,  

In 1974 this Assembly adopted the Declaration for the Establishment of the New 

International Economic Order (NIEO), which was designed to address some legitimate 

concerns of developing countries such as improving their terms of trade and other issues 

relating to the promotion of a more equitable international economic system. Many of the 

political economic and social issues that inspired the NIEO still remain unanswered, four 

decades after that historic declaration. As the post 2015 agenda attracts our attention 

today, we must not relegate those old concerns of developing countries to the dustbin of 

history. In a nutshell their old concerns as well as their new aspirations must no longer be 

relegated. To that end, the foundation of any transformative agenda should logically begin 

with genuine reform of the institutions of global governance, particularly the United 

Nations System.  

 

Given the current membership of the United Nations Security Council, the reform of this 

important organ of the world body is long overdue. We African Leaders have for a long 

time been calling attention to restoring the effectiveness and legitimacy of the UN by 
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allocating two permanent Seats with full veto power as well as two non-permanent seats 

on the Security Council to reflect current geopolitical realities.  

 

If the demands for the reform of the Security Council in the interest of equity and justice 

cannot be accommodated then concrete action must be taken for the General Assembly to 

assume all the powers of the Security Council and its responsibilities including the power 

to impose sanctions. Under this arrangement all decisions of the UNGA would have been 

voted and endorsed by the majority of its members thus ensuring a more democratic and 

transparent global body called the UN. 

 

On a final note, I want to call the attention of the UNGA and the UN Security Council to 

the very frequent and mysterious sinking, capsizing etc. of boats carrying mostly Black 

African migrants looking for greener pastures in the West only to end up in body bags on 

European shores. Strangely enough, those countries that pretend to love Africans so much 

that they are always preaching to African leaders Good Governance, the rule of law and 

respect for human life and Rights have been apparently quiet about the very dangerous, 

racist and inhuman behaviour of deliberately causing boats carrying Black Africans to sink 

only to select a few lucky ones to be rescued and sent to concentration camps, called 

Asylum Seekers Camps. These camps are as bad as Nazi Concentration Camps and nobody, 

country or Human Rights Institutions has ever raised the alarm to this genocide in the 21st 

century.  

 

Mr. President, if earlier Africans that received the European Explorers before colonialism 

treated them the same way, Africa would not have been colonized for 400 years. The 

European Explorers were nothing short of people seeking greener pastures for their fellow 

Europeans, as Europe then had turned into brown pastures. After 400 years of colonial 

looting and misrule Africa is reduced from green to brown pasture due to over grazing. 

Now African Explorers are not only unwelcome but are greeted with instant death.  

 

The UN must conduct a full and impartial investigation into this man-made sinking, 

capsizing of these boats carrying young Africans to Europe. If these boats are able to cross 

the Atlantic Ocean and the Mediterranean Sea only to sink on European coasts, we must 

find out what deadly mysterious force exists on the European Mediterranean Coasts that 

causes Boats carrying young Africans to disintegrate and sink upon arrival. Racism, greed 

and hate can only breed hatred violence and disastrous confrontation between races. We 
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African Leaders would stand up together, 1 hope, to protect these young Africans from 

mass murder on European Coasts. I hereby call on the UN to commission such an 

investigation as a matter or priority and urgency in order to avert a major racial 

confrontation. Out of hundreds of European explorers to the Gambia in those days, only 

one died on the River Gambia over a span of four hundred years.  

 

Today, over a five year period more than 500 young Gambians have died on European 

Coasts. Enough is enough and the UN must intervene and intervene quickly or else we will 

all live to regret our failure to take appropriate action at the right time.  

 

Mr. President,  

Geopolitical realities have changed. Let the west accept these realities and together with us 

endeavour to change along with these realities as we move together towards the brighter 

and peaceful future we want. So-called military super powers should know that humanity 

would be returned to pre-Stone Age if they are reckless enough to unleash World War III. 

You cannot have your cake and eat it how you please and at the same time dictate to 

others how, when and where they should eat their cake. In the 21st century humanity needs 

only super powers of peace and development and not Medieval Europe-type of war 

mongers. Why can't we accept the diversity of the human race and its attendant diversity 

in culture, religion and way of life as each diverse group deems fit?

Change has become an overriding theme in the 

language of today’s social and political landscape. 

We speak of the need to change behaviours, 

attitudes, and laws. We speak of the need to effect 

change in the areas of human rights and social 

justice, in education and health administration.  

We have come to understand the concept of change as a constant in our lives as human 

beings and as citizens of this world. But does change automatically signify progress?  

 

There is an old saying with which I’m sure you are all familiar. It is, “the more things 

change, the more they stay the same.”  

 

Sometimes when I find myself listening to reports of the many recent developments taking 

place in the world, that saying comes to mind, and I am overcome with a strong sense of 

déjà vu as though we have been here before.  

 

When I hear reports about the taking of hostages and the savagery of beheadings, it is 

2004 again and week after week, there is news of the killing of foreign hostages in Iraq. 

 

When I hear reports about Israel and Gaza, it is 2005 again and Israel has launched 

Operation Summer Rain, immediately followed by Operation Autumn Clouds. The resulting 

death toll in the Gaza Strip is in the hundreds. Many are children. 
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Likewise, reports of police brutality in the United States against an unarmed black man 

takes me back to 1999 when 23-year old Guinean-born Amadou Diallo was shot 19 times 

by four New York City police officers. Or to 1991 when Rodney King was brutally beaten 

by five Los Angeles police officers. Both of those incidents caused a tremendous public 

outcry, as has this year’s shooting to death of 18-year old Michael Brown in Ferguson, 

Missouri, with the singular message of “no justice, no peace.” 

 

Mr. President, 

Do such events indicate an outright regression? Does the uncomfortable familiarity of some 

current world events mean that despite the changes so many individuals and organizations 

have worked to achieve, we have made little or no progress? 

 

I would like to believe this is not so. I would like to believe these events of recent times are 

merely setbacks that will motivate us to find more sustainable solutions, slight reversals on 

that sinuous path toward true progress. 

 

Dag Hammarskjöld, who served as the second Secretary-General of the United Nations from 

1953 until his untimely death in a plane crash in 1961 said, “The pursuit of peace and 

progress cannot end in a few years in either victory or defeat. The pursuit of peace and 

progress, with its trials and its errors, its successes and its setbacks, can never be relaxed 

and never abandoned.” 

 

In the course of the past several months, since the beginning of the Ebola outbreak in West 

Africa, I have been reminded of both the importance and the practicality of those words. 

True progress relies on neither victory nor defeat but on persistence, on perseverance. 

 

On 15th September, in my capacity as the Chair of ECOWAS, the Economic Community of 

West African States, I travelled to Liberia, Sierra Leone and Guinea. They are the three 

countries that have been most affected by the outbreak of Ebola. These are nations that 

were recovering from conflict, civil wars in Liberia and Sierra Leone that also adversely 

affected Guinea, which shares borders with both countries. 

These are nations that were struggling to rebuild their social and economic infrastructures. 

Even before the outbreak of Ebola, these countries were already operating with limited 

resources, with an insufficient number of treatment facilities and a shortage of qualified 

medical staff. 
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So far, there have been five thousand, eight hundred and forty-three (5,843) recorded cases 

of Ebola, including two thousand, eight hundred and three (2,803) deaths. 

The World Health Organization predicts that if the disease is not brought under control, the 

number of cases could easily rise to 20,000 by as early as November. 

 

What makes Ebola so dangerous is that the virus dares us to compromise the impulses that 

exist at the very core of our humanity: our impulse to comfort one another with love; to 

care for each other with the healing power of touch; and, to maintain the dignity of our 

loved ones even in death with a public funeral and properly marked grave. 

 

Mr. President, 

Ebola is a disease of isolation. It leaves family members afraid to embrace one another, 

healthcare workers afraid to attend to patients, and it forces the living to abandon the 

cultural rites of washing, embalming and burying their dead.  Instead they are zipped into 

a secure body bag, carried on a stretcher by makeshift pallbearers in protective wear, then 

tossed into a freshly dug grave. 

 

Just as individuals with Ebola are often shunned and ostracised by their communities, the 

initial slowness of response by the international community, in many ways, left the 

affected countries to suffer their fate alone. 

 

In my travels to those three countries, despite my awareness of the suspension of flights by 

some airlines, I was shocked to find the airports completely vacant.  

 

Ebola is not just a Liberian problem, or a Sierra Leonean or Guinean problem. It is not just 

a West African problem. Ebola is a problem that belongs to the world because it is a disease 

that knows no boundaries. 

 

We cannot afford to let fear keep us away. We cannot afford to let it compromise the very 

impulses that not only define but retain our humanity. We must erase the stigma. To that 

end, Ghana has offered the use of its capital city, Accra, as a base of operations for 

activities geared towards the containment of the disease. 

I would like to commend UN Secretary-General Ban-Ki Moon and the Security Council for 

establishing the United Nations Mission for Ebola Emergency Response (UNMEER). I would 
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also like to acknowledge and commend President Barack Obama and the people of the 

United States of America for their enormous commitment to the fight against Ebola. 

 

Health officials have announced numerous times that, in theory, it is relatively easy to stop 

the spread of Ebola because it is transmitted through contact with bodily fluids. It has been 

suggested that through changes in behaviour and practices, the public could potentially 

reduce, if not eliminate, their exposure to the virus. Yet, in reality, the Ebola virus was able 

to spread so quickly throughout the West African sub region because of its exposure to the 

fluidity of our borders. 

 

The free movement of people, goods and services throughout the West African sub region 

is something that ECOWAS has been promoting for the last several decades. It allows 

interaction and increased trade between our fifteen member states. However, without the 

proper preventive measures in place, such fluidity can also enable the free movement of 

disease, drugs, arms, human traffickers and terrorists. 

 

Mr. President, 

Unfortunately, Africa is especially vulnerable to terrorism. Because of its sheer size and 

vast terrain it offers myriad places for terrorists to hide and create safe havens. With over 

60% of Africa’s population under the age of thirty-five and a significant number living in 

extreme poverty, terrorists also have the opportunity to recruit new members by exploiting 

the ignorance and disillusionment of young people who lack the skills, education and 

opportunities to find gainful employment. 

 

The proliferation of technology has made even the most remote areas of the continent 

accessible with a single phone call or keystroke. What this does is facilitate communication 

within terrorist cells and between terrorist organizations.  It would now be far too 

simplistic, not to mention myopic, for a nation to believe that they are just dealing with 

any one terrorist organization, such as Boko Haram, Al-Shabaab, Ansar al Dine, Al-Qaeda, 

Hezbollah, the Taliban, ISIS or the Khorasan group.  

Because of the assistance and cooperation that exists between them, they have in fact 

become several tentacles of a single organism. So, too, must we come together as one 

cohesive body, united in our battle to defend our freedoms and values. We, too, must 

communicate within and between ourselves; we must cooperate, lend assistance and 

resources to fight and conquer this common threat. 
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Mr. President, 

Since the start of the global recession, economic growth rates have generally declined and 

people have, by and large, become pessimistic about their future.  This month, the Pew 

Research Center published the results of a 44-country survey conducted in Spring 2014 to 

assess public views of major economic changes in the world. According to these results, a 

global median of 69% are not pleased with the way things are going in their countries. This 

includes advanced, as well as developing economies. The concerns expressed cut across a 

wide spectrum of issues, such as inflation, unemployment, income inequality and public 

debt. 

 

My country, Ghana is no exception. Over the last year, the public has seen an increase in 

the cost of living. Falling commodity prices led not only to a fall in tax revenue from 

companies that operate in Ghana, but they also led to a massive decline in export earnings. 

This contributed to a general sense of macro-economic instability and placed a great deal 

of pressure on our currency, the cedi. 

 

For the past 22 years, Ghanaians have witnessed a steady improvement in the 

circumstances of our nation. With a return to democracy and the rule of law, six successful 

elections and peaceful transitions of power, Ghana became an example for other African 

nations turning toward democracy and constitutional rule. The stability inspired investor 

confidence and increased growth. Soon Ghana was deemed one of the fastest growing 

economies in the world. 

 

This did not make us immune to the economic challenges that were facing many nations 

across the globe. Quite the opposite. Instability in the global commodity markets have a 

direct bearing on our budgets and, hence, our ability to finance our development. 

The global downturn exposed the weaknesses in our foundation. It alerted us to the need 

for change, the need to establish the proper institutions for effective economic 

management, institutions that will foster resilience and an ability to better absorb the 

blows of unexpected occurrences or outcomes.    

 

The anxieties and concerns of the Ghanaian public are understandable. 
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Like so many African countries, Ghana has been through dark economic times, and our 

seemingly changing fortunes, with its uncomfortable familiarity, brought on a fear of 

regression. But this was merely a setback, a slight reversal. 

 

Already, the home grown measures of fiscal stabilization that we have taken are yielding 

results. Only this month, Ghana surprised even its most ardent critics when it launched its 

third Eurobond for an amount of one (1) billion dollars. This successful floatation 

represents a return of investor confidence in the prospects of the Ghanaian economy. This 

confidence is apparent in the recent rebound of the Cedi. Over the last two weeks, the Cedi 

has appreciated significantly against its major trading currencies. 

 

Last year when I addressed this august Assembly, I explained that it is not sympathy we 

want; it is partnership, the ability to stand on our own feet. In an attempt to establish such 

a partnership, we have entered into discussions with the IMF, an organization that is no 

stranger to the process of self-assessment and the implementation of change in the pursuit 

of true progress.  

 

Indeed, both Ghana and the IMF have evolved, and this partnership has the potential to 

bring about the sort of transformation that will move Ghana from the ranks of low middle-

income into a full-fledged middle-income status. 

 

Mr. President, 

The coming year will mark the 20th anniversary of the World Conference on Women that 

was held in Beijing in 1995. I would like to note, with great pride, that it will also mark the 

40th anniversary of Ghana’s establishment of the National Council on Women and 

Development, which has since been renamed the Department of Gender. 

 

Ghana has a long-held commitment to the betterment of women’s lives, and my 

administration has made it a priority to carry on this tradition. In fact, much, if not all, of 

what we are doing falls directly in line with the areas of concern enumerated in the Beijing 

Platform for Action. 

 

This administration boasts the highest number of women appointed to public office in the 

history of Ghana. Seven of our Cabinet Ministers are women, as are the holders of several

senior public service posts, and I hope the fact that they are too numerous to list is an 

indication that we are reaching toward the ideal. 

 

We have submitted to Parliament an Intestate Succession Bill, which ensures that if a 

spouse dies without having written a will, the surviving spouse will not be dispossessed of 

their marital assets.  

 

Also submitted to Parliament is a Property Rights of Spouses Bill, which ensures that 

spouses are entitled to fair portions of property acquired during the union. 

 

Also in existence are several other pieces of legislation designed to offer protection and 

empowerment of women such as the Domestic Violence Act, the Human Trafficking Act, an 

Affirmative Action Bill, and a Gender Policy. 

 

Mr. President, 

I spoke earlier of isolation. Very few nations have experienced the sort of exclusion that 

Cuba has for the last several decades suffered as a result of the U.S. embargo on that 

country. Ghana stands firm on its position that the embargo should be lifted. 

 

Also, Ghana calls for a halt to the establishment of settlements in Palestinian territories. 

We have consistently expressed our support of a two-state solution for the Israeli-

Palestinian struggle, with the nations co-existing peacefully. 

 

Mr. President, 

This year, the world’s attention has been drawn to the urgency of addressing the growing 

problem of inequality and the threats that it poses to our unrelenting pursuit of peace. I 

would like to also draw attention to the pervasive presence of religious intolerance. 

 

At the root of all of the world’s major religions exists the call for compassion, forgiveness, 

tolerance, peace, and love. Nevertheless, the use of religious dogma and extremism as a 

weapon of violence persists.  

 

In this age of terrorism and political turmoil; national, regional and ethnic conflict, it may 

be tempting to use the actions of a few to justify prejudice toward many. It may be 

tempting to combine the faithful with the fanatical.  
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But those of us who envision a just and peaceful world cannot and should not yield to 

those temptations. Time and time again, history has shown us that the changing of a world 

begins with the power that rests in the hands of people, ordinary individuals. 

Or, in the words of one of the greatest teachers and leaders of nonviolence, Mahatma 

Gandhi, “You must be the change you wish to see in the world.” 

 

Today our Jewish brothers and sisters are celebrating Rosh Hashanah, their New Year. To 

them, I say, “L’Ashana Tova.” 

 

Next week, our Muslim brothers and sisters will be celebrating Eid-al-Adha, Festival of the 

Sacrifice. To them, I say, “Eid Mubarrak.” 

 

And, to you, Mr. President, I say, “Many thanks for the opportunity, and for your kind 

attention”. 

 

May God bless us all.

Les fondements mêmes de notre Organisation risquent d’être ébranlés si des mesures ne 

sont pas prises pour faire face à l’immensité des défis à relever. 

 

La pauvreté côtoie toujours les grandes pandémies, hypothéquant les lueurs d’espoir de la 

vie décente à laquelle ont droit nos populations. 

 

L’agressivité de l’homme sur l’environnement, l’éloigne davantage de l’équilibre 

indispensable à son épanouissement et au développement durable. 

 

Les droits fondamentaux sont encore piétinés ouvrant ainsi les vannes de l’intolérance, de 

la frustration et des crises sociales. 

 

La paix et la sécurité, chancelantes dans maints pays, menacent plus que jamais, la stabilité 

de notre planète. 
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Il est indéniable que seule une approche globale et concertée nous conduira vers la société 

exempte des tares inhibitrices du véritable progrès. 

 

Monsieur le Président,  

En vous félicitant pour votre brillante élection, nous ne doutons guère que vous vous 

inscrirez dans la dynamique du nouveau partenariat mondial, tant souhaité et si nécessaire. 

 

D’ores et déjà, nous vous assurons de notre soutien qui n’a d’ailleurs point fait défaut à 

votre prédécesseur, l’Ambassadeur John Ashe à qui nous rendons un vibrant hommage 

pour son leadership dans la recherche de solutions à nos questions de préoccupation. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Le devoir m’incombe d’évoquer avec vous, la grave crise sanitaire et humanitaire à laquelle 

la Guinée et d’autres États de la sous-région Ouest africaine font face. 

 

Comme le savez, la fièvre hémorragique à virus Ebola continue de défier l’intelligence 

humaine et de menacer la sécurité internationale. 

 

Depuis son apparition au mois de mars 2014, elle a fait et continue de faire plusieurs 

victimes. Le personnel de santé n’aura pas été épargné. 

 

Face à la propagation fulgurante de l’épidémie, un Sommet extraordinaire des Chefs d’Etat 

et de Gouvernement de l’Union du Fleuve Mano s’est tenu à Conakry, le 1er août 2014. 

 

Ce Sommet a adopté une stratégie commune de lutte contre la maladie et lancé un appel 

pressant à la communauté internationale en vue d’une réponse mondiale coordonnée. 

 

Au plan national, mon Gouvernement a décrété la “Déclaration d’urgence sanitaire” le 13 

août. Le cordon sanitaire a été renforcé par l’institution obligatoire d’un contrôle médical à 

tous les postes frontaliers et tous les points de passage du pays, y compris les aéroports. 

 

L’impact négatif de la fièvre hémorragique à virus Ebola sur l’économie nationale, s’est 

manifesté par le ralentissement des échanges commerciaux, la baisse de la productivité 
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ainsi que le recul des activités dans les secteurs des transports, des investissements et du 

tourisme.  

 

Au stade actuel, la Guinée a subi une perte de près de 2.5% sur les prévisions de croissance 

du PIB. Cette perte pourrait s’alourdir si des mesures idoines ne sont pas prises à temps 

pour endiguer l’épidémie. 

 

D’autres conséquences néfastes pèsent également sur les pays affectés, notamment la 

fermeture des frontières et la libre circulation des populations, la suspension des vols et la 

stigmatisation des ressortissants des Etats touchés par la maladie. 

 

L’épidémie Ebola nous rappelle l’impérieuse nécessité d’une approche globale pour contenir 

et vaincre cette terrible maladie. 

 

Je voudrais ici, en ma qualité de Président en exercice de l’Union du Fleuve Mano, saluer la 

nomination d’un Coordinateur du Système des Nations Unies et rendre un vibrant 

hommage à l’action de l’Organisation Mondiale de la Santé (OMS), du CDC/ Atlanta, de 

Médecins sans Frontières (MSF) sans oublier les autres partenaires bilatéraux qui ne 

ménagent aucun effort pour appuyer les mesures coordonnées des pays atteints afin 

d’éradiquer le virus Ebola. 

 

C’est pourquoi mon gouvernement a accueilli avec une réelle satisfaction la Résolution 

2177, coparrainée par 134 Etats membres et adoptée à l’unanimité des membres du Conseil 

de Sécurité ainsi que celle relative au déploiement de la Mission des Nations Unies pour 

l’Action d’Urgence contre Ebola.  

 

Je voudrais rendre hommage à l’élan de solidarité qui ne cesse de se manifester à l’égard 

des pays affectés par l’épidémie et exprimer notre gratitude à tous les Etats et Organisations 

qui nous ont apporté leur aide.

Le développement durable reste la clé de voûte de l’épanouissement harmonieux de 

l’humanité. 

 

La communauté internationale a l’obligation de mettre fin à la pauvreté qui tenaille encore 

près de deux milliards d’êtres humains dont la plupart vivent en Afrique. 

 

Au- delà de l’aspect économique et social, c’est une question de dignité humaine. C’est une 

question de justice et d’équité. Nous n’avons donc pas le droit de reculer encore moins de 

baisser les bras.  

 

Certes, des progrès inégaux ont été accomplis dans l’atteinte des Objectifs du Millénaire 

pour le Développement. 

 

Les frontières de l’analphabétisme ont reculé bien que des efforts restent à faire pour 

atteindre la qualité et la parité requises, dans la conquête du savoir. 

 

Le rôle indispensable des femmes dans la transformation de la société s’est davantage 

accru. Et pourtant la santé familiale, l’accès à l’eau, aux soins de base et à la protection 

sociale, méritent encore plus d’investissement et d’engagement politique. 

 

Pire, le fossé numérique tarde à se combler faute de politique adéquate d’appropriation et 

de transfert de la science et des Nouvelles Technologies. 

 

Toutefois, des résultats encourageants ont été réalisés dans la lutte contre le paludisme et le 

VIH-SIDA, en dépit de la hantise de la maladie qui habite des millions de personnes qui 

n’ont pas encore accès aux antirétroviraux. 
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Monsieur le Président,  

Les multiples défis qui assaillent notre monde, dictent une réponse urgente, globale et 

concertée.  

 

Dans cette quête collective pour le bien-être, l’Afrique en particulier renoue avec la 

croissance mais peine à la traduire en véritable moteur de développement. 

 

Pourtant, éradiquer la pauvreté n’est point une sinécure. L’Afrique nouvelle que nous 

ambitionnons, doit promouvoir les transformations structurelles devant lui permettre de se 

doter d’économies robustes et diversifiées afin d’assurer les réinvestissements dans les 

industries du futur à valeur ajoutée, respectueuses de l’environnement.  

 

Dans ce cadre, le Sommet sur le Climat organisé en marge de la présente session autorise 

l’espoir de l’adoption d’un Accord contraignant lors de la Conférence internationale prévue 

à Paris, en 2015. 

 

Il va sans dire que ces mesures se bâtiront sur le socle d’un secteur privé dynamique, sous-

tendu par des institutions fortes, garantes de la bonne gouvernance, elle-même creuset du 

développement inclusif. 

 

C’est en cela que, malgré un contexte impitoyable de crise systémique et de raréfaction de 

ressources extérieures, dû au non-respect des engagements tenus, l’Afrique pourra 

effectivement s’insérer dans le système international, se faire confiance et accroître le 

commerce intra-africain pour influer sur le flux des échanges mondiaux.  

 

C’est en cela aussi que notre continent saura, en comptant d’abord sur ses propres forces, 

réduire sa vulnérabilité et construire la résilience par des stratégies cohérentes et la 

recherche de financements innovants, capables d’accélérer son plein épanouissement. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Consciente de tous ces défis, la Guinée s’est irréversiblement inscrite dans la dynamique de 

promotion de la démocratie et de l’Etat de droit, socle du développement durable. 

 

Ce faisant, depuis notre accession à la Magistrature Suprême du pays en 2010, nous avons 

entrepris des actions qui touchent tous les domaines de la vie de la Nation. 
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Dans ce cadre, la réforme du secteur de la défense et de la sécurité garantit le rôle 

républicain de nos forces armées, accroissant leur participation au processus de maintien de 

la paix dans le monde. L’indépendance du système judiciaire est désormais consacrée. Le 

cadre macro-économique assaini et compétitif, renforce la crédibilité de la Guinée sur la 

scène internationale. 

 

Admise à l’initiative de transparence des industries extractives (ITIE), la Guinée dispose 

aujourd’hui, d’un des codes miniers les plus attrayants. Mieux, la révision de tous les 

contrats permet de rendre l’environnement plus sécuritaire pour les investisseurs et nous 

assure d’un développement profitable aux populations guinéennes tout en préservant notre 

écosystème. 

 

Bien entendu, le développement du secteur minier s’appuiera sur la promotion de 

l’Agriculture afin d’assurer notre sécurité alimentaire en 2017 et léguer aux générations 

futures, les ressources nécessaires pour façonner le monde de leur espérance. 

 

La croissance que nous voulons ascendante, sera d’autant plus porteuse qu’elle favorisera la 

création d’emplois décents pour les jeunes et l’autonomisation des femmes, deux franges 

qui constituent la richesse et la source intarissables de tout progrès. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Notre soif inextinguible d’assurer le bien-être de nos populations, ne saurait être assouvie 

que dans un environnement de stabilité, exempt de crises et de conflits. 

 

Le multilatéralisme, seule alternative à la matérialisation de nos objectifs, est d’autant 

impérieux , que nos Etats, grands ou petits, forts ou faibles, sont déterminés à apporter leur 

contribution à l’édification de la société mondiale plus juste et plus équitable, au sein d’une 

ONU reformée et apte à répondre aux besoins de l’humanité. 

 

Dans cette optique, l’Afrique, continent le plus secoué, devra assumer ses responsabilités en 

mutualisant ses efforts dans le cadre d’une intégration régionale plus forte, maillon 

essentiel d’un partenariat mondial de paix plus dynamique et plus pragmatique. 
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C’est pourquoi, nous devons nous impliquer davantage dans la lutte contre le terrorisme, 

l’extrémisme et l’intolérance, le trafic illicite des armes légères et de petit calibre qui nourrit 

la criminalité transfrontalière et l’insécurité maritime, autant de fléaux qui plombent le 

développement.

Mon pays demeure convaincu que toute solution viable et durable au Moyen-Orient, passe 

nécessairement par la création de deux Etats vivant côte à côte, dans des frontières sûres et 

internationalement reconnues, sur la base de celles d’avant 1967. 

  

Monsieur le Président, 

Nous aurons bientôt l’occasion de faire le bilan des Objectifs du Millénaire pour le 

Développement. 

 

À la veille de ce rendez-vous et alors que nous avons décidé, au cours de notre 68ème 

session de planter le décor pour les Objectifs du Développement Durable, il demeure évident 

que la matérialisation de cette légitime ambition reste tributaire à la fois de moyens 

appropriés pour sa mise en œuvre et de la prise en compte des priorités des pays pauvres, 

notamment ceux africains. 
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C’est pourquoi, la Guinée, membre du Comité du Haut Panel appelle de tous ses vœux à 

une plus grande attention à la Position commune africaine pour l’agenda post-2015. 

 

Cela est d’autant plus vrai que si l’Afrique va bien, le monde se sentira mieux. Car cette 

Afrique nouvelle, plus ambitieuse et plus prometteuse, consciente de son riche potentiel 

économique et humain, est désormais prête à assumer ses responsabilités.

I 

therefore welcome you and wish you success in guiding the work of this great and august 

assembly. 

 

We are grateful to the United Nations, particularly to Secretary-General Ban Ki-Moon, for 

the attention given to Guinea-Bissau and for the important contribution of the United 

Nations Integrated Peacebuilding Office in Guinea-Bissau toward the process of political 

normalization. We would also like to say a special word of appreciation to the former 

Special Representative of the Secretary-General of the United Nations, President José 

Ramos Horta, for his friendship toward Guinea-Bissau and for his dedication to the 

mission. 

 

We appreciate and thank the Democratic Republic of Timor-Leste, their government and 

their people. When they saw the need of their sister nation, they extended a hand of 

friendship and provided valuable and extraordinary support for our country to overcome 

our crisis. Please accept the gratitude of the people of Guinea-Bissau. 
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The sub-region provided financial support for our government to function, which was key 

for us to arrive at this juncture today. 

 

We wish to say a word of appreciation and profound recognition to the ECOMIB forces, 

which carried out their mission with professionalism and ensured a peaceful and orderly 

transition. We likewise applaud the efforts made by all political actors in Guinea-Bissau 

and our international partners toward reaching the consensus required to maintain an 

international stabilization force after the period of this current term. 

 

We wish to recognize and thank all the member countries of ECOWAS for theirn support, 

particularly my friend and brother, President Goodluck Jonathan of Nigeria, who chaired 

the Contact Group on Guinea-Bissau and provided additional and valuable support to our 

country. I pray to God almighty for peace and tranquility for his country and well-being 

for his people. And we are deeply grateful to President Alpha Condé, who mediated the 

crisis in Guinea-Bissau. 

 

Finally, we express our profound recognition and gratitude to all our international 

partners, namely the United Nations, the African Union, ECOWAS, CPLP, the European 

Union, UEMOA, and OIE whose support was important in monitoring and managing the 

political transition process, as well as in holding free, transparent, and fair general 

elections in our country. 

 

Mr. President, 

I would further like to share with you that the Bissau-Guinean society has renewed its hope 

for a new political cycle and to assure you of our political will and deep commitment to 

consolidating political stability, revitalizing and strengthening the State's capacity, and 

creating the basic conditions for the dreams of our people to come true. 

 

Guinea-Bissau is a post-conflict State with fragile institutions and scarce financial 

resources, suffering the severe political, economic, environmental, and social consequences 

of our crisis. Therefore, our country faces a complex and difficult situation and calls on the 

International Community for assistance, which will be essential in stabilizing our country 

in this post-election period. Guinea-Bissau must strengthen the State's institutional 
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capacity, reduce poverty and the vulnerabilities of our people, ensure social stability, 

legitimize our government, and relaunch our economy. 

 

This approach to international assistance, which is at the center of our dialogue with our 

international partners, is based on the government agenda, which has three key 

components: Urgent Program, Contingent Program, and Medium-Term Development 

Program. 

 

Under the Urgent Program, we must ensure food safety and social stability through support 

for agricultural production and distribution, improve access to food and income for part of 

the population, prove basic health, education, and water and power supply services to the 

population, as well as pay civil servants' overdue salaries. This program also includes a 

health emergency plan of action to prevent and respond to the threat of an Ebola epidemic. 

 

The objective of the Contingent Program is essentially to ensure transparency and 

accountability in all natural-resource concession and exploitation agreements, and to put 

an end to the nefarious procedures that resulted in the plundering of our country's forestry 

and fishery resources during the last two years. 

 

The Medium-Term Development Program will be submitted to our international partners in 

a Donor Conference to be held late this year or early next year, for which we request the 

essential support of the United Nations and all multilateral and bilateral partners. 

 

We now begin to face the challenge of rebuilding a new Guinea-Bissau, fully aware of all 

the problems, but filled with a patriotic spirit of collective drive and unity among all 

Bissau-Guineans and, in particular, among all political actors and sovereign institutions, 

and with full confidence in an inclusive government that includes all political parties that 

are represented in our Parliament, as well as Civil Society and the Diaspora. This 

confidence was significantly enhanced by our National Parliament's recent unanimous 

approval of the government's program, which is unprecedented in the history of our 

democracy. 

 

While it is true that the ongoing process of political stabilization and normalization of the 

democratic institutions in Guinea-Bissau depends on a major national effort, it will also 

require unequivocal and urgent support from our regional and international partners. We 
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must structure and coordinate our actions based on the goals established under the 

Government's program in order to lay the foundations for our country to change course 

and become viable. 

 

In this context, three situations demonstrate how imperative it is for us to combine our 

efforts: 1- The ongoing process of Defense and Security Sector, including extensive steps 

taken in recent days toward its reorganization; we need international support in order to 

make them sustainable and irreversible; 2- Extending the State's presence in the national 

territory in an effective and organized manner through decentralization and local elections; 

the Government will lay the foundations for the municipal administrations to become 

operational and adopt the National Territory Organization Policy; 3- The extremely 

complex task of combating drug trafficking and organized crime; our country's efforts will 

be successful only through a collective and objective approach. 

 

Mr. President, 

Guinea-Bissau needs a robust and impactful intervention from our development partners in 

order to consolidate the success of our political transition but also to lay the foundations 

for a transition toward development. We request the reactivation of the International 

Contact Group on Guinea-Bissau under the auspices of the United Nations, for the purposes 

of monitoring the domestic situation in our country and supporting the mobilization of 

international aid, which is key for our country to face the challenges in our future. 

 

Excellencies, 

The new authorities in Guinea-Bissau, our Parliament, the President of the Republic, and 

our Government chose an inclusive dialogue and political coordination as the preferred 

tools in our efforts to consolidate political stability and create a wide consensus around the 

main thrusts of governance. 

 

Therefore, in addition to strengthening the democratic legitimacy of our political 

institutions, we wish to take clear, unequivocal, and decisive steps to build large consensus 

on the main issues facing our society, anchored in a Political Protocol that established the 

main areas of legislative and executive action, including issues related to reforming the 

State, revising the Constitution, and rebuilding the economy. A sign of this power-sharing 

vision for the resolution of our main problems is the inclusion of the opposition leader as 
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part of this delegation, to show the world, together, that Guinea-Bissau can embark on a 

path of harmony and stability. 

 

Excellencies, 

Our sub-region, West Africa, is confronted by an Ebola epidemic, which places several 

countries of ECOWAS, our Community, under direct threat. Allow me to offer Guinea-

Bissau's solidarity toward our sister nations where cases of contamination have been 

identified. 

 

I would also like to note our appreciation for the international efforts in providing urgent 

medical assistance and call on the International Community to enhance their commitment 

and support in combating and preventing this epidemic. We also appeal for the 

establishment of an effective international coalition to confront this grave threat to 

international security, as recently recognized by the Security Council. 

 

In this regard, we would like to reaffirm our country's position on reforming the Security 

Council. The enlargement of this important body of the United Nations is required in order 

to enhance the legitimacy of its representation and for the new international order under 

discussion. 

 

From this perspective and in accordance with the African Union's position, Guinea- 

Bissau calls for the designation of two permanent seats with the right of veto and five non-

permanent seats in the Security Council for the African continent. We also voice our 

support for the designation of permanent seats in the Security Council for Brazil, Japan, 

Germany, and India. 

 

I would like to offer our solidarity toward the peoples and countries that have fallen victim 

to international terrorism and to renew our Government's commitment to contributing to 

the fight against this scourge under a framework of coordinated actions undertaken jointly 

with our regional and international partners, according to the specific nature of the actions. 

 

We note with concern that the economic and financial embargo imposed against Cuba 

more than 50 years ago constitutes a serious obstacle to that country's economic and social 

development, and reiterate our call for its lifting. 
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Mr. President, 

We would like to applaud and encourage United Nations, particularly the Secretary-

General, for their renewed efforts, vision and wisdom with regard to facing the issue of 

climate change and its effects on life on our planet. The Climate Summit, held here on the 

23rd of this month, bears eloquent witness to this fact. 

 

The basic thrusts that may allow for viable and sustainable development emerged and seem 

able to gather the required consensus for the establishment of a global Post-Kyoto climate 

regime for the welfare of all. 

 

Sustainable Development Goals, the new global development paradigm to be established 

post-2015, must be rooted in the cultures and objective realities of the peoples and draw 

their inspiration, without a doubt, from the lessons of the Millennium Development Goals. 

 

It should be noted that climate change is no longer a threat to the future; it has now 

become an unequivocal threat to the present. The incidence of climate changes that expose 

our vulnerabilities is now felt with increasingly unpredictable consequences. 

 

Human, economic, and environmental losses in a vulnerable country such as Guinea-Bissau 

are expanding and threaten our survival and chances for development. 

 

The rise of sea levels may irreversibly affect our seaside areas, entire islands, villages, and 

cities, as well as other coastal settlements. This situation is particularly worrisome for our 

country, which combines coasts and archipelagos, suffers the impacts of climate events, 

and may see our efforts toward combating poverty and achieving development goals 

compromised. 

 

Despite all the difficulties that have challenged guinea-Bissau's efforts to fulfill our 

international commitments holistically, we are pleased to note that 12% of our national 

territory consists of protected areas, to be doubled by 2020. 

 

Unfortunately, most of the population in developing countries with forests, such as Guinea-

Bissau, continue to depend of these natural resources as their only means of survival. 

Therefore, in order to offset these initiatives, technological and financial alternatives must 

be made available to this population. 
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Mr. President, 

I conclude my statement by thanking the United Nations and expressing our deep 

appreciation for the significant role that the Peacebuilding Commission has played in 

supporting the consolidation of political and governance stability in Guinea- 

Bissau. 

 

I also recognize the institutions in the United Nations System, including UNDP, UNICEF, 

WFP, FAO, UNFPA, and WHO, as well as grassroots groups and nongovernmental 

organizations that work on a day-to-day basis with our Government in combating poverty 

and the vulnerabilities of our population, and advocate respect for human dignity. 

 

The people of Guinea-Bissau expect strong involvement from your institutions in this new 

phase, in order for us to accelerate our efforts and come closer to achieving the Millennium 

Development Goals. Guinea-Bissau is poised to transform our territory into a space of 

peace, human security, and openness for all who, together with our people, wish to build a 

more brotherly, secure, welcoming, and progress-oriented society with all peoples and 

cultures.

Las Naciones Unidas no sabría dar soluciones a estos espinosos problemas si no se refuerza 

y se revitaliza el papel de esta Asamblea General, cuyo papel en los últimos años resulta 

una rutina; las Naciones Unidas nunca podrían dar soluciones definitivas a estos 

problemas, si el Consejo de Seguridad no se rige por normas que respetan el espíritu de la 

democracia y de la justicia internacional, en definitiva, las Naciones Unidas no podría dar 

soluciones satisfactorias a estos problemas, mientras subsiste el actual sistema del imperio 

de la fuerza en las relaciones internacionales.

It is a great pleasure to be here at this 

69th Session of the United Nations General 

Assembly. 

  

As the current Chairman of the East Africa Community, I am particularly pleased to see the 

Hon. Sam Kutesa, preside over the General Assembly. 

  

I assure you, Mr. President, of the full support of my government during your Presidency. 

  

Mr. President, 

I would like to lend my voice to all those who are calling for urgent and sustained 

attention to the devastating Ebola crisis in Liberia, Sierra Leone and Guinea. Beyond the 

tragedy of the thousands who have lost lives and loved ones, and the many more living 

with this threat, livelihoods and businesses have collapsed and aspirations for shared 

prosperity continue to shrink day by day. Kenya stands in solidarity with the countries 

affected by this devastating virus. 

Earlier this month, the Kenyan people gave $1 million to the effort to bring the crisis under 

control. We stand ready to do more. 

  

Last week, ministers of health from the East African region converged in Nairobi and 

agreed on measures to safe guard our populations and ensure the virus does not spread in 

our region.

The suspension of international flights into Monrovia and other affected capitals, Mr. 

President, including by Kenya Airways, followed a stark warning from the World Health 

Organization. 

  

These measures, among others, have isolated the affected countries and further hurt the 

people and economies of the region. 

  

With regard to Kenya our intention was not to do harm, but as a regional hub, the warning 

from the WHO left us few options. We now stand ready to resume Kenya Airways flights 

once appropriate measures are put in place. Kenya believes that nothing in the immediate 

future requires a more urgent and determined response from the international community 

than the effort to stop and contain this devastating virus. 

  

I therefore welcome the establishment of the United Nations Mission for Ebola Emergency 

Response (UNMEER) by the Secretary General, which I am sure, will guide a collective 

global response. 

  

Mr. President, 

The Ebola crisis underlines the imperative to build strong States that can withstand crisis 

and respond to emergencies. State weakness in many African countries comes from a 

history of development paradigms and practices that weakened the state. We must commit 

to build strong, resilient and accountable states that can effectively response to shocks, 

adversities and emergencies in the future. 

 

Mr. President, 

You preside over a General Assembly of historic significance to humanity.  The 69th Session 

will oversee the development and adoption of the Post-2015 Development Agenda. This 

effort will build on the work of the General Assembly Open Working Group, which 

developed the Sustainable Development Goals.  Indeed, Kenya is proud to have been at the 

forefront of driving the open working group process. 

  

Mr. President, 

The new world development agenda must address itself to the entire cross-section of social, 

economic and environmental challenges that face the world in the 21st century. 
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Issues of sustained economic development, equality between nations, climate change, 

industrialization, biodiversity loss and environmental protection, must now go hand in 

glove with the traditional challenges of poverty, disease, hunger and inequality within 

nations. 

  

This new agenda must therefore be universal and comprehensive and responsive to all 

nations equally in order to be transformative in its impact. 

  

We in Kenya recognize however that a number of obstacles stand in the way of achieving 

this new development agenda; the most immediate of these are terrorism and violent 

extremism. In Kenya, we stand at a critical moment. As we deepen our democracy, we find 

our nation thrust into the frontline of a regional and global war against terror. 

 

We have become acutely aware that the interplay between democratization on the one 

hand, and effective counter-terrorism on the other, presents severe challenges to our 

security and our governance institutions. Increasingly, terrorist actors are exploiting the 

expanded democratic space, sometimes feeding into and even influencing local politics. 

Unless we can provide an effective buffer to fight back this tendency, Kenya and indeed 

other countries will find it difficult to entrench democracy and the post-2015 development 

agenda. 

  

Mr. President, 

Besides this immediate threat of terrorism, the state of economic and social wellbeing is 

also affected by the lack of sustainable peace and security in many of our countries. From 

the Central African Republic, to Mali, Libya, and even as far afield as the Middle East and 

Europe, we see new conflicts and crises, which could derail or delay development. In 

Kenya, we are particularly concerned by the perennial fragility that has come to 

characterize the Greater Horn of Africa. 

  

In Somalia, Kenya continues to sacrifice lives and resources in an effort to bring peace to 

our neighbour. We do this trusting that the international community will stay the course in 

Somalia. This involves consolidating peace, investing in stable, responsive national 

institutions that guarantee public safety, promote democracy and civil liberties as well as 

development and peace in the country and the region. 
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Mr. President, 

As we meet here, South Sudan remains in turmoil. Kenya and other IGAD countries have 

invested considerable effort to end this tragedy and spare the people of South Sudan 

further suffering. Regrettably, however, progress has been slow. 

  

Mr. President, 

We cannot let this young nation and its people down. At this assembly, I make a special 

plea for South Sudan, for no nation has, over the years, suffered as much neglect from the 

international community. 

Similarly, no country today remains as desperately in need of rapid and transformative 

economic and social development, as South Sudan. We cannot allow a return to the 

political chaos, to economic collapse or social desperation. 

 

I implore the leaders of this young nation to demonstrate determined and enlightened 

leadership and to make peace without further delay. Such action will save the people of 

this nation enormous suffering, and offer hope of a better future. I thank the United 

Nations Security Council for its continued cooperation with IGAD in the search for peace 

in South Sudan.  

  

It is this concert of action that will help bring lasting peace, which, in turn, will form the 

basis for a transformative Post-2015 agenda for South Sudan and its neighbours. 

  

Mr. President, 

On the continent of Africa the development model of the past 50 years has run its course. 

This outmoded model was defined by negative trade relations, paternalistic global 

governance regimes and an over reliance on Official Development Assistance (ODA). 

Moreover it was driven by external prescriptions for development that were heavy on 

political instruction but light on economic and social transformation. 

We now know better Mr. President. We know that our social and economic transformation 

shall come first from within our nations, our region and our continent and only secondly 

from the compliment of external ideas and resources. Equally important, these external 

contributions must recognize the primacy of our aspirations and ideas. They must value 

and safe guard, rather than simply exploit and consume our domestic resources and the 

product of our people’s labour. 
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For the post-2015 Development Agenda to be transformative, therefore, it must first 

embrace the primacy of developing countries whose people seek sustained development 

most. Anything less will be a recipe for failure. 

  

Mr. President, 

We cannot speak of development or of transformation when millions of the world’s people 

are mired in and are broken by unrelenting poverty, disease and hunger. 

  

The business of ridding the world of these plagues, touched upon but not fully embraced by 

the Millennium Development Goals, must be the first of the aspirations of the Post-2015 

Development Agenda. Equally importantly it must be fully financed and accelerated, if we 

are to lay the ground work for a transformative agenda for the next generation. 

  

I cannot emphasis this point enough. The scourge and shame of debilitating poverty, 

preventable diseases and chronic hunger must be erased from our global civilization. In the 

Sustainable Development Goals we have set ourselves a goal of 15 years to do so, we must 

not fail. 

 

Mr. President, 

This year, here at the United Nations, Kenya is proud to have presided over the Conference 

of State parties of People living with Disabilities. Kenya also presided over the United 

Nations Forest Forum, and also co-chaired the Open Working Group on Sustainable 

Development Goals. Kenya is currently presiding over the UNICEF Board, as it seeks to 

provide global leadership for issues of concern to the world’s children and their well-being. 

  

Mr. President, 

Kenya is a member in good standing of the international community and it intends to 

continue to shoulder its global and regional responsibilities. Kenya is especially proud of 

the scores of Kenyans who work for the United Nations here in New York, but also further 

a field in peacemaking, peacekeeping, peace-building and in many United Nations 

organizations in various United Nations stations around the world, including Nairobi. I 

salute all those Kenyans, every single one of them for their dedication and commitment. 

We in Kenya believe that no nation is too poor or too rich, too big or too small to play its 

rightful role in making this world a better place for all. 
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Mr. President, 

At the national level, Kenya grounds her transformation agenda on a strategic vision, 

Vision 2030. Importantly in 2010, we adopted a new democratic constitution, which 

expanded and guaranteed a wider range of rights for our people and defined new 

institutions for the advancement of those rights. Drawing on this, we have re-engineered 

our system of governance, making it more democratic, inclusive, devolved and responsive. 

We have also significantly expanded participation in political and development decision-

making. 

  

In four short years, we have witnessed the fruits of these foundational changes. Aware of 

the imperative to carry along all our people in development, my Government launched 

targeted interventions for the most vulnerable in society. These include a number of 

financial initiatives and training programs for women and youth. We have also prioritized 

the advancement of children’s rights and welfare through initiatives that reduce mortality 

and morbidity. 

  

Chief among these are universal immunization coverage, promotion of breast-feeding for 

the first six months of a child’s life; provision of fortified foods and insecticide-treated 

mosquito nets; as well as free maternal and childcare in government hospitals. 

  

In this respect, I wish to commend the first Lady of Kenya, Mrs. Margaret Kenyatta, for 

successfully launching the Beyond Zero Campaign that is tapping into private sector 

financing, to bolster the management of chronic preventable diseases, including 

HIV/AIDS, and to improve maternal and child health throughout the country. 

  

Kenya is today on track to achieve universal primary education. Based on this, we have 

expanded our vision to include universal secondary education. We seek to build a more 

inclusive society, and strive to leave no one behind. It is for this reason that my 

Government has implemented a social protection cash transfer programme to orphans and 

vulnerable children, persons with severe disabilities, and our elderly citizens. This 

programme targets 450,000 households throughout Kenya. 

  

Impact evaluations indicate that the programme has reduced poverty, improved family 

health, and raised school enrollment. 
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Excellencies, 

As you are aware, Kenya is a leading tourist destination. We are also endowed with a 

number of rare species, some endangered, which we hold in trust for humanity.  My 

Government attaches great value to conservation. 

  

We continue to raise awareness of the need to step up the fight against poaching and illicit 

wildlife trafficking. We have enacted laws to help fight the scourge, and continue to work 

with other countries and organisations to enhance the protection of our fauna and flora. 

  

Similarly, Kenya remains at the heart of international efforts to mitigate and adapt to 

challenges relating to climate change. We continue to work towards achieving ten percent 

forest cover; we are well above global targets for renewable energy use; and fully support 

all measures agreed upon at the recent United Nations Environmental Assembly in Nairobi. 

  

Recognizing that our prosperity is linked to that of our neighbours, Kenya is engaged in a 

range of programmes and activities to hasten East Africa’s integration. 

  

We have eased the movement of goods and services across our borders. More importantly, 

our people can now travel, work and settle throughout East Africa; we have also grown our 

trade volumes; and are looking to closer integration across a range of other sectors. 

  

Mr. President, 

These are a few highlights of my government’s transformative agenda. We are committed 

to safeguard and expand these initiatives by creating an enabling and secure environment. 

  

In light of this, my Government continues to invest heavily to combat extremists and 

terrorists. This global effort needs to be reinforced because, as we know, the intent of 

terrorists is to destroy free, secure, democratic nations and people.  As long as international 

terrorism exploits our open, multicultural and multi-religious society and gravely harms 

our social fabric, our progress towards achieving goals of a transformative agenda will be 

slowed. 

  

Mr. President, 
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Kenya believes in a better, happier and more prosperous future for all. It is my hope that 

this confluence of forces that have come together to continually make our development 

efforts unnecessarily difficult, will be persuaded, with urgency, to reassess their motives 

and hopefully re-engage within the global community and with our country and region in 

a more positive, constructive and humane manner; recognizing that, in the end, no one 

people, nor one country, not even any one continent, can inhabit this world peaceably 

alone in isolation to the rest of the globe. 

 

We are in this world together, to succeed together, to win together and to build a better 

future for all everywhere, together!

I wish to congratulate you, Mr. President, for your 

well-deserved election to the Office of the President 

of the 69th Session of the General Assembly. Your 

distinguished career as a diplomat and leader assures 

us of a successful Session. I should also commend your predecessor, Ambassador John 

Ashe, for his remarkable leadership during the 68th Session. 

 

Mr. President, 

For the past 69 years of its existence, the United Nations witnessed several changes in the 

configurations of international relations. Some of them were traumatic while others were 

benign. The survival of the UN through all these tribulations bears testimony to its 

resilience and the enduring validity of its mission. Today, the UN remains confronted by 

serious challenges. The continuous eruption of armed conficts throughout the world, 

terrorism, climate change, diseases, the lingering effects of the economic and financial 

crises are some of the challenges that have remained at the fore of international relations 

and pre-occupied the international community. 

 

From the horn of Africa and across the Sahel Region to the Republic of Kenya and Congo, 

the Continent is facing a rise in terrorism. The Nigeria based Boko Haram, Al-Qaida in the 

Islamic Maghreb, and the Alshabaab in Somalia continue to pose serious threat to the 

peace and security of the Continet. The emergence of new extremist groups and terrorist 
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entities in the Middle East and elsewhere, such as ISIS, has not only further compounded 

the problem, but is a stark reminder that we need to act collectively to discharge the moral 

responsibility that rests on us to ensure that peoples everywhere enjoy the right to peace, 

development and the sanctity of life. 

 

The use of military alone as a strategy to counter terrorism is no longer a panacea for this 

menace. Terrorism requires a holistic approach that addresses the root causes of the 

scourge. Resolution of international disputes based on dialogue, justice and equality of all 

states must be at the heart of that strategy if it is to succeed. 

 

Mr. President, 

The recurring bloody conflict between Israel and Palestine continue to weigh heavily on 

the conscience of all humanity. The recent developments in that region have cast a shadow 

on the future that seemed to hold promise for a negotiated settlement. Unprecedented 

impunity and disproportionate use of force by the parties involved, calls into question our 

claim to civilization. Turning the UN shelters into a combat zone and killing innocent 

children, men and women who had taken refuge there, is a shameful act that must be 

condemned with the strongest terms possible. Lesotho endorses the Resolution of the 

Human Rights Council that the massacres of innocent Palestinian civilians should be 

investigated by an independent commission and that those responsible be held accountable. 

 

Lest us not forget that we unanimously adopted the principle of Responsibility to Protect 

(R2P) about a decade ago in order to protect and safeguard innocent civilians from war 

crimes, genocide, mass atrocities and ethnic cleansing. Indeed, the Security Council has re-

affirmed this principle in several conflicts around the world, and in some instances 

authorized military intervention. 

 

Unfortunately, in case of the slaughter of thousands of Palestinian civilians, the Council 

has shied away from invoking the principle of Responsibility to Protect. Instead, it has 

taken comfort in issuing a presidential statement which glaringly fails to reiterate 

accountability for the war crimes committed. 

 

Civilians in Gaza deserve the protection that Israelis in Tel Aviv are afforded under 

international law. We call on Israel, as we have always done in the past, to fully comply 
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with its obligations under all the Security Council and General Assembly Resolutions. That 

is the only plausible route to lasting peace. 

 

Mr. President, 

The world has long come to terms with the dangers to humanity, which is posed by the 

possession of weapons of mass destruction. That is why Lesotho continues to advocate for 

total abolition and destruction of all nuclear weapons. These weapons have no place in the 

modern day civilized society, hence the call for a convention to ban all nuclear weapons. 

While working towards that goal, we must emphasise that full compliance with the 

provisions of the Treaty of Non-proliferations of Nuclear Weapons (NPT) is critical. By the 

same token, we call for the establishment of a Middle East Zone Free of Nuclear Weapons 

in accordance with the 2010 NPT Review Conference. 

 

It is unacceptable that the UN of today is still reflective of the 1945 structure of the world 

as seen by the victors of World War II. The reform of the UN, including the Security 

Council, can no longer be delayed. A reformed, transparent, and democratic UN is 

necessary for preserving international peace and security, and for confronting the 

challenges of development. All Member States need to garner the necessary political will to 

advance Intergovernmental Negotiations on the reform of the Council. Let us make the 69th 

Session a session for decisive action. 

 

The delegates who gathered in San Francisco to finalize the Charter of the UN dreamed of a 

world of peace and shared prosperity. They renounced a vision of the world in which some 

unilaterally impose economic sanctions and financial blockades against others, or one in 

which peoples are denied their right to self-determination or subjected to occupation as is 

the case in Cuba, Palestine and Western Sahara. We have to remove these dark spots on the 

history of our time by allowing our actions to be guided by the letter and spirit of the UN 

Charter. 

 

Mr. President, 

The theme chosen for our General Debate, “Delivering on and Implementing a 

Transformative Post-2015 Development Agenda”, could not be more relevant at the current 

international juncture. The road towards the achievement of MDGs has been rough, with 

some countries reporting relative success in reducing poverty and hunger, marked increase 

in school enrolment, reducing child mortality, improving maternal health and combating 
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HIV/AIDS. However, the challenges remain most daunting in the least developed countries, 

land-locked developing countries, some small island developing states and countries in or 

emerging from conflict. 

 

For our part, in Lesotho, we have made some progress in achieving at least two of the eight 

goals of the MDGs, namely universal primary education (MGD2) and promoting gender 

equality and empowering women (MDG3). We still face a long and uphill journey to reach 

a life of dignity for all. HIV and AIDS still pose a serious threat to us. The untold miseries 

brought about by this scourge are known to all. Africa is more vulnerable to this threat due 

to the worsening poverty and unemployment. Sadly, new incurable pandemics such as the 

Ebola Virus have emerged, wreaking havoc in sister African Countries and overwhelming 

their health systems. The world must mobilize resources and energy to help the affected 

countries of West Africa fight the pandemic and to abolish it in the long run. 

 

Our quest to pursue a sustainable future for all must never wane as we step into the new 

era and embark on the road-map of the post-2015 development agenda. We need to 

formulate a new set of universal Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs) that are concise 

and strong on the means of implementation. It is important to emphasise national 

ownership and respect for national conditions of each member state and take advantage of 

world diversity so that we can all reach our development aspirations. 

 

As we continue with intergovernmental discussions leading up to the third International 

Conference on Financing for Development that will be held in Addis Abeba, Ethiopia in 

July 2015, we must be guided by the spirit of frankness and mutual understanding without 

the acrimony that so often characterizes our inter-governmental deliberations. 

 

Equally important is the need to emphasise that the advancement of the rule of law at the 

national and international levels is essentials for the realization of sustainable 

development, eradication of poverty and protection of human rights and fundamental 

freedoms. 

 

Mr. President, 

A few days ago the Climate Summit provided us with an opportunity to once again 

reaffirm our collective resolve to implement measures that can significantly address climate 

change. We have disagreed for far too long until we were confronted by the glaring and 
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compelling scientific evidence that the link between global warming and human activities 

was indisputable. Sadly, catastrophes have begun to hit, mostly affecting the poorest and 

most vulnerable countries. My country is one of the worst affected by climate change. 

Lesotho has, in recent years, faced unsettling development challenges due to the effects of 

climate change. The effects of increasingly extreme wather patterns such as early frost, 

droughts, desertification and degradation of arable land, compound the challenges that we 

are already facing. Livelihoods of societies are stifled and economies and ways of life are 

negatively affected. 

 

While we appreciate that there are resources aimed at helping developing countries 

mitigate and adapt to the impacts of climate change, we are however concerned that such 

funds are difficult to access. The global climate finance architecture is complex, with 

variable structures of governance and modalities. Some finance is channeled through 

multilateral agencies, sometimes even outside of the UNFCC funding mechanisms, while 

others flow through bilateral development assistance institutions, thus making coordination 

difficult. Lesotho calls on the international community and our development partners to 

simplify accessibility or funds earmarked for climate change initiatives if we are to make 

impact on the ground. 

 

Mr. President, 

As I conclude, let me point out that the regime of the UN Charter has so far done its part to 

prevent a third world war, this fulfilling one of the dreams of the architects of this our 

beloved organization. The continued success and relevance of the UN in the new 

millennium will depend, in large measure, on its capacity for self-renewal in readiness to 

meet modern day challenges. 

 

We, the United Nations, should continue to be the voice of the voiceless and the best hope 

for all humankind. Now is the time for leaders everywhere to join the race for 

transformative action that can drive peace, democracy, respect for human rights, and the 

rule of law, human dignity, economic competitiveness and sustainable proseperity for all.

I bring you greetings from H.E. Mrs. Ellen Johnson 

Sirleaf, President of the Republic of Liberia who 

should have been here today to address this august 

assembly but chose to remain on the frontlines in 

Liberia to lead our fight against the deadly Ebola 

Virus Disease.  

 

Mr. President, Liberia congratulates you on your ascendancy to the high office of President 

of the UN General Assembly, and acknowledges the astute statesmanship and wisdom you 

bring to this important assignment, which inspire confidence for a successful 69th Regular 

Session. We assure you of Liberia’s full cooperation and support. In the same spirit, we 

commend your predecessor, Ambassador John Ashe of Antiqua and Barbuda for his 

meaningful contributions to setting the stage for negotiations on the new global 

development agenda. 

 

We pay a special tribute to Secretary-General Ban Ki-Moon for his able and visionary 

stewardship of the affairs of this global institution.  

 

Post-2015 Development Agenda,  

 

Mr. President,  

With just one year to the expiration date of the Millennium Development Goals (MDGs), 

the theme of this 69th Regular Session: “Delivering on and Implementing a Transformative 
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Post-2015 Development Agenda,” could not have been more appropriate. Liberia was put 

on the pedestal of global honor by the selection of President Sirleaf as one of three co-

chairs of a twenty- seven-member High-Level Panel (HLP) formed by the Secretary General 

in 2012 to advise him on the contours of an ambitious but realistic post-2015 global 

development agenda, and to define the critical steps required to reinvigorate and sustain 

global partnership. The Panel’s report contained a clarion call to “leave no one behind”, 

which has been embraced as a motivational theme by many.  

At the continental level, our President chairs a ten-member High-Level Committee (HLC) of 

African Heads of State, under whose leadership a Common African Position (CAP) was 

developed and endorsed by the membership of the African Union. The CAP is anchored on 

six pillars, namely: Structural Economic Transformation and Inclusive Growth; Science, 

Technology and Innovation; People-centered Development; Environmental Sustainability, 

Natural Resources and Natural Disaster Management; Peace and Security; and Finance and 

Partnership. These pillars represent Africa’s vision of the pre-requisites for the eradication 

of poverty on the continent and for its future growth and development. 

 

We are encouraged that the concepts and strategies defined under each of the pillars have 

been significantly incorporated in the 17 sustainable development goals and 179 targets 

formally adopted by the General Assembly as the outcome of the negotiations conducted 

by the Open Working Group in fulfillment of decisions taken last year at the Rio+20 

Conference. This gives us optimism that the substance of these pillars will form an integral 

part of the Post-2015 Development Agenda. As we await the Secretary-General’s “Synthesis 

Report”, I can assure you, Mr. President, of Liberia’s continued active participation in the 

negotiations that lie ahead. We are hopeful that recognition of our common humanity and 

application of the age old practice of compromise will enable the international community 

to conclude the new agenda by September 2015.  

 

Mr. President,  

As we survey the regional and international political landscapes, we are becoming 

increasingly concerned about the spread of extremist ideologies and terrorist activities in 

the world, especially in Africa. Whether it is Al-Shabab in Somalia and Kenya; Al Qaeda in 

the Mahgreb or Boko Haram in Nigeria, the African continent has not been spared the 

deadly and destructive consequences of extremism. Additionally, over the past year, while 

peace processes were being consolidated in many countries in Africa, we have sadly 

witnessed the eruption or exacerbation of conflicts on the continent, notably in South 
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Sudan and the Central African Republic. We laud efforts undertaken by the AU and the UN 

to resolve these conflicts and join the call for sustained international action to bring about 

a more secure and peaceful world; for it is only in an environment of peace and security 

that we can achieve tangible development outcomes.  

 

Climate Change  

 

Liberia commends the Secretary General for convening a high-level “Climate Summit” last 

week, which elicited concrete commitments from the global community on reducing 

greenhouse emissions and other measures aimed at achieving sustainable development. As 

a small country and one that is still endowed with 43% of the remaining Guinea forests, we 

are proud that we too concluded partnership agreements and made concrete commitments 

aimed at supporting the goals of sustainable, climate sensitive development. Small 

countries like Liberia contribute less to greenhouse emissions but suffer disproportionately 

from the adverse impact of climate change. To right this anomaly, and in the united spirit 

of saving our one world, all countries, big or small, must make proportionate commitments 

to save our planet and take concrete actions to actualize such commitments.  

 

The Ebola Crisis  

 

Mr. President,  

One year ago, when President Sirleaf addressed this august assembly, it was a more positive 

message from a President who reported significant achievements in the past and lofty 

aspirations for the future. President Sirleaf, exuding gratitude, informed the world that 

Liberia had just celebrated ten years of peace in August 2013; and, in spite of some 

challenges, was still registering remarkable progress on the path of socio-economic 

development. The country had transitioned from the emphasis on stabilization to a focus 

on transformation within the framework of a long-term development agenda christened 

“Vision 2030”. The President also informed the Assembly that the Mano River Basin 

comprising Liberia, Guinea, Cote D’Ivoire, and Sierra Leone was at peace and was pursuing 

regional integration through initiatives that would facilitate connectivity in our power and 

transport systems, thereby enhancing cross-border trade in which our market women are 

mostly engaged. She even reported on how a small contingent of Liberian peacekeepers, 

who are today still in Mali, had contributed to the laudable UN peacekeeping effort that 

created an environment for stability and democratic transition in that country.  
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One year later, as I stand to address this august body, I have become the purveyor of a 

different kind of story – a sad story. Over the past six months, a dark cloud has been 

hanging over the Liberian landscape such that instead of reporting on economic growth, 

we are constrained to report economic decline. Implementation of virtually all pillars of our 

Agenda for Transformation (AfT) has been placed on hold, and gains are perhaps already 

being reversed. Instead of devoting attention to regional integration through facilitation of 

power and transport projects, we are now talking about regional cooperation to deal with a 

deadly enemy. The “market woman” who traded goods and services across borders a year 

ago is now constrained to remain within the borders of her country and suffer the 

consequences of economic inactivity.  

 

Mr. President,  

The deadly enemy that has visited so much harm and misery on my country, a small 

country of only 4 million people, and our neighbors, Sierra Leone and Guinea, is the Ebola 

Virus Disease (EVD), which began wreaking havoc in Liberia in March of this year. Since 

the Ebola outbreak, the Government of Liberia has taken a host of measures – we declared 

a state of emergency; suspended schools; and with the constructive involvement of all 

stakeholders including pastors, imams, chiefs, elders, youths, government officials and 

opposition politicians, have stepped up awareness and prevention campaigns to address the 

crystallized denial and deeply rooted traditional and cultural practices that create a fertile 

ground for the spread of the disease. We have also committed and will continue to commit 

significant portions of our own paltry resources to the fight.  

 

In spite of these efforts, buttressed by (our partners) those from the World Health 

Organization (WHO), the US Centers for Disease Control, Medecins Sans Frontiers (MSF), 

the Samaritans Purse and a legion of bilateral and multilateral partners, Ebola has 

confounded all of us and has sprinted faster than our collective efforts, snuffing out the life 

candle of more than 1,800 of our compatriots with a total of nearly 3,500 infected. 

Cumulatively, women, constituting a majority of our health workforce and being the main 

care givers in our deeply traditional society, have been disproportionately affected. Sadly, 

as Ebola widens its deadly circumference, it is creating a trail of traumatized orphans 

across the country, which includes that ten-year old kid from Barkedu, Lofa County, who is 

the “last person standing” in a family of twelve. Our already limited pool of health workers 
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has further reduced because 89 of them have fallen victim to the virus, out of a total of 182 

infected. 

 

The resultant panic that arises from health workers seeing their colleagues die from Ebola 

has precipitated the closure of many health facilities across the country. As we and our 

many international partners struggle to douse the wildfire caused by Ebola, we have been 

left with inadequate resources, time and personnel to attend to other routine illnesses like 

malaria, typhoid fever and measles, thereby causing many more tangential deaths. An 

increasing number of pregnant women are dying in the process of bringing forth life. In 

short, our public health system, which totally collapsed during years of conflict and was 

being gradually rebuilt, has relapsed under the weight of the deadly virus.  

 

Mr. President,  

Ebola is not just a health crisis. It is a total crisis- it is an economic crisis, a social crisis, 

and a potential political and security crisis. Indeed its deleterious impact has been very 

wide and very deep.  

 

On the economic front, it has occasioned a 3.4% downward slide in economic growth, from 

a high of 5.9% to a low of 2.5% in 2014; and some experts have predicted that, if not 

contained quickly, Ebola could cause a 12% decline in our economy in 2015. Domestic 

food production, mining, transport services, the construction and hospitality industries, 

trade and many other productive components of our economy have all registered 

significant reversals. Concessionaires have scaled down their operations, causing a large 

contingent of expatriates to leave the country. As a result of the slowdown in economic 

activities, our revenue generation capacity has been seriously undermined resulting in a 

nearly 20% downward revision of our budget for Fiscal Year 2014/2015. In spite of this 

depressing domestic revenue outlook, our country has been dedicating a hefty portion of its 

scarce resources to the fight. Consequently, our ability to provide for basic social services 

and continue to fund key development projects is significantly diminished.  

 

The suspension of flights as well as the travel and other restrictions/sanctions imposed on 

Liberia and other affected countries, contrary to expert advice from WHO and others, did 

not only undermine the humanitarian efforts aimed at quickly containing the disease, but 

also aggravated the adverse economic effects of the Ebola crisis.  
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Mr. President,  

As destructive as the Liberian Civil War was, at least our people knew the warring factions 

and the frontlines. With Ebola, the enemy is more insidious and there are no clear-cut 

frontlines because someone’s child, someone’s husband, someone’s workmate could 

actually be the enemy and the frontline at the same time. This difficult feature of the 

disease, coupled with a host of other challenges, occasioned its rapid spread. We are 

heartened that, through separate and joint appeals of the Heads of State of Guinea, Liberia 

and Sierra Leone to the UN Secretary-General and leaders of friendly countries and 

institutions, the international community is showing a better understanding and deeper 

appreciation of the unprecedented scope and magnitude of the Ebola outbreak in our 

countries. There is a chorus of leaders advocating and committing to support more robust, 

scaled up and urgent assistance to the affected countries.  

 

With gratitude to the Secretary-General and other world leaders, the last few weeks have 

witnessed a host of positive developments that constitute a major heightening of focus and 

scaling-up of the international response. These developments include:  

 

1. The announcement by the President of the United States of his government’s decision to 

scale up assistance to the region, including the deployment of 3000 military and medical 

specialist personnel to build treatment centers, train health personnel and provide other 

types of much needed support to Liberia and other affected countries. These personnel have 

already begun to arrive in Liberia.  

 

2. The Security Council meeting on September 18, 2014, under the leadership and 

Presidency of the United States and the adoption of resolution 2177, cosponsored by a 

record-breaking 134 countries, which recognized the Ebola crisis as a threat to 

international peace and security, necessitating strong and concerted international response 

through firm commitments of support; and called on member states to lift travel and other 

restrictions imposed on affected countries.  

 

3. The announcement by the Secretary-General on 18 September of his intention to 

establish the UN Mission for Ebola Emergency Response (UNMEER), which was formally 

endorsed by Resolution 69/1, tabled by the President of the General Assembly and adopted 

by the Assembly on 19 September. As I speak, the Head of UNMEER is in the region and 

will be discussing the Status of Forces Agreement (SOFA) for activating the mission.

4. The start of deployment by the African Union (AU) contingents of medical and relevant 

personnel drawn from across Africa to Liberia and other worst-affected countries.  

 

5. The convening by the Secretary-General on 25 September of a High-Level meeting on 

the Ebola epidemic which witnessed the announcements of substantial commitments of 

assistance by many countries including France, China, Germany, the United Kingdom, 

Japan, Timor Leste and multilateral institutions including the World Bank and regional 

organizations such as the European Union.  

 

6. The relaxation of travel restrictions by some Member States and the announcement of 

the resumption of flights to Liberia and Sierra Leone by Air Cote D’Ivoire within a week, 

and of Kenya Airways hopefully sometime in October.  

 

7. The announcement of contributions and the airlift of critically needed protective 

equipment and supplies to Liberia and other affected countries by many governments, 

international NGOs, corporations, and philanthropists. The expressions of solidarity have 

taken many forms and we are deeply grateful for all of them.  

 

These efforts and those earlier provided by many other governments and institutions like 

the African Development Bank (AfDB) should not lead us toward complacency because we 

definitely have not yet achieved the twenty-fold increase in response recommended by the 

experts to contain the disease. Additionally, while we struggle with the first war of actually 

disrupting the transmission of Ebola, we, along with our bilateral and multilateral partners, 

must begin to prepare for the second war of tackling the longer-term socio-economic 

impacts of the Ebola crisis – building and capacitating a new public health system that can 

robustly deal with any future health challenge, catering for the increasing numbers of 

orphans and other traumatized and impoverished family members, and quickly raising 

resources to address a legion of socio-economic, political, security and other challenges 

made more acute by the presence of Ebola.  

 

Mr. President,  

We acknowledge, with high appreciation, the steadfast and unwavering assistance provided 

by the entire UN country team to Liberia, including the refocus and reallocation of 

resources to assist in the fight against Ebola. We also take cognizance of the positive

contributions the United Nations Mission in Liberia (UNMIL) has made to the peace and 

security we have enjoyed in Liberia over the past years. UNMIL’s presence in Liberia, 

especially at a time when we were experiencing isolation, helped to reassure our people and 

create a security climate conducive to tackling some of the multi-faceted challenges of the 

Ebola crisis. Therefore, UNMIL’s continued engagement in Liberia will be critical to 

enabling Liberia to transition smoothly from the Ebola Crisis and resume implementation of 

strategies for the achievement of our long-term development agenda.  

 

Mr. President,  

Ebola is a difficult enemy that has frustrated and conquered our collective efforts in the 

past; causing some experts to project that in a worst case scenario about 1.4 million 

precious lives could be lost in our countries by January 2015. In spite of the gloom of 

today and as Liberians ponder the question, “Will I, or my wife, my husband, my child, my 

friend, or my workmate, be one of those to populate the 1.4 million doomsday statistics?”, 

we do not sink into defeatism. Instead, President Sirleaf and the resilient people of Liberia 

feel that the Ebola epidemic has presented us with a one-option, multiple-choice test; and 

that option is to fight back! And we are fighting back.  

 

As President Sirleaf aptly put it, “I believe in the Liberian people. I believe that we are 

stronger than the greatest threat with which we are currently faced. And I believe we will 

prevail. The war did not defeat us, a completely destroyed economy – the greatest collapse 

since World War II – did not defeat us. Ebola will not defeat us.” 

 

Mr. President,  

We know that the road ahead may be long, curvy, and hilly. But with bigger, bolder, timely 

and sustained efforts on our part, buttressed by the international community, we are sure 

that dawn will soon break on this long, dark, night occasioned by the Ebola Virus Disease.

Mr. President,  

Your Excellencies, 

Ladies and Gentlemen 

 

At the outset, I would like to express my sincerest 

congratulations to you, His Excellency Mr. Sam 

Kutesa, on your assumption of the presidency of the 

69th session of the General Assembly, and I am 

confident that you will steer the work of this session 

to the best results. Allow me to commend the efforts 

made by H.E. Mr. Ban Ki-Moon, Secretary General of 

the United Nations, for achieving the objectives of the organization and for promoting 

international peace and security. I would like to thank him for standing with the Libyan 

people during the revolution against dictatorship, and for providing support for the nascent 

democracy after the revolution. 

 

I am honored to stand before you today as a representative of the Lbyan people and convey 

to you their ambitions, pains, and hopes, to participate with you in the quest for the best 

ways to maintain peace and security on our planet, and achieve the common aspirations of 

our people. 

 

There is no doubt that those who witnessed the revolution of the Libyan people against 

dictatorship in 2011 were impressed by the courage, unity, awareness and the creative 

capabilities of the Libyan people. But today, there is no doubt that many of you are 

astonished with the fighting in Libya, the bloodshed between brothers, and the unjustified 

destruction of installations and public and private properties. Many may wonder: where are 

the people that we saw three years ago? Where are the unarmed revolutionaries who 

flocked into the streets to defend their rights? Where are the intellectuals who flooded the 
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media with realistic assessments and convinced the world of the justice of their people’s 

cause? 

 

I would say, yes, that was the true Libyan people who did not think in material gains or 

leadership positions. Their only aspiration was to put an end to dictatorship and pave the 

road for democracy to ensure a prosperous future for all Libyans. 

 

Unfortunately, Libya is in a completely different situation. Most of the activists had left the 

political arena; either because of the forcibly-imposed political isolation law or because of 

intimidation, arrests and assassinations perpetrated by various armed groups against those 

who oppose their opinion or call for their disarmament and demobilization. 

 

Some armed groups are no longer subject to the Government direction, as they try to 

impose their will on the Libyan people by force, violate human rights, blackmail the 

government to ensure access to funds, while they refuse to arm the police, and to 

reinstitute and arm the army. 

 

The conflict existing between the armed groups in and around Tripoli, forced the 

government to evacuate all of its premises which were seized by a coalition of armed 

groups including a terrorist group with al-Qaeda ideology, known for its stand against state 

institutions building, and placed on the list of terrorist organizations by the United States 

and the European Union. This coalition, known as “Dawn of Libya”, has captured the city 

of Tripoli, destroyed the airport, and severely damaged the parked aircrafts. Moreover, 

residences of many ministers and citizens were looted and burned down. The so-called 

“Dawn of Libya” coalition is still waging war on the region West of the city of Tripoli 

inhabited by Warshafana tribe. The indiscriminate shelling with heavy weaponry caused 

the exodus of most of its population which led the House of Representatives to declare the 

area a disaster area. 

 

This could not have happened if the international community took the situation in Libya 

seriously, assisted the government to establish a strong army, and added pressure for the 

disarmament of armed groups, and supported arming the police. 

 

The armed groups capturing the capital declared clearly their recalcitrance against the 

legitimate institutions of the state, and their quest to overthrow the elected House of 
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Representatives, and the emerged government, in an apparent effort to derail the process of 

democratic transition and topple the legitimate authority by forming a parallel government. 

Furthermore, the group has also prosecuted political activists, huma rights defenders, and 

journalists, shut down media channels, forcibly prevented opponents from demonstrating 

in the city of Tripoli and other cities, recruited media and some radical clerics to incite the 

killing of those with different opinions, or those who supported the elected House of 

Representatives and government. The group allied itself with Ansar al-Sharia (Sharia’ 

Supporters), which belongs to the ideology of al-Qaeda and practiced terrorism in some 

Libyan cities, especially the cities of Benghazi and Derna, and provided a safe haven and 

training camps for terrorist from all over the world, especially from Tunisia, Algeria, Egypt 

and Mali, and all of these by an unrivaled financial and media support from outside to 

undermine the legitimate Libyan authorities and allow the group to implent the coup plot. 

 

From this podium, I say that turning a blind eye to terrorism in Libya is deemed 

unacceptable. Our people can no longer tolerate assassinations, humiliation, intimidation, 

suppression of freedoms, and human rights violations based on individual’s background 

and belief. The international community has either to stand with the elected legitimate 

authorities and implement UN Security Council Resolution (2174) by imposing sanctions on 

those who hinder the political process, undermine security, and seize the State institutions, 

or sat very clearly that the Libyans have to face terrorism alone. Hence, the international 

community must withstand the effects of terrorism expansion in North Africa and the 

Sahel region. 

 

We need to have a serious stand by the Friends of Libya to help reinstitute the army and 

provide it with the necessary means to stop the fighting among borthers, and assist in the 

fight to combat terrorism and extremism, which form a broad front stretching from Iraq to 

Algeria. This could not be achieved without the alliance of the States concerned to ensure 

the elimination of terrorism, and the dissemination of the principles of tolerance and 

democracy. 

 

The failure to provide arms and training to the Libyan army in its war against terrorism is 

in the interest of extremism, devotes instability in Libya, and would negatively affect the 

stability of the region and threatens global peace. 
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We welcome all efforts and goodwill by friendly countries, the United Nations, the Arab 

League and the African Union to help the legitimate Libyan authorities gain control over 

the insecurity, either by a bold stand with the House of Representatives, the government 

and constitution-drafting body and persuade the armed groups to give up their arms and 

withdraw from State institutions and obey the government direction, or through the 

exercise of pressure on the political movements and armed groups to renounce violence 

and accept the dialogue on priorities and the future of Libya. 

 

Every illegitimate contact, unauthorized by the government, of any foreign country with 

individuals, groups and organizations who does not recognized the authorities of the 

elected House of Representatives and the government and takes violence as means to 

impose their vision on the Libyan people will be considered by the government an 

unfriendly act against the unity of Libya and its stability, hence, will take the necessary 

measure to confront it. 

 

The Libyan people under the leadership of the legitimate authority will not submit to 

blackmail and intimidation, and will resist any attempt to impose a totalitarian dictatorship 

under any slogan. We hope that the government should not need the assistance of 

brotherly and friendly countries to extend State authority over its territory, and eliminate 

terrorism and criminality that threaten Libya’s security and unity, cause the displacement 

of hundreds of thousands from their homes in various parts of Libya, and destroy the 

economy. 

 

The House of Representatives and the government are determined to pursue the path of 

dialogue and tolerance in the framework of legitimacy, to solve all the problems and 

differences between the Libyans, agree on priorities, respect the democratic process, resort 

to law and elections; along with their determination to demobilize all armed formations 

and to stop funding it by the end of the current year. We hope that the international 

community would help us on the following: 

 

1. State-building of Defense and security organs and enable the government to 

monopolize the legitimate use of force to be capable of disarming the armed groups 

and exercise its authority over all Libya’s territory. 
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2. To ensure the government control over the capital, Tripoli, and the withdrawal of 

armed groups from State institutions so they could work without threat and provide 

services to the citizens. 

3. To consider that the establishment of illegal institutions established in parallel with 

the existing bodies is impeding the political process and is subject to the sanctions 

under Security Council resolution 2174. 

4. To establish a genuine and active cooperation in the field of combating terrorism 

through a strategic alliance between Libya and its neighboring countries, the Arab 

League and the African Union. 

5. To strengthen the culture of dialogue without exclusion or marginalization, and to 

initiate a comprehensive dialogue for all Libyan people with the help of the United 

Nations Support Mission in Libya, the neighboring countries, the Arab League and 

the African Union. 

 

I must point out, at the beginning of the 69th session of the General Assembly of which one 

of its main topics would be the Post-2015 Global Development Agenda, that since the 

declaration of the Millennium Development Goals, Libya has started to review its economic 

policies and restructure its economy to achieve those goals. However, the deteriorating 

security situation disrupted the economy. Here, the close linkage among security, stability 

and development should be noted. Without security, there will be no development and 

vice-versa. Therefore, restoring security and stability in Libya is a key factor to launch 

development and bring the disrupted economy back on track as well as to achieve the 

remaining MDG, and being fully ready to achieve Post-2015 MDGs, once adopted. 

 

Therefore, Libya is looking forward to the support of the United Nations and friendly 

countries in restoring security and the capactity-building of military and security 

institutions in order to ensure launching programs for reconstruction and development. We 

look forward to the assistance of all countries to Libya to recover the looted funds abroad 

in order to enable Libya to increase funding for development and infrastructure programs, 

which will eliminate unemployment and absorb large numbers of foreign workers estimated 

to few millions from the neighboring countries, to benefit both Libya and the neighboring 

countries, and contribute to limit the illegal immingration to Europe in search of work and 

decent living conditions. 
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Despite the circumstances in Libya, we can not forget the tragedy of the Palestinian people 

and their suffering, taking refuge in various countries around the wolrd, in light of the 

Israeli occupation. We reaffirm our condemnation of the Israeli occupation and its practices 

in the Palestinian and Arab occupied territories, and call for the Security Council to provide 

protection for the Palestininan people, set a timetable to end the Israeli occupation and 

ensure independence of the Palestinian people, set a sovereign state on all the Palestinian 

territories, with East Jerusalem as its capital, to enable its access to all international 

organizations as a full member, and to enable the Palestinian people to return to their 

lands, from which they had been forced to flee. 

 

The continued blockade and the repetition of the Israeli aggression on the Gaza Strip and 

the destruction of infrastructure brough shame upon civilized humanity. The international 

community should be committed to the reconstruction of Gaza and to prevent the 

reoccurrence of destruction and killing by the Israeli army, as well as the prosecution of all 

those responsible for war crimes committed in the Gaza Strip, and support the efforts of the 

government of national reconciliation, led by Palestinian President Mahmoud Abbas.

Comme mes prédécesseurs, je voudrais tout d’abord, 

au nom de la délégation de la République de 

Madagascar et en mon nom propre, vous adresser, 

Excellence Monsieur Sam Kahamba Kutesa, toutes 

nos félicitations pour votre brillante élection. Elle fait honneur à votre pays, la République 

d’Ouganda et vous êtes la fierté du continent africain tout entier. 

 

Permettez-moi ensuite, de vous saluer, Monsieur le Secrétaire Général des Nations Unies, 

pour votre engagement en faveur de la paix et du développement dans le monde et pour 

vos actions à la tête de notre Organisation. Je saisis par ailleurs, l’occasion de cette tribune, 

pour vous réitérer, de façon solennelle, à vous et à votre équipe, la gratitude du Peuple 

malgache pour l’attention particulière et les moyens que le Système des Nations Unies a 

mobilisés pour contribuer à l’aboutissement du processus de sortie de crise à Madagascar. 

 

Nous vous sommes aussi reconnaissants pour le rôle important que les Nations Unies 

continuent à avoir aux côtés de Madagascar et de son Peuple. J’étends naturellement cette 

reconnaissance à l’ensemble de la Communauté internationale dont l’accompagnement a 

été déterminant dans le règlement pacifique de la crise malgache. 

 

Monsieur Le Président, 

En faisant le choix du retour à l’ordre constitutionnel par la voie des urnes, le peuple 

malgache a confirmé son attachement à la stabilité et à la sécurité. En agissant ainsi, 
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il  participe à la construction de la paix et de la sécurité dans la région et partant,  dans le 

monde. 

Forts de ces valeurs, nous avons fait de la réconciliation nationale qui est le socle de la 

cohésion sociale, la pierre angulaire de notre politique de développement. Nous sommes 

convaincus que sans paix sociale, il ne peut y avoir de développement et 

réciproquement.  Nous avons d’ores et déjà marqué des étapes importantes dans ce 

processus et nous entendons bien avancer. Mais nos moyens ne sont pas encore à la mesure 

de l’envergure des tâches à abattre. C’est la raison pour laquelle Madagascar souhaite 

accéder au Fonds pour la Consolidation de la Paix (Peace Building Fund) qui serait 

disponible auprès de notre Organisation. 

 

Monsieur Le Président, 

5% de la biodiversité mondiale se trouvent à Madagascar. Il nous incombe par conséquent, 

la responsabilité de préserver cette richesse et d’en assurer une meilleure gestion pour nos 

générations futures. Dès le  lendemain de ma prise de fonctions en janvier dernier, j’ai 

déclaré la guerre aux trafiquants de bois de rose ainsi qu’à tous ceux qui s’adonnent au 

commerce illégal des espèces protégées.  L’instauration d’une bonne gouvernance forestière 

a été le premier acte de toute une série de mesures concrètes prises à ce titre. Un Comité 

interministériel chargé de l’assainissement de la filière a été mis en place. Les autorités sont 

à pied d’œuvre pour concrétiser la politique de tolérance zéro contre les trafics de tous 

genres, liés aux ressources naturelles et espèces protégées. En dépit des efforts que nous 

déployons toutefois, force est de reconnaître que des trafiquants parviennent encore à 

déjouer les mesures de surveillance, en raison de l’insuffisance des moyens dont nous 

disposons, face à des trafiquants suréquipés et parfois même surarmés. 

 

L’emplacement stratégique de Madagascar dans la zone de l’Océan Indien au carrefour de 

différentes routes maritimes, vitales pour les échanges mondiaux, implique la préservation 

de l’environnement de nos zones de pêche ainsi que de nos réserves marines. Les risques 

sont élevés en matière de piraterie, de terrorisme et de trafics en tous genres. Des mesures 

doivent être prises à cet égard, dans le cadre d’une coopération internationale active, pour 

protéger cette zone. 

 

L’Etat malgache a également augmenté  la surface des aires protégées à plus de 10% du 

territoire national (soit au moins six millions d’hectares), avec la collaboration de ses 

partenaires. Un  reboisement à grande échelle en vue de pérenniser la production des bois 
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d’œuvre et des bois d’énergie est inscrit dans l’Agenda  des engagements du Gouvernement. 

Nous renforçons aussi notre arsenal juridique en ratifiant plusieurs accords multilatéraux 

environnementaux (Amendement au Protocole de Kyoto en matière de changement 

climatique, Convention de Minamata sur le mercure)… 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Après plus de cinq années de crise politique assortie de sanctions et de mesures suspensives 

de toutes sortes, il est clair que la majorité des Objectifs du Millénaire pour le 

Développement ne seront pas atteints en 2015 à Madagascar.  Toutefois, le pays s’est 

engagé à recentrer son développement sur la population et a entamé des projets  importants 

dans certains secteurs clé comme l’éducation, la santé, l’emploi, la sécurité, l’accès aux 

nouvelles technologies de l’information et de la communication, sans oublier les 

infrastructures. Ainsi, la scolarisation des filles  a largement dépassé celle des garçons. De 

même, l’insertion scolaire et socioprofessionnelle de près de 500.000 enfants et jeunes pour 

l’année 2014-2015 a pu être menée. Plus d’une centaine de Centres de Santé de Base 

viennent d’être ouverts ces derniers mois à travers le pays. Au titre de la lutte que nous 

menons contre le paludisme, les efforts déployés par Madagascar dans la lutte contre cette 

maladie ont été reconnus au niveau continental dans le maintien à   au moins 95 % de la 

couverture annuelle des ménages possédant au moins une moustiquaire imprégnée 

d’insecticide à effet durable (MID) et de la Campagne d’Aspersion Intra-Domiciliaire (IRS), 

outils les plus importants dans la prévention du paludisme. 

 

Au plan sécuritaire, des résultats tangibles ont été obtenus ces derniers mois avec 

l’opération « Coup d’arrêt » qui vise à éradiquer les vols massifs de zébus dans le Sud et 

l’Ouest du pays. Par ailleurs, le retour de Madagascar au sein de l’AGOA devrait imprimer 

un nouvel élan dans le tissu économique et social malgache avec la création massive 

d’emplois. 

 

Monsieur Le Président, 

Les enjeux du changement climatique sont énormes pour Madagascar puisque notre 

économie est basée sur des secteurs de développement sensibles au changement climatique. 

Les chiffres sont éloquents à cet égard: 75% de la population malgache vit en milieu rural 

dont 4 millions dans des régions vulnérables  et 28% de la population rurale sont en état 

d’insécurité alimentaire. 
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Si nos moyens pour atténuer les effets négatifs du changement climatique sur les activités 

socio-économiques du pays sont insuffisants, nous avons toutefois pris des mesures.  Cela 

consiste en l’élaboration de cadres juridiques comme la Politique Nationale pour la lutte 

contre le changement climatique, la Stratégie nationale du Mécanisme de Développement 

Propre et  la mise en place d’une politique de transition énergétique qui trouve  son 

fondement dans les énergies renouvelables. Il y a aussi la mise en œuvre du Plan des 

Actions Nationales d’Adaptation (PANA) et la création des différentes Structures de 

coordination des activités liées au changement climatique. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Nous adhérons entièrement au thème de cette session, à savoir, « Réaliser et mettre 

en œuvre un programme transformateur de développement pour l’après 2015 ». Notre pays 

est déterminé à créer les conditions de la mise en place d’une nation prospère et moderne. 

Et c’est tout le sens des actions que nous avons engagées autour des principes de la 

transparence, la bonne gouvernance, le respect des droits d’autrui, la démocratie et les 

droits de l’homme. 

Dans cette vision d’une nation moderne et prospère, notre objectif majeur  est de sortir la 

population de sa situation de précarité. Pour ce faire, nous avons décidé une politique 

d’amélioration de la production pour augmenter la productivité et développer un secteur 

agricole performant. 

 

Cela permettra de parvenir à l’autosuffisance alimentaire et  à Madagascar de devenir le 

pivot de la sécurité alimentaire de l’Océan indien. 

 

Nous avons aussi décidé la mise en œuvre de grands travaux d’infrastructures publiques: Il 

s’agit de travaux structurants, de construction d’autoroutes, de routes et d’œuvres d’arts, 

d’embellissements et de constructions de bâtiments, de barrages hydrauliques, 

d’assainissement en eau, sans oublier le secteur des énergies. 

 

A cet égard, nous développons un partenariat innovant en matière de structure de 

financement et en matière de partenariat. Outre les financements classiques émanant des 

bailleurs de fond traditionnels, nous avons en effet recours au système de PPP (partenariat 

public privé). Il s‘agit d’établir un partenariat mutuellement bénéfique aussi bien pour les 

malgaches que pour les investisseurs. 
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Une attention particulière est portée sur les dossiers favorisant l’embauche des jeunes et les 

entreprises remplissant les conditions demandées,  bénéficieront de mesures incitatives 

fortes et d’avantages fiscaux. 

 

L’autre secteur prioritaire est le tourisme. Les infrastructures touristiques sont encore en 

faible quantité et à développer. Madagascar est naturellement la destination opportune pour 

investir, notamment dans des secteurs porteurs. 

 

Nous devons relever les défis de la croissance et faire en sorte que les actions 

gouvernementales aient un impact positif et palpable sur le quotidien des 22 millions de 

malgaches dans le cadre d’un développement inclusif et durable. 

 

Monsieur Le Président, 

Madagascar a adopté un Programme transformateur pour son avenir. L’élaboration 

d’un  Plan National de Développement  procède de la volonté de l’Etat d’instaurer les 

principes de bonne gouvernance et de relance économique. Ce PND a pour ambition de 

devenir un référentiel fédérateur du secteur privé avec la société civile, des collectivités 

territoriales décentralisées mais également des partenaires techniques et financiers. 

 

La mise en œuvre du Plan National de Développement favorisera la sécurisation et la 

promotion des investissements nationaux et étrangers, ainsi que l’actualisation des cadres 

réglementaires s’y rapportant. 

 

Monsieur Le Président, 

Avant de conclure, je réaffirme la détermination de mon pays à renouveler et à renforcer 

ses engagements en faveur des différentes activités de l’Organisation des Nations Unies, en 

sus de la participation effective aux travaux habituels des Commissions et aux différentes 

Conférences organisées sous les auspices de l’Organisation. 

 

Nous citerons, l’implication tous les ans, d’éléments de contingents issus de la Gendarmerie 

Nationale, de la Police Nationale et de l’Administration pénitentiaire malgaches pour servir 

au sein de différentes opérations de maintien de la paix des Nations Unies en Afrique. 

 

Plus récemment, le Gouvernement malgache vient de répondre positivement à la demande 

des Nations Unies d’envoyer 140 éléments « d’Unités de police constituées (FPU) » pour 
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servir au sein de la Mission multidimensionnelle intégrée des Nations Unies pour la 

stabilisation en République centrafricaine (MINUSCA). 

 

Madagascar continue également à plaider pour une représentation équitable au sein du 

Conseil de Sécurité, pour que les pays directement concernés par les crises et les conflits 

puissent pleinement participer au processus d’adoption des résolutions. 

 

Monsieur Le Président, Excellences, Mesdames et Messieurs, 

 

Madagascar aspire à passer rapidement de son statut actuel à celui d’un pays qui se 

développe et dans lequel grandira une classe moyenne digne et qui verra ses revenus 

progresser pour atteindre rapidement ceux des pays émergents. Je sais que c’est possible et 

que c’est réalisable. 

 

J’ai passé un contrat moral avec le peuple malgache pour parfaire l’utilisation de nos 

richesses naturelles et de nos ressources humaines,  pour permettre à notre pays d’accéder à 

une position solide dans le circuit de la mondialisation, de se reconstruire et de contribuer 

de manière positive à la résolution des grands problèmes de ce monde.

I have no doubt that your election at this critical 

juncture in the history of human kind, will provide 

an opportunity, to increase global awareness of the 

enormous challenges that Africa, and other less 

developed regions of the world, are facing. 

 

Your great country of Uganda, has historically enjoyed close ties with my country, Malawi. 

My delegation is therefore, delighted to see you in this important position. Let me assure 

you of my full support and cooperation, and that of my government, during your tenure of 

office. 

 

Let me take this opportunity to pay tribute to your predecessor, Ambassador John William 

Ashe, for guiding the work of the 68th Session, with admirable skill and pragmatism. 

 

I would also like to thank His Excellency Mr. Ban Ki-Moon, Secretary General of the United 

Nations, for the steady manner, in which he continues to lead our global organization. 

 

National Elections  

 

Mr. President, 

On 20th May, 2014, my country held its first ever tripartite elections, which enabled 

Malawians to choose their political leadership, through a democratic and peaceful process. 

The elections ushered me into office, as the fifth President of the Republic of Malawi. I 
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would, therefore, wish to inform this Assembly, that despite few challenges, the elections 

were free, fair, transparent and credible. In this vein, let me seize this opportunity, to thank 

all electoral stakeholders, both local and international, for their dedication to ensuring 

successful elections in my country. Malawi has come out of the election much stronger 

than before. 

 

Fitieth (50th) Independence Anniversary 

 

Mr. President, 

On 6th July, Malawi commemorated her Golden Jubilee of Independence. As we 

commemorate these 50 years of peace, law and order, we have tasked ourselves, to take 

stock of the development, which the country has registered, since 1964 as well as deal with 

challenges facing the country. 

 

Much as the country has made some strides in the diverse sectors of national development, 

there is still more to be done, in order to uplift the living standards of the many Malawians, 

who continue to remain below the poverty line. They too dream of a better future that is 

only possible if we work with unity of purpose. In a quest to take development to the micro 

level, my government has embarked on a journey, to transform Malawi, for the delivery of 

satisfactory services to Malawians especially the poor and the marginalized. 

 

SADC Chairmanship 

 

Mr. President, 

As you are aware, Malawi was the chair of the Southern Africa Development Community 

(SADC), from August 2013 until August this year. During our term of office we strove as a 

region, to achieve durable and long lasting peace and stability in our countries. 

 

In this vein, let me commend my country Malawi, and the countries of Madagascar and 

South Africa for holding peaceful and credible elections. 

 

Mr. President, 

The SADC Group has been undertaking a number of efforts aimed at ending the cycle of 

conflicts and violence in the region. In the Democratic Republic of Congo (DRC), SADC 

deployed the Force Intervention Brigade (FIB), comprising troops from Malawi, South 
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Africa and Tanzania, under the aegis of the UN Organization Stabilization Missions 

(MONUSCO), as authorized by the Security Council's Resolution 2098 of 2013. SADC is 

happy and I daresay the international community as well with success that the FIB has 

achieved this far making the M23 and other negative forces in the country surrender. 

In Madagascar, SADC played a crucial role in bringing back constitutional normalcy in that 

country. 

 

In terms of international peace and security, I would like to share with this august 

gathering that Malawi has always rendered political support for the disarmament of all 

weapons of Mass Destruction. Towards this end, we have supported the resolution aimed at 

nuclear disarmament in the General Assembly. Over and above this, a couple of months 

ago, my country held an in-country workshop to come up with implementation 

mechanisms of resolution 1540 at national level to prevent the proliferation of nuclear, 

chemical and biological weapons and their means of delivery. 

 

On the same subject, Mr. President, in the Middle East, Malawi is always disheartened by 

the continuing violence and loss of life and property due to the conflict between Israel and 

Palestine. This cannot go on forever. We trust that the Two-State Solution to the conflict, 

with Israel and Palestine living side by side, in peace and harmony, is the only viable way 

to achieving lasting peace in the region. 

 

We encourage both sides to the dispute to denounce violence, exercise utmost restraint and 

employ dialogue as the sure tool to reach a political settlement. 

 

Post 2015 Development Agenda 

 

Mr. President, 

The choice of "Delivering on and implementing a Transformative Post 2015 Development 

Agenda" as the theme for this session of the General Assembly, could not be more 

appropriate. The fight against poverty, hunger, and inequality, constitutes the greatest 

challenge of our time. The theme further augurs well with the plans and aspirations of the 

people of Malawi. 

 

Malawi appreciates the consultative nature of designing the Post 2015 Development 

Agenda. Let me, therefore commend the Secretary General's initiatives, to ensure an 
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inclusive process, leading to the Post 2015 Development Agenda. With financial and 

technical support of the UN, more than fifty (50) countries conducted national 

consultations, whereby the people provided input and direction on the post 2015 

development framework. 

 

I am pleased that Malawi was one of the countries selected for these national consultations. 

The post 2015 Development Agenda ought to reflect the needs and priorities of the 

developing world. 

 

Mr. President, 

It is important that, the next global development agenda, should draw lessons on the 

successes and challenges of the current blue print, the Millennium Development Goals 

(MDGs). Rather than seeing 2015 as an end point, we must review it as the beginning of a 

new era; an era in which we eradicate extreme poverty, protect the environment and 

promote economic opportunity for all. The MDGs have played an important role, in 

concentrating our efforts around the common purpose of eradicating poverty. They have 

raised public awareness about unacceptable levels of poverty, and helped to mobilize action 

towards a fairer world. The MDGs have provided a common framework for monitoring 

progress, highlighting areas of achievement, as well as challenges. 

 

Mr. President, 

Malawi is on track to achieving four (4) of the eight (8) MDGs, namely: 

- Reducing child mortality; 

- Combating HIV and AIDS, Malaria and other diseases; 

- Ensuring environmental sustainability; and 

- Developing a global partnership for development. 

 

However, we are unlikely going to meet the other four goals, namely: 

- Eradicating extreme poverty and hunger; 

- Achieving universal access to education; 

- Ensuring gender equality and empowerment of women; and 

- Improving maternal health. 

 

Malawi, will, therefore, be proceeding to the post 2015 development agenda, with 

unfinished business of the Millennium Development Goals. 
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Mr. President, 

One reason why developing countries, like Malawi, have failed to achieve all the 

Millennium Development Goals is inadequate resources. Commitments made by 

development partners have been unpredictable and often times not fulfilled. To achieve 

delivery of the post 2015 Development Agenda, the global community should not repeat 

this mistake. More importantly, accountability and transparency as well as monitoring and 

evaluation mechanisms should be promoted. 

 

It is, therefore, imperative that as we move closer to welcoming the new global 

development agenda, we should all be mindful of the importance of global partnership for 

effective development cooperation. This would ensure successful implementation of 

programmes in the Developing Countries (LCDs). 

 

Mr. President, 

The post 2015 development agenda should not be looked at as a one size fits-all global 

development framework. Malawi is looking forward to a framework that is common, but 

differentiated enough, where developing countries, depending on their special needs and 

unique characteristics, will have flexibilities in implementing programs. 

 

My delegation is pleased with the tremendous progress made, thus far, in defining post 

2015 development agenda. It is in this context that I would like to reiterate and confirm 

Malawi's commitment to achieving sustainable development in three interconnected 

dimensions; economic development (including the end of extreme poverty), social 

inclusion, and environmental sustainability. I am convinced that Member States, gathered 

here today, will own the outcome document of the Post 2015 Development Agenda and be 

committed to its full implementation. It is also encouraging to note that Sustainable 

Development Goals (SDGs) that emanated from the Open Working Group on Sustainable 

development Goals (SDGs), have incorporated the development concerns of both developed 

and developing countries. 

 

Security Council Reform 

 

Mr. President, 
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As the August House is aware, the year 2015, will mark the seventieth anniversary of the 

United Nations. As such, it will be an occasion for us all, to bring in new energy to the 

organization, and carry out the important reforms that we have been calling for ever since. 

For instance, the limited representation in the Security Council, in view of the current 

challenges of the twenty-first century, is a source of great concern. Only by expanding the 

number of permanent and non-permanent members of the Council, and by including 

developing countries, in both categories shall we solve some of the legitimacy deficits the 

Council currently suffers. 

 

Mr. President, 

In conclusion, I want to submit that the centre of the Post 2015 Development Agenda 

should be to address the plight of hitherto disadvantaged groups such as women, girls and 

persons with disabilities in the world. It is a welt-known fact that the ugly face of poverty 

manifests itself through women, girls and persons with disabilities. 

 

It is sad that Africa, the continent to which Malawi belongs, shares the following 

worrisome statistics in terms of human development: 

 

- Its share of global poverty is as high as 30 percent; 

- Forty (40) percent of the continent's under five children are stunted; 

- Africa's share of global child mortality is 50 percent; and 

- Fifty (50) percent of Africa's children are out of school. 

 

I urge that the Post 2015 development Agenda should prioritize such challenges for redress. 

Africa has already spoken clearly about its priorities through the Common African Position 

on the Post 2015 Development Agenda and through the African Union Agenda 2063 which 

aspires for a prosperous, peaceful and integrated Africa. 

 

In this vein, I wish to call for adherence to global partnership for effective development 

cooperation principles by all stakeholders in implementing and delivering on a 

transformative Post 2015 Development Agenda. Malawi will use her position as Co-Chair of 

the Global Partnership for Effective Development Cooperation to help realize this cause.

J’ai grand plaisir à vous adresser les chaleureuses 

félicitations de la délégation du Mali pour votre 

brillante élection à la présidence de la 69ème session 

de l’Assemblée générale des Nations Unies. 

 

L’unanimité faite autour de votre personne, le 11 juin 

dernier, honore votre pays, l’Ouganda, et constitue 

un motif de fierté légitime pour toute l’Afrique. 

 

Je voudrais vous assurer, Monsieur le Président, de notre soutien total pour le succès de vos 

nouvelles fonctions, et par la même occasion, féliciter votre prédécesseur, l’Ambassadeur 

John William Ashe. Il a abattu un travail remarquable au cours de son mandat. 

 

Qu’il me soit également permis de saluer le Secrétaire général, M. Ban Ki-moon, pour son 

engagement constant dans la résolution de la crise malienne, et pour les efforts louables 

qu’il ne cesse de déployer en faveur de la promotion de la paix, de la sécurité et du 

développement dans le monde. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Vous avez fait une œuvre utile et le choix de la continuité, en proposant comme thème 

central de la 69ème session, je cite: «Réaliser et mettre en œuvre un programme 

transformateur de développement pour l’après 2015» fin de citation. Je vous en félicite. 

 

En effet, vous vous souviendrez que dès la Conférence sur le développement durable de 

2012, notre organisation commune s’est engagée dans différents processus 

intergouvernementaux afin de réaliser le mot d’ordre «Cet avenir que nous voulons». 
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À Rio de Janeiro, les Etats membres des Nations Unies ont fait le pari d’offrir un monde 

meilleur aux générations actuelles et futures. Pour concrétiser cet engagement noble, 

ambitieux et légitime, un leadership solide, une volonté politique ferme, une détermination 

constante et une perspicacité dans l’effort seront nécessaires, afin d’assurer une intégration 

équilibrée de trois piliers essentiels du développement durable, à savoir ses dimensions 

sociale, économique et environnementale. Ce que nous avons entendu ces jours-ci nous 

laisse penser que c’est faisable. 

 

Toutefois, au moment où nous entamons déjà la phase de conception du programme 

transformateur pour l’après 2015, il reste une tâche cruciale à achever. Ma délégation 

voudrait souligner à votre haute attention la nécessité de veiller à la complète exécution 

des engagements importants pris antérieurement. Aussi souhaiterions-nous qu’un véritable 

plaidoyer soit mené en faveur de l’accélération de la mise en œuvre des Objectifs du 

Millénaire pour le Développement (OMD). 

 

En résumé, je voudrais réitérer que le Mali adhère au thème central de la présente session 

qui est pertinent, grâce son approche inclusive, universelle, ambitieuse et transformatrice. 

Ce thème intègre non seulement toutes les composantes essentielles des OMD en souffrance, 

mais encore, des Objectifs du développement durable, qui seront arrêtés sur la base d’un 

processus intergouvernemental transparent. 

 

A l’instar des autres délégations, africaines et non africaines qui m’ont précédé, je demeure 

convaincu que l’élimination de la pauvreté à l’horizon 2030, devrait être l’une des cibles 

prioritaires des engagements de l’après 2015 que nous aurons à adopter. 

 

Fort opportunément, la contribution de l’Afrique au processus en cours se trouve déjà 

formalisée dans la «position commune africaine sur le programme de développement pour 

l’après 2015», adoptée lors du sommet de l’Union africaine, tenu à Malabo en juin dernier. 

 

Ladite position commune fait de la durabilité sociale, économique et environnementale la 

clef de voûte de la politique de développement du continent. Cette dernière s’articule autour 

de piliers essentiels tels que: la transformation économique structurelle et la croissance 

inclusive, la science, la technologie et l’innovation, le développement axé sur l’être humain, 

la viabilité environnementale, la gestion des ressources naturelles et des risques de 

catastrophes naturels, ainsi que la paix et la sécurité. 
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Tout naturellement, nous soutenons avec force cette position africaine dont la pertinence et 

la légitimité se passent de commentaires. Aussi, voudrais-je lancer un appel pressant à la 

communauté internationale afin qu’elle soutienne un examen diligent de la position 

commune de l’Afrique. Les préoccupations du continent y sont inscrites et elles ont été 

identifiées à la suite d’un processus conduit avec soin et minutie. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Pendant que l’échéance de 2015 est quasiment à nos portes, l’Afrique se trouve de nouveau 

confrontée à la terrible épidémie de la fièvre à virus Ebola qui sévit sévèrement cette fois 

en Guinée, Sierra Leone, Liberia et dans d’autres pays de l’Afrique de l’Ouest. L’apparition 

fulgurante et l’ampleur de ce nouveau défi ont soumis à rudes épreuves tous les systèmes 

de santé publique déjà en place. Les capacités individuelles de nos Etats, déjà fragiles et en 

pleine consolidation, ne suffiront pas à y faire face. Nous devrons mutualiser nos moyens 

et dédoubler nos efforts. Aujourd’hui plus que jamais, il importe d’adopter une stratégie 

commune face à cette épidémie qui endeuille chaque jour de nombreux foyers. 

 

En ces moments de dures épreuves, permettez-moi d’assurer ces pays frères de notre soutien 

indéfectible et de notre solidarité agissante. 

 

C’est le lieu de féliciter et de remercier les Nations, comme les Etats-Unis, la France, la 

Chine, Cuba et d’autres qui ont immédiatement réagi par une assistance de court, moyen et 

long termes, de manière urgente et équilibrée. Les annonces faites jettent des bases solides 

qui aideront à sinon à relever entièrement le défi, tout au moins à atténuer les effets de 

panique qui avaient commencé à essaimer dans les pays touchés. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

L’année dernière, du haut de cette même tribune, j’annonçais le retour de mon pays, le 

Mali, parmi les nations libres et démocratiques, avec la ferme détermination d’écrire une 

nouvelle page de notre histoire. 

 

J’annonçais également, l’amorce du processus de dialogue pour la paix et la réconciliation 

nationale, conformément aux dispositions pertinentes des résolutions du Conseil de sécurité 

des Nations unies et de l’Accord préliminaire de Ouagadougou, signé le 18 juin 2013, entre 

le Gouvernement et des groupes armés du Nord du Mali. 
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Depuis cette date, je puis vous dire que des évolutions significatives ont été enregistrées 

dans les domaines politique et sécuritaire, en matière de rétablissement de l’autorité de 

l’Etat, de la protection des droits de l’homme, du développement de l’action humanitaire, de 

l’exécution du mandat de la MINUSMA, de la Coordination des actions de développement 

et du partenariat avec la communauté internationale. 

 

Dans ce contexte, le Gouvernement du Mali a engagé une large gamme d’actions couvrant 

la décentralisation, c’est-à-dire une dévolution encore plus radicale de compétences jusque 

là détenues par l’Etat central, la réconciliation nationale et le vivre ensemble, le 

développement effectif des régions du Nord du Mali, la bonne gouvernance ainsi que la 

lutte contre la corruption et l’impunité. 

 

Participent de cette dynamique, l’organisation par le Gouvernement d’une série de 

rencontres et d’opportunités de dialogue, dont les «Etats généraux de la décentralisation» et 

les «Assises nationales sur le Nord du Mali». Ces rencontres, ont permis, de manière 

inclusive et participative, à tous les acteurs nationaux, de se mettre ensemble, d’identifier 

les faiblesses structurelles de notre système politique et institutionnel, et de jeter les bases 

d’une nouvelle gouvernance démocratique. Celle-ci prendra en compte les réalités 

profondes de notre société telles que sa diversité ethnique et culturelle, les points forts qui 

ont permis au Peuple malien d’assurer et de maintenir, malgré toutes sortes d’aléas de la 

nature et des aléas politiques répétitifs, sa cohésion sociale et sa résilience coutumière, ainsi 

que l’aspiration fondamentale à l’amélioration continue de ses conditions économiques et 

sociales. 

 

Aujourd’hui, se tissent en Alger, avec la facilitation de l’Algérie et l’accompagnement de la 

communauté internationale, les fils du dialogue inclusif inter-malien sur une paix globale 

et définitive. Il est à présent permis de croire en la conclusion, à brève échéance, d’un tel 

accord répondant aux aspirations profondes du Peuple malien. 

 

Un premier round de pourparlers directs tenu en Alger, du 16 au 24 juillet 2014, aura 

permis d’aboutir à la signature conjointe d’une feuille de route consensuelle et d’une 

déclaration de cessation des hostilités dans les régions du Nord du Mali. Le Gouvernement 

et les groupes armés du Nord du Mali poursuivent, depuis cette date, les discussions de la 

deuxième phase devant conduire à se mettre d’accord sur une vision commune du futur, à 
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apporter progressivement une solution à tous les points de divergences de vues et à 

amorcer la phase finale devant se conclure par la signature de l’accord de paix en terre 

malienne. 

 

C’est le lieu de remercier, une fois de plus, l’Union africaine, la CEDEAO, les Nations Unies, 

l’Union européenne, l’OCI, l’Algérie, le Burkina Faso, la Mauritanie, le Niger, le Nigéria, le 

Tchad, la France, la Suisse, et tous les autres partenaires pour leurs efforts inlassablement 

menés conjointement et pour leur pleine mobilisation dans l’accompagnement du processus 

de dialogue inclusif inter-malien. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

D’autres défis, auxquels nous devons apporter des réponses collectives, interpellent la 

communauté internationale dans la sous-région sahélo-saharienne dont fait partie le Mali. 

Les attaques terroristes perpétrées notamment en Libye, au Nigéria, au Kenya, en Ouganda, 

en Tunisie et au Moyen-Orient, quoique spatialement disjoints, constituent en réalité des 

menaces graves, les mêmes menaces à la paix et à la sécurité internationales. C’est le lieu 

de rendre un vibrant hommage à la mémoire de l’otage français Hervé Gourdel lâchement 

et sauvagement assassiné récemment encore en Algérie. 

 

Mon pays, le Mali, a payé et continue, hélas, de payer un lourd tribut du fait d’actes 

terroristes, suite à l’occupation des régions Nord de notre territoire par des groupes armés 

terroristes. Nous condamnons, avec la dernière énergie, toutes les formes de terrorisme et 

d’extrémisme, ainsi que les avatars de grand banditisme, de narcotrafic et de crimes 

transnationaux et transfrontaliers qui les accompagnent. 

 

Le terrorisme, singulièrement celui conduit sous la bannière de l’extrémisme religieux, est 

complètement étranger à la société malienne. C’est une société connue pour son ouverture, 

sa tolérance et pour sa pratique d’un islam modéré, fondé sur des valeurs d’humanisme et 

d’acceptation de la différence de l’autre. Nous avons la ferme conviction que rien ne peut 

justifier le terrorisme. 

 

Nous renouvelons nos sentiments de profonde gratitude à tous ceux qui se sont mobilisés 

pour le retour de la paix et la stabilité dans notre pays. Au nom de la nation malienne 

reconnaissante, nous nous inclinons devant la mémoire de tous les vaillants soldats et 
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civils, maliens et de pays frères et amis du Mali, qui ont payé de leurs vies le combat contre 

l’obscurantisme, le terrorisme et l’extrémisme violent. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Les crises politiques et sécuritaires survenues au Mali en 2012 ont mis en évidence les défis 

complexes et multiples auxquels font face tous les pays du Sahel, en matière de sécurité, de 

gouvernance, de protection des droits de l’homme et de développement. 

 

Ces défis requièrent une action concertée et diligente de la communauté internationale. Ils 

doivent faire l’objet d’un traitement global et de mécanismes spécifiques. 

 

À cet égard, je me réjouis de l’adoption de la Stratégie intégrée des Nations Unies pour le 

Sahel qui propose une approche globale et cohérente visant à trouver des solutions 

durables aux menaces et autres défis qui assaillent le Sahel. 

 

La première réunion ministérielle pour «l’établissement d’une plateforme de coordination de 

la Stratégie intégrée des Nations unies pour le Sahel», tenue à Bamako le 5 novembre 2013, 

participe de cette dynamique. 

 

A l’issue de cette réunion, les Ministres en charge des Affaires étrangères des pays du Sahel 

ont convenu de se réunir tous les six mois avec une présidente biennale tournante qui a été 

confiée, pour les deux premières années, à mon pays, le Mali. 

 

Dans cette perspective, une deuxième rencontre tenue également à Bamako, le 16 mai 

2014, a abouti à l’adoption de la feuille de route de la présidence malienne axée 

notamment, sur la coordination des efforts des partenaires et l’appropriation, aux plans 

national et régional, des différentes initiatives et stratégies sur le Sahel; 

 

Je ne saurais clore ce chapitre sans remercier les partenaires bilatéraux, multilatéraux et les 

institutions financières engagés à soutenir la mise en œuvre des projets et programmes 

ciblés dans le cadre de la Stratégie intégrée des Nations Unies pour le Sahel. 

 

Nos remerciements s’adressent également à l’Envoyée spéciale du Secrétaire général pour le 

Sahel, Madame Hiroute Guebré Selassie et à M. Romano Prodi pour leur dévouement et leur 

engagement. 
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Monsieur le Président, 

Le Mali demeure fermement attaché aux idéaux de paix et de stabilité aussi bien à 

l’intérieur qu’à l’extérieur de ses frontières. 

 

C’est pourquoi, je me félicite des progrès enregistrés sur la voie de la reconstruction et de la 

réconciliation nationales en Guinée Bissau. La bonne tenue des élections présidentielles et 

législatives, consacrent, ainsi, le rétablissement de l’ordre constitutionnel dans ce pays 

frère. 

 

S’agissant de la République centrafricaine, le Mali est profondément préoccupé par la 

détérioration de la situation humanitaire et exprime son soutien à la Mission 

multidimensionnelle intégrée pour la stabilisation en Centrafrique (MINUSCA) dont le 

déploiement rapide, nous l’espérons, permettra de mettre fin à l’escalade de la violence et 

de protéger les populations civiles dans ce pays. 

 

Au Moyen-Orient, nous suivons avec une vive inquiétude l’évolution de la situation en 

Syrie, au Liban et en Irak où les offensives du groupe terroriste de l’État islamique en Irak 

et au Levant mettent en péril l’unité et la souveraineté de ce pays, ainsi que la stabilité de 

toute la région. 

 

Au peuple palestinien, nous exprimons notre solidarité agissante et continuons à œuvrer, 

pour l’application des résolutions pertinentes des Nations Unies. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Le Mali demeure résolument engagé dans la lutte contre la prolifération des armes légères 

et de petit calibre et pour l’élimination du commerce illicite de ces armes. Pour être 

efficace, cette lutte doit être menée en synergie. Le cadre de la concertation et de la 

coopération aux niveaux régional et international offre une telle opportunité. 

 

De même, le Gouvernement du Mali déplore l’érosion du multilatéralisme dans le domaine 

du désarmement, en particulier, la paralysie prolongée dont souffre la Commission de 

désarmement. Toutefois, il convient de saluer l’adoption par l’Assemblée générale, le 2 avril 

2013, du Traité sur le commerce des armes, car elle représente une avancée réelle. 
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Monsieur le Président, 

Nous notons que les négociations intergouvernementales sur la réforme du Conseil de 

sécurité se poursuivent depuis deux décennies déjà. Les principaux enjeux semblent être : 

la catégorisation de l’appartenance, la question du droit de veto, la représentation 

régionale, l’élargissement du nombre des membres et des méthodes de travail du Conseil, 

ainsi que les relations de ce dernier avec l’Assemblée générale. 

 

Tous les Etats membres nous semblent, à présent, convaincus de la nécessité, d’une réforme 

du cadre institutionnel de l’ONU en vue de renforcer sa légitimité et de garantir son 

efficacité. Par contre, aucune avancée notable n’a été enregistrée dans le cas précis du 

Conseil de sécurité, nonobstant les appels maintes fois réitérés à cette même tribune et les 

multiples réunions consacrées à la question. 

 

L’Afrique, malgré ses 53 Etats membres sur les 193 que compte l’ONU, reste à ce jour, le 

seul continent à ne pas disposer de siège permanent au Conseil de sécurité. Cette situation 

jure d’avec les valeurs d’égalité et de justice qui sont des idéaux prônés par notre 

Organisation. 

 

L’Afrique a dégagé et soumis une position commune qui a été arrêtée à Ezulwini, réaffirmée 

à Syrte, puis à plusieurs autres sommets. Cette proposition, une solution juste et réaliste, 

plaide pour l’octroi au continent africain de deux (2) sièges permanents avec droit de veto 

et de cinq (5) autres sièges non permanents. 

 

Le Conseil, ainsi réformé, reflétera mieux les réalités géopolitiques du monde actuel et 

réparera l’injustice historique faite à l’Afrique. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Je voudrais, pour conclure, rappeler que dans ce haut lieu des Nations Unies, nous sommes 

tous rassemblés, au nom d’un idéal et d’une conscience universelle de paix, de justice et de 

liberté. Des millions de personnes dans le monde ont placé leur espoir en l’ONU pour la 

paix, la sécurité, le développement et la solidarité internationale. Nous n’avons pas le droit 

de les décevoir. 

 

En tant que communauté des nations, nous avons l’obligation et les moyens d’y parvenir 

par une prise de conscience collective et la sauvegarde de nos valeurs communes. C’est à ce 
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seul prix que nous serions à même de garantir aux générations futures un développement 

durable qui les préserverait du fléau de la guerre et de la misère.

Señor Presidente de la Asamblea General de las 

Naciones Unidas, 

Majestades, Altezas, Excelencias, 

Señoras y Señores, 

 

Es para mí un placer participar en el 69 periodo de 

sesiones de la Asamblea General de la Organización 

de las Naciones Unidas, cuyo tema central, propuesto per Vuestra Excelencia, Señor 

Presidente, gira en torno a la cuestion del desarrollo humano y sostenible, sobre todo a 

partir del año 2015. 

 

Es realmente una oportuna elección que encuentra su lugar en el centro de las prioridades 

de nuestra Organización, y representan un punto de inflexión entre las consideraciones 

socioeconomicas, medioambientales, securitarias y políticas. 

 

Por ello, he querido dedicar mi alocución a este importante tema, en consideración de que 

la postura del Reino de Marruecos con respecto a los demás puntos del orden del día de la 

sesión van a ser expuestos con ocasión de las reuniones de las comisiones de la Asamblea 

General, o en el marco de los encuentros ministeriales que se van a celebrar en paralelo. 

 

La realización del desarrollo sostenible es uno de los retos apremiantes a los que se 

enfrenta la humanidad, particularmente en lo que se refierea la busqueda del equilibrio 

necesario entre las exigencias del desarrollo socioeconomico y aquellas otras de la 
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protección del medio ambiente, junto con la necesidad de preserver los derechos de las 

generaciones venideras. 

 

Conscientes del decisivo carácter que revisten estos retos, obramos por construir un 

distinguido modelo de desarrollo, basado en los valores civilizatorios del pueblo marroquí y 

en sus especificidades nacionales, así como sobre la interacción positiva entre los principios 

de los objetivos internacionales en este ámbito. 

 

Marruecos ha conseguido materializar una pionera inciativa nacional, a fin de promover el 

desarrollo humano, al igual que ha puesto a punto unos programas ambiciosos en el ámbito 

de las energías renovables, sobre todo la solar y la eólica, ya que ello constituye los 

cimientos del desarrollo sostenible. 

 

Sin embargo, ahora no quiero exponer ante ustedes la experiencia de mi país y sus 

realizaciones y logros, sino que vengo aportando un llamamiento para hacer justicia con 

los países en desarrollo, particularmente en África, así como tratar objetivamente la 

problemática del desarrollo en este continente. 

 

Como todos ustedes saben, la realización del desarrollo sostenible no se consigue tomando 

decisiones o mediante recetas preparadas; sobre todo que en este dominio no se puede 

hablar de un solo modelo. 

 

En este sentldo, cada país posee su propia trayectoria, determinada por su desarrollo 

histórico, su patrimonio civilizatorio, así como por las potencialidades humanas y recursos 

naturales de que dispone, además de sus particularidades políticas, opciones economicas, y 

obstáculos y retos con que se enfrenta. 

 

En este sentido, lo que se aplica en Occidente no debe ser tomado como referencia única 

para determiner la eficiencia de cualquier otro modelo de desarrollo. 

Tampoco se deben hacer comparaciones entre los países, por muy semejantes que fueran 

sus condiciones o la pertenencia al mismo espacio geografico. 

 

Por ello, el primer llamamiento que quiero dirigir desde esta tribuna, consiste en la 

necesidad de respetar las especiflcidades de cada país, su trayectoria nacional y su propia 
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voluntad de forjar un modelo de desarrollo, concretamente en lo que se refiere a los países 

en desarrollo que siguen padeciendo las consecuencias del colonialismo. 

 

Señoras y Señores, 

El colonialismo ha dejado detrás de sí enormes perjuicios en los países que estaban bajo su 

gobierno. 

 

De este modo, obstaculizó el proceso de su desarrollo durante muchos años, a la vez que 

explotó sus riquezas y energías de sus hijos, produciendo profundos cambios en las 

costumbres y cultures de sus pueblos. Por otra parte, arraigó los motives de la segregación 

entre los hijos de un mismo pueblo así como sembró las causas del conflicto y la discordia 

entre los países vecinos. 

 

Así pues, a pesar del largo tiempo transcurrido, los países colonizadores asumen una 

responsabilidad histórica en las dificiles condiciones, y a veces dramaticas, que viven 

algunos paises del Sur, sobre todo en África. 

 

Ahora, tras conocer todos estos efectos negativos, no corresponde a estos países pedir a los 

del Sur un cambio radical y aceierado, en aplicación de un sistema ajeno a sus culturas, 

principios y condiciones; es como si el desarrollo sólo fuera posible según un modelo 

unico, a saber, el occidental. 

 

Sobre esta base, quiero formular el segundo llamamiento que dirijo a la comunidad 

internaclonal: es imprescindible tratar estos países, con mayor realismo y prudencia, 

comprendiendo sus condiciones con respecto a sus procesos democráticos y de desarrollo. 

 

No obstante, sin pedir permiso a nadie para colonizar países del Sur, algunos países 

occidentales, no sólo dejan de presentar el apoyo necesario a sus pueblos, sino que insisten 

en imponer sus drasticas condiciones a dichos países, obstaculizando así su natural marcha 

hacia el progreso. 

 

Incluso diría que los países occidentales y las instituciones que de los mismos dependen, 

sólo saben dar muchas lecciones y, en el mejor de los casos, unos cuantos consejos. Sin 

embargo, en cuanto al apoyo, muy escaso y siempre condicionado. 
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Es más, exigen a los países del Sur realizar la estabilidad y el desarrollo, en plazos muy 

breves y conforme a rigurosos criterios de obligado cumplimiento, sin tomar en 

consideración la trayectoria de tales países ni sus especificidades nacionales. 

 

Efectivamente, la estabilidad no puede realizarse sin el desarrollo, ni puede haber desarrollo 

sin estabilidad; ambos están relacionados con el respeto de la soberanía e integridad 

territorial de los Estados, así como con la cultura y tradiciones de sus pueblos, 

facilltandoles las condiciones de la vida libre y digna. 

 

De igual modo, el sistema de notación y clasificación de estos países, conforme a los 

criterios actualmente establecidos, suscita numerosos interrogantes. 

 

Además de dejar constancia de sus limitaciones y, en la mayoría de los casos, de su 

distanciamiento de la realidad de los países del Sur, tal sistema se ha mostrado incapaz de 

ofrecer una imagen objetiva del nivel de desarrollo humano en estos países. 

 

Aun así, lamentablemente, las pocas ayudas que se aportan, tienen lugar en la mayoría de 

los casos sobre la base de estas clasificaciones y suelen estar supeditadas a condiciones 

imposibles. 

 

Por ello, invitamos a la consideración del capital inmaterial como criterio fundamental para 

medir la riqueza de los países y proceder a su clasificación. 

 

En este sentido, los estudios realizados por el Banco Mundial demuestran que el capital 

inmaterial se basa en una serie de datos relacionados con la vida cotidiana de los 

ciudadanos, en lo que a seguridad y estabilidad se reflere, así como a recursos humanos, 

nivel de las instituciones y calidad de vida y de medioambiente. En efecto, tales elementos 

influyen de manera importante a la hora de establecer las políticas públicas. 

 

El progreso de los países no debe ser sometido a ningún tipo de notación o clasificación, 

más bien debe ser tratado como un proceso histórico, que se funda sobre las acumulaciones 

positives de cada país, respetando sus propias especificidades. 

 

Señoras y Señores, 
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Con la evocación de los efectos negativos del pasado colonial no se pretende juzgar a 

nadie; todo lo contrarlo, es más bien una sincera invitación para hacer equidad con los 

países del Sur, a través de la reconsideración de la manera de tratarlos, apoyando sus 

escalonados procesos de desarrollo. 

 

En mi discurso pronunciado en Abidjan, el pasado mes de febrero, he insistido en que más 

que ayudas humanitarias, lo que África necesita son unos partenariados mutuamente 

beneficiosos. 

 

De igual modo, he insistido en la necesidad de que África se libere de su pasado y de sus 

problemas políticos y socioeconomicos, a la vez que debe basarse esencialmente en sus 

propias capacidades para alcanzar el desarrollo. 

 

Todo ello ha quedado materlalizado en los importantes acuerdos que Marruecos ha 

concluldo con varios países africanos hermanos. 

 

Me refiero, en este caso, al acuerdo estrategico entre Marruecos y Gabón, en el ámbito de 

producción de los abonos destinados a los países africanos, a fin de contribuir al desarrollo 

y seguridad alimentaria en un continente que dispone de grandes reserves en tierras no 

explotadas, que constituyen el 60% del total mundial. 

 

He aquí un distinguido modelo de cooperación entre los países del Sur, que pone de 

manifiesto la capacidad de nuestros países para promover el desarrollo en África, 

basandose en sus propias posibilidades y aprovechando los recursos naturales de sus países. 

 

Como bien saben Ustedes, Señoras y Señores, la realización del desarrollo no se puede 

reducir a unos proyectos y créditos financieros; del mismo modo que el subdesarrollo no es 

un sinónimo de países del Sur. 

 

El problema no se debe a la naturaleza o capacidades del ser africano, dado que este ha 

dado prueba de su rendimiento y creatividad, cuando dispone de las condiciones adecuadas 

y consigue liberarse del pesado legado que le dejó el colonialismo. 

 

Asimismo, el problema del desarrollo en África no se relaciona con la naturaleza de la 

tierra y del clima, per muy inclemente que sea en algunas zonas, sino que es debldo más 
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bien a la dependencia económica, a las escasas ayudas y parcas fuentes de financiación, así 

como a la inexistencia de un modelo de desarrollo sostenible. 

 

De este modo, la aportación de ayudas a estos países no constituye una opción o un gesto 

de generosidad, sino más bien es una necesidad y una obligación, aunque en realidad lo 

que los pueblos necesitan residen en una fructífera cooperación erigida sobre el respeto 

mutuo. 

 

Tanto en la teoría, como en la práctica, ello requiere unas condiciones adecuadas para 

poder pasar de una etapa a otra en los procesos democráticos y de desarrollo, sin 

intervención en los asuntos internos de los países, que, por otra parte, están sujetos a 

respetar los principios de la buena gobernanza. 

 

Señor Presidente, 

Majestades, Altezas, Excelencias. 

Hoy, el mundo se halla ante una encrucijada en la cual la comunidad internacional está 

llamada a apoyar los países en desarrollo, para que puedan realizar su desarrollo y alcanzar 

la seguridad y estabilidad en sus respectivas regiones. De lo contrario, habremos de asumir, 

todos, las consecuendas del avance del extremismo, la violencia y el terrorismo, 

alimentados por el sentimiento de injusticia y exclusión, de los que no se salvará ninguna 

parte del mundo.

Mr. President,  

2015 will be a crucial year for the United Nations 

and the international community. 

In the coming year, we will reach the deadline for 

achieving the Millennium Development Goals and 

we will adopt the post-2015 Development Agenda 

including the Sustainable Development Goals. 

 

In 2015, we should adopt a new legally binding 

global climate agreement. 

 

The international community will also commemorate the 70th anniversary of the founding 

of the United Nations next year. 

 

Mr. President, 

At this juncture, we will have to ask ourselves to what extent we have achieved the ideals 

set out in the UN Charter and what is still to be done. 

 

We must also ask ourselves to what extent the institutional framework laid down almost 70 

years ago is still valid today. 

 

Inequality both amongst nations and within nations is still a matter of great concern. 

 

In spite of constant reference to Rule of Law at national and international levels, we still do 

not always have the possibility of recourse to adequate machinery for resolving legal 

disputes between States. 
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Within the UN itself, the principle of equality is not always honoured wheter in its 

constitutional framework or in practice. 

 

The twin pillars of Peace and Security, on one hand, and Development, on the other, 

provided in the UN Charter have been undermined by the pre-eminence of political issues 

at the expense of development issues, which are still often largely seen in terms of 

safeguarding dominant interests rather than from a global cooperation perspective. 

 

Inequality and vulnerability are increasing in rich and poor countries alike. Unemployment, 

precarious employment, lack of social protection, access to human development services, 

access to financial services are still of universal concern. 

 

The post-2015 development agenda cannot be only about human rights – civil, political, 

economic, - at the national level but must also ensure that, at the international level, the 

Right to Development is upheld. 

 

As we work on a new comprehensive development agenda, we must ascertain that no 

“right” is ignored and no one is left behind. 

 

A UN System Team proposed that the transformative change towards inclusive, people-

centred sustainable development should be guided by three fundamental principles: 

 

1. Human Rights; 

2. Equality; 

3. Sustainability; 

And have four core dimensions: 

1. Inclusive Social Development, 

2. Environmenta Sustaibability, 

3. Inclusive Economic Development, 

4. Peace and Security. 

 

Mauritius is in broad agreement with the core principles and dimensions, outlined in the 

Team’s report, that should guide the transformative change at both national and 

international levels. 
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Mr. President, 

The war against Ebola demands action from all of us and requires exceptional international 

cooperation. We welcome the initiatives announced last week and we commit ourselves to 

extending our full support to addressing this global challenge. 

 

Mr. President, 

The water we drink, the food we eat and the energy we require are vital for meaningful 

development.  

 

It is estimated that by 2025, 1.8 billion people will be living in countries or regions with 

absolute water scarcity, and two-thirds of the world population could live under water 

stress conditions. 

 

One in wight people in the world today, i.e. 842 million are undernourished. Approximately 

two billion suffer from micronutrient deficiencies. In 2030, it is estimated there will be an 

increase in food demand of more that 50%. 

 

Mauritius supports the Secretary-General’s call for the “Zero Hunger Challenge”. 

 

Promoting sustainable agriculture has to be an essential component of the new 

development framework. 

 

It is further estimated that by 2035, there will be an increase in global energy demand, by 

at least 33%. Currently, 1.2 billion people do not have access to electricity. 

 

Those growing demands will make of water, food and energy, crucial issues not only on the 

development agenda but also within the wider context of international peace and security. 

 

The international community should support developing countries, in particular vulnerable 

countries such as SIDS, in their efforts to promote water governance and integrated water 

resources management, increase the share of renewable in the energy mix and improve 

energy conservation and energy efficiency, 

 

Mr. President, 
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In order to support global development, it is crucial to have an international regime based 

on structured global cooperation that promotes technology facilitation. 

 

A Technology Facilitation Mechanism under the aegis of the UN can play a central role in 

this regard. 

 

The international community needs to recognize the vital role of women and youth and 

their enhanced participation and leadership in all areas of sustainable development. 

 

Promotion of gender equality and women’s empowerment should be one of the core issues 

in the post-2015 development agenda. 

 

All sections of the population should be at the heart of a people-centered sustainable 

development vision. 

 

Mr. President, 

The inputs of all processes initiated in Rio in 2012, including, the Opern Working Group on 

SDGs, the Intergovernmental Committee of Experts of Sustainable Developmet Financing, 

and options for the technology facilitation mechanism, need to feed into the preparation of 

the 2015 development Summit. 

 

These processes should also be included in the Secretary General’s synthesis report. 

 

The deliberations on the Third International Conference on Small Island Developing States 

that was mandated by the Rio+20 Outcome document, should be taken on board in this 

synthesis report and in the post-2015 development agenda. 

 

Since accountability is essential to assess progress, the post-2015 development agenda 

should include and accountability framework that would be universal but flexible enough 

to take into account different capacities and responsabilites. 

 

We also need more accountable and equitable global economic governance that ensures 

wider, more inclusive participation in decision-making. 
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The UN system, given its universal membership, must assume leadership and a proactive 

role in promoting sound and equitable governance in a more resilient global economic 

architecture. 

 

Mr. Presient, 

Beyond these immediate concerns, there is a number of longer-term threats that can 

dramatically affect all of us, particularly SIDS. 

 

One of these is Climate Change. 

 

Climate Risks are real and must me addressed. 

 

From meling glaciers to more frequent wild fires and intensive cyclones, flash floods, 

extreme heat waves, ocean acidification, the challenges are not a future threat but already 

existing ones. 

 

The latest IPCC report made it clear that a two-degree increase in the world’s temperature 

would be dangerous, and four degrees would be catastrophic. 

 

Climate risks are global challenges which require global solutions. 

 

Climate poses risks to the environment, but also to global economic prosperity, 

development and security. 

 

We must build on the momentum of the Climate Summit and use the opportunity in Lima 

to further raise the level of ambition leading up to a new universal climate agreement in 

Paris next year. 

 

The strong linkages between climate change adaptation and disaster risk reduction should 

be recognized. 

 

No country is immune to natural disasters but it is the most vulnerable countries and the 

most vulnerable people that are hit the hardest. 
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Mauritius looks forward to a renewed and ambitious international framework for disaster 

risk management that places disaster risk reduction as a key element of the post-2015 

development agenda. 

 

We further believe that the exogenous risks of climate change and natural disasters should 

be integrated into mainstream economic thinking and assessment of macroeconomic risks. 

 

We welcome the decision of the last Commonwealth Heads of Government meeting, to 

establish a Commonwealth Climate Finance Skills Hub, to be hosted by Mauritius, to 

address critical gaps in building the capacity of SIDS nd LDCs to identify, access and 

manage climate finance. 

 

Mr. President, 

The special circumstances, vulenrabilitis and low resilience of SIDS, should be taken into 

account with regard to financing and trade issues. SIDS need special and differential 

treatment to access concessionary sources of financing for sustainable development and to 

effectively participate in multilateral trade. 

 

Mauritius strongly supports SIDS-SIDS partnerships. SIDS can build on their commonality 

of interests to share experiences, pool resources and act collectively in commissioning 

technology or formulating legal and regulatory frameworks, for instance. 

 

Mr. President, 

The Oceans are the new frontier for economic development. For SIDS, in particular, they 

are the best scope for expanding economic space. 

 

Following a national dialogue on the Ocean Economy, the Government of Mauritius has 

published a Roadmap on the Ocean Economy. The Roadmap sets out the vision, goals and 

strategies for the development and expansion of a new pillar of our economy. 

 

In order to provide the best possible conditions for investors to operate and create wealth, 

Mauritius is putting in place an enabling environment that will support our Ocean 

Economy through an integrated and holistic approach to ensure coherence and balance 

between economic growth, social development and environment protection. 
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Promoting the Ocean Economy will unleash the potential for SIDS with respect to all 

ocean-related economic activities, both onshore and offshore. This will also enable them to 

enhance their nations’ food security, harness the winds and waves for their energy needs, 

develop new ocean-related industries and services that will create opportunities for 

entrepreneurs and employment for the youth.  

 

It is essential that we strike a balance between the various uses of the oceans and the need 

to protect our Oceans. 

 

At the Samoa Conference, the international community agreed to build upon existing 

partnerships and promote new ones in order to expand the economic space of large ocean 

States. 

 

We wish to reiterate our call for the United Nations to adopt a Global Oceans Strategu that 

will be the operational counterpart to UNCLOS. Whilst it will be for individual States to 

decide on their own Ocean Economy policies, the GOS will provide an overall vision and 

framework for sustainable development of ocean-related economic activities for policy 

makers, investors and stakeholders. 

 

Mr. President, 

The situation in the Middle East and in certain parts of Africa could have dramatic 

consequences not only for the people of these regions but also impact on gobal 

development and peace. 

 

We urge the international community to spare no effort in resolving the plight of the 

people of Palestine. Mauritius supports the two-States solution to the conflict. The people 

of the State of Palestine have sufferd for too long from the grave injustice done to them 

and must be allowed to live in dignity and peace within recognized borders. 

 

Mr. President, 

To remain credible and play the constructive role it can and must play in the new world 

order, the UN must respond to the call of its membership for reform. 

 

We have a duty to engage, in meaningful discussions on reform of the Security Council, 

revitalization of the General Assembly and the working methods of our organization. 
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Mauritius reaffirms its commitment to the African Common position that reform of the 

Security Council should include expansion in both permanent and non-permanent 

categories. 

 

The historical injustice done to Africa should be redressed and Africa should be accorded 

permanent representation on the Council. 

 

Latin America also deserves permanent representation and SIDS should be entitled to a seat 

on the Council. 

 

Mauritius further reiterates its support for India’s rightful aspiration to a permanent seat in 

a reformed Security Council. 

 

Mr. President, 

In the mid 60’s, when a wave of decoloisation was sweeping across the world the United 

Kingdom purported to create a new colony, the so-called BIOT, by carving out part of the 

territory of Mauritius. 

 

Thus, part of Mauritian territory remains under colonial rule. 

 

As long as part of Mauritian territory remains under colonial rule, decolonization of Africa 

will still remain incomplete. 

 

The dismemberment by the United Kingdom of a part of the territory of Mauritius prior to 

independence was and continues to be a blatant breach of international law and total 

disregard of United Nations resolutions. 

 

Speaking before this Assembly last week President Obama said, there is one vision of the 

world in which might makes right, but that “America stands for something different. We 

believe that right makes might-that bigger nations should not be able to bully smaller 

ones…”. 

 

This is why, last year at this very forum, Mauritius urged the United States to be on the 

right side of history and not to condone illegal acts by maintaining its presence on Diego 
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García under an unlawful arrangement with the UK which does not have a valid title to the 

island and instead to ensure that in the future, such presence is on the right side of the law. 

 

Both the United States and the United Kingdom should recognize the sovereignty of 

Mauritius over the Chagos and engage, in good faith, in meaningdul discussions with 

Mauritius over arrangements to be made in this regard. 

 

Following the statements we have heard over the last year in connection with sovereignty 

and territorial integrity, there should not be a set of standards for one part of the world and 

a different one for another part of the world. Those who show no respect for fundamental 

principles across the board lose all moral authority to preach to the rest of the world. 

 

Mr. President, 

Mauritius and France have, following bilateral discussions on Tromelin Island which forms 

an integral part of the territory of Mauritius, agreed on interim measures without prejudice 

to the sovereignty of Maurituis. An agreement reached in a spirit of cooperation and 

dialogue is a step in the right decision. 

 

As we embark on a new session, that could herald a new page in the UN’s history we 

should renew our commitment to multilateral cooperation for peace, development and 

prosperity for all nations in the new agenda we will be adopting next year.

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highnesses, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 
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The General Assembly of the United Nations has always been a forum for the exchange of 

opinions and the discussion of important international issues which affect the life of 

nations and people. This explains the privileged status it has gained within the different 

institutions of the United Nations System. This annual meeting which brings leaders 

together is a valuable opportunity to look for a common understanding for a global vision 

ensuring proposals for efficient solutions to the intemational problems at hand and which 

are capable of responding to the expectations of people around the world  

 

In this regard, I am pleased to speak to your honorable audience and present to the world, 

through your forum, what we, Africans, have done in terms of achievements and 

development, what challenges our young continent is facing, what we expect from the 

international community and what we aspire for in terms of efficient contribution in the 

management of the current situation, humanity and the construction of its future.  

 

Mister President, 

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highnesses, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

Several countries of the African continent have experienced high levels of growth in spite 

of the severe economic crisis which still prevails in the world. The average growth rate in 

the continent has reached 5% and is now close to 6%. This economic recovery is the result, 

among other factors, of the wise economic policies adopted by African governments.  

 

The promotion of local and foreign investments, the creation of new infrastructures and a 

greater attention to the most vulnerable members of the society have thus been 

encouraged.  

 

Likewise, projects and income generating activities were supported, thus contributing 

efficiently to the reduction of unemployment, in particular among young people and 

women.  

 

Africa is working relentlessly to change from a consumption space to a production zone in 

order to guarantee employment opportunities for millions of its people.  

 

Mister President, 

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highness,  
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Ladies and Gentlemen, 

The achievement of food self-sufficiency, tbe development of agricultural industries and 

poverty reduction in rural areas constitute core objectives of the African Union.  

 

In this regard, the sector of agriculture and animal resources has enjoyed great interest 

during the successive African summits. Hence, 2014 has been declared the "year of 

agriculture and self-sufficiency in Africa".  

 

The sector of agriculture employs close to 60% of the work force and represents one third 

of the gross domestic product of the continent.  

In this framework, the African summit recommended that 10% of the budget of African 

States be allocated to the development of the sector of agriculture.  

 

African governments have recognized the importance of food security and adopted efficient 

policies for the development of this vital sector. Such policies reached their objectives and 

allowed some African countries to be self-sufficient in different agricultural products while 

other countries are making steady progress on this path.  .  

 

In Africa, we aim for a fruitful cooperation with our partners, thus opening the 

international markets to our agricultural products, allowing the development of our 

capacities in the sectors of agricultural research and providing access to developed 

technologies and techniques for the preservation of the environment  

 

Mister President, 

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highnesses,  

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

When the millennium objectives were adopted in 2000, Africa did not have a common 

vision about the great development issues and its voice was not reported as required. In 

spite of this, we have worked with seriousness and vitality to reach these objectives. Today, 

Africa speaks with one voice, seeks to create development to become a healthy area free of 

scourges, wars and conflicts, and where justice, good governance and respect of human 

rights prevail. 

 

In this regard, the African leaders have taken important decisions on core issues for the 

continent, among which the vision of the African Union at the horizon of 2063 and the 
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post 2015 development agenda which focuses on tbe development of human resources and 

the eradication of poverty, disease epidemics and deadly diseases.  

 

It must be pointed out that the fight against Aids, malaria and tuberculosis has been 

reinforced through multiple programs which helped to pursue actions aiming at reducing 

the effects of such scourges. In spite of these efforts, the indicators in the sector of health 

lead us to exert every effort to consolidate our system of health, to improve access to its 

services and develop its human resources and its infrastructures.  

 

In this framework, African heads of state recently launched a strong initiative to fight 

AIDS.  

 

The sudden outbreak of the Ebola virus in West Africa constitutes a major challenge due to 

the rapid spread of the disease and the tragic end of its victims. The measures taken to 

contain the spread of this scourge remain insufficient and of limited efficiency. Every 

passing day before the discovery of an appropriate treatment of this disease increases the 

number of victims and extends its area of spread to include new zones. In spite of the 

measures taken and the efforts made, Africa has not succeeded to date to successfully face 

this epidemic. 

  

Consequently, I appeal to the international community from this tribune, as I stand here, to 

work efficiently for the provision of vaccines for the treatment of people affected by the 

Ebola virus to support the means of prevention, to control its spread and increase 

investments in the sector of scientific research in virology and endemic diseases, and to 

provide assistance to countries affected by this scourge.  

 

At this stage, we welcome the actions and initiatives of certain States and international 

organizations in favor of the countries affected by the spread of this disease.  

 

Mister President, 

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highnesses, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

The phenomenon of illegal immigration and the tragedies it engenders every day invite us 

for a strong action to find efficient and rapid solutions. We cannot just count the bodies 
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washed up onto the beaches or undertake rescue operations at sea for thousands of 

migrants crammed in unsafe boats.  

 

Illegal immigration which is a complex phenomenon is the cumulated result of economic 

factors and practices linked to organized crime. Consequently, whatever the level of 

vigilance in border surveillance and the rigor of the laws, putting an end to the waves of 

migrants from South to North will be unsuccessful. Therefore, this will require appropriate 

solutions taking into consideration the real causes of this phenomenon and allowing the 

creation of appropriate conditions to guarantee more employment opportunities and a 

dignified life for the African youth.  

 

Mister President, 

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highnesses; 

Ladies and Gentlemen,  

Good governance constitutes the prior condition to the success of development efforts. The 

African political elite is fully aware of this situation and is committed to promoting the 

collective freedoms and the consolidation of democratic system as the best mean of 

managing public affairs.  

The African union has taken dissuasive provisions against all attempts at taking over the 

power by non democratic means, which provided a boost to democratic practice, 

established pluralism and led to the organization of several transparent elections.  

 

The democratic system involves, in essence, the participation of all the components of the 

civil society. The nature of African societies has imposed the establishment of positive 

discrimination in favor of women, allowing them access to elective offices and decision-

making spheres in order to guarantee more gender justice.  

 

In this framework, the youth enjoys priority in development plans and in the political and 

social policies of African countries. It is foreseen that the population of the continent will 

reach three billion individuals at the horizon of 2050, of which the youth represent two 

thirds. This demographic situation which is specific to the continent calls for the refocusing 

of investments on infrastructure and social services, and giving priority to housing, 

employment, human resources development, diversification of energy sources and health. 

Focus must also be placed on teaching and vocational training in line with needs of the 
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market, which will contribute to controlling unemployment and allowing the youth to 

showcase their talent.  

 

As a matter of fact, the unemployment faced by our societies is not the result of the lack of 

employment opportunities, but in most cases it is the result of the inadequacy between the 

training outputs and the actual needs of the job market.  

 

Mister President, 

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highnesses, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

In the domain of security, we are facing today many dangers resulting from the 

multiplication of hotbeds of tension, terrorism, organized crime and trafficking of drugs, 

arms and people. All these dangers have a cross-border nature and some African regions 

have not been spared due to the weakness of democratic practice, the growing of 

encapsulated identities and cultures as well as economic crises with the associated social 

tensions and the precarious situation of the educational system, and their consequences in 

terms of unemployment and excesses among the youth.  

 

In order to face such challenges, the African Union established efficient mechanisms using 

the African peace and security architecture which includes the Peace and Security Council 

and the African Rapid Crisis Reaction Capability.  

 

In spite of the efforts and achievements, the fight against terrorism remains an 

international responsibility which calls for a close collaboration between all the members 

of the international community, as it is understood that no country can, alone, eradicate 

this phenomenon.  

 

The fruitful cooperation between the United Nations Security Council and the African 

Council for Peace and Security helped, in an efficient manner, to find solutions for many 

armed conflicts in our continents. However, and in spite of such efforts, the resolution of 

the situation in Somalia is still complex. Similarly, the situations in Libya, North Nigeria 

and Central Africa constitute real cause for concern.  

 

In Libya, the situation keeps deteriorating dangerously and regrettably, outlining the 

premises of a civil war which threatens the unity of the country, exposes its people to exile 
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and risks to expand its dangers to neighboring countries if the international community 

does not intervene to help the Libyans to find a peaceful and consensual solution 

guaranteeing the unity and stability of Libya. 

 

In North Nigeria, the Boko Haram movement continues to carry out criminal assassinations 

of innocent people, kidnapping of women and destruction of entire villages. In order to 

face this terrorist group, it is necessary that Africa and the rest of the international 

community join their efforts for a decisive action to eliminate this danger which threatens 

the whole region.  

 

Concerning the Republic of Central Africa, the efforts of the African peace force, with the 

support of friendly forces, helped to end the massacres and prevent the conflict from 

evolving towards a global civil war. But tension between the social components still 

prevails. This requires that we encourage the Central African stakeholders to make use of 

this stage of the transition to overcome all that is likely to hinder the peace and stability 

process in the country.  

 

However, these situations should not make us overlook the achievements made in the 

consolidation of peace in many torn regions. In this framework, we welcome the progress 

made in the region of the Great Lakes, in North Mali and in the Republic of South Sudan. 

 

Mister President, 

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highnesses, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

The Sabel was one of the first regions to experience the phenomenon of terrorism. But 

thanks to the close security cooperation between the countries of the region and the 

international solidarity, the terrorists were pushed back and the activities of illegal 

trafficking networks were paralyzed. Africans has rigorously faced a difficult situation in 

North Mali. Thus, several countries of the continent, along with international friendly 

forces fought against terrorist groups. The risk of terrorism was removed from the vital 

areas which served as a base for the launching of criminal terrorist operations. The French 

intervention was determinant and appropriate. Likewise, history will retain the great 

sacrifices made and which are still made by the brave soldiers from Tchad. But the region is 

still exposed to security risks which are for now relatively contained.  
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The eradication of terrorism in the Sahel constitutes a major challenge which adds to the 

requirements for development and poverty reduction. There is a close correlation between 

development and security, as it is not possible to imagine sustainable development without 

security, or security without global development.  

 

In this context, the countries of the region are aware of the need to create a regional 

framework for the coordination of the efforts to develop the area, on the one hand, and for 

struggling against the danger of terrorism and cross-border crime, on the other hand. 

Hence, the Group of 5 countries of the Sahel was created during the summit of member 

States held in Nouakchott last February.  

 

The international community is invited to join Africans in their hopes and legitimate 

aspirations for peace, security and sustainable development.  

 

Mister President,  

Your Majesties, ExceIlencies and Highnesses, 

Ladies and Gentlemen,  

The conflict in the Middle East, which escalates from time to time, without any hope of 

clear and definite solution in spite of the multiple Arab and international initiatives, 

constitutes a permanent danger to peace in the world.  

 

This requires that the parties in contlict accept to make sacrifices, even painful ones, and 

that the international community put more pressure and take action to find a rapid and fair 

solution to this conflict on the basis of the international resolutions in the matter, 

including those which guarantee to the Palestinian people the establishment of an 

independent State with Al Qods Echerive as its capital.  

 

Additionally, the dangerous situations in Syria and Iraq which are the results of the 

expansion of terrorism constitute a great cause for concern for the international 

community.  

 

We welcome the measures taken recently to face the terrorist groups in Iraq and we invite 

the parties in contlict in Syria to denounce violence and to engage in negotiation to avoid 

more destruction to their country. 
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Likewise, the crisis in Ukraine must be resolved peacefully and rapidly in order to preserve 

peace in the world and prevent the situation from generating tensions between the major 

powers.  

 

Mister President, 

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highnesses, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

The African continent aims to reinforce its presence in forums and international 

institutions, in compliance with its dimension and role, so that these forums and 

institutions become more representative of people and nations. If the United Nations 

General Assembly is an international institution in which all the countries are represented 

equally, the status of permanent member of the Security Council remains the monopoly of 

a restricted number of countries. This privilege which dates back to the second world war 

of the last century no longer expresses the international geopolitical reality and does not 

take into account the profound transformations experienced throughout the world. Today, 

Africa holds an important position in the world and plays a considerable role within the 

international community; this predisposes Africa to its permanent representation in the 

United Nations Security Council.  

 

It is important to engage in negotiations on the conventions to extend the permanent and 

non permanent representativeness within the Security Council in order to obtain results as 

soon as possible.  

 

The establishment of justice at the intemational level also entails a refonn of the world 

economic system to make it more equitable through a greater promotion of the role of the 

United Nations in the efforts to reinforce transparency, the regulation of the financial 

system and the encouragement of the necessary investments for sustainable development.

Your Majesties, Excellencies and Highnesses, 

Ladies and Gentlemen,  

Finally, I should like to express to you, Mister President, Majesties, Excellencies and 

Highnesses, participants in the 69th United Nations General Assembly, my sincere thanks for 

the considerable efforts made for the success of our current session.  
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The achievement of noble objectives for which the United Nations were established remains 

dependent upon the freedom of the people of the world to exercise their right to 

development and to take advantage of wealth and progress so that all mankind will live in 

dignity, freedom, justice and equality.

Mr. Secretary-General, 

Excellencies, 

Ladies and Gentlemen, 

 

It is a great honour for me to address the 69th session 
of the United Nations General Assembly, on behalf of 
H.E. Mr. Armando Emilio Guebuza, President of the 
Republic of Mozambique, who could not attend this 
august gathering due to national cormnitments. 
However, he wishes this session of General Assembly successful deliberations. 

I would like to take this opportunity to congratulate His Excellency Sam Kutesa, a 
distinguished son from our sisterly country, Uganda, on his unanimous election to preside 
over this session of the General Assembly. 

Mr. President, we firmly believe that your vision, wisdom and leadership will guide us to a 
comprehensive and result oriented transformative development agenda. I take this 
opportunity, to assure you, Mr. President, of the full support and collaboration of the 
Delegation of Mozambique in the fulfilment of your noble mission. 

I also wish to pay our tribute to His Excellency Ambassador John William Ashe, for his 
devotion and for the pragmatic manner in which he presided over the 68th session of this 
august body, and for his relentless efforts to constructively guide the on-going debate on 
the architecture of the next development agenda. 

 

Mr. President,  

2015 will be a historical year, since the United Nations will reach a monument landmark 
namely: the celebration of its seventieth (70th) anniversary. This celebration will be enriched 
by the goal set in the year 2000, to halve poverty rates in the world by the year 2015, the 
conclusion of the next development agenda, and the adoption of a new framework for 
climate change. 
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In this regard, we welcome the theme of this General Assembly – “Delivering on and 
Implementing a Transformative Post-2015 Development Agenda" as it will enhance the on-
going deliberations, under the United Nations umbrella, on the next development agenda, 
galvanized by the regional and sub-regional visions on this important matter. 

In our deliberations, the results and challenges experienced in the implementation of the 
Millennium Development Goals (MDGs) will, without a doubt, be of reference to shape the 
next development agenda. 

We recognize that much has been done in the framework of the MDGs. However, apart 
from accelerating the achievement of all goals, it is important to guarantee the 
sustainability of those that were achieved and accelerate the implementation of those that 
are still lagging behind. 

It is our strong belief that the principle of inclusiveness must also be taken into 
consideration, in order to build a common vision and to ensure global commitments and 
shared responsibilities in the implementation of the next development agenda. 

To this end, Mozambique undertook a national consultation process on the Post- 2015 
Development Agenda, a process that echoes our vision that sustainable development can 
only be achieved with a shared responsibility between governments, civil society and 
private sector. 

Mozambique's national consultation process resulted in a robust call for the next 
development agenda to list the eradication of poverty as its overarching objective. To this 
end, it should ensure the promotion of equitable, sustainable and inclusive economic 
growth, focusing on women and youth. 

The consultation also emphasized the need for the following: 

 

- Eradication of poverty and hunger, translated in the improvement of living standards 
through the access to better social services, such as education, health, social welfare, safe 
drinking water, sanitation and energy; 

- Preservation of peace and political stability, promotion of democracy and human rights 
protection; 

- Economic diversification and transformation to speed-up technological modernization in 
sectors such as agriculture, industry, tourism and infrastructures; 

- Protection of marine and land biodiversity, including sustainable use of natural resources; 

- Effective parmership for development, particularly for access to science, technology and 
innovation; 

- Further enhancement North-South cooperation, in the framework of global partnership, 
in order to commit the developed countries to meet their internationally agreed 
development goals obligations; 
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- Strengthening of South-South cooperation; and 

- Agreement on a common methodology to monitor and evaluate national progress. 

 

In addition, the experiences and challenges we faced in the implementation of the MDGs, 
particularly in the accomplishment of Goal 8 - A global partnership for development, 
underline the need for a greater commitment of our development partners to increase their 
Official Development Assistance and for funding climate resilience and disaster prevention 
efforts in developing countries. In this regard, a Transformative Post-2015 Development 
Agenda should include the need to strengthen its financing mechanisms, concomitant with 
the need to raise the contribution of domestic financing. 

These expectations coincide with the emerging common vision at sub-regional, regional 
and global levels. Therefore, in our view, it is a premonition that the agenda will be 
adequately inclusive and bring the much needed transformation to deliver a world that is 
truly fit for all. 

 

Mr. President, 

At this critical juncture, the successful conclusion of the Doha Development Round is a 
matter of urgency. Its contribution to the materialization of the development agenda, as a 
whole, cannot be overemphasized. In this regard, we are encouraged by the WTO attempts 
to restore the Doha negotiations and by the adoption of the Bali Package, fundamental 
steps in the architecture of the Doha Round. 

We are also encouraged by the positive trends in the development of Africa. As the 
Secretary General states in his report on the Work of the Organization, Africa continues to 
snake steady development gains. Economic growth reached 4% in 2013 and is projected to 
reach 5.3% in 2014. Foreign direct investment increased and substantial progress has been 
made towards the attainment of the Millennium Development Goals. 

 

Mr. President, 

If these positive developments are to be sustained, a transformative development agenda 
should reflect Africa's priorities and special needs, as expressed in its colmnon position on 
the Post-2015 Development Agenda. 

In addition, this encouraging enviromnent can only be possible in the context of peace, 
political stability, democracy and respect for human rights. Therefore, we regret that 
conflict prevention, peacekeeping and rebuilding of war-torn states remain among the most 
complex challenges facing the United Nations and the international Comnunity as a whole. 

Indeed, this session takes place in a context of grave instability and conflicts in the world, 
with enormous economic costs and severe humanitarian consequences that are 
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unacceptable. Additionally the complexity of some of the conflicts poses a challenge to the 
authority of the United Nations and, consequently undermines the founding principles of 
the Organization as well as the role of multilateralism in addressing global concerns. 

We have been challenged by the dramatic evolution in the strands of terrorism threats, 
which spare no part of the world. Therefore, Mozambique welcomes the result of the 
Security Council session held on 24th September 2014 that calls for an urgent boost, in 
international cooperation, to prevent the support and flow of terrorist fighters to and from 
conflict zones. 

As we craft our collective strategy to deal with all forms of manifestation of this human 
scourge, we should not lose sight of the following elements: 

 

- Strengthen multilateral approaches in full compliance to the United Nations Charter; 

- Address the root causes of terrorism. This scourge cannot and should not be associated 
with any religion, nationality or civilization; 

- Address the underlying conditions such as poverty, injustice, social exclusion and 
marginalization that serve as a fertile ground for extremist ideologies to breed and thrive. 

 

In an interdependent and globalized world, multilateralism refers to collective and 
cooperative actions needed to address global challenges in a transparent, inclusive and 
effective manner, thus contributing to order, stability and predictability. 

In this context, the United Nations must be strengthened in order to continue to effectively 
play its role as the epicenter of multilateralism. To this end, today more than ever before, 
we must take concrete actions to reinforce the strategic role of the United Nations in the 
architecture of the global governance. 

Notwithstanding the prevailing challenges to the maintenance of international peace and 
security, we are encouraged by the efforts in place towards the restoration of peace and 
stability in Mali, Somalia, the Democratic Republic of Congo, the Central African Republic, 
the Sudan and South Sudan. 

We are also encouraged by the latest developments in Guinea-Bissau, as a result of the 
general elections that brought about promising first steps towards the much needed 
political stability, precondition for this sisterly country to progress towards the socio-
economic development. 

These achievements call our attention to the importance of cooperation and coordination 
between the United Nations and the African Union and, indeed, with the sub-regional 
bodies, to effectively address the range of conflict management problems, through 
preventive diplomacy and mediation initiatives that allow for rapid responses to regional 
and sub-regional crises. 
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Mr. President, 

The principle of the right to self-determination continues to be central to the full 
enjoyment of human rights. In this context, the United Nations ought to continue to be 
engaged in the fulfillment of these rights by the peoples of Palestine and Western Sahara. 
Mozambique reiterates its full support to a just and lasting solution to the problem of 
Palestine through peaceful means, in accordance with the International Law and all the 
relevant Resolutions of the United Nations. 

On the Western Sahara, we note with encouragement the new initiative taken by the 
Chairperson of the African Union to appoint H.E. Joaquim Alberto Chissano, former 
President of the Republic of Mozambique, as a Special Envoy to the P5+Spain, an effort to 
step up the search for a solution that will ensure the fulfilment of the right of the 
Saharaoui people to self-determination, to which Mozambique reaffmns its unconditional 
support. 

 

Mr. President, 

As I mentioned at the beginning of my statement, the advent of 2015 represents an historic 
opportunity for the United Nations to reshape global commitments in many ways. As we 
celebrate the 70th anniversary of the United Nations we must seize the momentum to make 
concrete steps to accelerate, in a sustained manner, the ongoing process of reforms in the 
organization, in particular the reform of the Security Council. 

The United Nations inability to solve conflict situations and political instability in the 
Middle East and Eastern Europe poses a challenge to its authority as the universal entity 
and multilateral political forum to foster dialogue in the framework of multilateralism. 

This situation is worsened by the lack of substantive progress in the reform of the Security 
Council, almost fifteen years after the international community recolmnitted itself to this 
important endeavour. 

It is our hope that the 69th session of the General Assembly will deliver the much awaited 
reform to democratize its representation and working methods and strengthen its role in 
the prevention of conflict and promotion of international peace and security. 

 

Mr. President, 

Freedom of choice of political system and of trade is an inalienable right of all states, 
irrespective of their size. In this regard, the need to bring to an end the economic, 
commercial and financial embargo imposed by the United States of America against Cuba 
continues to be a matter of concern, for it is politically motivated and hinders the socio-
economic development of Cuba. For these reasons, Mozambique associates itself with all 
those countries that demand the immediate termination of this unfair unilateral measure. 
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Mr. President, 

Mozambique is fully committed to the global agenda for peace and security, democracy 
and sustainable development. 

At the national level, this commitment is translated by our political will to strengthen 
democracy in the country and the adoption of a poverty reduction strategy that is people-
centered and promote sustainable development. 

The regularity with which elections at different levels are held shows our unquestionable 
determination to consolidate the democratic system and defend its underlying values. As a 
result, on 15 October this year, Mozambique will hold its 5th multiparty general elections to 
elect the President and the Parliament and the 2nd elections for Provincial Parliaments. 

On the economic sphere, Mozambique has enjoyed a steady economic growth for more 
than a decade which, coupled with the support of our development partners, including the 
United Nations, allowed for the hnprovement of the delivery of social services and enabled 
us to be on track on the attainment of the majority of the MDGs. 

In addition, the natural resources recently discovered represent a challenge and an 
opportunity to further advance national socio-economic progress. The development of new 
sources of clean and renewable energy such as bio-fuels is a priority for the Govermnent 
and due attention is being given to prevent competition with food production initiatives. 

Therefore, emphasis is being put on the following aspects: 

 

- Improvement of agriculture production and productivity in a sector that will continue to 
play a key role in our development efforts; 

- Human capital development to address the new emerging economic challenges; 

- Promotion of a strong private sector to take advantage of the opportunities brought about 
by the discovery and exploitation of the natural resources; 

 

It is our firm conviction that with peace and stability we will continue to successfully 
address the development challenges facing Mozambique, which have poverty eradication 
and sustainable development as the epicentre. 

 

Mr. President 

As part of our commitment to peace and stability, in June, Mozambique hosted the Third 
Review Conference of the Convention on the Prohibition of the Use, Stockpiling, 
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Production and Transfer of Anti-Personnel Mines and on their Destruction, also known as 
Ottawa Convention. 

I would like to seize this opportunity to thank all participants, as well as all partners that 
made this event a successful one. 

We are engaged to continue our efforts to declare the country free of land-mines, and thus 
contributing to fulfil one of the most important steps of our obligations under the 
Convention. 

 

Mr. President 

To conclude, I wish to reiterate Mozambique's commitment to continue engaged in the 
international efforts to address the current global problems.

Your Majesties,  

Your Excellencies, Heads of State and Government,

Ladies and Gentlemen,  

 

Mr. President,  

I am proud to see you, a distinguished son of Africa 
preside over the 69th Session of the General Assembly. I extend warm congratulations to 
you on your election. I also congratulate the President of the previous Session.  

 

Mr. President,  

This Session is taking place at challenging a time on the global stage. Several African 
countries are confronted by an unprecedented outbreak of the deadly Ebola disease; the 
200 girls abducted in Nigeria by Boko Haram terrorists are yet to be found; and the 
destructive bombardment of Gaza by Israel ended only 45 days ago.  

At the same time, the enemies of peace continue to pose threats to peace and stability 
through bombings, kidnappings and gruesome executions of innocent and helpless people.  

Yet, fourteen years ago, world leaders met in this Hall and reaffirmed the faith of humanity 
in the enduring values and principles of the Charter of our organization and all it stands 
for: a peaceful, prosperous and just world. These values should characterize our discussions 
during this Session, guided by our timely theme: “Delivering on and Implementing a 
Transformative Post-2015 Development Agenda”.  

There is no doubt that this theme presents an opportunity for us to pause and reflect on the 
successes achieved and the obstacles encountered since the adoption of the Millennium 
Development Goals (MDGs), 14 years ago.  
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The MGDs set ambitious targets to bring about a better world through inclusive 
development, greater freedom from want, better security and increased prosperity, 
especially for the marginalized populations around the world.  

The pertinent question now is: How have we fared in meeting these targets? This is an 
important consideration as we look forward with the aim to “Deliver on, and Implement a 
Transformative Post-2015 Development Agenda”.  

In Namibia, the implementation of the MDGs has made many positive impacts. The 
percentage of our people living in extreme poverty has been reduced by more than half. 
Primary school enrolment has reached 100 percent. Clean drinking water has been provided 
to many communities. Health care delivery has reached many communities, where there 
was none. The rates of new HIV infection cases have stabilized and we have extensively 
rolled out ARV treatment, with a coverage of 85 per cent and PMTCT at 90 per cent in 
2014. We are moving closer to eliminating malaria as public health threat.  

At the global level, the implementation of the MDGs has brought about positive changes in 
the lives of millions of people, especially in developing countries. Therefore, we have a 
strong foundation to bring about a better world for humanity through the Sustainable 
Development Goals.  

Towards this end, a sustained focus should continue to be placed on meeting the basic 
needs of all human beings and the protection of the natural environment on which we all 
depend for our livelihoods. In this context, the root causes of social strife, poverty, and 
political conflicts must be addressed holistically.  

Developing countries, particularly in Africa, continue to suffer the most from the adverse 
effects of climate change. To mitigate these effects, Namibia calls for the implementation of 
the Plan of Action, adopted at 2013 Windhoek Conference of Parties of the United Nations 
Convention to Combat Desertification, COP11 as well as the Namib Declaration.  

We also applaud the Secretary General for hosting the Climate Change Summit during this 
Session. Its outcome should complement the negotiations within UN Framework 
Convention and Climate Change, towards a meaningful global agreement in 2015. A 
coordinated approach is crucial to pursuing and achieving a sustainable and transformative 
Post-2015 Development Agenda.  

I believe that in order to ensure success, our discussions and interactions on the Post-2015 
Development Agenda should be guided by the principles articulated in the Millennium 
Declaration, the outcome document of Rio +20, titled the Future We Want, as well as the 
outcomes of the major UN conferences and summits on economic, social and 
environmental matters. Similarly, the concerns of African countries contained in the 
African Common Position should be integrated in the Post- 2015 Development Agenda.  

As we begin the implementation of the Post-2015 Development Agenda, we must 
demonstrate the necessary political will and create strong global partnerships to realize our 
shared goal of achieving a transformative sustainable development agenda. This should be 
supported by the mobilization and effective utilization of public and private resources at 
domestic and international levels.  
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Mr President,  

The growing instability around the world affects us all. Hence, ongoing efforts on the 
reform of the United Nations System, particularly the Security Council must be concluded 
without delay in order to reflect the contemporary geo-political realities.  

Ongoing conflicts and instability in some parts of the world, particularly in South Sudan, 
Somalia, Mali and the Central African Republic (CAR), remain a source of concern. We 
applaud the efforts of the Government of the DRC, MONUSCO and the Intervention Brigade 
for neutralizing the negative forces in the eastern part of the DRC.  

We call upon the UN, particularly the Security Council to continue supporting the 
Government of the DRC and SADC to effectively carry out the voluntary disarmament, 
demobilization, repatriation, resettlement and reintegration programme of the negative 
forces.  

 

Mr President,  

Namibia supports the participation of women in peace keeping and peace building 
operations around the world. We are proud to have contributed one of the largest female 
police contingents to the ongoing African Union-United Nations Hybrid Operation in 
Darfur. In this context, we call for the full implementation of the UN Security Council 
Resolution 1325 on Women, Peace and Security.  

 

Mr President,  

Namibia continues to call for the unconditional lifting of the economic embargo against 
the government and people of Cuba. This embargo negates the efforts of the United Nations 
aimed at reducing poverty and achieving the Millennium Development Goals in UN 
member states. The listing of Cuba as a state sponsor of international terrorism is totally 
unjustified, and should be rejected.  

We call for the full implementation of all relevant UN resolutions regarding the peaceful 
settlement of the questions of Palestine and Western Sahara. The International community 
must fulfill its obligations to ensure that the people of Palestine and Western Sahara realize 
their inalienable rights to self-determination.  

Namibia condemns the abduction of more than 200 girls and other innocent people by 
Boko Haram terrorists in the Federal Republic of Nigeria.  

We commend the efforts of the Nigerian Government in addressing this problem and call 
for their immediate and unconditional release of those abducted.  
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We support the ongoing joint efforts by the international community to confront and 
overcome the deadly Ebola disease in some African countries. Towards this end, we have 
contributed an amount of N$11 million to the fight against the Ebola disease.  

 

Mr President,  

As prescribed by the Namibian Constitution, my term of Office as President will come to an 
end early next year. This is, therefore, the last time that I address the General Assembly as 
President.  

I would like to thank Your Excellencies Heads of State and Government for the excellent 
co-operation that you have rendered to me and my country during my tenure of office. I 
trust that you will extend the same cooperation to my successor.  

 

Mr President,  

Finally, let us reaffirm our collective political commitment to accelerate the achievement of 
the MDGs, as we move towards the implementation of the Post-2015 Development Agenda.

Les crises sociopolitiques, les extrémismes religieux, 

les conflits armés, le terrorisme, la criminalité 

transfrontalière, les revendications identitaires, les 

problèmes de développement, les effets du 

changement climatique et les pandémies comme celle 

provoquée actuellement par le virus Ebola, sont 

aujourd’hui des préoccupations d’une extrême 

importance qui interpellent tous les acteurs de la 

communauté internationale. 

 

Afin de relever les défis de la promotion de la paix, de la stabilité, de la sécurité et du 

développement, il nous faut renforcer davantage l’esprit de partage et de solidarité. 

«Réaliser et mettre en œuvre un Programme transformateur du développement pour l’après 

2015» que vous avez bien voulu retenir comme thème principal du débat général de la 

présente session  et qui s’articule d’ailleurs harmonieusement avec celui de la 68ème 

Session, nous donne l’opportunité, encore une fois, d’approfondir ces grandes questions qui 

nous préoccupent tous. 

 

«L’après 2015» est déjà là et l’élaboration d’un programme au-delà de cette échéance exige, 

au préalable, de faire un état des lieux, un bilan de la mise en œuvre des Objectifs du 

Millénaire pour le Développement (OMD). 

 

En dépit des progrès remarquables enregistrés dans la mise en œuvre de certains de ces 

objectifs, il est désormais établi que de vastes écarts persisteront pour d’autres, lorsque le 

programme sera à terme. 
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S’agissant du Niger, par exemple, la mise en œuvre de l’initiative « 3N » nous a déjà permis 

de réaliser la cible C de l’OMD 1 relative à la réduction de moitié des personnes qui 

souffrent de la faim. La FAO a reconnu que dans ce domaine le Niger a obtenu des résultats 

impressionnants en un temps record. Notre pays a également réalisé la cible A de l’OMD 6 

avec un taux de prévalence du VIH/SIDA de 0,4% en 2012 pour un objectif cible de 0,7% 

en 2015. 

 

S’agissant de la réduction de moitié de la proportion de la population dont le revenu est 

inférieur à un dollar par jour, de l’éducation primaire pour tous, de l’égalité des sexes et de 

l’autonomisation des femmes, de la mortalité des enfants de moins de cinq (5) ans, de la 

mortalité maternelle, de l’environnement durable, des efforts importants ont été réalisés 

mais les objectifs ne seront probablement pas atteints en dépit de la mise en œuvre du 

Programme de Renaissance, en cours depuis mon élection en 2011.  

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Dans l’élaboration de l’Agenda post 2015, nous devons naturellement retenir tous les 

objectifs du millénaire non atteints et prévoir des mesures pour éviter que ne se dégradent 

les objectifs déjà réalisés. Par exemple, la question du dividende démographique doit être 

une des priorités de cet Agenda. Le dividende démographique, il est bon de le rappeler, c’est 

à la fois la transition démographique et la croissance économique inclusive. Plus 

précisément, le dividende démographique c’est la réduction de la mortalité maternelle, de la 

mortalité infanto-juvénile et de la maîtrise de la natalité d’une part et le développement 

durable avec ses trois piliers, économique, social et environnemental d’autre part. La 

transition démographique doit renforcer la croissance durable, qui, à son tour, doit 

accélérer la transition démographique. 

 

Je demeure convaincu que la meilleure méthode contraceptive, le meilleur préservatif, c’est 

le développement durable. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

L’agenda post 2015 sera dominé par les «3D», c’est à dire la Défense (sécurité), la 

Démocratie, le Développement. 

 

Il est d’ailleurs heureux que la communauté internationale ait désormais établi une 

corrélation étroite entre ces trois défis fondamentaux qui inter-réagissent l’un sur l’autre. 
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La paix et la sécurité mondiales sont aujourd’hui menacées par le terrorisme, par le crime 

organisé, par les revendications identitaires et par l’accroissement des inégalités qui ont 

pour conséquence l’aggravation de la pauvreté dans le monde. 

 

De l’Irak à la Libye, de la Syrie au Nigéria, du Mali à la Somalie, les ennemis porteurs de la 

menace terroriste mènent un combat non conventionnel, asymétrique. Ils mènent une 

propagande par les actes, cherchent à contrôler les populations  par la terreur, en 

égorgeant, en violant, en enlevant des jeunes filles comme à Chibok  au Nigéria, en prenant 

des otages qu’ils échangent contre rançons. La guerre menée contre eux n’est plus cette 

guerre conventionnelle, industrielle dans la perspective de laquelle nos armées ont été 

formées, mais une guerre au sein de la population qui n’est, certes, pas nouvelle, mais qui a 

pris ces dernières années, une ampleur exceptionnelle. Pour y faire face, il faut changer de 

paradigme ; passer du paradigme de la guerre conventionnelle au paradigme de la guerre 

au sein des populations. Cela suppose que nos pays reforment leurs armées. 

 

Cela suppose que nos pays forment des forces spéciales capables de s’adapter aux méthodes 

de l’ennemi. Pour éradiquer l’Etat Islamique (ou Daesh) et le front Al Nosra en Irak et en 

Syrie, pour neutraliser les organisations djihadistes en Libye, pour vaincre AQMI et les 

Mourabitounes au Sahel, notamment au Mali, pour chasser les Shebab de la Somalie, pour 

étouffer Boko-Haram au Nigéria, la communauté internationale doit se fixer un but 

commun et une stratégie commune, en concertation avec les pays concernés. Le but 

politique commun, c’est la défense des institutions démocratiques et la protection des 

populations. La stratégie, quant à elle, doit nécessairement intégrer le tarissement des 

sources de financement du terrorisme, que ces sources soient les Etats, la drogue ou les 

paiements de rançons. Elle doit aussi s’attaquer à la stratégie terroriste de propagande par 

les actes, propagande  relayée, malheureusement, en boucle par les médias et les réseaux 

sur internet. Par ailleurs, un règlement juste de la question palestinienne pourra 

certainement contribuer à la lutte contre ce fléau. 

 

Voisin de la Libye, du Nigéria et du Mali, le Niger est très préoccupé par la situation qui 

prévaut dans ces pays. 

 

En Libye, la communauté internationale, en rapport avec les pays voisins, doit créer les 

conditions de neutralisation des milices, réconcilier tous les Libyens sans exception, former 
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un Gouvernement d’Union qui organisera des élections sous l’égide de la communauté 

internationale. La mission actuelle d’appui des Nations Unies doit être remplacée par une 

structure plus robuste, en l’occurrence une mission de stabilisation et d’édification des 

institutions. C’est à la communauté internationale de prendre une grande initiative 

diplomatique, sous l’égide du Secrétaire Général des Nations Unies, en vue de promouvoir 

une réconciliation nationale qui doit consacrer la fin de la violence et du chaos, ainsi que 

l’émergence d’un Etat de droit véritable. En tout état de cause, comme dirigeant d’un pays 

voisin de la Libye dont l’économie et la sécurité ont été gravement affectées par ce qui s’y 

déroule depuis trois (3) ans, ma conviction est qu’il est dangereux de laisser le cours actuel 

des événements en l’état. Il faut donc avoir le courage de changer radicalement de 

perspective et d’agir de façon à faire droit à la seule aspiration du peuple libyen à  vivre en 

paix. 

 

S’agissant du Nigéria, « Boko Haram » y fait montre  d’une agressivité et d’une barbarie 

jamais observées auparavant. Avec ses récentes incursions au Cameroun et l’occupation de 

territoires de plus en plus importants allant jusqu’à menacer  Maiduguri, la capitale de 

l’Etat de Borno, la preuve est clairement faite que ce groupe terroriste nourrit des desseins 

plus larges qu’on ne le pensait. C’est dire que plus d’efforts et de coopération s’imposent 

tant au niveau régional qu’international afin de pouvoir y faire face efficacement. C’est 

dans cette perspective que les Chefs d’Etat et de Gouvernement du Cameroun, du Niger, du 

Nigéria, du Tchad, pays membres de la Commission du Bassin du lac Tchad, plus celui du 

Bénin, se réuniront à Niamey, au Niger, le 7 Octobre 2014 pour mutualiser leurs efforts de 

lutte contre cette grave menace. 

 

S’agissant du Mali, je salue le dialogue inter-malien inclusif qui se déroule actuellement 

sous l’égide de l’Algérie. Je fonde l’espoir que ce dialogue débouchera sur un accord qui 

respectera l’unité et l’intégrité du territoire malien. Au Mali comme en République 

centrafricaine, la question de l’unité est fondamentale. La boîte de Pandore de la 

balkanisation ouverte ailleurs en Afrique doit être refermée, si l’on ne veut pas que 

s’embrase l’ensemble du continent. 

 

L’avenir de l’Afrique est dans son unité. La meilleure façon de sortir des frontières héritées 

de la colonisation n’est pas de créer de nouvelles frontières sur des bases ethniques ou 

confessionnelles mais de dépasser les frontières actuelles par l’intégration. 
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Monsieur le Président, 

La sécurité du monde ne pourra être assurée que par des Etats dotés d’institutions 

démocratiques fortes et stables. Le programme post 2015 doit en faire une de ses priorités. 

 

La sécurité du monde ne pourra pas non plus être garantie tant que persisteront les 

inégalités : inégalités des échanges entre nations, inégalités des revenus au sein des 

nations. Les inégalités sont moralement inacceptables et économiquement inefficaces. C’est 

pourquoi, la lutte contre les inégalités a toujours été la question de fond que nous devons 

cesser, désormais, d’éluder  si nous voulons un monde plus juste, plus humain et plus 

prospère. Cette lutte doit être au centre du programme post 2015. 

 

Les observateurs sont unanimes à dire que l’Afrique, avec ses taux de croissance 

économiques élevés, est le continent du 21èmesiècle. Cela est vrai, mais à condition que notre 

continent sorte définitivement de l’échange inégal, à condition qu’il sorte définitivement du 

pacte colonial qui en a toujours fait un simple réservoir de matières premières, souvent 

cédées à vil prix comme au vieux temps où des esclaves ou de vastes territoires étaient 

acquis en contrepartie de miroirs, d’épingles, d’aiguilles et autres pacotilles. 

 

L’Afrique sera effectivement le continent du 21ème siècle le jour où elle transformera elle-

même ses matières premières, c'est-à-dire le jour où elle prendra la part qu’elle mérite dans 

la production industrielle mondiale. L’Afrique sera le continent du 21ème siècle le jour où ses 

rapports avec les autres nations seront régis par le commerce équitable et non par l’aide 

publique au développement. 

 

L’Afrique sera le continent du 21ème siècle le jour où y naîtra une immense classe moyenne 

qui sera la conséquence d’une bonne gouvernance politique et économique, notamment 

d’une meilleure répartition des revenus permettant de faire reculer la pauvreté. 

Actuellement, d’après une étude de la Banque Africaine de Développement la classe 

moyenne africaine définie comme étant la couche d’africains disposant d’un revenu entre 2 

et 20 dollars par jour représente environ 30% de la population.  Notre ambition doit être de 

porter cette proportion à 80%. 

 

La vision contenue dans l’agenda 2063 de l’Union Africaine laisse supposer que nous 

sommes sur la bonne voie. Il est dans l’intérêt de la communauté internationale d’intégrer 

dans le programme post 2015 les priorités de l’agenda de notre continent. 
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Monsieur le Président, 

Le 21ème siècle doit être celui de l’équipement de l’Afrique en infrastructures routières, 

ferroviaires, énergétiques et en nouvelles technologies de l’information et de la 

communication. Ce sera aussi le siècle de l’agriculture pour  nourrir une population de plus 

en plus nombreuse, de l’éducation, notamment la formation professionnelle et technique 

qui permettra à chaque jeune d’avoir un métier. 

 

Mais pour que nos enfants et nos petits enfants aient des chances d’avoir une qualité de vie 

meilleure, nous devons relever le défi du changement climatique. C’est le lieu de féliciter le 

Secrétaire Général, Monsieur Ban Ki Moon pour avoir eu l’heureuse initiative de convoquer 

une Conférence sur le climat dont les conclusions pourront servir de base aux décisions que 

la Communauté Internationale est appelée à prendre à la Conférence de Paris sur le climat, 

au mois de Décembre 2015. 

 

Nous avons l’impératif devoir de sauver notre planète dont la température augmente du fait 

des gaz à effets de serre avec comme conséquences, pour prendre l’exemple de la région du 

Sahel, une baisse de la pluviométrie, une réduction des débits des cours d’eau et leur 

ensablement comme le montre le cas du fleuve Niger, l’assèchement du lac Tchad qui a 

perdu 90% de sa superficie en cinquante ans, passant de 25.000 km2 à 2.500 km2,  des 

phénomènes extrêmes d’inondation et de sécheresse, une réduction du couvert végétale, 

notamment la disparition des forêts, une réduction de la biodiversité, une réduction des 

rendements agricoles et donc un appauvrissement des populations dont la frange jeune 

devient une proie facile pour le terrorisme et le crime organisé. Or, depuis la Conférence de 

Copenhague, on constate, non pas une diminution, mais un accroissement des émissions de 

gaz à effet de serre. Si rien n’est fait, l’augmentation de la température risque de franchir la 

barre de 2°c d’ici 20 à 30 ans et d’atteindre 4°c d’ici la fin du siècle. Nous devons donc 

nous ressaisir en mettant l’accent sur la promotion d’énergie propre comme l’hydro-

électricité, le nucléaire, et le soleil (sous réserve dans ce dernier cas d’en créer les conditions 

de la compétitivité). 

 

Nous devons aussi promouvoir une agriculture intelligente, agir sur les secteurs industriel, 

des transports et du bâtiment. 

 

Je fonde l’espoir que l’humanité ne manquera pas le rendez-vous de Paris. 
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Je fonde l’espoir que nous saurons mettre en œuvre un modèle de développement qui 

permettra de sauver notre planète. 

 

Je fonde l’espoir que nous parviendrons à construire un monde plus juste et plus humain.

Let me begin by expressing the best 

wishes of the Government and people of 

the Federal Republic of Nigeria, on your 

assumption of the Presidency of the 69th 

Session of the General Assembly. Your 

election is indeed, a fitting compliment to 

your invaluable and inspiring 

contribution to international diplomacy. 

 

May I also express my warm appreciation to your predecessor, Ambassador John Ashe, for 

the astute and steadfast manner he steered the affairs of the 68th General Assembly. I thank 

the Secretary General, Ban-Ki-Moon not only for his relentless commitment to the work of 

the UN, but especially his tireless efforts to address the challenges of world peace and 

security. 

 

Mr. President, we are meeting at a time when the world looks with expectation towards 

2015, which marks the end of the Millennium Development Goals, and the launch of its 

successor, the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). We must ensure, at all levels, that 

the SDGs reflect the goals and aspirations of the regions of the world. Indeed, if the SDGs 

are to drive development and also meet the aspirations of developing countries for poverty 

elimination and sustainable growth, collective ownership of the emerging process must be 

our priority.

For us in Africa, our expectation is that the new SDGs will be people centred. They must 

promote peace and security, structural economic transformation, inclusive growth, food 

security for all, environmental sustainability, and the shared benefits from science and 

technology. Indeed, the gains of the MDGs must be incorporated into the emerging 

mechanism. 

 

We applaud the wide-ranging recommendations of the Report of the Inter-Governmental 

Committee of Experts on Sustainable Development Financing on domestic resource 

mobilization, international development assistance, private sector finance, and supportive 

global enabling environment. 

 

My country is honoured to have been accorded the privilege, jointly with Finland, of 

leading this work as Co-Chairs of the Intergovernmental Committee of Experts, as 

mandated by Heads of State and Government in Rio. Along with the work of the Open 

Working Group on Sustainable Development Goals, the report provides a solid basis for 

intergovernmental negotiations for the post-2015 development agenda. 

 

Nigeria takes cognisance of the need to create the enabling environment for rapid 

development. We are committed to strengthening institutions and improving governance 

systems, in order to ensure efficiency of resources and the process itself. 

 

Mr. President, 2015 also marks the 70th Anniversary of the establishment of the United 

Nations.  Even though the Charter underlines the imperative to save succeeding generations 

from the scourge of war, the world has continued to witness the ravages of war and human 

suffering. 

 

Today's terrorism, manifested sometimes in insurgency, is vicious and aimless. Its 

consequences are extremely agonizing, marked by a tendency to annihilate victims, and 

completely destroy infrastructure and properties. The involvement of foreign fighters has 

remained a common feature of terrorist groups - whether Al Qaieda in the Maghreb, Al 

Shaabab in Somalia, Boko Haram in Nigeria, or the newly emerging Islamic State (I.S). 

 

The new dimension introduced by I.S. to conquer territory and establish its destructive 

ideology, is a major challenge that must be collectively halted before it becomes the norm. 
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This refocuses attention on the need to review present tools for United Nations 

peacekeeping operations. 

 

Mr. President, the violent and criminal activities of Boko Haram have continued to pose a 

potent challenge to the government and people of Nigeria. Through a wave of terror, 

assassinations, bombings, and now abductions and kidnappings predominantly in the 

North East of the country, Boko Haram is attempting to truncate development, by murder 

and mayhem, in these areas. In April, our innocent daughters were abducted from a 

Secondary School, in Chibok – North East Nigeria.  This callous and criminal act has 

attracted empathy and support for Nigeria across the globe. 

 

I would like to take this opportunity to thank all the countries and organizations that 

expressed solidarity with us, and have continued to support our determined efforts to free 

our daughters. Although it has been over three months since they were abducted, we have 

never relented in our efforts to set them safely free. Together with our partners, we are 

working assiduously to free our daughters and reunite them with their families. 

 

To this end, I wish to thank the Government of France for organizing and hosting the 

Special Summit on Security in Nigeria, in Paris in May, 2014. The outcome of the French 

process and the follow-up in London, Washington and Abuja has helped to galvanize 

regional action and is already yielding positive results. Let me underline today, that we 

shall not waiver until we end this mindless war on the innocent, and bring all the 

perpetrators to justice. We will triumph over terrorism. 

 

Mr. President, the failure of unanimity of action by the Security Council over pressing 

challenges to global peace and security, in Syria, Iraq, the conflict in Ukraine, and the 

renewed aggression between Israel and Palestine, have strengthened the case for the reform 

of the Security Council. 

 

Today's challenges can only be resolved by a Security Council whose working methods 

engender transparency, inclusivity, and common ownership through equitable 

representation of all regions in the decision making process of the Council. It is imperative 

that we take advantage of 2015, which also marks the 50th Anniversary of the 1965 

reform, to make concrete progress on the reform of the Council. 
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Our view is for a fast-tracked process, in line with the initiative of His Excellency John 

Ashe, President of the 68th General Assembly, for establishing a working Group on reform. 

Indeed, the Security Council requires the collective resolve of all member states to ensure 

that 2015 brings decisive progress. 

 

Mr. President, Your Excellencies, while Africa, and in particular, West Africa, battles 

conflicts and terrorism, with progressive results, the region is now being devastated by the 

outbreak of the deadly Ebola Virus Disease (EVD). 

While Nigeria was able to respond effectively to control the spread of the disease, the 

situation in Liberia and Sierra Leone requires sustainable, collective global action to 

contain. Through the concerted efforts of our healthcare professionals, the World Health 

Organisation and our international partners, we have been able to contain the EVD and we 

can confidently say that Nigeria is today, Ebola-free. 

 

We have however continued to support efforts at containing the spread of the disease in 

Sierra Leone, Liberia and Guinea. In addition to the direct donation of a total of three and a 

half million dollars ($3.5m), we have provided training and capacity building support to 

the three countries.  

 

It is pertinent to stress the need for the international community to properly appreciate the 

enormity of the EVD challenge. Indulging in isolationist and discriminatory tendencies will 

only worsen an already critical situation. To prevent the disease from becoming a global 

catastrophe, the UN must accord it the concerted effort it deserves. 

 

Mr. President, there is no doubt that much has been discussed on limiting the ozone layer 

depletion,  since the commencement of negotiations under the United Nations Framework 

Convention on Climate Change (UNFCCC) in 1994. However, the extent of progress in key 

areas, particularly in limiting the contribution of man-made activities to Green House 

emission, is yet to be determined. 

 

Mr. President, Nigeria appreciates the indispensable role of the UN in the search for 

solutions to all of these challenges: terrorism; global peace and security; the environment; 

and forging sustainable economic development. We have been, and will remain a reliable 

and active partner, especially as we collectively work to resolve the new and emerging 

threats to global peace and security. 
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Mr. President, on May 29, 1999, Nigeria ended military rule after the inauguration of a 

democratically elected president. Come February 2015, the country will conduct the 5th 

post-military-rule general election. As elected president by the people, we shall conduct 

elections based on global best practices to further strengthen our democratic institutions.

Mes félicitations vont aussi à l’endroit de Monsieur John Ashe, pour avoir présidé avec 

succès la soixante huitième Session de l'Assemblée Générale des Nations Unies, Session au 

cours de laquelle la situation de mon pays a été largement débattue et fait l'objet de 

différentes résolutions du Conseil de Sécurité. 

 

Je tiens à exprimer tout particulièrement a Monsieur Ban Ki-Moon, Secrétaire Général de 

l'Organisation des Nations Unies, toute ma gratitude et celle du peuple Centrafricain pour 

son dynamisme et son engagement en faveur de mon pays, engagement qui s'est 

matérialisé par sa visite en avril 2014 à Bangui au cours de laquelle il a touché du doigt la 

realité de la crise Centrafricaine. 
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C'est surtout le lieu d'adresser solennellement à toute la Communauté Internationale ici 

représentée, la profonde reconnaissance du Peuple Centrafricain pour son engagement sans 

faille et sans relâche en faveur de mon pays en détresse. Cette reconnaissance va 

précisément a l'endroit des Chefs d'Etat de la Communauté Economique et Monétaire de 

l'Afrique Centrale (CEMAC), de la Communauté Economique des Etats de l'Afrique Centrale 

(CEEAC), de l'Union Africaine (UA), de l'Union Européenne (UE), de la Médiation

Cette reconnaissance va également à l'endroit de la France avec la détermination 

exemplaire de son Président, des Etats Unis d'Amérique ainsi que des Membres du Groupe 

International de Contact sur la République Centrafricaine pour leur soutien sans cesse 

renouvelé aux Autorités de la Transition dans leur recherche de la sécurité, de la paix et de 

la stabilité dans leur pays. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Excellences, Mesdames, Messieurs, 

La présente Session se tient dans un contexte ou mon pays connait toujours une situation 

préoccupante aux plans sécuritaire, humanitaire et économique qui nous interpelle tous en 

tant que Etats Membres de la Communauté Internationale. 

 

L'instabilité politique et les conflits internes récurrents depuis plus de deux décennies ont 

plonge la République Centrafricaine dans une situation de vulnérabilité extrême. 

 

Depuis décembre 2012, la République Centrafricaine est secouée par une des plus graves 

crises de son histoire. Le peuple centrafricain s'est retrouve dans une situation dramatique. 

 

Après la démission de mon prédécesseur le 10 Janvier 2014, j'avais répondu aux cris de 

détresse de la population Centrafricaine en me présentant à l'élection du nouveau Président 

de la Transition. Mon élection a suscité beaucoup d'espoir au sein de la population de mon 

pays qui a accueilli l'élection de la Première Femme Présidente Centrafricaine que je suis, 

comme le signe d'une rupture et d'un nouvel avenir. 

 

J'ai alors senti le poids de la responsabilité qui m'incombait désormais et pris la mesure de 

la situation dont j'ai hérité. 
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Avec détermination, je me suis immédiatement attaquée a cette situation, avec le soutien de 

la Communauté Internationale, conformément a la feuille de route de la Transition dont les 

principaux axes sont la restauration de la sécurité et la consolidation de la paix, le 

règlement de la crise humanitaire grave, le rétablissement de l'autorité de l'Etat sur toute 

l'étendue du territoire, la relance des activités économiques et l'amélioration de la gestion 

des finances publiques, sans oublier la tenue des élections libres, transparentes et 

démocratiques. À cela s'ajoute le retour des refugiés et déplacés internes qui constitue aussi 

un défi qu'il nous fallait relever. 

 

Aujourd'hui, je voudrais me réjouir de ce que mes appels à la communauté internationale 

pour appuyer les efforts de la Transition ne sont pas restés sans réponses puisque des 

appuis multiformes nous ont été apportés grâce auxquels le pire a été évité dans mon pays. 

Ces efforts conjugués ont abouti a des avancées perceptibles tant au plan sécuritaire qu'aux 

plans humanitaire, économique et politique. 

 

Au plan sécuritaire 

 

Je voudrais encore saluer l'adoption par le Conseil de Securité de la Résolution 2149 le 10 

avril 2014 autorisant le déploiement de la Mission Multidimensionnelle Intégrée des 

Nations Unies pour la Stabilisation en République centrafricaine (MINUSCA) qui a constitué 

une réponse forte de la Communauté Internationale à la crise Centrafricaine et qui a abouti 

depuis le 15 Septembre dernier au transfert de l’autorité de la MISCA à la MINUSCA. 

 

Je tiens à remercier tous les Etats qui ont mis a la disposition de cette Mission leurs 

contingents ainsi que leurs contributions matérielles et financières. Nous fondons beaucoup 

d'espoir sur le déploiement de cette Mission qui devrait contribuer de manière effective et 

efficace a la sécurisation du pays, à la paix et au développement durable. 

 

Il n'en demeure pas moins que la réussite de cette Mission dépendra aussi de l’implication à 

ses cotes des forces de défense et de sécurité nationales susceptibles d'apporter un support à 

cette Mission pour leur connaissance du terrain. 

 

Je voudrais solliciter la grande compréhension et la mansuétude de la Commission des 

sanctions pour que l'embargo sur les armes en République Centrafricaine soit réexaminé. 
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Parallèlement à cela, il est aussi urgent, au sortir du forum de Brazzaville qui a abouti a la 

signature d'un accord de cessation des hostilités, d'aller au désarmement de tous les 

groupes armés, à la reforme du secteur de la défense et de la sécurité et surtout à la mise en 

œuvre du programme de désarmement, démobilisation et réinsertion (DDR). Là aussi, nous 

aurons besoin de l'appui conséquent de la Communauté Internationale. 

 

Au plan humanitaire 

 

Des efforts notables ont été enregistrés depuis le mois de janvier 2014. À ce jour, le nombre 

des déplacés internes est passe de 900 000 a 175.000 personnes. Ce qui signifie que 81% de 

ces déplacés internes ont quitté les sites de fortune pour regagner leur communauté. 

 

Malgré cette amélioration, la situation humanitaire de manière générale reste préoccupante 

car tributaire de la situation sécuritaire fragile, notamment dans l’arrière-pays. 

 

Des efforts doivent être concentrés sur le retour des 400.000 réfugiés dans les pays voisins. 

De même, les ressources mobilisées à ce jour ne couvrent que 48% des besoins 

humanitaires exprimés. Sur ce volet, nous attendons les autres décaissements pour aider au 

retour des déplacés et des exilés dans leurs foyers habituels. 

 

Au plan économique 

 

L'économie de la République Centrafricaine a été frappée de plein fouet par cette crise 

profonde. II en est résulté que le taux de croissance du pays est tombe à - 36 % en 2013, le 

plaçant du coup en récession profonde. Dans l'ensemble, les populations éprouvent encore 

d'énormes difficultés d'accès aux produits de première nécessité en raison aussi des 

tensions inflationnistes. 

 

Grâce à une diplomatie active, la République Centrafricaine a bénéficié des appuis 

budgétaires d'urgence des pays de la CEMAC et de la CEEAC, d'un Accord signé avec le 

FMI pour la conclusion d'un programme à titre de facilité des crédits rapides; d'appuis 

budgétaires de la Banque Mondiale, de la Banque Africaine de Développement, de l’Union 

Européenne ainsi que des Accords signés avec la France pour un appui budgétaire.

Au-delà des annonces, la mise à disposition effective de ces fonds permettra de relancer les 

activités économiques et d'engager le pays sur la voie de la croissance. Le Plan d'Urgence et 

de Relèvement Durable (PURD) a été conçu pour répondre efficacement à la crise 

économique et l'une de nos fortes attentes à l'endroit de la Communauté Internationale est 

de nous apporter tout l'appui nécessaire à la mise en œuvre effective de ce plan. 

 

Au plan du dialogue politique et de la réconciliation nationale 

 

Afin de permettre le mieux vivre ensemble entre tous les centrafricains, j'ai toujours mis 

l'accent sur le désarmement des cœurs et des esprits, en vue d'une véritable réconciliation 

nationale. 

 

Le premier pas ayant été franchi à Brazzaville le 23 juillet 2014, par la signature de 

l'Accord de cessation des hostilités, par tous les acteurs de la crise. Il est désormais question 

de poursuivre le processus en terre Centrafricaine en donnant d'abord l’occasion aux 

populations à la base de poser leur propre diagnostic de la situation du pays assorti de leur 

vision de l’avenir et en réunissant ensuite tous les acteurs de la crise autour d'une table 

pour réfléchir au nouveau pacte républicain de refondation de l'Etat. 

 

La République Centrafricaine formule le vœu ardent qu'une attention particulière soit 

accordée à ce processus politique dont la réussite dépendra aussi des moyens conséquents 

de sa réalisation. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Excellences, Mesdames, Messieurs, 

Je voudrais me réjouir de la pertinence du thème qui a été choisi pour l'Assemblée Générale 

de cette année. Ce thème devrait donner lieu a une évaluation des acquis des Objectifs du 

Millénaire pour le Développement (OMD) et des défis émergents. II vient à point nommé 

puisque notre monde est encore secoué par des crises de tout genre en Afrique, au Moyen 

et Proche Orient, en Asie, en Europe de I'Est et en Amérique Latine. 

 

La fièvre hémorragique Ebola qui sévit dans la région d'Afrique de l’Ouest avec le risque 

d’une expansion au-delà de cette région est un autre défi de l'heure à cause des 

conséquences économiques et humanitaires néfastes à l'échelle de nombreux pays. 
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Je voudrais saisir cette tribune pour adresser aux pays frères d'Afrique touchés par ce fléau 

qui a causé tant de morts mes sincères condoléances et celles du peuple centrafricain.  

 

Egalement je présente mes condoléances et celles du peuple Centrafricain au Président 

Français François Hollande et au peuple Français pour l'ignoble assassinat d'Hervé Gourmet 

qui nous a tous émus. 

 

Ce lâche assassinat vient opportunément rappeler la nécessité d'une lutte plus accrue contre 

le terrorisme qui demeure une grande menace pour la planète et un réel obstacle à la 

promotion de la sécurité et de la paix internationale. La République Centrafricaine plaide en 

faveur d'une plus grande mobilisation de la communauté internationale contre le terrorisme 

et notamment contre la secte Boko Haram qui opère au Nigeria et au Cameroun non loin 

des frontières de mon pays et contre la LRA qui sévit encore sur le territoire de ce pays. 

 

De la même manière, la République Centrafricaine est contre la prolifération des armes 

légères et de petit calibre qui continuant de faire l'objet d'un commerce illicite et qui 

alimentent les conflits les plus dramatiques dans le monde, en Afrique tout 

particulièrement. La République Centrafricaine félicite les efforts consentis pour aboutir à la 

signature du traite sur le commerce des armes et a l'adoption de la résolution 2117 (2013) 

du Conseil de Sécurité sur la non-prolifération des armes légères et de petit calibre dont elle 

attend une application effective sur son territoire. 

 

Lié aux situations de guerre, il y a la question de la justice et des Droits de l’Homme. Je 

suis fortement engagée contre l'impunité. La République Centrafricaine en tant que partie 

au Statut de Rome continuera de soutenir les actions de la Cour Pénale Internationale dans 

sa lutte contre l'impunité pour les crimes les plus graves qui touchent l'ensemble de la 

communauté internationale et particulièrement mon pays. 

 

Dans ce cadre, la République Centrafricaine appuie l’initiative prise par la France et le 

Mexique en vue de l’allégement de l’utilisation abusive du droit de véto pour les cas de 

massacres contre les populations civiles, de crimes de guerre et de génocide. 

 

Mon pays s'était engagé pour l'atteinte des OMD en élaborant, pour la période 2008- 2010, 

une stratégie nationale dénommée Document de Stratégie de Réduction de la Pauvreté qui 

a été mise en œuvre et qui a permis quelques résultats palpables, notamment dans les 
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domaines de l'eau/assainissement et de l'éducation. Une nouvelle version de ce document 

pour la période 2011-2015 a aussi été élaborée qui a connu un début de réalisation jusqu'à 

la survenue des dernières crises qui ont tout remis en cause. 

 

Si la République Centrafricaine veut s'arrimer aux OMD, il lui faut consentir des efforts de 

rattrapage exceptionnels. Compte tenu de la fragilité de sa situation actuelle, cela ne peut 

être possible qu'à condition d'un concours exceptionnel de la Communauté Internationale. 

 

C'est le lieu d'attirer l'attention de la Communauté Internationale sur les pays enclavés sans 

littoral comme le mien et d'en appeler à la solidarité internationale pour qu'une aide 

conséquente leur soit accordée afin d'alléger le poids lié à leur vulnérabilité économique 

tout en facilitant la mise en œuvre du programme d'action d'Almaty. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Mesdames et Messieurs, 

Je voudrais saluer les efforts consentis par la communauté internationale pour estomper le 

changement climatique et ses impacts négatifs sur le monde et encourage fortement tous 

les pays à ratifier l'amendement de Doha au protocole de Kyoto, de reconduire les principes 

de la convention cadre des Nations Unies sur le changement climatique dans le nouvel 

accord qui sera adopté à Paris en 2015. 

 

La République Centrafricaine est contre toutes les velléités de partition et les menaces 

contre l’intégrité territoriale des nations. À ce titre, elle soutient la position du Royaume du 

Maroc sur la question du Sahara et ce, conformément aux Résolutions 1754 (2007) et 2152 

(2014) du Conseil de sécurité des Nations Unies.

Je m’en réjouis d’autant plus que cette 69ème 

session ordinaire de l’Assemblée Générale de notre 

Organisation se tient dans une conjoncture 

internationale particulièrement délicate, marquée par 

trois phénomènes qui, si nous n’y prenons garde, vont retarder à coup sûr la réalisation de 

l’objectif ainsi fixé. Je veux citer le terrorisme, la résurgence en Afrique de la maladie à 

virus Ebola et les nombreuses atteintes à la paix en divers endroits de la planète. 

 

En dépit des louables efforts déployés aussi bien par les Etats que par les organisations 

internationales, le terrorisme, une des formes extrêmes de l’intolérance humaine, continue à 

faire, dans le monde, des victimes aussi nombreuses qu’innocentes. 

 

L’Afrique, jadis épargnée par cette forme de violence aveugle, en est aujourd’hui l’épicentre. 

Les populations de la Libye, du Mali, du Kenya, de la Somalie, du Nigeria et de tant 

d’autres pays d’Europe, d’Amérique et d’Asie, sont ainsi régulièrement endeuillées par des 

attentats, des prises d’otages et des exécutions sommaires. 

 

Y faire collectivement face s’impose à tous les Etats membres de notre Organisation, à la 

fois comme une obligation morale, et comme la seule stratégie efficace, si nous voulons 

éradiquer sûrement et rapidement cette barbarie. 
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Depuis la dernière session de l’Assemblée Générale, un problème majeur de santé publique 

perturbe tout autant la marche de l’Afrique vers son développement. Il s’agit des pertes en 

vies humaines que le virus Ebola inflige à certains pays de l’Afrique subsaharienne soit, en 

moins de six mois, plus de 2.000 morts, dont une quarantaine dans mon propre pays. 

 

L’Afrique mène un combat héroïque contre ce virus. 

 

Elle mérite d’être soutenue. 

 

Je sais gré à la communauté internationale qui, consciente que, au-delà des populations 

africaines aujourd’hui touchées, c’est l’humanité toute entière qui est menacée, a témoigné 

aux pays affectés une solidarité à la fois touchante et efficace. 

 

Je remercie la communauté internationale pour son appréciable appui technique et 

logistique dans la riposte contre cette épidémie. 

 

Je forme le vœu de voir à l’avenir ce bel exemple de fraternité humaine prendre le pas sur 

la concurrence aveugle à laquelle nous assistons si souvent, et se manifester avec autant de 

ferveur dans d’autres secteurs. Quant à la République Démocratique du Congo, touchée 

pour la septième fois, elle a non seulement réussi à contenir cette nouvelle épidémie là où 

elle avait éclaté, dans le territoire de Boende, Province de l’Equateur, mais aussi apporté 

son concours à la lutte contre l’épidémie en Afrique de l’Ouest.

Démocratique du Congo est prête à envoyer de nouveau ses experts dans les autres pays 

affectés. 

 

Je saisis cette occasion pour annoncer, du haut de cette tribune que, forte de son 

expérience de plus de trente ans dans la gestion des épidémies d’Ebola, la République 

Démocratique du Congo va mettre en place, dès le mois d’octobre prochain, des centres de 

formation pluridisciplinaires pour former un personnel de santé à même de répondre, en 

qualité et en quantité, aux besoins des pays africains qui sont ou seraient à l’avenir touchés 

par ce type d’épidémie.

Quant aux guerres qui embrasent diverses parties du monde, notamment le Moyen-Orient, 

l’Ukraine, la Syrie, l’Irak, la Libye et la République Centrafricaine, il y a lieu, d’une part, de 

rappeler que notre Organisation a été créée à la suite d’une guerre mondiale, afin de mettre 

en place des mécanismes capables de prévenir, sinon de gérer des situations qui n’apportent 

au monde que le deuil et la désolation et, d’autre part, de se demander pourquoi, des 

décennies après la Conférence de San Francisco, l’humanité parait à ce point incapable de 

préserver et de garantir la paix.

We are living through a period of unprecedented 

progress in human development. The success of the 

Millennium Development Goal framework 

demonstrates that international cooperation remains 

strong, though we wish the expected results would 

come faster. 

 

Even on climate change, if the public and private 

sectors work together to increase investment in 

scientific research, we can look forward to a future 

where countries no longer have to choose between 

green energy and economic growth. 

 

While we work on building peace and well-being in Africa, crises elsewhere in the world 

have aroused grave concern. Efforts to address them seem to have little effect, and in some 

cases may even make things worse. 

 

Two critically important public goods have been consistently undervalued by the 

international system in its approach to conflict resolution and peacebuilding: these are 

physical security and national identity. 

 

When security breaks down, the human costs are enormous. Extremists and opportunists 

are empowered. Citizens lose faith in public institutions, as grievances are settled in the 

street. As a result, sustainable gains in good governance cannot be made. 

 

It takes time and patience to build a better politics. There are no shortcuts. We are dealing 

with real people who want change, but with continuity and safety. They must be fully 

included in the process of consensus-building. 
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This is because structures of governance that are not developed from within will not take 

root. We should encourage full ownership and partnership, and the approach of 

international institutions and member states should take these realities into account. 

 

In countries that have only known peace, such arguments may sound selfserving. But they 

are not, because lives are at stake. 

The second neglected element is national identity. This is just as important. 

 

To manage the diversity in our societies, politics must be national in scope. Whatever 

differences we may have, our common citizenship is a bond that unites us. 

 

Negative experiences of nationalism have created doubt about affirming patriotism and 

national identity. However, what we see around the world today is that national identities 

are too weak, not too strong. 

 

As a result, ethnicity, region, and religion become the dominant currency of politics, and 

nations are torn apart. International systems should encourage efforts by governments and 

civil society to strengthen national unity. 

 

In Rwanda, we have focused on building accountable governance institutions, and 

renewing our dignity as a nation. As a result, Rwandans today are among the most 

optimistic and civic-minded people in the world. 

 

For us, stability is not an abstraction, it is a reality that abides in the minds and hearts of 

the people, and the institutions they build to sustain it. 

 

Once achieved, the horizon expands from poverty reduction, to wealth creation, and the 

attainment of ever higher measures of human development. 

 

Thus, our task in the international community is not to manage conflicts, but to help 

prevent and end those conflicts. If we focus on keeping people safe, and bringing them 

together to solve their problems, we will be able to do so.

Please allow me first to address Mr. Sam Kutesa to congratulate him on his election as 

President of this 69th Session of the United Nations General Assembly and to offer him our 

full support during his term, which we wish to be full of successes.  

 

Indeed, his election is a result of the recognition among the Member States of our 

Organization of the experience that his country, the Republic of Uganda, has accumulated, 

in particular, and of the increasingly significant role that the African Continent has played 

as part of the international community in the consolidation of peace and security around 

the world. It also reflects his efforts toward the sustainable development of developing 

countries, in addition to his prominent and rich professional qualifications, which are 

evidenced in his technical knowledge and life experience.  

 

We are certain that his experience as a diplomat will greatly contribute to the success of 

this Session's work and allow it to find better paths to the resolution of the important 

matters of concern to the international community. 
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We again congratulate you, Mr. President, for the quality of your profile vis-à-vis the 

theme of this session, which is important and current. The Post-2015 Development Agenda, 

once it is properly defined and structured, will certainly become a useful instrument to 

guide developing countries, particularly those of the African Continent, to sustainable 

development.  

 

We also wish to express our appreciation to His Excellency Mr. Ban Ki-Moon, for his 

competent, selfless, and zealous stewardship of our Organization.  

 

And we equally congratulate His Excellency Mr. John William Ashe, who has zealously and 

selflessly presided over our Organization for the past twelve months.  

 

Mr. President,  

Ladies and gentlemen,  

The pertinence of the theme chosen for this 69th Session of the General Assembly is c1ear in 

light of the persisting economic and fmancial crisis that continues to ravage the world. We 

must combine and focus our efforts on building the more just and auspicious future to 

which our peoples legitimately aspire.  

 

To this end, Africa has identified six pillars on which to anchor its sustainable 

development, namely: i) Structural Economic Transformation and Inclusive Growth; ii) 

Science, Technology, and Innovation; iii) Peoplecentered Development; iv) Environmental 

Sustainability, Natural Resources Management and Disaster Management; v) Peace and 

Security; vi) Finance and Partnerships.  

 

From our perspective, these pillars emanate from the aspirations of our African nations and 

all partners of the African Continent must be take them into account in their arduous 

efforts toward sustainable and equitable development and the affirmation of the dignity of 

our peoples.  

 

Therefore, São Tomé & Príncipe believes in sustainable development in Africa based on the 

pillars proposed by the African Union and calls on the United Nations to adapt its Program 

to the specific realities of Africa without losing sight of the accomplishments of certain 

countries in attaining some of the eight Millennium Development Goals.  
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Mr. President,  

Mr. Secretary-General,  

It is an indisputable fact that the reason for the existence of the United Nations is to 

maintain peace and security around the world, which is a sine qua non condition for the 

promotion of development.  

 

However, in light of the significant changes that the world has undergone since the 

establishment of our Organization in 1945, we must stress the urgent need to adapt it to 

the new challenges of our time.  

 

Therefore, we again reiterate our call for the acceleration of the ongoing process of reform 

in the entire United Nations System, in order to imbue it with greater dynamism, 

representation, effectiveness, capacity, and legitimacy in operations leading to the 

maintenance of peace and security and, thus, to the promotion of development worldwide.  

 

Mr. President, 

Honorable Delegates, 

We unfortunately continue to observe the persistence of some conflict areas and the 

outbreak of new tensions with alarmingly significant humanitarian repercussions spread 

throughout the world.  

 

In Mali and in the Democratic Republic of the Congo, despite a relative stabilization of 

conflict zones as a result of United Nations efforts, we think that combined operations must 

continue in order to consolidate and strengthen the achievements.  

 

We are grateful for the resolution of the situation in Guinea-Bissau, where the transition 

process led to the election of a new President of the Republic and a new Government, thus 

repositioning the country through regular and institutional democratic avenues.  

 

However, it is incumbent on the international community, particularly the United Nations, 

the African Union, the Economic Community of West African States (ECOWAS), and the 

Community of Portuguese-Speaking Countries (CPLP), to continue to collaborate and 

combine their efforts to consolidate the Democratic Rule of Law so that our sister nation 

may advance toward progress and well-being for its people.  
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It is with enormous satisfaction and brotherhood that we congratulate the political actors 

in Mozambique for their great maturity and for taking into account the highest interests of 

their people as they recently signed a Peace Agreement, thus avoiding more suffering and 

losses of human lives.  

 

With regard to the Central African Republic, we welcome the UN's decision to send a 

multidimensional peacekeeping force (MINUSCA) to end the suffering of their people and 

to c1ear the way for national reconciliation. This process began with the recent Brazzaville 

Forum and should be completed with the Bangui Forum and the holding of elections, 

which may open windows of opportunity for the resolution of this disturbing crisis and for 

this country in our sub-region to return to institutional normalcy. 

  

With respect to South Sudan, we encourage efforts to convince the conflicting parties to 

engage in negotiations to seek a solution for their existing differences and to end the 

suffering of innocent civilians.  

 

The everlasting situation of Western Sahara continues to be a matter of concern for us and 

to require a greater involvement from all of us in seeking a definitive completion for this 

long negotiation process. Therefore we renew our call for the involved parties to return to 

the negotiating table in order to reach a mutually acceptable political solution.  

 

In light of the resurgence of acts of international terrorism in every area of the world, it is 

imperative for the entire international community to coordinate their actions as the only 

way for the world to be able to fight this scourge.  

 

To this end, we wish to note our apprehension and express our concern with regard to the 

actions perpetrated by Boko Haram in our neighboring Republic of Nigeria, a country with 

which São Tomé & Príncipe maintains ties of friendship and multiple relations of 

understanding and cooperation in areas of common interest, and the consequences of such 

actions.  

 

We are further concerned with the recent phenomenon of the Islamic State and its 

implications.  
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The Middle East unfortunately continues on the path of bloody conflicts that have taken an 

enormous number of human lives, with the everlasting hostilities between Israel and 

Palestine, which very recently presented devastating scenes to the world.  

 

Therefore, we welcome the recent cease-fire between the two parties and renew our call for 

a negotiated solution that will ensure the Palestinian people's right to control their own 

destiny, as well the State of Israel's right to exist, in accordance with the appropriate 

United Nations resolutions.  

 

Similarly, there is no military solution for the persistent internal conflict in Syria, which 

has created disastrous humanitarian consequences. Therefore we we1come the recent ceas 

e-fire between the parties and renew our call for a compromíse to be reached, with the help 

and support of the international community, in order to end the hostilities and clear the 

way for a frank dialogue across the negotiating table and a political solution for lasting 

peace.  

 

On the other hand, with respect to the conflict in Ukraine, which is also causing the loss of 

many human lives, the Democratic Republic of São Tomé & Príncipe regrets the situation 

and calls on the parties to move forward rapidly, through dialogue, in resolving their 

differences. The international community must make all efforts to facilitate such dialogue.  

 

Mr. President, 

Honorable Delegates, 

We believe that you agree with us when we say that our global security is vital for the 

sustainable development of our countries.  

 

Therefore, considering that São Tomé & Príncipe is centrally located in the Gulf of Guinea, 

a region that is strongly affected by piracy, terrorism, drug trafficking, and other illicit acts 

committed at sea, we have taken national steps to fight these phenomena, such as the 

drafting of a legislative framework for the modernization of the Armed Forces, based on a 

strategy that focuses decisively on the sea and its resources.  

At the sub-regional level, we have worked as part of the ECOWAS/ECCAS/GGC partnership 

to implement the recommendations of the Yaoundé Summit.  
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To this end, we welcome the progress achieved in the process of establishing the lnter-

regional Coordination Center (ClC), which is scheduled to begin operations very soon, and 

renew our call for the international community to continue with us on this arduous path 

toward ensuring our collective security.  

 

We strongly believe that taking steps to face the harmful effects of climate change is a 

responsibility that must be shared by developing countries and developed countries in 

order to ensure the continuity of the Clean Development Mechanism, particularly for the 

Least Developed Countries, as well as to mobilize the political will for a legally binding 

global agreement through the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change to 

be adopted at the COP 21, which is expected to take place in París in 2015.  

 

Your Excellencies,  

The trade embargo imposed against Cuba decades ago constitutes another matter of great 

concern for us. For this reason, São Tomé & Príncipe renews its call for these sanctions to 

be lifted in order to allow Cuba to address their economic and social development 

challenges in an environment of normalcy, without the restrictions imposed by such 

sanctions, and to take better advantage of opportunities for trade relations on an equal 

footing with other Member States of our Organization.  

 

Mr. President,  

Honorable Delegates,  

The African Continent is once agam assailed by an epidemic of hemorrhagic fever caused 

by the Ebola virus, with incalculable consequences.  

 

In light of the high level of mortality and the devastating effects of the disease, on the one 

hand, and the chance that it may spread to other areas of the world, on the other hand, we 

must urgently identify synergies to engage in an all-out struggle to save the thousands of 

lives that are threatened by this terrible scourge.  

 

In São Tomé & Príncipe, we fortunately have not yet seen any Ebola cases. However, in 

light of our country's vulnerability, our economic and financial weaknesses, and our health 

institutions' lack of experience in dealing with this outbreak, we have prepared a 

Contingency Plan and taken prevention and response measures, including entry and exit 

restrictions at our ports and airports, which may impact our fragile economy. You will 
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understand that we must count on the World Health Organization's help and on the support 

and experience of friendly nations in order to protect our populations against any sources 

or forms of contamination.  

 

In this regard, we welcome the Secretary-General's initiative in convening a high-level 

meeting on the margins of this Session in order to discuss the matter and take appropriate 

measures.  

 

Before I finish our statement, please allow us to note the situation of calm and progress 

between the two sides on the Taiwan Strait. We welcome this environment and encourage 

the parties to develop their relations through negotiations.  

 

Our country is pleased to see the participation of the Republic of China (Taiwan) in the 

General Assembly of the World Health Organization (WHO) and applauds the fact that 

Taiwan has been invited for the first time since 1971 to participate in the Assembly of the 

International Civil Aviation Organization last year.  

 

Therefore, and considering the enormous potential of Taiwan, we would like to see their 

participation further extended to other specialized agencies of the United Nations, such as 

the United Nations Framework Convention on Climate Change, and in the implementation 

process of the Post-2015 Development Agenda, which could constitute a significant 

contribution to the international community.  

In conclusion, we reiterate our country's willingness to continue to participate in the efforts 

toward mobilizing wills and synergies for the achievement of the basic principles and noble 

objectives that guided the establishment of the United Nations.  

 

Excellencies,  

It is certain that today we are a democratic country with a communíty of free citizens. But 

challenges wiIl continue to appear in the future. Therefore, we have made efforts toward 

consolidating democracy, so that our citizens may have an increasingly aware and active 

involvement in our collective existence, and the political debate may be broader and more 

responsible in order to achieve compromises among all political forces, which may serve as 

the basis for the reforms that our country needs.  
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We are fully aware that our country's economic performance hinges on political stability 

and our citizens' trust in our democratic institutions.  

 

I could not end without sharing with you that São Tomé & Príncipe will hold long-awaited 

legislative, regional, and local elections on October 12. The electoral process is being 

managed in an environment of great normalcy, and we have resolved the financial 

difficulties related to these elections with the generous support of our development 

partners, to which we express our profound gratitude and esteem.  

 

We expect the election results to be transparent and fair, as our tradition dictates, and that 

our country will continue to be a great benchmark of democracy in our sub-region.

Une autre partie de l’Afrique subit les contrecoups d’un fléau, d’une catastrophe dirai-je. Il 

s’agit de l’épidémie de fièvre hémorragique à virus Ebola. Cette épidémie touche certes 

l’Afrique de l’Ouest mais constitue un risque réel pour le monde entier. 

 

Je me réjouis ainsi de l’adoption par consensus de la résolution 2177 du Conseil de Sécurité 

coparrainée par 134 pays, dont le Sénégal, et de la réunion de haut niveau organisée par le 

Secrétariat général des Nations Unies ce matin, réunion qui a connu un grand succès. 

 

La décision du Secrétaire général des Nations Unies de mettre en place la Mission des 

Nations Unies de Réponse Urgente au Virus Ebola (UNMEER) conforte mon pays dans le 

fait que la communauté internationale a pris conscience de ce fléau et que Ebola n’est pas 

une affaire africaine mais bien une affaire du monde. 

 

En plus des décès enregistrés, de la déstabilisation complète de systèmes sanitaires déjà 

affaiblis, du déséquilibre des systèmes sociaux, une crise humanitaire pourrait survenir si 

l’on n’y prend garde. 
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C’est pourquoi, le Sénégal invite la communauté internationale à une prompte réaction 

pour apporter le soutien nécessaire non seulement aux pays touchés par le virus, mais 

également à ceux de la région ouest africaine tout entière exposés aux ravages de cette 

épidémie. Plus tôt nous agirons, mieux l’épidémie sera maîtrisée. 

En ce qui le concerne, le Sénégal, a mis en place un corridor humanitaire sécurisé. C’est 

une marque de sa solidarité à l’endroit des pays frères frappés par l’épidémie. 

 

Par ailleurs, concernant le dossier du Sahara occidental, mon pays, réaffirme son 

attachement à la consolidation des liens fraternels entre tous les pays du Maghreb et de 

l’Afrique, en général. 

 

Dans cet esprit, il conviendrait de décourager toutes formes de séparatisme et à cet égard, le 

Sénégal voudrait, réitérer son soutien à l’initiative du Maroc d’accorder une large 

autonomie au Sahara occidental, dans le cadre du respect de sa souveraineté et des 

résolutions pertinentes du Conseil de Sécurité, pour une paix durable, dans la région. 

 

Face à tous ces défis pressants, ma délégation est persuadée de la nécessité urgente 

d’asseoir une approche holistique susceptible de renforcer les capacités de résilience des 

pays face à la résurgence des crises et à la survenance de nouveaux conflits. 

 

Sous cet angle, un organe comme la Cour Pénale internationale (CPI), a, dans le cadre de 

son mandat, un rôle non négligeable à jouer dans le rétablissement de la paix. C’est 

pourquoi, je voudrais apprécier, ici, l’insigne honneur dernièrement fait au Sénégal, à 

travers la désignation de Monsieur Sidiki Kaba, Garde des Sceaux, Ministre de la Justice, 

comme le candidat africain à la Présidence de l’Assemblée des Etats Parties de la CPI. 

 

En tout état de cause, le Sénégal, reste attaché à son option irréversible en faveur de la paix 

et de la sécurité internationales. À cet égard, il continuera d’apporter, avec engagement et 

détermination, sa contribution aux opérations de maintien de la paix, en mettant 

davantage l’accent sur le déploiement d’un personnel de qualité, à chaque fois qu’il est 

sollicité, dans les limites de ses moyens. 

 

Dans une perspective de sortie globale de crise, il conviendrait, à nos yeux, au-delà du 

traitement politique des questions, de créer les conditions propices au rétablissement des 

capacités économiques des pays affectés par les conflits. Il urge également de renforcer la

coopération et d’affiner nos stratégies de prévention pour mieux faire face à l’escalade de la 

violence et aux nouvelles formes de conflits liées à la propagation du terrorisme 

international.

Me vient à l’esprit, l’épineuse question du conflit israélo-palestinien, marqué par une 

escalade de la violence inouïe, avec les récents bombardements opérés à Gaza que le 

gouvernement du Sénégal a condamnés, ainsi que le nombre de morts et de blessés, y 

compris des femmes et des enfants palestiniens, sans omettre les dégâts matériels 

immenses. 

 

S’appuyant sur le cessez-le-feu dont il se félicite, le Sénégal, en sa qualité de Président du 

Comité pour l’exercice des droits inaliénables du Peuple palestinien, réitère son appel à la 

redynamisation du processus de paix, à la fin du blocus qui asphyxie la bande de Gaza 

depuis 2007. 

 

Le Sénégal, en cette année internationale de solidarité avec la Palestine, renouvelle son 

soutien à une solution politique juste, négociée et pacifique, seule option possible pour 

mettre fin à ce conflit et parvenir à la création d’un Etat palestinien viable et indépendant, 

avec Jérusalem-Est comme capitale, vivant côte-à-côte avec Israël, à l’intérieur de 

frontières sûres et internationalement reconnues. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

L’acuité des différentes crises actuelles est paradoxalement symptomatique du statu quo 

dans lequel continue de s’enliser le processus de réforme du Conseil de sécurité des Nations 

Unies. 

 

J’ai espoir que la célébration prochaine, en 2015, du 70ème anniversaire de notre 

organisation marquera le point de départ d’un Conseil de Sécurité rénové. À cet égard, le 

Sénégal salue l’initiative française de suspension du droit de veto en cas de crime de masse. 

 

C’est également au cours de cette 70e session de l’AG qu’auront lieu les élections au Conseil 

de Sécurité, pour les sièges de membres non permanent, au titre de la période 2016-2017. 

Le Sénégal qui est en lice, voudrait, par ma voix, réitérer sa demande de soutien à sa 

candidature à tous les Etats membres.

Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen,  

 

It gives me great pleasure to begin this address with 

a warm congratulation to His Excellency, Mr. Sam 

Kutesa, for his election to the Presidency of the 

General Assembly's 69th Session.  

 

I will also on the same lines wish to congratulate H.E. Mr. John Ashe for his inspiring 

leadership of the 68th Session ofthe United Nations General Assembly.  

 

Mr. President,  

This year we marked the 100th anniversary of the First World War. Our forefathers in 1918 

called this war “The war to end all wars" because they knew, as we know today, that no 

society can aspire for development and a better way of life without peace. Many 

Seychellois at that time gave their lives to defend this ideal. Despite being one of the 

smallest nations in the world, geographically far removed from the centres of power, and 

centres of conflict, our people have always known that we cannot be at peace, if the world 

is not at peace.  

 

I take this opportunity to salute those who made the ultimate sacrifice in those turbulent 

times.  

 

The turbulent events that have unfolded before our eyes during the course of 2014 have 

however shown very clearly that the world is not at peace.  
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The heinous and murderous acts of global terrorist activities in recent weeks remind us of 

the increasing threat posed by terrorism and the pain it brings to innocent victims. This is 

coupled with a multiplication of regional conflicts and instability within states.  

 

To build peace, we must reinforce our commitment to multilateralism through the UN while 

also ensuring that we accord the highest priority to more inclusive and effective 

development.  

 

The Post 2015 Development Agenda and supporting the development of Small Island 

Developing States  

 

In this context, I commend you Mr. President for placing the discussion in this year's 

General Debate under the banner of “Delivering on and implementing a transformative 

Post-2015 Development Agenda".  

Seychelles takes pride in having achieved most of the MDGs and continues to instil greater 

impetus to ensure that the remaining challenges are effectively dealt with by 2015.  

 

For Small Island Developing States, Sustainable Development Ooals are essential to allow 

for implementation of development transformation. And we must recognise that the current 

development framework of the majority of development institutions is not favourable to 

the development of SIDS.  

Most development gains are still measured ultimately through GDP per capita 

measurements which do not adequately identify the threats to human development, nor the 

opportunities that exist for SIDS.  

 

Seychelles warmly welcomes the outcomes of the Third International Conference on Small 

Island Developing States held in Apia, Samoa, and would particularly like to thank the 

Government and people of Samoa for their leadership in establishing the platform for 

action to support the development of SIDS.  

 

Seychelles has championed three priorities that are outcomes of the conference:  

 

1. The need for a vulnerability index to be used as a more effective tool to address the 

development needs of SIDS; 
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2. The need to address the debilitating debt of SIDS through innovations such as debt 

for climate change adaptation swaps; 

3. The need to build opportunities for SIDS based on strengths - thus the need to 

support a Blue Economy approach, whereby SIDS can better utilise their oceanic 

potential. 

 

Mr. President, Excellencies, ladies and gentlemen,  

These three priorities are not just SIDS specific. The development challenges of SIDS 

highlight the deficiencies of the development framework for all developing nations.  

 

A vulnerability index allows us to target those areas which place our societies at risk. An 

effective vulnerability index adopted by the UN will allow us to better target the diverse 

needs of SIDS, as well as LDCs, as well as land locked countries, as well as states threatened 

by desertification, or those that are most prone to natural disasters.  

 

Ownership of the Blue Economy also widens development perspectives for our whole 

planet. It is high time that we realize the immense potential of our Oceans. We cannot 

apply the principIes of a Green Economy - of sustainable development- without 

recognising that we are applying them in a Blue World. Over 70% of our planet is covered 

by ocean. For developing nations, the ocean is a shared opportunity. It is thus also essential 

that we suitably address our oceans through a stand alone sustainable development goal.  

 

Mr. President, Excellencies, ladies and gentlemen,  

The right to development belongs to us all.  

True development is not only about economic growth; it is not about the total wealth that 

a country can create.  

 

It is about the constant improvement in the well-being of people. It is about being able to 

build a future for our children based on shared opportunity.  

 

In this vein, I reiterate the call made for the intemational community not to spare any 

effort in helping the nations of Western Africa in overcoming the Ebola pandemic which is 

a health issue of intemational concern. Ensuring that the affected communities have access 

to the right medical support will not only save lives in Western Africa but across the world. 

Ebola is not just an African problem - it is a global problem.

Climate Change  

 

Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen,  

We also remain preoccupied by the conclusions of the Fifth Assessment Report of the Inter-

Governmental Panel on Climate Change (IPCC). This is why SIDS have continuously 

underlined the scientific research being conducted on climate change which shows that 

warming of 1.5 degrees will have a negative impact on all countries. 

 

But the science also tells us that we still have a window where we can act decisively and 

effectively.  

 

A legally binding agreement which sets a course for increases of no more than 2 degrees 

celsius is achievable. But all countries, large or small must make it happen. This is not a 

subject that we can leave aside to take up later. We call on all partners to make sure that 

the upcoming conference of parties that will meet in Lima, Peru sets the stage for 

concluding an agreement in Paris in 2015.  

 

I would also like to reiterate the importance of fulfilling commitments to jointly mobilize 

US$100 billion annually by 2020 for the full operationalization of the Green Climate Fund 

(GCF) which should be capitalized as soon as possible.  

I also underline the importance of ensuring that the most vulnerable - in particular SIDS 

and African nations, have access to the appropriate resources as quickly as possible.  

 

We also call for SIDS to be part of the decision makers on the issue of Climate change and 

therefore be allocated a permanent seat on the Executive Committee of the Warsaw 

International Mechanism for loss and damage associated with Climate impacts.  

 

My country will also continue to advocate for a solution to the debt trap that many of us, 

including SIDS find ourselves in.  

 

A solution that Seychelles has brought forward in partnership with the Nature Conservancy 

and which I will again mention here is Debt for adaption swap proposals. SIDS are often 

constrained in their development because of their large debt to GDP ratios. Transferring 

this debt into climate change adaptation projects addresses the need of SIDS to have more

flexibility in terms of addressing development challenges, while also making a real impact 

in terms of building climate change resilience by creating marine protected areas.  

 

This concept will also allow for the application for climate change funding in order to 

achieve leverage for adaptation projects while reducing financial barriers for SlDS.

L'Océan Indien est reconnaissant aux Nations Unies et les Seychelles remercient encore une 

fois ses différentes institutions spécialisées, ainsi que nos divers partenaires, pour le rôle 

inestimable que les uns et les autres ont joué et jouent encore dans la lutte contre la 

piraterie maritime qui a déjà laissé un profond impact sur nos plans de développement.

Mr. President,  

Your Excellencies, 

Heads of State and Government, 

Colleague Ministers, 

Distinguished Delegates, 

Ladies and Gentlemen. 

I bring you fraternal greetings and very best wishes 
from His Excellency Dr. Ernest Bai Koroma, President 
of the Republic of Sierra Leone, and his beleaguered 
people. President Koroma deeply regrets that he is 
unable to participate in this 69th General Assembly due to obvious reasons. He has 
however instructed me to deliver to you this message from him, and I quote: 

“I congratulate you on your election to conduct the affairs of the 69th Session of this august 
Assembly and to assure you of the support and cooperation of my country, Sierra Leone, 
during your tenure. To your predecessor, Ambassador John Ashe of Antigua and Barbuda, 
let me, on behalf of my Government and people, express our appreciation for his astute 
leadership and skill in smoothly directing the work of the last Session of the General 
Assembly. 

My sincere thanks and appreciation also go to Secretary General Ban Ki-Moon, for his 
constructive and dynamic leadership of the Organization. Sierra Leone deeply appreciates 
his forward looking and laudable initiatives on issues of sustainable energy and climate 
change, among others. In particular, I appreciate his robust response to the Ebola epidemic 
that is causing so much havoc to our lives, our dignity, and our very existence. We will 
continue to support these highly ambitious and commendable initiatives for a better and 
safer world. 

 

Mr. President, 

Sierra Leone commends you for the choice, appropriateness and sense of urgency of the 
theme of the 69th Session of the General Assembly, and we join you in calling for a 
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structured dialogue, strengthened global partnership and enhanced cooperation for its 
achievement. Sierra Leone wishes to reiterate the need to generate the required global 
political will to address the unfinished business of the Millennium Development Goals 
(MDGs) by focusing on implementation gaps as well as on new and emerging challenges. 
As Chair of the g7+Group of countries, Sierra Leone reaffirms the call of this group of 
Fragile and Post-conflict States for the support of Goal 16 of the Outcome Document of the 
Open Working Group (OWG) on the need for Peace and Capable Institutions as a stand-
alone goal in the final list of priorities under the Post-2015 Development Agenda. 

 

Mr. President, 

My country is at the battlefront of one of the biggest life and death challenges facing the 
global community. As I stated in my address to the UN Secretary-General’s High-Level 
Meeting on Response to the Ebola Virus Disease Outbreak, Ebola is a threat, unlike previous 
threats, not because something similar had never occurred before, but because this threat 
has mutated into a phenomena for which my country, my region, and the global 
community were grossly ill prepared. Isolated communities in the world are becoming less 
so in our globalized world; mutating viral diseases like Ebola could no longer be neatly 
isolated by just one isolated country in one isolated corner of the world. The Ebola 
outbreak in our region is the very first example of a world challenged by globally weak 
infrastructure and human capital public health and surveillance systems for dealing with 
faster occurrences of animal to human, and human to human transmissions of highly 
contagious diseases, made possible by quicker transportation, increasing urbanization and 
dense networks of people moving between rural and urban areas, and across borders. 

We have been slow to meet this new challenge because no one recognized this confluence 
of trends could emerge with such virulence in West Africa. Our international partners were 
slow to recognize the threat for what it was, and when the recognition did come, it came 
with a spontaneous reaction of fear and panic that led to the closure of borders and 
imposition of travel restrictions to and from Sierra Leone and our sub-region. 

This is the very first time Ebola got to our region and my country Sierra Leone. We did not 
bring it upon ourselves. We were rebuilding our infrastructure, implementing policies that 
were increasing our growth rates; improving our healthcare and literacy indicators; 
enhancing our peace; and strengthening our democracy. We were contributing troops to 
the United Nations peacekeeping operations in other lands, as a share of our peace 
dividend. The world was lauding us for doing so many things right; for being a symbol of 
fast paced recovery from a 10-year devastating civil conflict; for promoting and protecting 
human rights; and for advancing an impressive path of socio-economic reconstruction. We 
were gearing up our healthcare system to fight the known ailments of our land, such as 
malaria, maternal and infant mortality, Lassa fever, tuberculosis and typhoid, when Ebola 
struck. Based on the knowledge we had, based on the advice we were given by our 
international partners, we mobilized to meet this unfamiliar threat. But the staff, 
equipment, medicines and systems we had were inadequate and this slowed our effective 
response. 
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Several months down the line, the international community has finally come around to the 
better view that the Ebola Outbreak is a challenge for everyone; and that Sierra Leone and 
its sister Republics may be at the frontline of this fight, but it requires the heavy aerial and 
ground support of the world to defeat an outbreak, which in many ways, is worse than 
terrorism. As a country, we have taken extra-ordinary measures, including declaring a state 
of emergency, and shutting down the country for three days to get health educators unto 
every household in the country, and today, most of our people know that Ebola may show 
the same signs as a person with malaria, typhoid, diarrhea and other infectious diseases, 
but, it is far more deadly; and there is need to modify behavior to counter its transmission. 

 

Mr. President, 

Socio-economic disruptions are already being felt. We are no longer able to uphold our 
cultural systems and practices, including the shaking of hands, as we gladly receive each 
other, and religious and communal burial ceremonies. Our people live in fear and cannot 
understand the nature of a disease that claims a life and prevents family members from 
burying their loved ones. The indeterminate suspension of several on-going development 
projects, and the disruption to farming, mining, manufacturing, construction, tourism, 
trading and public transportation, following the outbreak of Ebola, are now undermining 
the growth and human development prospects of the country. The IMF has estimated that 
GDP will drop by 3.3 percent in 2014 – from 11.3 percent to 8 percent. Ebola has taken a 
stranglehold on the socio-economic prospects of the country, and we further risk reversing 
the hard gains we have achieved in Peacebuilding. 

 

Mr. President, 

We salute the great efforts of countries as well as international and national organizations 
that have committed resources to our common fight. We welcome the adoption of the 
landmark UN Security Council Resolution 2177 of 2014 and its General Assembly 
concurrence A/Res/69/1, both of which have recognized the Ebola Outbreak as a threat to 
international peace and security. We also salute the Secretary-General for his initiative of 
establishing the first ever UN emergency health mission, the United Nations Mission for 
Ebola Emergency Response (UNMEER), to lead a concerted and coordinated effort to 
contain and defeat this scourge within the sub-region. 

Let us also know that to defeat the disease, and future outbreaks anywhere in the world, we 
must improve our capacities for quicker response. In Sierra Leone, this calls for faster 
deployment of staff, medicines and equipment at the global and national levels. Globally, 
faster response warrants quickening the pace of resource mobilization and disbursements as 
well as the development of vaccines and curative medicines. Nationally, our effort must 
rapidly translate into effective urban and rural community response initiatives. Any break 
in this chain of fast response makes the challenge more difficult to meet, and not meeting 
these challenges would result in more deaths in our country, and greater possibilities of the 
virus mutating and spreading into areas where it is currently absent. The world needs a 
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faster Global Response Infrastructure to deal with this new trend that is today manifesting 
itself in the West African nations of Guinea, Liberia and Sierra Leone, but to which no 
country could be immune. Ebola is running faster than us, and for an impacting start, 
treatment beds must surpass Ebola cases. Only when the number of available beds 
surpasses the number of cases can we say Ebola is under control. This is a fight for all of 
us; we must prove that humanity will be equal to this new challenge to our collective 
existence. 

We also believe it is high time this Assembly makes its voice heard on flight bans and 
cancellations to our countries, following the outbreak of the deadly Ebola Virus Disease. 
The World Health Organization and many others have advised against these blanket flight 
bans. We therefore urge member states to re-examine their policies of isolating and 
stigmatizing Ebola affected countries and their respective citizens. The world is too 
globalized for policies that shun engagements with a democratic nation. The UN was 
founded on a mandate to confront human insecurity, and not on shunning it. This 
organization was also founded on the principles of doing better. We strongly request this 
fidelity to the founding ideals of our global organization. 

 

Mr. President, 

Despite the daunting challenge facing us as a nation and sub-region, Sierra Leone will 
continue to remain a trusted and strategic partner in the global effort towards eradicating 
poverty, achieving sustainable peace, stability and development. My Government is 
determined and committed to forging more intense engagement with all countries, 
especially within the context of the New Deal for Engagement in Fragile and Post-conflict 
States. 

As Coordinator of the African Union Committee of Ten Heads of State on the Reform of the 
United Nations, we will continue to advance the African Common Position on the reform 
process of the United Nations by reaching out and engaging with other interest groups in a 
bid to reach a common understanding towards an acceptable remedy for a strong, 
inclusive, united, transparent and accountable United Nations Security Council. While the 
world now acknowledges the historical injustice that Africa is the only continent that is not 
represented in the permanent category and, at the same time, under-represented in the 
non-permanent category of the Security Council, it is about time for this organization to 
take the bold steps to put into practice our reaffirmation of the equal rights of nations, 
large and small. Indeed, as we gear up ourselves to celebrate 70 memorable years of the 
existence of the UN, it is an appropriate time for this organization to promote the principle 
of sovereign equality of all its members, and to ensure to all, the rights and benefits 
resulting from membership. 

 

Mr. President, 

We are encouraged by the progress made in strengthening peace and democracy within 
member countries of the Mano River Union, and we shall continue to support initiatives for 
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the sustenance and growth of democratic order, peace and security in the sub region. We 
will continue to adhere to the ECOWAS protocols for peace, democracy and stability, and 
we will sustain our support for the building of the ECOWAS logistical depot in Sierra 
Leone. We firmly support the African Union Rapid Intervention initiative for peace keeping 
and peace support operations. We have also ratified the Arms Trade Treaty, the Convention 
against Transnational Organized Crime and Protocols thereto. We are presently working 
towards their domestication. 

My Government will continue to contribute troops and support international peacekeeping 
operations for international peace and security and, we will accordingly, seek capacity 
building and other support in these laudable ventures. We are however dismayed by the 
current trend of events in South Sudan, Central African Republic, Gaza, Syria, Ukraine, 
Iraq, and other parts of the world still in conflict. We will commit Sierra Leone in the 
global search for common agreement on the root causes of these conflicts and encourage 
dialogue, for a resolution that would be peaceful and sustainable. We support the two 
Independent States’ solution in the Israeli-Palestinian conflict. 

Sierra Leone condemns any act of terrorism in all its forms and manifestations in the world 
in general, and in Africa, in particular. Terrorism is a common enemy to international 
peace and security. Sierra Leone prides itself with its high level religious tolerance, and we 
believe that people of all religions and ethnic backgrounds must be able to coexist in peace 
and harmony everywhere in the world. We likewise view acts of drug trafficking, human 
trafficking, smuggling of migrants, marine piracy, cybercrime, abductions and all other 
organized or unorganized transnational criminal activities as serious threats to global 
peace, stability and development. My Government will strengthen national capacities and 
contribute through international cooperation to prevent and combat these crimes. 

 

Mr. President, 

As a post conflict country, we are aware that sexual violence in conflict is one of the 
greatest and most persistent injustices in the world today. We are therefore supportive of 
the UK Government’s Preventing Sexual Violence Initiative and subsequently, the 
‘Declaration of Commitment to End Sexual Violence in Conflict’. We support the work of 
the UN Office of the Special Representative on Sexual Violence in Conflict. We also fully 
support the UK Government’s leadership in promoting global advocacy against the use of 
children in armed conflicts. 

We are seized of unfolding developments at the International Criminal Court (ICC) and, we 
are supportive of the efforts to ensure judicial accountability in ways that are respectful of 
Africa’s concerns for the ability of its statesmen and women to steer the countries of the 
continent towards greater security, reconciliation, peace and development. 

My Government will continue to support the work of the UN Human Rights Council (HRC). 
We are committed to the moratorium on the death penalty and have gone a step further in 
the process of commuting capital offences to life imprisonment in our statutory books. 
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Mr. President, 

In conclusion, whilst applauding the international community for supporting our 
aspirations, we wish to remind the world that fighting the Ebola Virus Disease in West 
Africa is a matter of life and death for the whole of humanity. The World Health 
Organization finally got it right when it declared the outbreak as a global health 
emergency; but an emergency requires a response faster than what obtains currently. We 
can defeat Ebola and, as already noted by experts, future outbreaks of diseases of this 
nature anywhere in the world can also be defeated by quickening the pace of response. Our 
understanding of this unprecedented outbreak is better now than at the beginning, and our 
response has also improved. While our capacities are getting better coordinated there is still 
room for strengthening these to ensure effective national ownership and leadership of all 
response mechanisms. Undoubtedly, we can do better than what obtained at the beginning 
of the outbreak, and we must do all we can to end this grave threat to our collective 
survival. We will also continue our engagement with all stakeholders to build our public 
health system beyond Ebola. 

 

Mr. President, 

On the occasion of the 69th UN General Assembly, let me reiterate our deepest condolences 
to the families and relatives of all our brave men, women and children who have lost their 
lives through the Ebola Virus Disease. May The Father Most High receive their souls and 
the souls of all faithful departed into His Merciful Hands”.

SOMALIA 

 
Hassan Sheikh Mohamud, Presidente de la República Federal de Somalia 
 

 

Your Excellency, Mr. Secretary General, Excellencies, 
Members of the 69th Assembly.  

It is a pleasure to join you today.  

Yesterday, a journalist asked me to describe Somalia 
in 15 seconds. Firstly, let me say that Somalis are 
great story-tellers, so asking a Somali to say 
anything in 15 seconds is very difficult!  

I really had to think. Where to begin?  

I told him that if he couId think of a problem, then 
Somalia has it- and often at the same time: war, 
piracy, extremist terrorist groups, famine, drought, 
floods.  

But that was Somali, not the Somalia of today.  

For many, I fear that their experience of Somalia is confined to films like the recent 
'Captain Phillips' or re-runs of 'Black Hawk Down'. It is confined to the Youtube scenes of 
the horrific Westgate Mall attack in Nairobi, Kenya. It is narrowed down to yet another title 
on a library bookshelf including the words, 'failed state'. It is limited to reference of a 'long 
war'.  

But if we were to shrink our gaze to just this small glimpse we would miss the beauty of a 
very different picture that we are painting right now in Somalia.  

The Somalia I lead is a very different Somalía. My Somalia is not a 15 second summary of 
problems. It is not a Somalia of failure. Mr President, Excellencies, Ladies and Gentlemen - 
We may still be fragile, but we are no longer broken.  

September 2012 marked a milestone for Somalia with the establishment of a new federal 
government, built through a national consensus, and unanimously recognised by the 
international community.  

On its appointment, the Federal Government of Somalia faced multiple complex challenges, 
a stark lack of resources, and only very basic institutional and government structures. The 
country was divided; with no clear path to unification. Al-Shabaab, and other militia 
groups controlled most of the country. The task ahead of us was daunting and expectations 
were high.  
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Everything was a priority: from security, political inclusivity, health care, education and 
private sector development, to basic economic reform. We faced the significant challenge 
of simultaneously building frameworks and institutions, whilst needing to ímmediately 
deliver tangible benefits for our people - schools, hospítals, roads and more.  

We needed to deliver against this long list of ínter-related priorities in an environment that 
ís politically fragmented on one hand, whilst fighting a war against terrorist groups on the 
other. And we have done this.  

The foundation for the future has been laid through our clear military defeat of Al-
Shabaab, possible only through the joint effort of the Somali National Army and the 
African Union Mission to Somalia. More than 70% of south and central regions Somalia 
has now been liberated from Al-Shabaab and restored to the Federal Government.  

Over the past two years we have focused on building a foundation and laying down the 
groundwork for stabilisation and ensuing reform.  

We have developed legal frameworks, governance structures, public financial management 
processes, formalised Somalia's presence in the international community, strengthened 
relations with neighboring countries, re-structured key institutions, established forums for 
dialogue, developed the path for political reform and put in place the architecture for 
linking international support to our priorities through the New Deal Somali Compact. 

We have made major progress in public financial management, putting in place greater 
accountability rneasures, controls and governance structures. Key legislation has been 
drafted, budget policy developed and the capacity of the Accountant General and Auditor 
General offices strengthened. An annual budget, developed against government-wide work 
plans has been delivered. A new Governor and Board of Directors have been appointed for 
the Central Bank of Somalia. A Financial Governance Committee - a joint committee 
between the Federal Government and International Financial Institutions - was established 
to provide greater transparency and oversight.  

We can be heartened that such distinct progress has been made in positively the country 
moving from failed state to a nascent, functioning state.  

Today - September 2014 - I am confident that with the support of the Somali people and 
the engagement of the international community, Somalia has undergone a remarkable 
transformation. Today, we have a country that is beginning to unite as nation, behind a 
vision that will see a federal and united Somalia in 2016: a Somalia which will meet our 
aspirations for a better future.  

But we cannot rest.  

Somalia has always had an enormous capacity for playing the long game. And now, more 
than ever, we must stay our course.  

Somalia is at a critical juncture in its efforts to achieve security and stability. This past year 
has seen a rise in terrorist groups and activities around the world. Today, the reach of 
terrorists is not confined to just one country; it is a global issue, with global action 
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required. More than any other fragile state today, Somalia has significantly advanced in its 
fight against terror.  

We are winning the war but we must also win peace.  

President Obama spoke earlier this week of being at the crossroads of war and peace. As 
Somalis, we know better than many other nations, the truth of this statement. 

That is why we know that solutions must not just be military in nature.  

Yesterday we were reminded of the origins behind the establishment of the United Nations. 
We were reminded of the power of peaceful political reconciliation.  

Military intervention can bring about a cessation of war, but it cannot propagate peace.  

Dialogue, reconciliation, forgiveness - these are the tools of peace builders. These are the 
tools of nation builders.  

As the President of Somalia, I reaffirm our commitment to not allowing extremist ideology, 
or its servants, any hiding place in Somalia. Somalia is strategicalIy located as a gateway 
between the Arabian peninsula and the African continent. Al-Shabaab must not be 
defeated only for other extremist groups, such as the ISIS militant group, to find fertile 
ground.  

As the security situation in Somalia improves, and Al-Shabaab becomes a spent force, we 
cannot afford to rest.  

We must strengthen Somalia as a firewalI: both security-wise and ideologically. Somalia 
must be strengthened to prevent the African continent from again being invaded by violent 
extremists, who target innocent civilins, spreading their ideology of death.  

Solutions must be sought through the application of the rule of law, through the pursuit of 
human rights, through access to justice. People must be allowed to determine their own 
future, and their own place in that future.  

We must not forget the importance of political reconciliation and reform for maintaining 
long-term stability, and creating an enabling environment for development gains.  

Two years ago, it quickly became clear that the key to delivering peace and building 
sustainable security was the formation of a unified and federal Somalia. Vision 2016 was 
developed to encapsulate this goal.  

Vision 2016 outlines the framework for federalism through reconciliation, adoption of a 
revised permanent constitution and the path to democratic elections.  

It is a tall order. This cannot be overstated.  

By 2016, the Federal Government has undertaken to revise our Provisional Federal 
Constitution and adopt it through public referendum. We have undertaken to deliver a 
federal Sornalia, made up of member states. We have undertaken to deliver credible, 
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national elections. We have not failed on the side of ambition, and we must not fail to 
deliver on our ambition. And we are delivering.  

Led by the Federal Government, together with existing and emerging regional stakeholders, 
we have made significant progress in the formation of interim regional administrations in 
south-west and central regions of Somalia through dialogue and consultation.  

The Constitution Review and Implementation Commission was completed in May 2014. The 
review, approval and adoption of the Provisional Federal Constitution is critical to an 
inclusive political settlement that will pave the way for sustainable security and 
development in Somalia.  

In order to create a federal state, it will be essential to ensure the full participation by sub-
federal administrations in the political transformation of Somalia. The Boundaries and 
Federation Commission will be established and will set the mechanisms for supporting this 
process.  

The National Independent Electoral Commission will be endorsed by Parliament by the end 
of 2014.  

The Federal Government is committed to inclusivity and is taking concrete steps to engage 
all Somalis in the political process of nation-building - including women and minority 
groups - observing the principIes of Somali-Somali dialogue.  

We have seen great progress in connecting the Government to the Somali public through 
improving service delivery, particularly in the area of education. We have now enrolled 
close to 100,000 students and appointed 2000 teachers.  

We are investing in strengthening our Somali national forces. The SNA is a key element in 
defeating Al Shabaab, and we are working with our international partners to ensure that 
we have a well trained, well equipped, national army, and other defence elements in place, 
so that Somalia wiIl one day be well able to defend its own peace. 

However, it grieves me to report today that the humanitarian situation in Somalia today is 
extremely critical.  

About 3.2 million Somalis need life-saving or livelihood assistance in Somalia rightnow.  

A terrible mix of drought, rising food prices, increasing malnutrition, and insecurity is 
plunging the humanitarian situation in Somalia into a crisis not dissimilar to the horrific 
famine of 2011.  

More than 1 million peopIe in Somalia face acute food insecurity today. Of a population of 
7.5 million, more than 1 million people are internally displaced.  

Three months ago the humanitarian community and the Federal Government sounded the 
alarm about the impending crisis.  

Humanitarian response plans were prepared and launched. Swift action by the Federal 
Government- to set up an interim Ministerial Committee, and interventions with 
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humanitarian partners and donors has mitigated the current crisis. However, a sustained 
and scaled up response is required now to prevent a free fall. 

The Humanitarian Appeal remains severely underfunded. Only 32% of the requested 
US$933million has been received.  

This situation must be addressed urgently. As we enter the last third of the year, more than 
half a billion US doIlars are stiIl required for life-saving activities.  

Over the past 18 months, Somalia has seen a significant amount of progress in its political, 
economic and development sectors. If the current humanitarian situation deteriorates into 
crisis, aIl these gains wiIl be undermined. We have come too far to allow this to happen.  

Mr President, it is clear that despite challenges, Somalia is moving along the road of 
integration, of inclusivity, of peace. We are leaving behind the disorder and discord sewn 
by distorted ideology.  

I was told a story recently, a remarkable story of truth that I think ilIustrates perfectly the 
power of reconciliation and the triumph of compassion over brutality.  

One of our Somali NGOs is running a social reconciliation program in some remote areas of 
Somalia. lt consists of 12 weeks of intense facilitated truth discussion, designed to disrupt 
the cycle of violence and create a safe space where people can tell their stories, and 
through story telling nurture understanding.  

A young man, whose family had moved to another country when his father was murdered 
by another man from his village, heard of this program. He heard that the Somali NGO was 
training program facilitators, people who would be able to move freely from village to 
village and teach others the way of peace and reconciliation. Rather than an opportunity to 
pursue peace, this young man, filled with anger at his father's murder, saw it as the ideal 
way for him to extract revenge. He would return to Somalia, undertake the course training, 
gain access to his family's old village under a false pretext, and while he was there he 
would kilI his father's murderer.  

So, he came home to Somalia. He bought a weapon. He went through the training. He went 
to the village. He ensured that his father's murderer attended the training, and he harbored 
the destruction ofhis father's enemy in his heart. But then, something started to happen. As 
he helped the villagers tell their stories of violence, of the endless cycle of horror, of the 
terrible choices they had had his heart softened. He understood that any choice that 
involved violence was a not a choice at all. One day, he stood up at the training, addressed 
his father's murderer, explained that he had plotted to kill him, and begged his forgiveness.  

In a way, this one man's story echoes the national story that we are beginning to tell in 
Somalia, that our future will not be built on the ashes of revenge. It will not be built on the 
stones of violence.  

We reaffirm our choice of peace. We reaffirm that reconciliation - the path that we have 
chosen - will be won through dialogue, through inclusive politics, through creating a 
shared vision of what Somalia can be.  
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Our success requires the support of our international partners, but most of all it demands 
the ownership and commitment of the Somali people.  

As we continue towards democratisation, this is not time for skepticism. We have laid out 
our plans and we need to stand together to execute and deliver.  

Our achievements and progress have been made possible by the determination of our 
Somali people. We welcome and acknowledge the staunch support of our international 
partners and look forward to their continuing engagement behind our natíonally-led 
agenda.  

I acknowledge the commitment and sacrifice of our Somali defence institutions and grieve 
the loss of our soldiers and security staff who have died in the pursuit of peace.  

I renew my commitment to serve the Somali people. Somalia is indebted to their resilience 
and perseverance in the face of extraordinary challenges.  

Somali looks forward to walking with you - the family of United Nations, towards a 
peaceful, prosperous future.

I would like to congratulate you Mr President and 

your country Uganda on assuming on behalf of the 

continent of Africa the responsibility to be President 

of this august body for the 69th session. 

 

The theme that you have chosen for this general debate and the 69th session Mr President, 

namely, “Delivering on and implementing the Post 2015 Development Agenda”, is timely 

and most appropriate. 

 

Fourteen years ago, world leaders adopted the Millennium Declaration that contained the 

Millennium Development Goals (MDGs). 

 

The MDGs galvanised and mobilised the international community and the United Nations 

in a manner never seen before. 

 

We have good stories to tell in terms of the journey of the past fourteen years of 

implementing the MDGs. 

 

In Africa, we seized the opportunity and adopted the New Partnership for Africa’s 

Development (NEPAD), our socio-development blueprint. 
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The African Union’s Vision 2063 will, together with NEPAD, and other socio-economic 

development programmes, be the cornerstone and foundation of Africa’s Development 

Agenda going forward. 

 

South Africa has also made significant progress in achieving the MDGs. 

 

Reducing by half the number of people earning less than a dollar a day has been achieved, 

while the share of those experiencing hunger has also been halved. 

 

South Africa has attained Goal 2 of providing access to primary education access for all. 

 

On official international indicators, South Africa is doing well on MDG3, to promote and 

empower women. 

 

South Africa has recorded impressive progress through the expansion of health 

infrastructure and improved access to health services for all South Africans. 

 

On the reduction of child mortality, MDG4, and the improvement of maternal health, MDG, 

significant progress has been recorded, but more work remains. 

 

In fact, more work remains worldwide to fully achieve these goals, especially in the 

developing world. 

 

We have to confront those underlying root causes that continue to make it impossible for 

our people to have a better life. 

 

In spite of the progress that we have made thus far, reports continue to show that Africa is 

lagging behind in terms of the attainment of some of the MDGs. 

 

It is for reason that we appreciate the crafting of a post-2015 Global Development Agenda 

that will carry forward the unfinished business of the MDGs. 

 

The post-2015 Global Development Agenda will provide a frame of reference for our 

collective agreement on what has to be done. 
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We reiterate that developed countries should be reliable partners and meet their 

commitment to development goals, such as contributing 0,7 percent of their gross national 

income towards Official Development Assistance. 

 

It does not matter what this great Organisation has achieved in the past six decade if we do 

not deal comprehensively with the scourge of poverty, underdevelopment and diseases, the 

poor of the world will consider everything to have been a failure. 

 

Indeed we would have failed in our duty if we succeed in preventing another World war 

but continue to have children dying of malnutrition and treatable diseases. 

 

The recent outbreak of Ebola in some West African States and the number of lives that 

have been unnecessarily lost is one clear example of the challenges that developing 

countries continue to contend with. 

 

We believe that Ebola would have been contained within a few days had it been an 

outbreak in the developed World. 

 

But it has become a pandemic that threatens the economies of affected African States. 

 

The outbreak has thus exposed the challenges of capacity, lack of infrastructure and other 

limited resources in Africa. 

 

We are pleased that the United Nations under the leadership of the Secretary General is 

deploying a Mission to coordinate efforts to combat the virus. 

 

South Africa stands ready to continue to provide whatever resources at our disposal to 

assist the people and governments of our sister countries of Liberia, Guinea and Sierra 

Leone. 

 

We add our voice in calling for more resources to be deployed to ensure that the virus is 

contained. 

 

Mr President, 
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The role of the United Nations in supporting the struggles of self-determination and 

freedom has been remarkable. South Africa is a shining example. 

 

Twenty years ago, President Nelson Mandela thanked all nations for support in this very 

podium when South Africa was readmitted to the United Nations as a free and democratic 

state. 

 

We are reminded of this fact on this important day which is National Heritage Day in my 

country. 

 

Since 1994 South Africa has made significant progress in transforming the apartheid state 

into a democratic one founded on the values of human dignity, non-discrimination, non-

racialism and non-sexism, the rule of law, and universal adult suffrage as enshrined in the 

Constitution. 

 

Given our history and heritage, we are mindful of our historic and moral responsibility in 

the global struggle against racism, racial discrimination and other intolerances. 

 

We will in this regard, continue to be at the forefront of efforts to eliminate all forms of 

racism, racial discrimination and any other intolerance including xenophobia and anti-

Semitism. 

 

The Durban Declaration and its Programme of Action remain the primary Framework ever 

adopted by a UN Conference in the fight against racism. 

 

We will continue to support the struggles for freedom and self- determination, including 

the struggles of the peoples of Palestine and Western Sahara who continue to experience 

occupation and colonialism of different forms. 

 

The people of Cuba also hold a special place in our hearts because of that country’s 

sacrifice for African freedom. We will therefore continue to support their struggle for 

economic liberation. 

 

Mr President, 
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While the UN has done remarkably well in the supporting self-determination, when it 

celebrates 70 years of existence next year, this august body may be found wanting by the 

people of Palestine. 

The Israeli-Palestine question is one of the oldest items on the UN agenda but progress 

remains elusive. 

 

In the past few months in particular, the world has witnessed a devastating conflict that 

left a humanitarian crisis of shocking proportions. 

 

The people of Palestine were left homeless, with no medical facilities, no safe drinking 

water, bereaved and having to care for the wounded after a trail of destructive military 

actions by Israel. 

 

South Africa has condemned the actions of both Israel and Hamas and we have called for 

an immediate cessation of hostilities. 

 

Our strongly held view is that there can be no military solution to the Israeli-Palestinian 

question. 

 

We should all remain committed to the two-state solution based on the 1967 borders with 

Palestine and Israel co-existing side by side in peace. 

 

Of concern in this matter has been the helplessness displayed by the UN, especially the UN 

Security Council, during the current conflict. 

 

The UN has the moral authority and legitimacy to unite the world in promoting the quest 

for peace, justice and self-determination for the people of Palestine, while addressing 

whatever security concerns that Israel may have. 

 

This august body must play this role without fear or favour and be a beacon for all who 

suffer oppression in the world. 

 

Mr President, 
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Let me reiterate that the 70th anniversary of the UN next year provides an opportunity for 

us to seriously reflect on the need to reform this august body, moving beyond words to 

action. 

 

Ten years ago world leaders celebrating the 60th anniversary of the UN agreed on the need 

for reform of the United Nations Security Council in particular. 

 

The decision remains valid and must be implemented. 

When we converge here next year, on the 70th year of the UN, we should be able to adopt 

a concrete programme that will guide us towards a strengthened UN and a reformed 

Security Council. 

 

Some contentious aspects of the UN system such as the veto powers and the exclusion of 

regions such as Africa in the Security Council are some of the critical matters that cannot 

be ignored in the quest for transformation. 

 

Mr President, 

Among the achievements of the UN in its recent history is the cooperation between the 

African Union and the United Nations, particularly since the formation of the AU Peace 

and Security architecture. 

 

In this regard the full implementation of Security Council Resolutions 1809 and 2033 on 

Cooperation between the UN and Regional Organisations particularly the AU, remains 

crucial. 

 

In a number of areas where this cooperation is in place progress has been made, for 

example in the Democratic Republic of Congo. 

 

The two affected sub-regional organisations, SADC and the Great Lakes region, continue to 

make significant strides with the support of the United Nations. 

 

Mr President, 

This august body celebrated the formation of a new state of South Sudan recently. 
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The recent developments and the ongoing conflict in South Sudan have resulted in loss of 

life and dire humanitarian consequences. 

 

We will continue to contribute as much as we can to finding solutions working with the 

AU and this august body. South Sudan should not be allowed to regress. 

 

Mr President, 

Next year marks twenty years since the Beijing Conference which adopted the Beijing 

Platform for Action. 

 

The anniversary provides an opportunity for the UN and the international community to 

reflect and take forward the struggle for the emancipation of women from all forms of 

discrimination. 

 

Mr President, 

Last December the world descended on South Africa to pay last respects to our beloved 

Madiba. Those who did not come to South Africa honoured Madiba in various ways. 

 

We will continue to work with the world to promote Madiba’s legacy and passion for 

justice, freedom, equality and human rights. 

 

We are grateful to the General Assembly and the President of the previous session, for the 

decision to establish the United Nations Nelson Mandela Prize that will be awarded to an 

outstanding individual who will have demonstrated a commitment to the aim, objectives 

and principles of the UN Charter. 

 

The Prize is a great testament to the outstanding individual that Madiba was and will 

always be. 

 

Excellencies, Your Majesties, 

As we recommit to the Millennium Development Goals, let me once again, borrow from the 

words of Madiba uttered on his historic inauguration day in 2009 when he said; 

 

“We understand it still, that there is no easy road to freedom. 

We know it well, that none of us acting alone can achieve success. 
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We must therefore act together as a united people, for national reconciliation, for nation 

building, for the birth of a new world. 

Let there be justice for all. 

Let there be peace for all. 

Let there be work, bread, water and salt for all. 

Let each know that for each the body, the mind and the soul have been freed to fulfil 

themselves”.

Good Morning, 

 

I congratulate you, Mr President, and your country, Uganda and the African continent on 

your election, as the President of the 69th Session of the United Nations General Assembly. 

My delegation and I pledge our full support to you in this important mission. I also wish to 

congratulate Ambassador John Ashe for having successfully completed his term. 

 

Global Peace and Security 

 

Mr President, 

We are all bound by our moral duty and legal obligations to address the challenges 

confronting the world today. We need to act in solidarity to promote global peace and 

security for the good of our nations. In this context, I urge the UN and all of you, Heads of 

State and Government, to support the current peace initiatives in the world, especially 

those in the Middle East, Central Africa Republic, Somalia, Mali, Democratic Republic of 

the Congo, and the Republic of South Sudan. We need to find appropriate ways and means 

of ending these conflicts, and many others in the world and to pave the way for all the 

nations and the peoples of the world to live in peace and to enjoy their basic rights. 
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In addition, the United Nations Security Council needs to be strengthened to deal with new 

global challenges. Therefore, we support the call of the African leaders for a comprehensive 

review of the UN Security Council to ensure that Africa and other continents are well 

represented in this important international body, according to the African position as 

Stipulated by Azalwin Consensus and Sirte Declaration. This will create a more inclusive 

Security Council and empower all the continents to play a bigger and more effective role in 

promoting global peace and security for the benefit of the human race. More importantly, it 

will ensure that the Security Council continues to fulfil its purpose and be more able to 

achieve its mandate. 

 

The Conflict in South Sudan 

 

Mr President, 

The journey of my people from conflict to peace, independence and freedom was costly. It 

was characterized by economic and political marginalization, a prolonged war, 

humanitarian disasters, loss of millions of lives, and untold human suffering. At 

independence, we acquired a country with a multitude of challenges ranging from weak 

national institutions, inadequate physical infrastructure, limited human capacity and weak 

security mechanisms. We are grateful the international community supported us and 

continue to do so with humanitarian and development assistance. 

 

Mr President, 

I have no doubt that the world has followed with shock and disbelief the violent conflict 

that erupted in South Sudan on Sunday 15 December 2013, which was plotted by my 

former Vice President who wanted to seize power by force. He was too impatient in his 

thirst for power and did not want to wait for the general elections, which were scheduled to 

take place in 2015, and to seek the mandate from the people of South Sudan as required by 

The Transitional Constitution of the Republic of South Sudan. The failed coup and the 

rebellion that followed resulted in the loss of too many innocent lives, destruction of 

properties, and damage of community relationships. However, the coup was foiled and the 

Government is continuing to defend the country and the people against the ensuing 

rebellion. 

 

The Government and the people of South Sudan take this opportunity to thank the United 

Nations, the African Union, and the Inter-Governmental Authority for Development (IGAD) 
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and the entire international community for their prompt action to restore peace and 

stability in my country. 

 

My Government is unwaveringly committed to resolve the conflict peacefully and my 

negotiating team has been in Addis Ababa, Ethiopia, since January 2014 talking peace with 

the rebels to close this dark chapter in the history of our young country; open a new page 

and pave the way for us to, once again, embark on the difficult mission of socio-economic 

development, which our people urgently need. 

 

With the dedicated efforts of the mediators, we were able to sign the Cessation of Hostilities 

Agreement on 23 January 2014, and re-affirm our commitment to that Agreement on 9 

May 2014. My Government has demonstrated its firm commitment to peace, has 

unreservedly honoured these Agreements, and is continuing to negotiate in good faith to 

find a peaceful solution to the conflict. However, the rebels have violated the Agreements 

too many times, and have refused to sign the Protocol Agreement, which is a crucially 

important document signed by the Heads of State and Government of IGAD, including 

myself as a party to the conflict. This important document forms the basis for resolving the 

crisis peacefully and inclusively. Therefore, I urge the international community to exert 

efforts on the rebels to sign the Protocol Agreement. 

 

Mr President, 

We appreciate that the international community is rightly concerned with humanitarian 

crisis and about human rights abuses that resulted from the failed coup and the rebellion. 

In this regard, my Government has ordered an investigation into these abuses and also has 

accepted to cooperate with the Commission of Enquiry formed by the African Union to 

carryout investigations into allegations of human rights violations. We are determined to 

hold those who will be found responsible accountable, as we do not condone impunity 

under any circumstances. 

 

My Government has recently signed into law the Media Laws to guarantee freedom of 

expression and has also ratified (3) UN core Conventions, namely: 

 

a) Convention on Elimination of All Forms of Discrimination Against Women; 

b) International Convention Against Torture and other Cruel, Inhumane or Degrading or 

Treatment Punishment and its First optional Protocol; and 
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c) Convention on the Rights of the Child and its optional Protocol on Involvement of 

Children in Armed Conflicts and optional Protocol on Sale of Children, Child 

Prostitution and Child Pornography. These are all positive measures put in place to 

address some of these concerns. 

 

Mr President, 

The conflict in South Sudan is purely a political struggle for power - not an ethnic conflict 

as reported. The citizens displaced by the conflict, especially in the three States of Jonglei, 

Unity and Upper Nile, have sought refuge in the neighbouring States of Lakes, Warrap, 

Central Equatoria and Eastern Equatoria and in the neighbouring countries. These innocent 

victims of the conflict urgently need and deserve humanitarian assistance. We, therefore, 

thank the United Nations, the Government of Norway and the other stakeholders for 

organizing the Donor Conference in Oslo, Norway, in May 2014, to support our 

humanitarian needs. We also deeply appreciate and welcome the High-level Ministerial 

Meeting on South Sudan, which the UN organized in the margin of the 69th Session of UN-

GA on 25 September 2014 during which a number of donors made fledges of support. My 

Government is fully committed to render humanitarian access and has taken the necessary 

measures to facilitate access for Humanitarian Agencies. 

 

Mr President, 

The conflicts within our two countries of South Sudan and Sudan tend to be 

interconnected. That is why we in the Republic of South Sudan will exert more efforts to 

strengthen our relations with the Republic of the Sudan. Our oil flows through the Sudan. 

In the spirit of cooperation, my Minister of Foreign Affairs and International Cooperation 

will soon commence more joint visits with his Sudanese counterpart to donor countries, to 

appeal and lobby for lifting and waiving Sudan’s foreign debt, as it was agreed in the 

Cooperation Agreements. There are outstanding issues associated with the Comprehensive 

Peace Agreement (CPA), especially the final status of Abyei. The Republic of South Sudan 

and the Sudan are working through these issues as part of the African Union High 

Implementation Panel mediation and our other partners to find amicable peaceful solution 

with the Sudan. I am committed to addressing these outstanding issues and I am in direct 

communication with President Omar El Bashir of the Sudan to resolve these issues through 

dialogue. 

Furthermore, my Government and the people of South Sudan, would like to express our 

appreciation and thanks to the countries that have expressed support for the peaceful 
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resolution of the conflict in my country; especially USA, China, Egypt, South Africa, the 

Sudan, Kenya, Uganda, Ethiopia, Norway, Congo, Namibia and many others. 

 

Mr President, 

My Government is collaborating with the United Nations Mission in South Sudan (UNMISS) 

and other stakeholders, such as community leaders, political parties, civil societies and faith 

based organizations to build trust with the Internally Displaced Persons (IDPs) in UNMISS 

Camps so that they return to their homes and their preconflict areas, and start once again 

their normal livelihood. 

 

Mr President, 

With respect to our cooperation with UNMISS, my Government would like to raise its 

concern regarding the recent mandate of UNMISS which has very serious implications in 

service delivery to my people. I note in particular that the new mandate does not allow 

UNMISS to support requests from national, state and local partners for assistance in 

important activities connected with capacity building, peace-building, Disarmament, 

Demobilization and Reintegration (DDR), Security Sector Reforms (SSR), recovery and 

development.  

 

Notwithstanding the fact that the activities mentioned above are of paramount importance 

to South Sudan, we strongly believe the main objective of UNMISS was to support peace 

and reconciliation in the first place. We humbly request the United Nations Security 

Council to reconsider this decision when the renewal of UNMISS mandate comes up in 

November 2014. On the same note, we would further urge UNMISS to engage in 

reorientation of its activities related to its mandate to civilians protection, to shift from 

‘protection-by-presence’ to ‘protection-by-action’ and to encourage those in UNMISS 

camps to return to their homes. UNMISS needs to protect the civilians in their 

neighbourhoods and not in camps in a huge country like ours, which is bigger than the size 

of France. 

 

The Post-2015 Global Development Agenda 

 

Mr President, 

The theme of this 69th Session of the United Nations General Assembly is “Delivering on 

and implementing a Transformative Post-2015 Development Agenda”. It is not a surprise

that the Republic of South Sudan, being a 3-year-old country with numerous challenges, 

has missed the MDG targets. 

 

We congratulate the UN Secretary General and the Working Group for coordinating the 

discussions on the 17 Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs), which will form the post-

2015 global development agenda. It is vital that the SDGs focus the efforts of the Nations 

on reducing poverty; end hunger and achieve food security; address our health concerns, 

especially those issues affecting women and children; promote gender equality and 

empowerment of women and girls; address the issues of access, equity and quality of 

education and tackle youth unemployment. 

 

We strongly believe that attainment of the SDGs will require strong, sustained partnership, 

collaboration and coordination at international, regional and national levels and leadership 

of the UN. On our part, we will exert our maximal efforts and will work in partnership with 

the international community and our partners in the ‘New Deal’, as a member of fragile 

states in g7+, to achieve the new development goals. I wish to take this opportunity to 

express our solidarity and support to the victims of Ebola in the greater West African 

Region, particularly, in Liberia, Guinea and Sierra Leone. We acknowledge the leading role 

of the USA in assisting the continent to combat this virus. It is vital that the SDGs address 

such global health threats. 

 

On the other hand, the Republic of South Sudan strongly condemns all forms of terrorism, 

including piracy, which has become a menace to international peace and security. 

 

Climate Change 

 

Mr President, 

Climate change is now recognised as a huge global threat. It is the single biggest threat that 

can wipe out the planet Earth and the entire human race. I congratulate the UN Secretary 

General for convening the UN Climate Summit 2014 to focus attention on this global 

problem and I urge you all to heed the call of the UN Secretary General and “Take bold 

actions”. I am pleased that the SDGs cover environmental issues of concern to the 

international community. And I hope the climate summit in Paris in December 2015 will 

result in an agreement on a new global and a legally binding framework for tackling 

climate change. We must race against the clock to save our planet and the human race 
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before it is too late. As Madam Graca Machel said, tackling climate change requires 

leadership, courage and ambition from all of us. Let us act in solidarity to create “The 

Future we want”. 

 

Finally Mr President, 

I reiterate my resolve to continue my firm commitment to return the people of South Sudan 

to peace, to full implementation of the Cooperation Agreements with the Republic of the 

Sudan, to unrestricted support to Humanitarian Assistance, to respect for Human Rights, to 

democratic governance in my Country, and to stronger working relationship with UNMISS 

and the entire International Community without exception. I promise that we will work 

together, united to establish a safe, secure, peaceful and prosperous South Sudan. 

 

Your Excellencies, we are all one in this world, whether strong or weak, rich or poor. So, 

let us stick together.

We welcome and fully endorse the theme of this year’s debate:“Delivering on and 
Implementing a Transformative Post-2015 Development Agenda”. We see its discussion 
making important contributions in the intergovernmental negotiations on the Post-2015 
Development Agenda that are about to start. 

 

Post- 2015 Development Agenda 
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Mr. President, 

As we dedicate our time and efforts to the negotiations on the Post 2015 Development 
Agenda, we must not lose sight of the unfinished business of Millennium Development 
Goals. It is important that the targets and indicators that will not be accomplished are 
factored properly in the Post 2015 Development Agenda.  In the mean time we should 
ensure that we use the remaining 461 days to accelerate the pace of implementing the 
MDGs. 

 

Mr. President, 

The issue of financing the implementation of the post-2015 Development Agenda, must be 
given special attention. I am mentioning this matter because experience has taught us that 
other factors aside, we will fall short of attaining a number of the MDGs targets and 
indicators because of unpredictable, unreliable, insufficient and untimely availability of 
financial resources. 

 

Mr. President, 

Therefore, for the post 2015 Development Agenda to be achieved, we must device a 
mechanism to ensure stable, predictable and reliable sources of finance for their 
implementation. 

 

Climate Change 

 

Mr. President, 

There is more to the year 2015 than the deadline of the MDGs and the onset of the post 
2015 sustainable goals. The year 2015 is also a deadline for the world to conclude a legally 
binding Climate Change agreement. 

We thank the UN Secretary General for convening the Climate Summit that took place on 
September 23rd, 2014, here at the United Nations. It afforded us a unique opportunity to put 
our minds together and deliberate on the way to save this planet from disaster and advance 
on green development pathways. It was very opportune, indeed, to hold this Summit two 
and half months before the COP 20 in Lima, Peru in December, 2014 and one year before 
COP 21 in Paris, France.  In many ways the Summit may help make the work in Peru not to 
be so difficult. As you know a success at the Lima Conference will mean a lot for the Paris 
Conference where we expect to conclude a legally binding Climate Agreement. We know it 
is not easy but, Tanzania and Africa as whole is appealing to all countries from all 
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continents to do whatever it takes to ensure that COP 21 in Paris in December, 2015 
delivers on the expectations of all of us.  Failure should not be an option.  

 

The United Nations Reforms 

 

Mr. President, 

United Nations reforms are long overdue. Reports that consultations and negotiations are 
not showing encouraging sign of progress is very frustrating, indeed. We should remain 
steadfast and vigilant not to allow the momentum to be lost.  We humbly request you, Mr. 
President, to use your good offices and longstanding diplomatic skills to revitalize the 
process. We must keep the flame glowing.  

 

Global Security Situation 

 

Mr. President, 

Global peace and security is in a state of flux. The events occurring in North Africa, the 
Middle East, Eastern Europe, the Great Lakes Region and the Horn of Africa are matters of 
concern for us all. Equally, important the menace of terrorism, illicit exploitation of natural 
resources; poaching; illicit trade in narcotic drugs and weapons are making the world less 
secure.  

Terrorism is assuming new dimensions making it the big threat of the moment because of 
its indiscriminate, lethal and callous character. Hundreds of innocent people have lost their 
lives or have been wounded. Many more have been forced to flee and some abducted with 
fatal consequences. No country is insulated and nobody is safe. As such it calls for all of us 
to play an active role in the fight against terrorism and cross border crime. Al-Shabaab, 
Boko Haram, ISIS and other terrorist organizations should not be allowed to have their 
way. Libya should not be left to disintegrate. The senseless fighting in the Central Africa 
Republic and South Sudan must be brought to an end. This world under the leadership of 
the United Nations Security Council and regional organizations has the capacity to do 
exactly that. Let us do what is required of us to stop the bloodshed, loss of life, suffering to 
innocent people and destruction of property. 

 

Situation in Palestine 

 

Mr. President, 
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The horrifying scenes of bombing and death of innocent women, children as well as men in 
the recent hostilities between Israel and Palestine is heartbreaking. Unfortunately, this 
conflict has been going on for far too long while the lasting solution is known: two states 
living side by side harmoniously. This solution has been elusive for far too long. Time has 
come for the United Nations, the United States of America, Russia, Europe and other global 
and regional powers to come together in concerted efforts to make it happen. We shouldn’t 
wait any longer. 

 

The Question of Western Sahara 

 

Mr. President, 

With regards to the question of Western Sahara, let me reiterate the appeal I made last 
year, at the UNGA to the United Nations Security Council to do everything within its 
powers to resolve this problem once and for all. Honestly, I cannot comprehend why this 
problem, which happened about the same time with that of East Timor nearly 40 years ago 
should remain unresolved up to this day. What are those insurmountable challenges 
impeding the UN to end the impasse? Please do the needful and put the Saharawi question 
to rest.  I know you can. 

 

Unilateral Sanctions and Embargos 

 

Mr. President, 

Once again, we in Tanzania wish to join the others who spoke before us in calling for 
ending the sanctions and embargo against Cuba and its people.  For over 50 years, the 
embargo has condemned the people of Cuba including innocent children and women into 
perpetual hardship and poverty. It is high time this embargo is lifted and the people of 
Cuba are given the opportunity to live in dignity like everybody else on this planet.  

 

Ebola Outbreak 

 

Mr. President, 

This General Assembly is being held at a time when our brothers and sisters in Liberia, 
Sierra Leone and Guinea are confronting the worst outbreak of the deadly Ebola 
epidemic.  In the three countries together with Nigeria some 2,400 people have lost their 
lives.  The disease, which has no cure or vaccine yet, presents a major threat to the 
countries where the disease is known to exist, to neighbouring countries and beyond. 
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Unless, the world succeeds to control the spread of this disease, there is every danger that it 
can become a global epidemic.  

 

Mr. President, 

Our collective efforts in this regard, is the best way forward. I believe the world has the 
technology, knowledge and financial resources, which if put together, can stand up against 
the threat, posed by Ebola. We should also continue to support the efforts of our scientists 
who are working tirelessly, day and night, in search of cure and vaccines. 

 

Mr. President, 

We applaud the efforts being taken by the UN, WHO, the US government and other 
countries with the technical-technological capabilities in assisting the affected countries 
and in the fight against the disease. We request four things. One, that this support be 
continued and bolstered where possible until the spread of the disease is put under 
control. Two, assist other nations in West Africa and elsewhere on the African continent to 
build capacity for surveillance, isolation and treatment. Three, efforts to get cure and 
vaccine, be intensified to save the lives of those infected and prevent others from being 
infected.  

 

Finally, or number four please stop the stigma that is developing against Africa because of 
Ebola. Reports that a number of people from other continents are shying away from 
coming to Africa and cancelling travel plans because of Ebola is disturbing. It is 
threatening to kill the all important tourism industry, trade and investment flows to Africa. 
May the United Nations and friends of Africa, please help us to tell people of the world that 
Africa is a Continent of 54 independent countries and not a country with 54 provinces. Not 
all countries in Africa have disease. Moreover, many countries are far away from the 
concerned countries in West Africa. In fact, the affected countries are closer to Europe than 
they are to Kenya, Tanzania or South Africa in Eastern and Southern Africa to mention but 
a few. As a matter of fact they are 9 to 11 hours away by air. To cancel visit to all parts of 
Africa is incomprehensible and a gross injustice to the continent. 

 

Conclusion 

 

Mr. President 

I am confident that this 7-day debate on the theme, “Delivering on and Implementing a 
Transformative Post-2015 Development Agenda” affords us another opportunity to define a 
bright future for ourselves, our children, our grand children and their children and grand 
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children. We should seize this moment to build on the success stories and lessons from 
many countries and peoples. We should also learn from the challenges and failures during 
the implementation of MDGs in conceiving the goals, targets and indicators of the post 
2015 Development Agenda. Tanzania stands ready to cooperate with the rest of the 
members of the United Nations family in building consensus on the Post 2015 
Development Goals. 

 

Mr. President, 

Allow me to conclude by appealing to everyone here to promise to work for a post-2015 
development agenda that will make the world a better place for all of us to live in.

Monsieur le Président, 

En plaçant la 69ème session de l'Assemblée générale sous le thème « Réaliser et mettre en 
œuvre un programme transformateur de développement pour l'après-2015 », vous avez 
tenu à rappeler aux Etats membres qu'il leur incombe de tout mettre en œuvre pour définir, 
dans la perspective de l'après-2015, un agenda de développement à la mesure des enjeux 
auxquels le monde est confronté. 

En effet, il est indéniable que la définition des Objectifs du Millénaire pour le 
Développement (OMD) a été bénéfique pour l'humanité. Même si tous ces objectifs ne 
seront pas atteints par tous nos Etats, notre engagement à travailler ensemble pour les 
atteindre a permis des améliorations notoires sur chacun des objectifs partout dans le 
monde. 

Dès lors, le nouvel agenda pour le développement devra offrir aux Etats une feuille de route 
appropriée qui prenne en compte la diversité et la complexité des situations ainsi que les 
évolutions résultant de l'expérience acquise dans la mise en œuvre des OMD. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 
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Pour sa part, le gouvernement togolais reste déterminé et mobilisé pour poursuivre et 
amplifier les efforts qu'il conviendrait de fournir dans le cadre d'un nouveau programme de 
développement post-2015 en vue de la réduction plus sensible de la pauvreté dans notre 
pays. 

En effet, au cours de ces dernières années, l'incidence de la pauvreté a pu être réduite de 
trois points. Cette tendance est soutenue par l'amélioration de l'environnement des affaires 
qui offre de bonnes perspectives pour accroitre la réussite des programmes de promotion de 
l'emploi en cours de mise en œuvre dans le pays au profit des jeunes notamment. 

À cet égard, l'on retiendra, entre autres, les impacts fructueux obtenus avec la conduite de 
plusieurs programmes de promotion de l'emploi et de développement à la base. C'est dans 
le même esprit que s'inscrit la mise en place d'un Fonds National de la Finance Inclusive 
(FNFI) dont le but est de rendre accessibles les services financiers aux populations les plus 
vulnérables et particulièrement aux femmes, généralement exclues de l'accès au crédit des 
institutions financières classiques. 

Dans le domaine de l'agriculture, le Togo poursuit la mise en œuvre du Programme 
National d'Investissement Agricole et de Sécurité Alimentaire (PNIASA) dont l'application a 
abouti non seulement à des résultats satisfaisants dans le cadre de l'autosuffisance 
alimentaire, mais encore à des excédents agricoles depuis plusieurs campagnes, en 
particulier celle de 2013-2014. 

Sur le plan de la santé, des résultats encourageants ont été obtenus en matière de réduction 
du taux de mortalité maternelle et infantile et de lutte contre le VIH/SIDA, le paludisme et 
la tuberculose. 

Quant à la préservation de l'environnement et de l'amélioration du cadre de vie, des actions 
vigoureuses menses ont permis d'améliorer, de manière significative, le taux d'accès aux 
services d'assainissement et à l'eau. 

Par ailleurs, le gouvernement a intensifié les efforts d'adaptation pour juguler l'impact des 
changements climatiques, notamment celui des catastrophes induites par ce dérèglement 
sur l'économie et sur le bien-être des citoyens. Notre pays s'active à travers des efforts 
notables dans la lutte résolue contre le trafic des espèces protégées, marquée par la 
neutralisation de plusieurs réseaux et la saisie de grosses quantités d'ivoire. 

La vision prospective du Togo comme un pays à même d'assurer et d'assumer son 
développement, à tous égards, a conduit le gouvernement à initier la Vision Togo 2030. 
Lancée en avril dernier, cette initiative repose sur une approche participative et devra, à 
terme, avec la stratégie de croissance accélérée et de promotion de l'emploi (SCAPE) 
permettre à mon pays de mieux assurer la réalisation des OMD et l'agenda de 
développement post-2015 que nous appelons de tous nos vœux. 

Je tiens ici à remercier le système des Nations unies et tous les pays qui nous ont aidé à 
parvenir aux avancées réalisées. 
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Monsieur le Président, 

La situation d'instabilité chronique qui prévaut aujourd'hui en Afrique, en particulier dans 
la bande sahélo-saharienne, est préoccupante. 

C'est pourquoi, fort de son expérience de membre non-permanent du Conseil de sécurité 
des Nations Unies oú il a siégé en 2012-2013, mon pays, le Togo, a acquis davantage la 
certitude que notre agenda de la paix et la nouvelle architecture pour la sécurité 
internationale doivent tenir compte de cette nouvelle situation de régionalisation des 
conflits. 

Un autre facteur qui met encore plus en péril la survie des Etats et leurs efforts de 
développement se trouve être le terrorisme. 

En Afrique par exemple, Boko Haram et Shabab posent fréquemment des actes qui 
déstabilisent les pays fibres comme le Nigeria, le Cameroun, la Somalie et le Kenya. 

Mon pays se félicite néanmoins des efforts conjugués de la communauté internationale, qui 
ont permis de mettre en déroute les groupes armés terroristes, notamment en Somalie et au 
Mali. Il apprécie à sa juste valeur les efforts du gouvernement français à rester engagé dans 
la région du Sahel afin de poursuivre, aux côtés des pays africains, la lutte contre les 
terroristes à travers l'opération Barkhane. 

Il importe toutefois que les efforts engagés se poursuivent et se consolident et que la 
communauté internationale ne ménage aucun effort pour soutenir les pays africains 
touchés, au même titre qu'elle se mobilise pour contrer la progression du terrorisme en Irak, 
en Syrie et ailleurs dans le monde. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 

Au-delà du contrô1e effectif des frontières dans les vastes espaces géographiques, comme le 
Sahel, qui a mobilisé ces dernières années la communauté internationale dans sa lutte 
contre le terrorisme, il nous parait tout aussi indispensable de sécuriser davantage nos côtes 
pour éradiquer, avec la même détermination, la piraterie maritime. 

C'est dans cet esprit et conscient des enjeux en présence, que le Togo a pris l'initiative 
d'accueillir à Lomé, au cours de l'année 2015, une conférence internationale sur la sécurité 
maritime et le développement économique en Afrique, sous l'égide de l'Union africaine. 

Le Togo se propose de jouer un rô1e de premier plan, en offrant avec le concours de toutes 
les bonnes volontés, un cadre qui permettra de concrétiser les mesures qui ont été 
préconisées, en diverses occasions, en vue de faire des côtes africaines un espace pivot du 
commerce international, débarrassé des prédateurs organisés qui entretiennent la peur le 
long de nos côtes. 

 

Monsieur le Président, 
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S'agissant de la promotion de la paix, de la stabilité et de la sécurité dans nos pays, la 
dégradation de la situation en République centrafricaine, en Libye, au Soudan du Sud, en 
Syrie, en Palestine, en Ukraine et ailleurs dans le monde, nous préoccupe au plus haut 
degré en raison des conséquences néfastes qu'elle engendre et qui sont de nature à remettre 
en cause l'existence même de ces pays et à anéantir les précieux efforts de développement 
qu'ils ont accomplis. 

En ce qui le concerne mon pays, le Togo, a retrouvé la stabilité. Il avance, dans la 
confiance restaurée, vers un nouvel horizon.  

Les filles et fils du Togo ont choisi de construire désormais l'avenir dans un climat de paix 
et de concorde nationale. 

Echéance électorale après échéance électorale, la démocratie togolaise se construit et se 
consolide dans le dialogue et la concertation. Elle se met en place avec des institutions qui 
fonctionnent, avec le concours et la vigilance d'une société civile déterminé et avec 
l'ensemble des citoyens qui sont plus que jamais conscients des défis qu'il reste à relever en 
matière de démocratie.

H.E. President of the General Assembly,  

H.E. the Secretary-General, 

Your Excellencies Heads of State and Government, 

Distinguished Delegates, 

Ladies and Gentlemen. 

 

I, first of all, thank the UN General Assembly for 
electing H.E. Sam Kutesa, our foreign Minister, as 
the President of the UN General Assembly for the 
year 2014/15. As you all know, the UN system needs 
reform to reflect the new needs and realities in the World today. Uganda will use this time 
to make a small contribution towards the reform of the UN and its organs in terms of 
pushing for the African agenda on this issue. Those reforms, as will be agreed by all of us, 
will strengthen the UN, not otherwise. 

 

Africa, Uganda included, is, at long last, emerging from the long night of decline the 
African continent has been through in the last 500 years, eversince 1472 when the 
Portuguese started encroaching on the African Coastline. 

 

These 500 years witnessed great traumas inflicted on the African continent: slave trade, 
colonialism, neo-colonialism, plunder, human heamorrhage and even genocide in some 
cases. 

 

These traumas resulted in haemorrhage of the population and the depopulation of the 
African continent to the extent that by 1900, the population of the whole of Africa was 
only 133 million people while that of China, which is only one quarter of the land area of 
Africa, was 489,000 million people; in other-words, four times greater than the population 
of Africa at that time. 
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These traumas on Africa were possible on account of both internal weaknesses and also 
external factors. That foreign aggression caused serious distortions in African societies. 
There was, for instance, the very well organized kingdom of Kongo on the Atlantic coast 
by the time the first Portuguese, Diego Cao, got there in about 1483. 

 

This kingdom covered parts of Northern Angola, Cabinda, parts of the Republic of Congo 
and Western parts of the DRC. As a consequence of the actions of colonialism, that polity 
declined and disintegrated. It is only now that the modern countries of that area are 
regenerating that portion of Africa. 

 

It is these distortions and the original endogenous weaknesses of Africa that the present 
generation of Africa leaders have been addressing. In many African countries, positive 
results are beginning to manifest themselves. The middle class in Africa is now of the 
magnitude of 313 million people which has boosted the purchasing power of Africa to US$ 
2.5 trillion. This purchasing power is growing at the rate of 3.2% per annum. 

 

This growth and expansion of African GDP and purchasing power is in spite of inadequate 
roads, inadequate railways, inadequate electricity, etc. When these strategic bottlenecks are 
addressed, the sky will be the limit as far as Africa's potentialities are concerned. 

 

One bottleneck that has bedeviled Africa has been the espousing of the pseudo-ideology of 
sectarianism of religion or tribe as well as chauvinism vis avis the women. It is this 
pseudo-ideology that has fuelled most of the conflicts in Africa. We are also witnessing the 
same pseudo-ideology causing havoc in the Middle East and North Africa. When 
uninformed outsiders link-up with these pseudoideologists, the permutation is most tragic. 
The sectarian ideology is pseudo and bankrupt because it is at variance with the people's 
real interests of symbiosis, exchange of goods and services as well as integration for 
mutual benefit. Only parasites revel in such schemes. This pseudoideology should be 
banished and treated with the contempt it deserves. 

 

On the side of socio-economic transformation, Uganda is busy building hard surface roads, 
electricity systems, the railways, ICT networks, a universal education system and a pan-
Ugandan health system. Together with our neighbours, we have integrated our markets in 
the EAC and COMESA. We also partner in common security solutions. Therefore, Africa as 
well as the individual African countries are becoming more credible partners with any 
serious actors beyond our shores. Uganda needs and welcomes investments, trade access, 
tourists and, in some cases, security partnerships that are approved by the African Union 
from our partners in the World, many of whom are members of the United Nations. 
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I thank you.

Your Excellences the Heads of Delegations, 

Distinguished Delegates. 

 

Please accept our sincere congratulations on your 
election to preside the 69th session of the UN General 
Assembly. To us, you are undertaking this onerous 
task at a particularly important moment not only in 
forging the future global development agenda, but 
also in the development of international peace and security. I therefore assure you of my 
Government’s support as you set upon discharging this important assignment. In the same 
spirit, I also convey appreciation for the contribution made by your predecessor, Dr. John 
Ashe the President of the 68th session. 

 

Mr. President, 

I wish to highlight our deep concern at the global health emergency that has resulted from 
the Ebola outbreak in parts of Africa. This burden is not only for the people of Liberia, 
Sierra Leone, or Guinea. Zambia views this epidemic as a common challenge to humanity 
and therefore stands ready to support all efforts required to defeat the disease and bring 
back normalcy in the daily economic and social lives in our sister Republics that are 
directly facing this desease. 

 

There is a growing acceptance and concern that this desease could easily spread beyond the 
first four countries which have so far borne the brunt of this desease. The recent resurgence 
of the disease in the neighbouring, Democratic Republic of Congo is a reminder of the 
extent of this danger. Beyond that we remain deeply concerned that in all, over 5000 
people have been victims of the disease and 2400 needless deaths have already been 
recorded across the continent. 
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Zambia therefore supports the call for greater and wider involvement by all UN member 
states. The WHO has already warned that if left unchecked we will soon be dealing with 
over 20.000 Ebola patients. 

 

It is equally for this reason that we continue to look at global health issues as important 
parameters for global development. The Ebola public health emergency and other ongoing 
challenges such as Malaria, TB, AIDS and other Non Communicable diseases, need a 
concerted global approach. 

 

In the past few months the international community has witnessed the growing desperation 
of the extremist terrorist organizations, notably through the abduction of innocent schools 
girls in Borno State, Nigeria and the wider reign of terror which includes bombing civilian 
trading points across this important African nation. 

 

Mr. President, 

Zambia is also concerned about the insecurity currently being experienced as a result of the 
instability in Ukraine. We have followed the counter accusations which point to the deep 
seated divisions and suspicions of a bygone era. Sadly, the human loss has been heavy, as 
the ordinary Ukrainian is caught in the middle of a crisis that is strongly influenced by 
foreign factors.  

 

Innocent civilians from other nations have also been drawn in, through the loss of lives on 
the Malaysia Airlines Flight MH17. We share in the sorrow of the families and the nations 
that lost their loved ones in this human inflicted catastrophe. Zambia believes that the 
ordinary Ukrainian citizens are of the same view and desire nothing but peace, harmony 
and prosperity for their country. They should be allowed to enjoy these basic human 
conditions. 

 

These and other global security concerns linger in the face of a United Nations wich is 
becoming ever more challenged in coordinating any robust and convincing global 
response. 

 

Mr. President, 

This General Assembly session is also taking place at a moment of the renewed focus on 
the global development agenda through the post-2015 negotiations and the development of 
the Sustainable Development Goals (SDGs). My understanding has been that the 
negotiations have so far been engaging and have included the participation of all 
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stakeholders including governments, civil society, the business community and academia 
among others. It can therefore be said that we have laid a solid foundation upon which the 
world will articulate its development policies for the next decade and half, in line with 
three pillars (economic, social, and environmental) of the SDGs. 

 

We look forward to the completation of these deliberations knowing that unless the Means 
of Implementation are adequately covered, with new investment inflows, we risk rendering 
this noble effort into a futile exercise. Given the immense challenges facing our nations, it 
is such multilateral approaches that will address the underlying cross-border factors that 
affect climate change, global poverty, public health, children’s welfare, labour and 
migration, youth unemployment, the advancement of women, and many other factors 
whose solutions lie in actions that may have trans-boundary effects. 

 

The new global development regime must therefore demonstrate a new and more robust 
approach to these problems. For this reason, Zambia supports the related meetings being 
held alongside this General Assembly session, notably those relating to Population and 
Development, Labour and Decent Work, and the 2014 Climate Summit. It is hoped that 
these discussions will in the not-too-distant future, lead to lasting solutions in addressing 
the development challenges faced by many of our countries. 

 

On another important matter, I wish to report that Zambia has increased its campaign to 
forestall the growing problem of Child, Early and Forced Marriages. This problem is 
strongly rooted in the prevailing poverty levels in some poor families and in the quest by 
organized criminals to make profit from selling off under-age girls either into marriage or 
to engage in other exploitative vices. With this national awakening to the problem, Zambia 
hosted a three-day national symposium on the problem in July (2014). We look forward to 
working with other nations to ensure that a global approach is developed in curbing the 
incidences of Child, Early and Forced Marriages, a problem with greater consequences for 
the future advancement of women. 

 

Zambia is also undertaking several other initiatives aimed at reducing the gender divide. 
My Government is of the convinction that girls and women should be enabled and allowed 
to reach their full potential and be able to contribute to national growth on equal footing 
with their menfolk. In this regard, the education of the girl child and the socio-economic 
empowerment of women through their participation in key decision making positions is top 
on the national agenda. 

 

Furthermore, Zambia reaffirms its commitment made at the Beijing Conference in 1995 on 
gender equality and the empowerment of women. My Government has continued to press 
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on the importance of women’s emancipation and their contribution to national 
development in line with the Declaration and Platform of Action of the Beijing Conference. 

 

Mr. President, 

The question of the reform of the UN Security Council remains an important priority for 
Zambia and the rest of the African continent. We remain deeply concerned that little 
progress has been recorded in the negotiations for the expansion of the Council. Africa 
remains committed to all five clusters of the Inter-governmental Negotiations (IGN) process 
as outlines under General Assembly Decision 62/557 of 2008. As a member of the African 
Union Committee of Ten (C-10) on the Security Council reforms, let me echo other voices 
in reiterating the importance our member states attach to the realization of these long 
overdue reforms. 

 

My delegation also accords due priority to the questions relating to countries in special 
situations, in particular the Landlocked Developing Countries (LLDCs) for which Zambia 
was in March this year, nominated as current Chair. The implementation of the Almaty 
Programme of Action, as adopted in 2003, has run its course albeit with mixed results. It is 
coming up for review at the LLDC Summit to be held in Vienna, Austria in just over a 
month’s time, from 3-5th November, 2014. The 32 member states in the Grouping are 
counting on the support of the entire UN membership in ensuring a successful conference 
which we expect to firmly place the LLDC on a sound path of development. I therefore look 
forward to your full participation at that conference. 

 

Mr. President, 

I would like to end by informing this august house that our historic capital city Lusaka has 
in the past year been celebrating its 100 years centenary. This occasion was followed this 
year by two other important celebrations, namely the 90th birthday of our funding father, 
the First Republican President Dr. Kenneth Kaunda and the 50th anniversary of our national 
independence which falls on 24th October. 

 

These commemorations have offered a unique chance not only to celebrate, but also reflect 
on our development path. I submit that, within our known difficulties in the social and 
economic development lies a strong national spirit, eager to contribute not only to our 
growth but also to that which the growing global inter-dependence demands. Let me on 
behalf of all Zambians express appreciation to all those that have helped our beloved 
country in achieving these milestones. Zambia looks forward to a strengthened and more 
versatile United Nations system that will help create the conditions for the further growth 
and development of our youthful nation.

Your Excellency, 

Allow me to congratulate you on assuming the Presidency of the 69th Session of the 
General Assembly. We are indeed proud of the honour that has been bestowed upon the 
African continent as a result of your election. 

 

Mr President, 

The theme you have chosen for this session, “Delivering on and Implementing a 
Transformative Post-2015 Development Agenda" is pertinent, appropriate and timely. It is 
relevant in our efforts to achieve a seamless transition from the Millennium Development 
Goals to the Sustainable Development Goals, and to the broader post-2015 Development 
Agenda. We look forward to having a candid and holistic debate on the challenges we 
continue to face at the domestic and international levels in our efforts to eradicate poverty.  

 

Mr President,  
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The Millennium Development Goals helped to focus and mobilize global development 
efforts in order to achieve progress in the social sectors. However, despite the significant 
achievements under the framework of the MDGs, the progress was uneven between goals, 
among regions, and within countries. Consequently, we cannot remain complacent when 
some sections of the global community are marginalized, or even left behind. We are, 
therefore, gratified that the proposed sustainable development goals have taken on board 
the unfinished business of the millennium development goals. Part of that unfinished 
business concerns the critical issue of poverty eradication which remains the greatest 
global challenge. This issue should therefore be the top priority and overarching objective 
of the development agenda for the future. 

 

Mr. President, 

We share the view in SADC that the post MDG agenda must be informed by national 
development priorities, and that the new targets must better reflect local conditions. In this 
regard, Zimbabwe adopted its own economic blueprint, the Zimbabwe Agenda for 
Sustainable Socio-Economic Transformation (Zim-Asset). This is a bold and achievable 
development programme that has the objective of achieving inclusive economic growth, 
generation of decent jobs for all, affordable and reliable energy, food security, sustainable 
agriculture and development of reliable modem infrastructure. Through this programme we 
also aim to expand the industrial base which is key to sustained overall economic 
development as well as the human development of our country. We continue to push for 
the leveraging of our diverse and abundant resources through the beneficiation and value 
addition of our resources. We therefore expect that the proposals in the sustainable 
development goals, which complement these elements of our national aspirations, will be 
endorsed and integrated in the post-2015 Development Agenda framework.  

 

Mr. President, Your Excellencies,  

Social justice, political stability and sustainable development in African countries can best 
be achieved through genuine and committed support for the ownership of means of 
production that favour the poor, who are in the majority. In Zimbabwe, my Government 
has gone a long way in laying the foundation for sustained food production Programme. 
The majority through our Land Reform of the rural people have been empowered to 
contribute to household, and to national food security. The possession and exploitation of 
land has also turned them into masters of their own destiny, thus giving true meaning to 
our national independence and unquestioned sovereignty. 

 

Mr. President,  

Because Zimbabwe has thus been pre-occupied with the empowerment of its people 
economically, she has become a victim of the evil machinations of Western countries who 
continue to apply unilateral and illegal sanctions as a foreign policy tool to achieve short-
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term political objectives, particularly regime change. Mr President, regime change is a 
diabolical illegal policy of interference in the domestic affairs of my country and no good 
can come from undermining our economy, or depriving our citizens of the necessities of 
life. Why, I ask, should Zimbabweans continue to suffer under the yoke of unjustified and 
unwarranted illegal sanctions. These evil sanctions violate the fundamental principles of 
the United Nations Charter and should be condemned by the international community. We 
once again call for their immediate and unconditional removal. 

We are a peaceful and peace-loving nation, ready to engage in constructive dialogue for 
mutually beneficial relations. We call on those who continue to harbour ill will against us 
to cast away their hegemony-driven hostility as we appeal to them to review their hard 
positions and open a new chapter in their relations with us based on mutual respect and 
friendly cooperation.  

 

Mr. President,  

To support the implementation of the post-2015 Development Agenda, we call for 
expeditious reform of the Bretton Woods Institutions, particularly their governance 
structures. It is high time that we addressed the democratic deficit in these institutions and 
improve their legitimacy. These reforms must reflect current realities and ensure the full 
voice and participation of developing countries in their decision-making and norm-setting. 

 

Mr. President, 

Zimbabwe firmly believes that the United Nations should promote dialogue to achieve 
peace, rule of law and common understanding among states. Peace, security, stability and 
welfare of Africa and our sub-region is vital for us. In Africa, the African Union is working 
tirelessly to push for peace in the Democratic Republic of Congo, South Sudan, Central 
Africa Republic and Somalia. The international community must remain intensively 
engaged and support Africa in the maintenance of peace and stability, enhancing thereby 
its peacekeeping capacity needs through training, logistical and financial support. Africa 
also remains seized with the issue of Western Sahara, the last colonial vestige in Africa. 
The United Nations should not shake off its responsibility to ensure the achievement of 
self-determination by the people of Western Sahara. 

 

Mr. President,  

We continue to witness the suffering and persecution of the people of Palestine at the 
hands of Israel. We have witnessed the callous murder of women and children in shelters 
where they seek refuge from Israel's bombs. We have witnessed the brutal and random 
destruction of infrastructure in the Gaza strip, and while these heinous acts were being 
perpetrated by Israel, the so-called civilized world maintained a deafening silence. 
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Lasting peace in the Middle East can only be achieved through a two state solution based 
on the 1967 borders. Any other manoeuvres to change demographic realities through 
settlements or use of force will only prolong the suffering of the Palestinians. 

 

Mr. President, 

In conclusion, as we move forward, it is important to muster the necessary political will to 
create a development-oriented international environment that hastens the eradication of 
poverty and enhances the correct management of our natural resources for economic and 
social development under renewed real global partnership.
